Vicksburg Bank'Assets.

Receiver Monroe has made his first
statement of the condition, of the
Vicksburg bank. He said the total as-
sets were $300,000 and the deposits
$350,000. While this looked pretty good
the next item put a different color %o
the situation. In the assets, Mr. Mon-
roe saicj, was $50,000 in absolutely
worthless paper and $50,000 that hje
classed as doubtful, or about $100,0010
on which nothing could be expected
to be realized.” This left $2G0,000. as-
sets. against $350,000 deposits, a de-
ficit of $90,000. About $100,000 has
been collected by the receiver on the
assets and a dividend of about 25 per
per cent will be declared soon. The
prospects are that the bank creditors
will receive in the neighborhood of G5
to 73 per cent. Some of the best pa-
per is still drawing interest, however,
and it will be a long time before the
bank’s affairs are finally' wound up.

Ruination Forced.

The authorities in Si Petersburg
have received official reports from the
Siberian coast to the effect .that the
Japanese are pursuing measures
which promise to result in the ruina-
tion of the inhabitants throughout the
island of Sakhalin, north and south.
They are forcing the people to sell
their property of all kinds at absurdly
low and arbitrary prices and sign re-
ceipts for it at good prices under the
threat ;of death. As an eexample of
the eternity of the Japanese meth-
ods, Gen. Senemovsky, commanding
the district, reports that 180 Russian
colonists were led into marshes by
the Japanese and were there decapi-
tated. The inhabitants of the south-
ern portion of the island are being
forced to emigrate, and those of the
northern half are being plundered of
their houses, cattle and crops, and
must emigrate as they have nothing
on which to live.

1l Feeling In Japan.

Considerable 1 feeling has been
stirred up against the Japanese gov-
ernment by .reason of the large num-
ber of arrests made in_connection with
the recent rioting. The expressions
against the government are not so
openly made as before, but there can
be no doubt that the sentiment Is
rapidly spreading. The antagonism
to Baron Komura and M. Takahira
shows np signs of abatement and
many covert threats have recently
been made Mgainst both envoys, par-
ticularly since the discovery of the
clause in the treaty forbidding Ja-
pan to fortify the Soya straits and
the reported ominous declaration of
M. Witte in Paris that the new treaty
would result in no modification of
Russia’s present policy, which is. open
to the Interpretation that another war
against Japan is contemplated.

The Famine Work.

Special commissions from the de-
partment of agriculture and the min-
istry of the interior, will take charge
of Jhe: relief work in the famine dis-
tricts of Russia.

The cost of this
work is estimated by the government
at $20,000,000. No acute distress has

as yet been reported and the govern-
ment hopes by a prompt distribution
of food, seed, grain and fodder and
the employment of the famine-stricken
populace on public works to tide ovef
the people until the new harvest. An
observer of the situation who returned
from a tour of southern Russia states,
that bags of grain‘were piled up In
perfect mountains at-many “stations,
some of which were left over from
the 1904 harvest, malting for cars to
move them.

Interesting incidents of ,Jhe expe-
riences of  the Englishmen con-
nected with the oil industry at Baku
are reaching their relatives in Eng-
land.

2, when the Armenians massacred 30Q

The Anglo-Jap Treaty.

equal opportunity to all nations; the
maintenance of the territorial rights
of Great Britain and Japan in Ext-
ern Asia and the defense of their in-
terests.

9ir Charles 'Dilke isays the new
treaty makes no change in the pre-
existing status quo, but was an in-
evitable consequence of new condi-
tions in the far east and a strong
guarantee of the maintenance of
peace. He says Russia was never a
menace to the Indian frontier, and
that the Russians would never risk
a quarrel for India. He says the coun-
tries most affected"are France and
Germany, because to both the new

treaty ~ secures possessions which
they might have found It impossible
to defend. To France the arrange-

ment Is entirely satlsfactoi®. With
Germany*'the case may be different
because” Germany’s present privileged
position in Shantung may become
non-existent by reason of. the treaty.

Komura’s View.

In a talk on the work of the peace
commission, B.aron Komura express-
ed his gratitude to the people of the
United States for the courtesy and
friendliness shown him during his
stay, and said he goes home con-
vinced that the -friendliness of the
American people for Japan haa grown
immensely, both numerically and in
intensity.” He said:

“Japan will undoubtedly secure a
well recognized position in the far
east. In her pursuit of commercial
and -industrial expansion, Japan will
courit upon the co-operation of .th6.
United States, whose interests in the)
far east are completely identical with
her awn. and whose traditional
friendship for Japan has found fresh
confirmation in the appreciative and
sympathetic attitude maintained by
the American people throughout the
tremendous «trugRle in wblch Japan
has been engaged.”

