NUMBER KILLED 18 NOT KNOWN.

The Fury of the Mob Only Ceased 
From Absolute Exhsustloiv—Thero 

Yi^ere Nearly 6,000 Maimed 
and Wounded.

WItte’e Problem.

Unequalled Mob Ferocity.
Owing to the mobs being satiated 

w ith two days’ carnival of murder and. 
destruction by flame, the revolt against 
law and order In Odessa began dying 
down on Saturday, partially, perhaps. ■ 
because of lack ot m aterial upon which 
to prey. Almost tbe entire Jewish quar­
ters of Moldavanha, Slobodka and 
Bugaiovka are devastated and their In­
habitants have either been killed o r 
wounded or have sought refuge in oth- , 
er sections of the town. It Is Impossible 
to. ascertain the number of personn^ 
killed. Up to Saturday montfeg 5,657 
wounded persona were reported .to 
have been taken to tbe haeiptato. l%e 
whole fury of the mobs was directed 
unchecked against tbe Jews. During 
the first demonstration over the emper­
or’s manifesto and the sudden acquisi­
tion of "freedom” tens thousands 
men who had hated the Jew s through 
generations ' became drunk with the 
desire for Jewish blood, swarmed into 
the Jewish sections of the town and 
killed for the very Joy of killing.

In some ihstances the military aided 
Instead of prevented the work of ven­
geance'and fury whlch-cuimlnattd Sat­
urday in the quarters mentioned. 
Every Jew. man. woman or child, who 
was caught was slaughtered. The 
methods employed in the work, of 
butchery were loo revolting for de­
scription. Before the morning's dawn 
the material had become exhausted 
and the men who bad for tbe moment 
become beasts, left the wrecked sec­
tions of tbe city, and though sullen, 
were easily driven back before the 
rifles of the infantry.

A. trip of investigation oqer the Jew­
ish quarters confirmed .the stories of 
horrors and devastation. Some bodies, 
mutilated, of women and children w^re 
still unremoved from tb e d e s e r te d  
streets. The shops were closed and in 
the wrecked houses broken. furniture 
was lying everywhere in heaps.

At tbe beginning of the massacres, 
th!e s tt^en ls ' militia rendered some as­
sistance and saved many lives, but tbe 
police, it Is sold, disarmed the studrats 
and even in sraae rases ^ o t  tHem with 
their own revolvers.

Will Yellow Metal Ultimately Become 
Too Plentiful as Money?

Will gold ultimately become too 
plentiful for use as money? Some per­
sons think it will. The world’s gold 
output was $254,000,000 in 1900. $262,-

$325,000,006 in 1903, and $350,060,000 
in:l904. It will be $400,000,000 In 1905.

Because 
thie chief gold flelds of the world are 
more productive thus far In 1905 .than 
they were In 1904. Last year the 
United States led all the equntrleis,

HOW MfSSIONARIES MET DEATH. YOUTH IN DIPLOMATIC RANKS.

Their Zeal in Rellnious Matters An­
gered Native Populace.

Advices have been received at 
Hongkong confirming the news of the 
massacre of American missionaries at 
Lianchow and giving the following 
particulars:

Dr. Machle requested the removal 
of a street theater near the hospital 
on account of the noise. This request 
incensed the Chinese, who, becoming 
violent, attached the hospital.

Becoming frenzied, the crowd 
burned the hospital, the girls' school, 
and the residences of the mlsslon- 
srlea.

Dr. Machle. Mrs. Machle, their 10- 
year-old daughter, Mr. and Mrs. 
Pearle, Dr. Cbesnut, qnd Miss P a tte r 
son took refuge In a cave. The mob 
pursued them and killed all except 
Dr. Machle and Miss Patterson, who 
escaped to the Yamen. Dr. Machle 
was badly wounded.

Another account says the Lianchow 
massacre was due to the unhappy ac< 
tlon of Mrs. Machle, who, on the re­
fusal of some of the members of a 
native procession to desist from wor­
shiping the idols they carried, seized 
tbe Idols^and declined to restore them 
to their' owners. - Thereupon ^ e  in­
furiated procesrionJsts surrounded 
and destroyed the mission and as­
saulted tbe inmates. They then mur­
dered them and threw their bodies 
Into the river.

Prompt action has been taken h> 
the American authorities In China to 
secure full reparation for the m ae 
aaora of American missionaries at 
Lianchow, >

The Time to Plan.
The time to plan farm work is say* 

eral monUiB ahead of each crop Chat 
is to be grown. The lack of planOins 
U responsible for many of thelh llazes 
In farming. If the planning is done 
too near the time of planting a  crop,' 
It will be found that something la in 
the way, th a t something has been over­
looked. Thus, in the purchase of seed 
for the com, wheat, oats and other 
grain crops of next year it will not do 
to wait till midwinter before laying 
all plans. If seed Is to be purchased 
from a  distance it Is not always easy 
to get it, when the . seedsman must 
send it out in company with a  great 
multitude,of other orders. It is neces­
sary to send in the orders early, so 
that the seed may be received early 
and the farmer have time to make 
germination tests to ascertain If the 
seed Is up to the required standard in 
germlnability. If it Is not, the farmes 
may have to send to another place for 
seed, which will in turn  have''to  be 
tasted.

^  the sowing of clover see<h plSQS 
should be laid early. It will not be 
safe to wait till the middle of the win­
te r before ordering the seed. In some 
localities the practice is general of 
sowing on the snow, and in th a t case 
March will be the month !n some lo<^> 
files and February In other localities 
forther south. If the seed is ordered 
late It may not arrive till after the d&- 
slrable conditions have gone. I t must 
in addition be tested before being sown 
and this requires some time.

The more skillful a man Is in plan­
ning bis work the more likely is he to 
be successful In the work of the fatm. 
In large establishments in the city, 
plans are often made years in advance 
and worked as carefully as one would 
work to a  certain pattern in weaving 
a  carpet or other fabric. This is abso­
lutely necessary In some enterprises. 
Business should go like clockwork and 
the farm Is a  business place. T h i^  
should be on Itr more bookkeeping and 
more planning, of all work in advance.

Use of Fertilizers Increasing.
The use of commercial fertilisers In 

the United States has been growing 
since prior to the census of 1866. Tbat 
was the first census th a t gave any in- 
formation on commercial . fertilizeni< 
In the census year (really 1869) thfire 
were manufactured fertilizers to the 
value of 1891,344. Ten years la ter the 
value was d5>815J18. and te n  years 
after that* it w a s :$23,650,796. /In  tiie 
latter year, however, the farmers used 
more than were manufactured in this 
country by about 35.000,000, the  total 
sum paid for fertilizers by fansera 
tha t year being $28,586,397. In the 
census of 1890 the amount of money 
spent by farmers-for feiiiDzert doK|ng 
the census year (1889) was $38,469,698. 
Ten years later the amount spent for 
fertilizers by farmers was $54,783,1^7. 
Of this large total over 70 per cent 
was spent within a strip of territory 
about three hundred miles wide' win­
ning north and south along the Autikn-. 
tic  seaboard. This comprises the older: 
lands of the  e<rantry,.tvhlch were large­
ly exhausted by bad methods of fann­
ing. This territory comprises vzlte 
lolly the original thirteen states.
