CZAR WON'T RETURN TO
ST. PETERSBURG
THIS WINTER.

FCAR8 TO MEET FATE OF LOUIS
XVI.—GERMANY WONT HELP
CRUSH RUSSIAN POLES

Emperor Nicholas and the Uuastaa
court will not come tq St. Petersourg
this winter. A short time ago it was
announced that the emperor was about
to return to the winter palace, in an
annex of 'which Count Witte in-
stalled himself, but his majesty has
now decided to go from Peterhof back
to Tsarskoe-Selo, where he has been
living for almost two years, with the
exception of the last months spent at
Peterholi.

His decision is regarded as untor-
tunate, not only for its moral effect,
but because it keeps him surrounded
by oourt influences and out of close,
immediate touch with Count Witte.
Members of his majesty’'s entourage
recall to the emperor’s mind, not with-
out effect, tbe fatal results of Louis
XW. agreeing to leave Versailles and
place himself at the mercy of ihe_pop-
ulace of Paris in 1789.

The Polish delegation in St. Peters-
burg is working hard to secure the co-
operation of the liberals, social demo-
crats and workmen's organizations in
another general political strike in aid
of the Poles’ battle-for autonomy, but
thus far, while they'have met with
much sympathy, no” action has been
taken for their asslltance.

Half a dozen governors, including
the governors of Odessa. Tomsk and
Kazan, who signally failed to prevent
disorders, have been summarily dis-
missed at Count Witte’s instigation.

The clergy, with other classes, con-
tinue their intercessions for the Cron-
stadt mutineers, 151 of whom are re-
Qoriﬁd to have been condemned to

eath.

Germany Will Not Mix.

Emperor WMlllam says he has had no
communication with the czar relative
to rendering assistance to Russia, if it
became necessary to suppress a move-
ment for Polish autonomy.

The Polish question -so far as Ger-
many is concerned does not exist out-
side ‘of Germany. If, however, the Rus-
sian Poles rise" up and the movement
for Polish autonomy spreads to the
Polish provinces of Prussia the latter
will firmly suppress it in the Prussian
Polish provinces.  But Russia must
manage her own difficulties, as it is
the fixed policy of Germany not to in-
terfere in the internal affairs of her
neighbors.

300 Riotera Killed.

The termination of the war between
Russia and Japan has not averted a
siege of Vladivostok, the whole town
being in a state of war-

The riots reported yesterday started
Sunday afternoon, Immediately after
the cruisers Gromboi 'and Rossia de-
parted for the Baltic. Both the sailors
anff the fortress artillerymen partici-
pated in the outbreak. The command-
ant lost his head. The situation got
beyond his control and energetic meas-
ures were not taken until a large pan
-of the city had been destroyed.

-Three hundred rioters, mostly sail-
ors and artillexymen, were killed or
wounded during the first day of the
outbreak.

Soldiers and sailors, many of whom
were angered because they were not
taken home with the squadron, became
excited by inflammatory speeches and
began to break windows. In the even-
ing the inob set fire to the theater, the
Golden Horn hotel, several blocks of
Chinese buildings and destroyed 70
buildings.

Troops were called out and fired on
the mob, killing and wounding many,
while ail ships in the harbor were
quickly filled with frightened refugees.

Mr. Greener, the American consul at
Vladivostok, telegraphs that a thou-
sand Cossacks have been brou?ht there
'r_ortn Grodekoff to aid in quelling the
riots.

But Admlcal Dewe
was not present. It was not the ad-
miral of the American navy who enter-
tained the British rear-admiral, but
Lleut.-Gen. Chaffee, the head of tho
armK. He was the only official, outside
of the president, who entertained the
prince during his Washington visit,
and even-,.on-this occasion Admiral
Dewey wag not present, although he
was invited and expected to meet tho

rince at the state dinner at tbe White

ouse last night.

Some are saying Admiral Dewey's
health hbs not been such as to permit
him to entertain, but he was evidently
well enough to go to the White House
dinner, and has been at his office at
the navy department almost eveiy daa/
for a week past The conduct of Ad-
miral Dewey recalls the fact that when
Prince Henry of Prussia, the brother
of the German emperor, visited Ameri-
ca .\dmiral Dewey packed up and
went lo Florida.

- The report of Secretary Frank Mor-
rison, of the American Federation of
Labor, at the second daT dfrthe con-
vention at Pittsburg, showed there
were 1,157 labor strikes during the
year ending October 1, 1905. These
strikes involved 107,268 men, of whom
63,350 were benefited and 62,028 worst-
ed. The strikes cost tbe unions in loss
of wages $2,517,291.

