A REMARKABLE FUNERAL
OVER THE RICHLAND
"ANK RpBBER.

SHOT BY A LIMA, O, OFFICER THE
DESPERADO FINALLY
SUCCUMBED.

Career of Henry Foote.

A more remarkable funeral would
be hard to imagine than that of Ueo*
ry Foote, alias Slater, known in Michi-
gan as the leader of the Richland hank
robbefs in 1899, who escaped from
Jackson prisoh in 1904. The ‘son. of a
millionaire who made a fortune in the
manufacturing business at South Bend,
Ind., and who now resides in Cleve-
land, Harry Foote graduated from
Notre Dame university, but preferred
a life of crime to one of business. He
soon became the leader mentally and
physically of a gang of yeggmen, who
raided bank after bank and store after
store in country districts in the middle
statea The ai'rest of Slater, Allison
and Spellman, their coitvictlon and es-
cape were but incidents and after their
escape Slater returned to his profes-
sion of desperado.

Me was shot by Patrolman Kelly as
he tried to' cover the retreat of his
}\)als when the officers, led by Pinker-
on detecilves,.were closing in on them
unawares. Slater lingered for several
days before he died and in that time

pais all over the country had
learned of his fate and more suspic-
ious characters flocked to Lima than
ever before.

These men were armed to the teeth,
to see that their dea.d companion re-
ceived Christian burial, 1yut neither the.
police nor the Pinkertons wanted to
claim the body of Slater. The funeral
was attended "by 3,000 i>eople and af-
ler the services b%/ Faiber Manning
fully 200 people followed the cortege
to Getbsemane. Acting as pallbearers
were P. J. Holeran. a’\i)rominient Lima
saloonkeeper; "Red" Nichols, the dead
robber's college chum and faithful
nurse: Patrick Duffy, a prominent
Muncie. Ind., merchant; Wm. Gore,
«~’hite” Burke, also of Muncie, and Pa-
trolman Kelly, who flred the fatal shot.
His brother was present, but refused
to talk. It Is said bis people paid the
expenses and the burial arrangements
were very expensive.

Slater was bom In South Bend, Ind.,
3i Kears ago. He was 6 feet 1% Inchee
in his stocking feet, and neveV drank
to excess, weighed 195 pounds without
suﬂerfluous flesh, and had an eye like
a hawk. He told Patrolman Kelly on
his deathbed that had he known that
be was going to shoot he would have
blofrn bis bead off. Slater kept bii»
nerve until the last, and refused to
make a confession.

The Great Storm.

EVIL MYS

ARMY IS NOW

SPREADING.
SEniOUS REVOLUTION  BEGUN
THAT STArTLES THE *
NATION.

Beenes at Sevastopol.

The following statement regarding
the mutiny ef the soldiers and sailors
at “vastopol has been Issued by the
admiralty department:

“The events at Crotistadt have found

echo In the Black sea fleet. Vice-Ad-
miral Chouknih reports thet sailors,
under the influence of the socialistic
propaganda, have organized at Sevas-
topol a series of demonstrations.
. "The movement has spread to sev-
eral .or?anizations of the army. Vice-
Admiral  Plsarevski was seriously
wounded while trg/ing to prevent a
meeting being held.

"The situation is serious, though, ac-
cording to report received Satur‘d'ay
exening, no attempts had been made to
pillage.”

Headed by men carrying the flag of
the revolution, and by & brass band,
the mutineers marched to the railway
station and compelled the employes
there to cease work.

The comparatively orderly conduct
of the mutineers, as compared with
the ritous scenes enacted elsewhere,
xMiere pillage sCemed to be the chief
object of the disturbers, is accepted as
a certain sign that an intelligent polit-
ical force is back of the movement.
The authorities appear to be making
no effort to suppress the mutiny, and
the movement is spreading.

The revolt of the Brest regiment Is
one of the most serious features of the
situation. It is the first time an infan-
tr>, regiment as a whole has mutinied,
and the question on the lips of every
one in the capital is how long it will be
before it Is followed by others, perhaps
even the St. Petersburg garrison.

