Three Homes Burned; Eigl^t Perish.
A shocking fatality occurred a t Hi­

ram Marston's farm. Long Rapids, 20 
miles from Alpena. Monday^ in which 
SLussel and Royal, tbe 17-months’-old 
twin sons of Mr. and. Mrs. Joseph Dan 
ford, tenants of the farm, were burned 
to death in their cradle. T he.father 
got up before daylight, sta>ted the 
kitchen fire and went to thej.bam to do 
his chores. le»vijig his wlfe|still asleep 
In 'the bedroom, and the children la 
the cradle in the kitchen. The mother 
awoke shortly afterward' lo find the 
room filled with smoke arid the bed­
clothes afire. She jumped through the 
v.’indow in her night dres^ and rang 
the dinner bell. The father ran front 
the barn and rushed into the burning 
house and emei-ged au instant later 
with the children In the cradle, both 
dead and badly disfigured. , The moth-; 
er suffered serious burns on her bands 
and face. The father is in a serious 
condition. His eyebrows and eyelashes 
are burned off and his face frightfully 
charred. His eyesight is also probably 
gone.

Burned to death in their home near 
Charlevoix, the husband and father, 
unable because of locked doors to res­
cue them, was ;he fate Sunday night 
of Mrs. William Ostrum and her two 
children, one three years i)ld and the 
other but six months. The mother 
was- subject to apoplexy, and It is sup­
posed that she fell in a  fit. upsetting 
her lamp and precipitating the holo­
caust.

Ostrum says It was buc a few min­
utes after he left the house at 6 o’clock, 
that he learned of the fire. He ran 
back and frantically attempted to res­
cue his family, but the whole Interior 
of the house was ablaze, and the 
locked doors further hindered his ef  ̂
forts at rescue.

When the fire had burned Itself out. 
the bodies of the three victims were 
found In the cellar. The mother and 
the oldest child were found in the 
remnants of the bed. and the body of 
the babe beneath the place where It 
usually lay in a chair.

Three children of Mr. and Mrs. Al­
bert Ingersoll, ranging In age from 3 
to 6 years, were burned to death in 
their home near Fife Lake, Thursday. 
The father was at work and the mother 
went to visit a neighbor, leaving the 
children In the house alone. The 
youngest child was cremated nnd the 
other two died shortly after being tak­
en from the burning house.

The fire was started by the children, 
playing with kerosene oil while thet 
mother was absent looking for anotheri 
child which had wandered away from: 
home.

He started at the Industrial school 
years ago as an overseer of a dej^rt- 
ment. and was advanced to bookkeep­
er, assistant superintendent, and wus 
made superintendent 12 years ago...

OLD-TIME CHRISTMAS,
The observation of 
Christmas in Amer- 

to-day is a very 
'^different celebration 
from that krown to 
our forefathers#. In­
deed. if one of the 
la tte r  were permit 

ted to visit once again at Christmas 
time the land of his adoption or birth, 
ho would find it difficult to recognize, 
among the present-day gayetlea, any 
of the features which gave Christinas 
its significance in his day.

Many old-tlnje observations have 
passed and new ones have replaced 
them; no longer do the Puritans go 
to church gun in hand, keeping a 
sharp lookout for treacherous red men 
lurking behind the trees of the forest 
through which they were oftentimes 
obliged to pass, digging a path as they 
went throug’h g r ^ t  snow heaps.

These hardy settlers of Massachu­
setts brought with them memories of 
happy days spent in the Mother coun­
try, before they were persecute^ on 
account of their radical religious 
views; and although few of them had 
forgotten tbe gay scenes which'were 
enacted In England a t Christmas time, 
none tried, to bring into, favor such 
rejoicings In the new country. '

They marched solemnly and soberly 
to church on Christmas morning , the 
same -as on any other day, and not 
one exchanged with another a "Merry 
Christmas.”

There were no signs of feasting or 
merr>'making of any description, nor 
was there any music ad d ed 'to  the 
church- service. Apparently. “Merry 
Christmas” was a forgotten expres­
sion. Landing as they did on the 21st 
of December, most of those passen­
gers of the Mayflower were busily en­
gaged In building log houses or search­
ing for food on the 2uth. 1620. their 
first Christmas day in America.
- For many years succeeding- their 
landing. Pilgrims and Puritans es- 
p  ewed all thought of Chri.'slmas fes­
tivities. but not so the Colonial Cava­
lier.

In Virginia at Christmas time he in­
troduced all the Old World revels and 
gayeties with added’ force and free­
dom. In the Sduth. Christmas was in­
deed a gala day, Vety little attention 
was paid to the church service, al.- 
though that, too. formed a certain part 
of the celebration. These *wo great 
forces contributed to the making of 
the Anglo-American character.

Christmas day in the Southern colo­
nies in the late seventeenth and oight-. 
eenfch centuries was indeed a merry 
one. They ate, ilrank. danced and 
bade each other be of good cheer; 
gathered around blazing Yule log 
fires: told stories of life among the 
English gentry which nearly-cvery one 
remembered so vividly and regretted 
moumfuljy; exchanged a few gifts, al­
though th'e custom was by. no means 
general In those 
days: fought duel:s 
followed tbe hounds 
and lived a day of fun 
n  general..

HONOR ST. NICHOLAS.
St. N icholas'is not only the ptfron 

saint oif Russia, but he Is greatly hon­
ored in the charm ing.little valley In 
the Salzkammergnt, fh e re  the ' l»chl 
and the Traun rivers unite. Indeed, 
Ischl once -went by the name of SL 
Nikola. This  ̂ Is the season of Si. 
Nicholas, for Santa Claus is a corrup­
tion o^ the name Introduced into’ Eng­
land from America. In the Ischl val­
ley the feast of St. Nicholas is a typi­
cal holiday, and a t thls*^lmo for three 
days there is an assemblage of booths 
along the W lrerstrasse forming quite 
a market. In the shop windows are 
seen numerous images and pictures 
of the benevolent saint and bis com­
panion, the Grampus, with his switch 
and chain—a most formidable and 
threatening-looking object—to scare 
the hearts of naughty children. The. 
evening before St; Nicfiolas’ day the 
good saint and his terrifying compan­
ion &re actually seen walking about 
the streets and enter some of the 
houses. When Ischl was inhabited by 
the Romans it went by the name of 
“Iscola," because of the number of 
fish found there, and some people con­
nect this fact with, the legend of St. 
Nicholas and the fish. The church Is 
dedicated to him. and the interior is 
beautifully painted with illustrations 
from his life by a celebrated Tyrolean 
painter named Mader. A population 
of hardy and thrifty peasants inhabit 
the surrounding country and. throng 
Into the town on Sundays and holi­
days in their picturesque costumes.

But aside from all utilitar­
ian considerations, bird music is 
enough to pay us for our care and 
protection.—Exchange.
