Ghastly. Scene.
In a £1 of insanity Clarence -L. Bar- 

sum, a farmer living two and one-half 
miles southeast of Rochester, killed 
bis wife and daughter Louisa and his 
son Clinton with an ax Tuesday morn­
ing and blow off the top of his head 
with a  shotgun. The tragedy was not 
discovered until evening when a  neigh­
bor—made suspicious by the quiet of 
the Barnum home all day and observ­
ing a lamp burning throughout tne day 
—went to Investigate.

The bodies had lain all day where 
they fell, as wa.s apparent from the 
condition of the house. The breakfast 
dishes had'nor been cleared away, the 
beds were unmade ami a lamp was stui 
burning on the dining room table, 
though the chimney had been broken 
;jpparently by pieces of Barnum’s  skull 
ivhen he killed himself. The smoking 
lamp had filled the room with a 
smudge.

Barnunt riad formerly been in the 
employ of the .Michigan Central rail­
road a.s elevator agent and station 
agent at'^tWferent iioints. jirinclpaily at 
Homer. Last spring he bought " th e  
farm two and a half miles southeast of 
Rochester m Avan township. He too«t 
jKJssession too late to plant anything 
bur corn and potatoes, and both of. 
these crops lurneii out partial ftU- 
ures. Tiiere was nothing ir. this mis- 
fcrtime but what might have been ex- 
pecrejl, but it seemed to prey on Bar- 
Qum's mind and he was continually ex­
pressing fear that he would not have 
enough to feed his stock through the 
winter.

The following letter was written by' 
.Mr. Barnum to his son William, a stu­
dent at the U. of M.. evidently but a 
fe'w minutes before the murders:

■'.My Dear Son—I thank you for the 
box of cigars which you sent me for 
Xmas. I feel I am unw orthy of such 
kindness from you after being so des-' 
pendent while you were here. I do not 
seem to overcome it, but f trust every-, 
thing will be for the l» s t. If there' 
was no one to suffer by mistakes. I 
would not care so much. I wish you a 
happy New Year. FATHER.

Barnum Is known to have wnarried 
over a minor money matter. It is 'be­
lieved that his latent insanity broke 
out while he was at rhls work in fue 
shed at the rear of the kitchen.

procure wood for the kitchen fire or 
having been called by him!,

Judging by Mrs. ^ rn u m 's  position 
when found dead, near the wood pile, 
he struck her as she faced him ancT* 
thdn in his madness he rushed at his 
daughter, it is believed. The wife's 
body was found face downward with 
a gaping wound which crushed tho 
skull.

I-t looks as though I^ouisa had fallen 
as she ran into the from room nfter 
which he killed her, too.' Her .«kull 
was s«)llt open at the Imse.

Barnum apparently returned lo the) 
kitchen and wailed for the son. who 1 
had been at work fe'edlng the j)lgs. 
The boy was beaten down as ho cn-, 
tered with a pan of meal in his hands. 
Chester's akuil. too. was broken. The 
boy fell within fo*ur feet of his sister.. 
Then came the suicide of the father.

THE MOROCCAN CONFERENCE 
* WILL DECIDE THE QUESTION 

OF WAR OR PEACE.

Frontier Guards.
The German railway admiaistrailnn 

,l>laced orders ;last week for 20.000 
freight cars, at a cost of $50,000.uou 
with manufacturcj-.s of five countries 
stipulating delivery by tho middle of 
February, besides utilizing the car 
works of Germany. These contracts 
were distributed among makers in Bel-, 
gium, Holland. Switzerland and Italy, 
which vvoukl not have been done un­
less some reason for haste existed. In­
quiries made regarding the reasons for 
urgency resulted in obtaining the state­
ment that the ordering of the cars was 
a precautionary measure, the general 
staff desiring to be ready .10 move 
troops if necessary by. the first of 
.March. This is only a proper measure 
of prudence, it was aulrmod. in view 
ortho  extensive military arrangements 
going in France which among otn'er 
dispositions include the movement 
toward the German frontier of six regi­
ments of artillery, or 180 guns. The or­
dering of these freight cars, each of 
which w'ould accommodate 40 soldiers 
or would enable the authorities to tran­
sport material. Is only in consequence 
of the French preparations and must 
not be taken to indicate any hostile 
design on tho pan of Germany whoso 
peaceful intentions remain Unchanged.