South American Policy.

President Roosevelt Is said to be
preparing a message to congress in
which he will declare for a new policy
by which the United States can. be
assured of a permanent peace with
Europe. It deals with a proposal to
make the United States virtually the
guardian for all the republics in the
western hemisphere, Wwith no Euro-
pean interference in the affairs of
Latin America. The rough draft of
the message has been read over to
Senator Lodge and Ambassador
Choate by the president, the general
tenor being some definite arrange-
ment by which all disputes between
the United States and foreign powers
are to be settled by arbitration. As
to the republics, south of this country,
he. wants a policy of benevolent guard-
ianship to be adopted, ff they try to
repudiate their honest obligations, or
wilfully and maliciously involve them-
selves In disputes with foreign powers,
it Is to be* the duty of the United
States to intervene.

In such .a case the offending states
will be forced by the United States to
make due reparation, either by"money
payments or other atonements, to
satisfy the offended European power.
In case .foreign nations are aggrieved,
they must not invade any American
state. But, if they cannot obtain re-
dress, this means being denied to
them, it will be the duty-of the United
States (under the new proposed pol-
icy) to obtain redress for them and
within a reasonable time.

A Noted Sppt.

Half an hour’s walk over the rising
parkland and through a wood of great
larch trees brings one to the foot of
Minto Crags, to “where Barnhill hew’d
his bed of flint” Barnhill -was a
noted thief in his day, and these pic-
turesque crags came in handy as his
citadel. Worthier men than B.arnhill
have occupied Fatlips Castle, and as
brave eyes as his have gazed out
from this rocky perch above the Te-
viot as the wearied for the lighting of
the beacon or the Pawning of the day
This peel-tower was - destroyed by
Hertford in his raid ,df 1545, It was
a ruin until 1851, when* the present
Earl of MiEto’s father rebuilt it In a
manner as near the old style as pos-
sible.

Elliot won'the
next In 1760 in a naval action off the
Isle of Man; the other was captured
by Col. Sir Gilbert Elliot on the para-
pet of the Redan at Sebastopol. Can-
non and rocks and old gray walls!
What thrilling tales lie hidden within
their keeping.

English; Buffer From Complaints of
W hich They Know Not the Cause.
The public analyst of one of the

London boroughs has recently been

investigating tea Inebriety. He states

that, judging from the Annual tea bill,

each individual in England consumes
six pounds of tea every twelve
months. This means that the aver-
age person swallows 3.6 grains of caf-
feine and 9.7 grains of tannin per
diem

This Is about half as much of the

former and nearly as much of tannin
as the pharmacopeia allows as an oc-
casional dose. When to these amounts
are added the caffeine and tannin
consumed in coffee and other bever-
ages, It is obvious that the -present
generation of Englishmen is saturat-
ing itself with these two poisons.

The symptoms of this form of self-
poisoning are seen frequently enough
by physicians, but their cause is of-
ten overlooked. Many of the patients
who suffer from palpitation of the
heart, chronic dyspepsia, sleepless-
ness, emaciation and anaemia are sim-
ply tea or coffee drunkards.

Do Plants Throw Off Heat?

It appears that many do. A remark-
able instance is offered .by the alpine
soldanella. Its flowers actually bore,
or, rather, melt, their way through the

hard snow Sometimes, indeed, the
flower opens before it reaches the sur-

Relic* of It* Practice Found All
Oyer the World—Some of the
Mbet Prominent of Known
Instance*.

W hen the Japanese captured Muk-
den they found the black stone of the

ManchU dynasty, regarded by the Man-

Jctaus as marking the center} of the
universe. Even without possession of
the sacred rock it looks as if the Jap-

anese were putting themselves pretty
much In the middle of things, and mak-
ing the .rest of the world spin about
their island kingdom.

The worship of stones was; an an-
cient and universal custom, anld relics
of Its practice are found all <}ver the
world,j Up to tne end of tile nine-
teenth jcentury the peasants p>f the
Norwegian mountains cherished round
stones;? which they kept.In a comfort-
able bed of fresh straw. “Onceia week
these stones were carefully washed,
smeared with butter or steeped in ale,
and thpy were treated with glreat re-
spect in order that they might bring
good luck to the house.

clock start and hear it strike. When
the hour came the clock struck cor
rectly and continued to strike correct-
ly until 1 o’clock, when It struck up to
sixty-one.

It happened that the builder
of the clock lived at one end of the
town, and when he heard it striking
up to 113 he leaped out of bed, seized
a wrench and ran down the middle
of the street to the plaza, climbed
the tower and stopped it.