They, do
not include the Chicago ~amsterg*
strike, nor the strikes of the Iren "and
steel workers, mineworkers, painters
and textile work«fl. The strike of the
textile workers alone Involved 2n.0fH’
persons and cost $260,000.

MEMORIAL TO LOVED MOTHER.

Curious Monument in Chamber of Enp-
lish Cottage.

In a quaint cottage in a picturesque
Surrey (Eng.) village, a room has been
set apart as a memorial chamber for
upwards of sixty years. One end of
the small apartment is .entirely filled
by a curious monument, the center
tablet of which ‘cears the Inscription.
“In memory of a revered parent.”

HAS NEW PAINT FOR VESSELS.
German Professor Claims to Have

Discovered a Preservative.
A Gorman inventor has been experi-

menting for years with various pre- b

servative paints for" the bottom of
ships. Among those used at the pres-
ent time even the best permit the
growth of barnacles and marine vege-
tailon upon the wood or, metal sheath-
ing. and the ship has to go into dry
dock to have her bottom cleaned of
the growths which so materially re®
tard her progress.

The inventor in question has devot-
ed his time of late to the determina-
tion of the chemical conptruction of
the coating found upon the scales’ of
fishes. He declares thaj; the agility
of the fish is due to this coating,
which enables it to overcome the re-
sistance of the water, while at the
same time It prevents the growth of
foreign matter.

He asserts that he Is now able to
produce .this coating in a form permit-
nnc it to be used for vessels and that
ships thus treated will not only be
able to keep clean bottoms but that
the paint will materially reduce the
resistance of the waves and permit,
taster time to be made with the same
expenditure of power.

Pits for Storage of Roots.

At this time of the year the farmer
is conalderlng how he may best store
bis roots and tubers for the winter.
It is desirable to so store potatoes,
beets, turnips, carrots and the like
that they will remain in a temperature
Just above the freezing point. In the
cellar It is frequently so warm that
the different roots lose much mois-
ture and in some cases begin to grow.
A regular cold storage house In which
the temperature Is kept at about the
freezing point is the desirable thing,
but to most of our farmers this Is an
Impossibility. Most of our farms are
situated at a considerable distance
from such bouses, and the hauling
would be so much trouble that the use

of said storage bouses by the general
farmers is‘out of the question. More-
over the farmer wants to use these
roots during the winter and cannot
afford to make a trip frequently to a
cold storage house.

The men in charge of the sugar beet
factories have found pits to be the
most economical method of storing
beets. In our fl-rst cut is shown the
style of pit used in Nebraska. The
cut shows the transverse section of
a long row of beets stored in a long
pit. This section represents, as to the
beets, about four feet In width and
height The layer of dirt over them is
six inches thick. Above the first layer
of beets is a layer of straw, and above
.that Is a layer, of two Inches of dirt.
This last layer Is put on only on the
approach of cold weather. AtV there
is a ventilating hole about one foot
In diameter. It must be remembered
that this method, though successful

in Nebraska, must be modified for
places further north where the layers
of dirt and straw would have to be
thicker.

Our second illustration shows '‘the
pits used for the storage of sugar beets
in"WilsconsIin. A greater degree of
cold and otherwise adverse conditions
must be provided against. The beets
are placed in a deep and wide furrow,
which may be as long as needed. The
pile here shown is six feet wide and
three feet high. Above the beets are
piled eighteen Inches of earth. AtV
is shown a piece ot ventilating tile.
These tile are placed in the row every
alx feet. This tile is left open while
the beets are sweating, but can be
closed after that process Is completed.

Temperature of Soils.

One great field of experimentation
Is as yet almost untouched, and this
Is the .field of soil temperatures: In
some of the experiment stations of the
world an apparatus la in use for de-
termining soil temperatures and it
proves very valuable In giving data
from whldi the experimenters can de-
termine the effect of cold and beat on
plant productioiL. Any ~Yarmer can
make such an apparatus by using a
thermometer and attaching to It any
instrument that will permit it to be
inserted to any desirable depth. The
farmer who studies his soil will find
it to his advantage to know the differ-:
ent temperatures of the different fields
of his farm.- He will be surprised to
find (rat how greatly these tempera-
tofes vary. The temperature contr”
to a;very.great extent the germination
of teed'lAthe solL If the seed la put
Into”i|"h(rid son tt will, in many cases;
roi-bsSire,fronting. This Ip especially
traejeif the oora seed. Many a tuwMr
has*pla&ted valnabla seed com la soil
that was yet too cold to allow of ger-
mlaatiOB and has afterwards bad to
teplant the field at great loss to him-
self.