That the outbreak at Sevastopol is
no drunken frolic as wa” the case at
Cronatadt, but a seriously planned rev-
olutionary demonstration, was made
clear by the tone of the official”state-
ment issued by the admiralty. The
revolutionary ferment, In spite of the
efforts of the officers, is known to have
affected a portion of the enlisted
strength of many regiments, and the
Sevastopol mutiny may be the spark
that is necessary to set in flame a
widespread revolt.

The Sultan’a Threat.

Turkey’s note, replying unfavorably
to the ultimatum of the powers on the
Macedonian situation, contains a warn-
ing that the action of the powers in
resorting to a naval demonstration
may precipitate’ an internal uprising
of Mussulmans against the Christian
po‘FuIation of Turkey.

his is considered a threat, os it
is known tbat no demonstration of
Mussulmans against Christians can
occur unless It has the sjlent acquies-
cence of the Turkish autf]orities.

The sultan regards the present de-
mands of the powers as a direct in-
fringement of his sovereignty—in ef-
fect. notice to quit Europe. Thanks

Christians in Constantinople,
has so long been threatened.

President [tooseveTt lias removed
from ofiice Wjnu'B, Leib, assistant Unit-
ed States treasurer at Philadelphia,
for "constant and persistent violation
of the civil service ,law while in of-
fice." The preisident gave Mr: Leib a
bearing last Friday, at the request ot
Senators Penrose and Knox, of Penn-
sylvania. Mr. Leib submitted a long
statement in answer to the charges
made against him. and was supported
in his defense by Representative Pat-
terson. of Pennsylvania.__,

After careful consideration of all the
facts developed by the inquiry, the
resident decided fo reinove Mr. Leib
rom office. It being shpwn, according
to the statement, tbat there was “con-
stant and consistent effort on yout
(Mr. Leib’s) part to evade the provis-
ions of the civil service law. to hamper
its workings as far as poSs'ible, and tc
obstruct in every way the action oi
the commission."

The president declared that the evi-
dence showed fraud in the civil service
examinations, the fraud in ope in-
stance imﬁlicating Mr. Leib’s sister.
Leib, he charges, gave her tips on ex-
amination questions. After reviewing
the case pretty fully, the president
concludes:

*Tnder these circumstances of per-
sistence In wrong doing on your part,
it seems to me that there is no alter-
native but to remove you from office."

Heary Irring, Famous. English Actor,
Laid to Final Rest in Westminster Abbey

(Special Correspondence.)

The ~rs of Westminster abbey
have ng™ always been open t6 actors
after me final shifting of the scene.
Betterton was buried atthe south end
of the east cloister when he died a mar-
tyr to gout, after acting with a slipper
on one foot. A% Steele described the
service In the Taller. It was a decent
Interment rather than an impressive
function; and Betterton’s friends In
the ‘p'rofession were lucky to obtain
funeral honors for him In the abbey,
for be was an inferior playwright and
had’ nearly' outlived his roputation as
an detor.. Possibly there were friends
at court who remembered that his fa-
ther'was an under cook in the service
of Charles I. and tbkt he himself was
bom under the shadow of the abbey
towers. He was allowed to take his
Itst sleep there In the cloisters, and
near him was buried Mrs. Bracegirdle
a long time after, when she bad been
fergottsn on, the stage and Was re-
Uicmbered mainly for the duels which
had beep fought on her account. She
also- was fortunate in her tenure of
sacred ground, for her rival, the dash-
ing Mrs. Oldfield, who drove her off
the stage.*was not burled there, nor
was Peg Woffington, although she had
lived In Westminster not far from Bet-
terton’s birth house; nor was Mrs.
Siddons herself, although through the
exertions of Macrcady Chbantrey's
fetatue of her, designed from the fa-
mous Reynolds portrait of the Tragic
Muse, was set up in St. Andrew's
chapel behind slatemen's row. Mac-
ready himself was burled in Kensal
Green, and so were Charles Kemble
and Charles Mathews.

Edmund Kean was refused the hon-
ors of burial in the abbey when, in the
fourth act of "Othello,” he had fallen
into the arms of his son Charles with
the tragic whisper, “I am dying; speak
to them for mcf.” The dean and chap-
ter closed their ears to the appeals
of the players and a grave was found
for him in the quaint little church at
Richmond.

Honors Paid to Garrick.