The step taken is duo to the convic­
tion long held and acted upon in Ber­
lin that the best preservative of peace 
is complete preparedness for any even­
tuality. The W’ord war is not used, be­
cause such a word in itself would be 
lirovocaiive and every interest both in 
and outside the government shrinks 
from such a possibility, unless it be a 
small group of m ilitary men.

Tho government will probably n 'grei 
the publication of this intelligence, bur 
its Transmission seems necessary to a 
proper understanding of the drift of 
events and of how both France and 
Germany are Strengthening their diplo­
matic iMJsition on tho eve of the Mô  
roccan conference by material iirepara- 
tiona. • -

No doubts epiists in Berlin that the 
French and German policies w.Jll differ 
to the conference on the question of 
'policing the Morocco-Algerl^ frontier, 
and on some less important questioire. 
Under the term s-of the agreement to 
hold the conference all the i)artici- 
pating powers must agree to>ihe con­
clusions of the conference or the situ- 
atloh reverts to The status quo.

In other words. If at the conference 
all the powersr'except one agree to a 
j)lan for international control of Mo­
rocco the conference will have been in 
vain, and if the situation bccon.es as, 
it was before the powers cojisenied to 
call the conference serious disagree- 
ments between iho.se .spericj»y inter­
ested may arise. ..

Last spring the 'visit of Emperor 
William to Morocco wa.s interpreted 
by France as a hostile move to in­
fluence the Moroccan goverum en in 
its relations with France as affecting 
control of affairs in Morocco. Diplo­
matic seiiieme'nt of the dispute was 
held up until Germany was about to 
declare the attitude gf her neighbor- 
iug country as hostile.'when tlie cris­
es was averlcd by the French minis­
try. compelling ex-Premler Dclcasse 
'.o withdraw from his office.

Following hi.s withdrawal the state­
ment was published that Delcasse. 
while holding uj) iHe diplomatic nego- 
■liaiions over Morocco, was secretly a r­
ranging an Anglo-French alliance of 
mutual defense and offense agains'i 
Germany. This was known to Berlin, it 
was alleged, almost as soon as London, 
and caused a deputy in ihe Frencii 
chamber to shout treason m a public 
speech The charge made in detail by 
a source believed to have been inspired 
by Berlin, has never been denied offic!- 
aily by cither Franco or England.

.\t the time of Delcassc's removal it 
was (li.scovcred that Fiance was build­
ing extensive- fortifications ^long the 
border and massing troops th%re. Pur­
suant to a demand by Germany, after 
Delcasse left the cabinet, this work 
was stopped*

Horton', said that two Mexicans,. 
Manuel ' Lacrossa and Juan Senson, 
and himself were passing counterfeit 
coin about Hamilton and his half- 
sister threatened to expose them tu 
the police. The trJo feared she would 
do so and. plotted to get her out of 
the way. Cuts were drawn and It 
fell to Senson to do the deed! He 
induced the woman to. go driving with 
him and when he came buck Senson 
was alone. The three Immodiat.ely 
-left Hamilton and Horton soon after­
ward parted from his pals, who said 
they were going to Mexico. Horton 
says he wandered about from place 
to place, working in Detroit, Chicago 
and Toledo, and finally drifted to 
Flint, which, ho says, was his boy­
hood home. He w-as always haunted 
by the crime he had helped to plan 
and finally gave himself up to ease 
his conscience a little.

Horton sticks to his story of mur­
der and Chief of Police Rust is of 
the opinion that If there is any trlith 
in the story. Horton is tho man who 
committed the murder anti that-he did 
it without assistance.

John W. Tremlctie, representative 
of the Hamilton H erald.' arrived in 
Flint Tuesday morning and says that 
the names of the streets given by Hor­
ton are all wrong and that the bo'dy 
of the murdered woman was found two 
miles from the river, in 9. piece of 
woods, instead.of on the river bank, 
as Horton describes. .\lso that there 
Is no such livery barn in Hamiltoh as 
that where Horton claims to have 
worked. Officers from Hamilton are 
also here to investigat-?.