Generally cold soils are- damp soils
or wet soils. But this is not always
the case, as sometimes the cold soils
are simply heavy clay soils. The farm-
er who haa the wet sc-il is deceived by
the drylny out of the surface. The
water present keeps down .-the tern-
peratnre Immediately under the sur-
face, and when the seed Is put in the
result is' that it Is lost The matter
of soil temperature Is one that has, up
to this time, been considered general-
ly the work of the scientists-; but-the
time U coming when every progressive
farmer will make this study for him-
sell _

Mexico. Capt. Chapin, one of Brit-
ain's most valiant fighters, who has
also seen service in Uncle Sam's
army, \"nt to Guatemala, taking a
score of soldiers with him. One by

Electrfcfty in Agriculture.

For at least half a century men have
been discussing the possibilities In the
appl~tlon of electricity to the grow-
ing of plants. 1saw In an old paper
publish™ before 1850 a long article
on some experiment® being made in
the application of electricity to grow-
ing plants, and also predicUons as to
~the future of such'a combination.
Within the last fifteen years a great
many experiments have been made
along this line. The students of
agriculture  have not, however, put
very much faith in the use of electric-
ity in the growing of crops. There
may be, however, more in It than now
seems possible.  The experiments
made in the last ten years have oc-
curred in almost every country of
Europe and America, and from lati-
tudes varying from the polar regions
to the tropica. While the results
have not been altogether favorable,
yet the majority tot experiments have
shown a. decided increase In the speed
with whmh plants grow when they are
subjected to electrical conditions.
Where electricity has been used in the
growing of plants, there has been a
noted increase in the digestible, nit-
rogenous matter in seeds, of the sugar
in sugar beets, and of the elements
that produce sweetness in berries,
it must'be realized that most of these
experiments are ‘carried on in green
houses and very little in the open
delds. Several of the late writers on
electricity in Its relation to agricul-
ture figure out that In the experiments
up to this time there has been an in-
crease of 45per cent in the crop where
electricity was applied on land of aver-
age fertility. The ~belter the land Is
cultivated, the more scientifically it Is
handled, and the more it Is manured,
the greater Is the Increase'i>er cent.
A striking fact is'that on poor soils
electricity doea not seemj:o affect the
plants. This wonld seem to Indicate
that the work of the electficity la t
hasten the preparation of the plant
food. This may be by stimulating the
bacteria in the soil or by etimulating
the energies of the plant in reaching
out after the food. This would be fur-
ther borne out by the fact that there
are some vegetables that cannot -en-
dure the electrical treatment unless
they are watered. If watered they
make a very rapid increase. Among
the plants thus sensitive are peas, car-
rots, and cabbage. There may be
some electrical power in the sunshine,
because it has been discovered in
these experiments that when the elec-
trical treatment is given dn'rin|; a sun-
shiny period, the vegetables are dam-
aged and the treatment has to be dis-
continued during tbe hot periods,on
sunny days.—Charles Comstock. Cass
Co.. Mich.,, In Fanners' Review.

Storing Potatoes.

I have found in my oxperlenco on
the- farm that it la necessary to use
conslderahle care in the storing of
potatoes In the cellar If they are to
be made to keep well throughout tbhe
winter and not sprout or rot. The
storing in open bins used to be follow-
ed by my father when | was a boy,
and the potatoes got a good deal of
sunlight and warmth. The result was
that several times throughout the win-
ter we boys had Jobs sprouting the
potatoes. The work Is all right, but
the potatoes are reduced. In condition
each time they, are permitted tb
sprout. The moisture that goes out
in the sprouts leaves the tubers soft
and wrinkled. In that condltioo they
are of.little value for eating and of
less value for seed.

There are two things that need to
be looked after in the storing of potjr
toes. One Is tf* keep the potatoes box-
ed or barreled tight, so ma not (o per,
mit tbe air to pass through the stor
age places and draw moisture from
the tubers. The other la to keep the
cellar coot tinder modem conditions
this Is more difficult than it was under
the old conditions; for ~e reason that
many of our farm hoaaea arc now
heated by means of fomaces whjch
greatly increase the warmth in the
ceUar. In a case of this kind It is ab-
solutely necessary to have a second
cellar brrond the first or have the'flrst
cellar divided Into two parts by a
double wall that will not ~rm it the
heat from the furnace to warm the
air in the other portion. The wixtdows
from the cellar to the open air must
be fixed to open, so that now and then
throu™oui the winter the storage cel-.
lar may be filled writh cool .air. Po
tatoes must be kept from sprouting
and must also be kept from losing
moisture. They should be as shiin1
and hard 1~ in ibo winter ns‘when
first pul into the cellar—J. Y. Hii'
son.