Garrick, however, was burled In the
abbey, as well as Betterton and Mr&
Bracegirdle. He had suffered from a
sudden seizure of lliness while making
a holiday visit to Althorp, the home of
the Spencers, and had died soon after
bis removal to the famous house in
Adelphi terrace] and there was neither
lesIstance txor hesitation in the dean's
yard when statesmen, painters and
men of letters demanded with one ac-
cord that he shduld be buried with the
highest honors in the greatest of
Anglo-Saxon temples.

If Betterton’s had been a decent
burial, Garrick’S was a solemn and
impressive ceremonial, attended by
the famous Englishmen of bis day and
by a host of Borrowing friends; and
the quaint record was left in the An-
nual Register for 1779: “"Living be-
hind him the character of a friendly,
humane, charitable and (notwitbstand
ing many idle reports) we may add
liberal.man; one who felt for distress
and relieved It; a cheerful companion,
a pleasing writer and the first actor
ol this or any other age." That is a
record which might be repeated of
Sir Henry Irving, albeit, without the
parenthesis, for there has never been
any doubt respecting a liberality that
was fairly prodigal. The doors of (he
abbey have been opened as easily for
him as they were for Garrick, and the
solemn service there was attended by
as great a company of mourning
friends. Because Garrick was buried
there, with a large group in relief
showing the actor as be stepped out
behind the curtain, there could be no
ether place for Irving. Each In his
time purged the stage of grossness,
dignified the actor's art, Introduced

of them, and those only with impaired
physical resource and brgken breath,
although with undaunted courage and
supreme force of will. Yet the- pow-
er-of a many-sided, magnetic person-
ality steadily increased and -was never
greater than during® b!f last engage-
ment at Drury. I*ne. Even cynics who
bad been wont to say that Irving was
an English institution and must be re-
spected as such, although be could not
act, were silenced when they saw him
as Becket dominating tbe stage and
appealing with overmastering power
to the imagination of men. As for
the audiendhs, they could not have
been more profoundly impressed if
they bad known that those were bis
last appearances in the historic play
house where Garrick. Mrs. Siddons.

Tomb of Henry Trying.

John Kemble and Edmund Kean had
done their greatest work.

He seemed to tower In epical dig-
nity not only above all the figures In
the stage picture, but also above all
the actors of the time; and when the
curtain was rung down the spectators
sprang to their feet and paid their
homage to genius in a frenzy of emo
tion and enthusiasm. This was what
had been done on the greatest nights
at Drury Lane when Garrick was en-
acting Hamlet, Lear and Richard, or
Edmund Kean was playing Othello, or
“"Macbeth" was brought to an abriitit
close after tbe sleep-walking scene
since the audience shouted for a curw
tain, after Mrs. Siddons* dlsappeaiv
ance.

For those who have known Irving In-
timately there Is neither leisure nor
Inclination to speak of his achieve-
ments in stagecraft or tbs inspiration

When Commissioner Garfield went
to the Chicago packers and asked
pemlstion to inspect their books, the
condition was made that no infonna-
tiem he might obtain therefrom would
be used in court proceedings against
them.

Mr. Garfield ~ve this pledge, it is
stated, and the packers allowed him
to study their business in ‘all Its de-
tails from the inside. <

Now, it Is announced, the results of
bis study have been turned over to
the government department of Justice
to be employed In legal prosecution of
the packers.

Commissioner (Barfield “would not
have ventured to give the pledge that
was demanded by the packers without
Instructions from Washington. He
pledged, not his own word, but the
government's. It is not his good faith,
but the government’s, that is in ques-
tion now.

The Journal has no concern for the
packers, except as they are citizens
of Chicago. It it can be proved that
they are guilty of engaging In a con-
spiracy In restraint of trade, they
ought to,be punished.

But their guilt, if they ere guilty,
must be fairly proved. They must be
given a sqfiare deal.

Since the government has elevated
Its vision to such a height as to over-
look(the nest of defiant criminal trusts
in New Jersey, almost within the
shadow of the capitol dome, in order
to fasten Itself a thousand miles gway
upon Chicago, the governmenti and
the President cannot be too careful
to avoid suspicion that they are”ore
anxious to prosecute western offend-
ers than offenders in the east.