WASTE PLACES OF THE SOUTH

They Are Rapidly Incrwaaing in Value 
Y ear by Year.

It is a m atter of record tha t In 
1895 In a certain rural community In 
the south six acres oif land sold for 
$13.98 or $2.33 an acre, says the 
Southern Workman. Last year these 
same six acres sold for $1,660 or 
$276.66 an acre. Near this another 
tract which In 1892 sold for 70 cents 
an acre sold la -1904 for $150 an acre. 
AH of this land In 1892 and 1895 was 
out in the country. It is out In the 
country now and it is used for farm­
ing purposes only. No speculators 
have-run its price up-; no “boomers" 
have laid off a city there and adver* 
tlsed “corner lots." There is. no city 
there, and the people have no inten­
tion of building one. Neither is there 
even a cotton mill or other manufact­
uring concern there or anywhere In 
that vicinity. People have lived there 
for nearly 200 years and.tilled tho soil 
and that is what they are doing now. 
The difference Is th a t for the first 
time they are learning how to farm, 
how to bring from land formerly con­
sidered waste crops which sell a t a 
big profit. And along with this and in 
consequence of this they are learning 
how to live comfortably in the coun­
try, bow to build themselves homes, 
how with others near Uiem to build, 
up a community life and enjoy those 
Intellectual and social pleasures which 
they were wont to conslde]^..pe9el^lei 
only In tho tow*n. Some blood"

Four-Footed Police.
That dogs make excellent detec­

tives Is well known, but their use as 
actual members of a  police force is an 
odd and interesting experiment 
w’hich W. G. Fitzgerald describes In 
his story, “Dog Police on Guard," in 
the December Technical World Maga­
zine.

“When the Ghent (Belgium), chief 
of police had got hls pack of 'recruits’ 
together, he began to train  them to 
distinguish between skulking crimi­
nals and the ordinary, reputable citi­
zen, who walks by day. Some very 
Interesting demonstrations and experi­
ments were tried by means of dum­
mies; and it is a fact that within a 
few weeks tho more Intelligent dogs 
had learned’how to ^ r in g  upon and 
take hold of a man by hls clothes 
^vithout driving tfieir-teeth Into him.

“Special kennels wore then built in 
the police stations, with the name of 
Its occupant over the door of eacn. 
Coats, collars and muzzles were pro-, 
vlded by way o^ 'uniform,' and there 
were even little boots provided for 
snowy weather. A veterinary surgeon 
was appointed a t i>o.licc headquarters 
to care for the dog policemen when 
they were sH;k. and the matron at 
each station was charged with the 
duty of getting their meals ready 
when each dog came off duty with his 
two-legged fellow officer."

resplendent in silks and satins and 
jeweled array; these old walls for 
more than 250 years have sounded 
with .'he shouts of the Charterhouse 
boys a t "cloister cricket;” and there, 
slill, like shadows of the past, the 
black-gowned pensioners go softly by 
to their dally service in tlie chapel.

"O floreat aeternum CarUiusiana Do- 
mus" is a prayer in which every lover 
of old London will join with every old 
Carthusian. For the  fide of Iwondon’s 
trade and business is washing higher 
and higher against ^these ancient 
walls, and more than once the old 
monastery has been seriously endan­
gered. Yet a building with historical 
associations (lating back to more than 
five centuries ago might surciy be 
deemed sacred. For Charterhouse, the 
original Charterhouse of whlih some 
portions slill remain, was founded in 
1371.

In that year the gallant Sir Walter 
Manny established on the site a Car­
thusian monastery. Among their other 
cutties, the monks were to offer 
masses for tho souls of those whom 
Sir W alter Manny had killed in battle 
—doubtless a goodly number, since 
the knight had earned great fame as a 
Varrior in the French wars of Edward 
III.

In the Troubled Times.
The monks made a gallant fight for 

their faith in the troubled times un­
der Henry VIII; indeed, the prior and 
net a few of the brothethood lost their 
lives owing to their rosistance.