Hew Many Varietiest

The number of varieties of fowl that
a tkrmer should .k”~p will depend a
great deal on what be, wishes to do
with his fowls. There are three dif-
ferent procedures looking to three dif-
ferent ends. The ordinary fanner that
wants i>oultry as a side issue, and who
intends to sell a good many birds and
eggs ip the market, and has nothing
but revenue to look for from them will
do well to confine himself to one kin*
of fowl. If he has but one variety ans
they are kept pure, he will find It pos-
sible to produce birds of a uniform
size, and now- and then he will find It
very easy to sell some at more thkn
ordinary prices. His eggs, too, will
be of one size and one color. On the
other hand, if he wishes to have a
flock to supply himself and his family
and does not expect to sell dressed
poultry or eggs, then be can Just as
well have a mixed flock, or even non-
descripts. The advantage of this Is
that some of these birds will lay at
different times of the year, and a
mixed flock well fed will give eggs*
during much of the winter months'
as well as the summer months. The
man that wishes to keep a number of
varieties is generally a man who has
either a scientific leahing toward in-
vestigation, or is building up a trade
in breeding stock. Sometimes one
farmer will keep forty or fifty va-
rieties of land and water fowls. The
only difficulty about this is that some
buyers ptefer to purchase from a man
that keeps but one variety, as there Is
less likely to be a mistake made In
the breeding of the birds, and the eggs
that be buys for settfng purposes.
Thus, the. man that wants to buy pure
Plymouth Rock eggs 4s more than
likely to send to the man that has
Plymouth Rocks only than to the man
that has a dozen varieties of land
fowls, for he rightly judges that In the
latter case it is very likely that a mis-
take will be made somewhere along
the line from the time the eggs are
collected the nests until the time
they 'are shipped.

Clean Eggs.

The eggs from some farms are al-
ways clean, and from other farms are
always dirty. We know of poultry
bouses where at least half the eggs
gathered are stained with mud. This
is because the hen yard is small and
the situation low. Water gathers in
froht of the poultry house dopr, and
when the hens go out and in they nat-
urally beat the soil into a mud. A
single hen going onto a nest of egga
will stain nearly every egg. As poultry
raisers know, it is practically Impos-
sible to. wash these stains off. The
glutinom substance on the outside of
the egg shell seems to catch and hold
the dirt, and it is no easy task to re-
move it It is perfectly easy to keep
the eggs clean by keeping clean the
surroundings of the poultry house. If
any farmer will notice the market quo-
tations, be will see that dirty eggs sell
at a very much lower price than clean
eggs, " e difference in the prices Is
what the fanner losee by permitting
bis eggs to become dirty. This loss Is
the more inexcusable as it is an on-
necessary one. It is easy enough to
keep the hen yard clean and the nests
clean.—Peter Graham, Bourbon Co..
Kan.

Wildness of the Turkey.

The wildness of the turkey has
never been bred out of it, except in a
minor degree. Breeding tbe turkey in
confinement has seldom been at-
tempted by farmers that have
imade a buslnesa of raising tur-
keys. They have recognized the
fact <bat the turkey r~ulfes free-
dom and a considerable territory
(o roam over. Instead of attempting
to breed out this quali®, they have
catered to it. The work of breeding
out the wildness has hardly begun.
TUM wild instincts are also retained
by the use of new turkeys captured
from the woods. The elimination of
the instinct lor roaming wonld greatly
increase the number of turkeys being
raised in the country.

The. Old Breeds of Fowls.

Other things being equal, the old
breeds <f fowls are generally ~Superior
to the new ones, tor tbe very reason
that their characteristics are well
fixed. Thos, the Dorking, the oldest
fowl known-to the western world, has
Its domestic instincts thoroughly es-
tablished.* though it lacks a little in
the egg-producing, power. The Lang-
sbans. ceirtbries old. can be depended
upon to give black birds of great hard-
Inei»s. and of ability to produce larger
numbers of eggs. The same is true
of the original forms of tbe Brahmas
and Leghorns. We should demand
more fnnew breeds than mere changes
in .color of feather.