Some of the methods already em-
ployed in this case have not been par-
ticularly "distinguished for decency.
When the government breaks into.a
man's house and steals his private' pa-
pers. when It drags the wives of pack-
ing-house employes Into court and
puts them under heavy bonds, it is
hardly dignified, not to say honorable,
nor even respect.”hle.

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Effects of Pninino.

It b astonishing somotimes to find
how UtUe the average orchardlst
thinks of the actual problems at Issne
with pruning of his trees. An import'
ant effect of pruning is to increaro
vigor. Pruning is also practiced to
produce larger and better fmits and
flowers; to keep '*e plant within man>
ageable llinits; to remove superfluous
or injurious parts; to facilitate spray-
ing. tillage and harvesting; to train
the plant to some desired form.

One of the noticeable effects *
severe pruning and the consequent
disturbed equilibrium of the plant
is the formation of water spronts. The
appearance of the water sprxmts-seems
to be influenced more by the vigor of
the plant and the amount of prnning
than by the season of the year tn
which the pruning:1s done. It Is prob*-
able, ~ however, tliat fewer water
sprouts will arise If pruning is done
after midsummW, since at that time
the growth of thi| season is completed.
In any case water sprouts ioay be re-
garded as weeds In the tree top and
should be treated as. such. The tend-
ency of plants is to grow from the up-
permost buds. By pruning in one-way
this tendency is augmented, in another
It is checked.

As a rule, in dealing with fruit trees,
the lai”*r end is desired, since the
principle that checking growth induces
fruit fullness is universally recog-
nized. The heading in of young
growths tends to develop lateral and
dormant buds or to thicken the top.
So that the question of heading re-
solves itself into a question of per-
sonal ideals; to secure a thick topped
iree It is necessary. It has, however,
the further very marked advantage of
inducing the development of fruit buds
near the body of the tree rather than
far out on the limbs. This in the case
of plums and tender wooded plants
Is an important consideration.—Prof.
W. M. Munson. .,

Protecting.-T”ees for Winter.

The best way to keep the rabbfU
and mice from eating the bark of the
trees In 'winter is to put something
around the trees that will keep the
rodents away. | attended a conven-
tion of horticulturists awhile ago and
heard the matter discussed. One apple
grower showed a shield of laths and
wire that was used in his orchard.
Ordinary laths were used and common
wire, which should be copper if it Is
desired to have the shields last for
pome years. The copper wire will
not rust Ilk” most of the common wire.
Any one will understand how to bold
the laths together with the wire.
Fasten the wire to the top of a lath
and then pass it over the outside-of
one lath and over the inside of the
neit lath, then outside again and eg
on. The laths should be so near to-
gether that even a monse cannot get
through. The closeness of the laths
will also prevent the sun shining on
the barh of the young trees and thus
canting what Is known as sunscald. It
will require only a very lew laths for
each tree. They should be put around
the trees while the'grouQd is unfrozen,
so that the endp can be shoved down
Into the soil. O”erwise the mice may
work under them. Some men protect
their trees against snnsckld by tying
cornstalks about the trunks, but this
encourages the mice to make a home
under the protection of the .cornstalks.
I do not think it paysto protect trees
In that way, unless the tree owner is
certain that-there are no field mice in
Abe vicinity; and it is Impossib™ for
most fruit growers to know mat.—
Jessie Wilnship, Clark Co.. lowa.

There is no doubt that our states
can well afford to take a greater in-
terest in forestry. J. H. Biraell of
Michigan, a student of forestbh' con-
ditiona, urges that land. lkws be so
changed that the state oan acquire
all pine stump lands, and that no for-
estry lands shall be sold except to
acti® settlers. He says that there
are vast stretches of land in Michigan
that the state should reclaim and re-
{riant These lands wm previously
covered with forests, were cut over,
and were afterwards burned over.
Without a systematic planting by
man. this land will be ages in recloth-
ing itself with a tree growth. The
writer beard an olBctal in Wisconsin
say that It was a practice there among
the lumbermen to cut over a piece of
land and afterwards refuse to pay
taxes upon it. There were no buyers,
for the land when the tax sales took
place, and ao the land would reyert to
the state, where It would remain until
s new growth-of aofflcleat sUe to be
valuable eommeccially appeal” oo It
Then they would boy It back from

*the state ata less price than tbe taxes