Eventually, the remnant of the order 
had to seek refuge at Bruges, and the 
monastery and its lands then passed 
through several hands within a com­
paratively brief period. It was there, 
that Lord North entertained Queen 
Elizabeth on her journey from Hat­
field to London op her accession to 
the throne, and again, three years

Indeed, that governors sometimes 
made use of their powers of nomina­
tion to endow comfortably their own 
f-uperannuated. butlers, but an occa­
sional abuse in tbe administration of 
a charity of such ancient date is prob­
ably inevitable.

Anecdote of Wellington.
At wbat time the ancient rule that 

‘no children should be placed in the 
school whose parents have any estate 
in land to leave them, but only the 
children of i>oor men that want means 
to bring th tm  up," was first departed 
from. Is apparently not known; cer­
tainly this rule has been a dead letter 
for a very long period.

As boys on the Foundation, or 
Gown-boys, were educated. lodged, 
boarded and partially clothed free of 
charge, besides receiving scholarships 
to the universities on leaving, nomina­
tions were naturally in great demand.

An anecdote is. indeed, toid.that tbe 
Duke of Wellington when Prime Min­
ister complained that he had more re­
quests for a nomination to Charter­
house school than for any of the civil 
and military appointments within hls 
control.

Charterhouse school can certainly 
claim to have, trained and sent out a 
goodly number of ccholars who have 
afterward made their mark in the 
world. In the field of .literature, more 
particularly. Old Carthusians have dis­
tinguished Ibeihselvea.

Addison and Steele.
Addjaon was a Charterhouse hoy, 

though not on the Fouhdation. He 
was probably not at the school for a 
very long Umq, but long enough to 
fo r m '^ a t  close friendship with Rich­
ard Steele which was to lead to one 
of the most remarkable literary part­
nerships ever known. Richard Steele 
himself was a gown boy, nominated by 
the Duke of Ormonde. Richard Love­
lace and Crashaw were both Carthus 
ians; and also, if It be not bathos tc 
mention his name in such company. 
Martin Tupper, the author of the fa­
mous “Proverbial Philosophy."

Not many military men appear to 
have been trained in the school, but 
one great soldier Charterhouse can 
claim—Sir Henry Havelock, who was 
a pupil dhere from 1804-11, showing as

' Gateway-'Of Building. *
a boy the same deep religious earnest­
ness he afterword displayed as a man., 
and uieknamed, half in fun and half 
in tenderness, the Philosopher, gener­
ally shortened into "Plilos.”

The name of tho greatest surely 
among all the old Carthusians—Will­
iam Makepeace Thackeray—it is na t­
ural to reserve to the end. But. wher­
ever Thackeray is read, the name of 
the Charterhouse must always be ten­
derly remembered. - The' picture the 
great novelist has drawn of the old 
Gray Friar stboo), of Founder's Cay, 
and the Latin creation, of the service 
in the cfcapel. where rosy-cheeked 
boys, full of life aaid health, stood In 
striking contrast *io the old gray-head­
ed stooping figures of tho black- 
gowned pensioners—that picture has 
immortalized'the school.

Thomas Browne.

In any language) occurs on page 79 of 
the “Pseudodoxia Epldemlca" (1646)

indifferently; Arsenic not a t all; 
Saltes generally but weakely. as Sal 
Gemma, Alum and also Talke; nor 
very discoverably by any friction: but 
if gently warmed at the fire and 
wiped with a dry cloth, they will 
better discover tbeir Electricities.”— 
Prof. S. P. Thompson In J>ondon 
Times.

Neŵ  Time Objectionable to Some.

The change in time of opening and- 
closing school is causing trouble 
among some of the patrons, the time 
now being one-half hour later than 
formerly. Two of the factories have 
also adopted similar time and for 
these employes the change in school 
time would appear to be agreeable. 
But those of the patrons who are not 
running on standard time and have 
children a t school, the new school 
time is very annoying. Had the 
change in both school and factories 
been oaade later iq. the season when 
the days are longer, the objection 
would not have been so strong, and by 
next winter all the people would hare  
become accustomed to the change and 
ha've thought nothing about it. As It 
L8|»it is possible the old time will again 
be substituted, if the objection de­
velops Considerable strength.

Editor o l  the Plymouth Mail:
'  .We. Would like to inquire of the 
school board some of the reasons for 
changing the school hours, for it must 
be they bad something th a t they 
thought would justify such a change. 
Being unable to learn of any object, 
and not being bright enough to guess 
one, we would consider it a  favor il 
they would, set forth some of their rea­
sons for the enlightenment of the citi­
zens of this place. Of Over one hun­
dred persons interviewed concerning 
the change of wOrking hours only one 
person told me he was in favor of it, 
and the only reason be gave for the 
change in the shops was because the 
school board had decided to change. 
There are many reasons why the time 
of school hours and of labor should not 
he put later in the day. We believe it 
is advantageous to have uniformity of 
time, but that does not necessitate a 
change of the actual time employed. 
Four-fifths of the men in the Daisy 
shops signed a petition requesting no 
change, and we learn th a t a remon­
strance is being circulated among the 
women, whose work is never done, 
against continuing tbeir labor another 
half hour into the night; Please re­
member that i t  has been too dark to 
read fine print, even out of doors a t 
4:30 p. m. local time some days this 
week. Daylight was the time for labor 
in Solomon’s time Ps. 104:19-23; and 
JesDs said “1 must work while it is day 
—the night cometh when no man can 
work,” John 9:4. Shall we presume to 
be wiser than He?

21. To understand the point of this 
little Japanese joke It Is necessary to 
remember tb a t the great Japa,nese 
offensive movement began on the 20th,

—not the Russian bright. Thus, while 
both sides were .picnicking on the

IJanho they were Ashling at the Da?- 
in* pass. .

"At Mukden the staff interpreter 
had commaudered luy Chinese serv­
ant to assist him In translating the 
contents of a j>acket of letters which 
had just been taken from the bodies 
of dead Japanese. From these letters 
It appeared that we had Nogi’a army

“As a pastime during the evenings 

and nights my men and I fished for 
crocodiles wlUi line and hook,” writes 
one who has hunted much in Africa. 
‘T bad connected the island with the 
right bank, also, by means of trees 
cut down on the island and the bank. 
The trunks of thg enormous trees and 
their intertwined tops formed a kind 
pf ylyer-bar, above a;id below which 
gathered numerous reptiles. I had 
some shark hooks wUh me. I baited 
them with large pieces of meat. 'When­
ever I had a bite from an animal, I 
gave it a long line, about 130 feet of 
thin, strong rope. Then ten to twelve 
of my men pulled for all they were 
worth, and dragged the crocodile— 
often weighing l.bOO pounds—to the 
bank. While toe saurian was beat­
ing the water with its tall. I killed It 
with a shot aimed at a spot just be­
hind the head. The dying animal 
emitted a sickening smell of musk.

‘T often caught six or more croco­
diles in one night. W'e had to be very 
careful to keep out of the reach of the 
flexible and powerful tall of the ani­

mal. Th^ .stomachs of most .of tho 
reptiles coniiained bones of mammals 
and fishes and also pieces of quartz, 
often as big as an apple, swallowed 
to aid digestion. In one animal I 
found a vulture which I  had killed and 
thrown in to the riv^er—the crocodile 
haa swallowed toe bird whole.

"One Kday, traversing one of the 
temporary lakes near .the big swamps, 
I noticed, not far ahead t)f me, a 
violent commotion in the water. »My 
native companions took to their heels, 
Kcroaming rMamba! Mamba!’ which 
ir.eans cro^ocjile. The two animals 
that moved in my direction, the backs 
of which onjly emerged a t times above 
the surface; appeared to be crocodiles.

"Believing discretion to bo the bet­
ter p an  of valor. 1 found my men. who 
could not bo made to stop until they 
hntf. reached the shore. I soon be­
came convinced th a t the animals 
were not c|rocodUes, but big snakes. 
Wading baeik for some distance, I suc­
ceeded in killing three pythons over 
twelve fbet In length. They had been 
after the eggs of the swamp birds.”
