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For one week beginning Monday 
January 22, Grace George in the 
dramatized version of Mrs. Humphrey 
Ward’s famous novel’ “The Marriage 
of William Ashe,” will be the attrau- 
tion a t the Detroit Opera House, De­
troit, The play was one of the dra­
matic sensations of the season in New 
York where it enjoyed a long and 
pros})erous run at the Garrick Theatre. 
I t  was nut only said to be the best 
piesesaaiioii of a book-play ever made 
in NVw York, but a most satisfactory 
and.satisfying vehjcle for the charm 
ing talents uf-Grace George. It comes 
to Detroit direct from a very success­
ful engagement a t the Illinois Theater, 
Chicago.

For its strongly sustained interest, 
its convincing air of reality, its deline­
ations of character and parlous, and 
its artistic development of plot, “The 
Marriage of William Ashe” is certain­
ly a great achievement.

The central situation is the effect 
upon the political career of William 
Ashe of his marriage to l;ady Kitty 
Bristol. Lady Kilty was the daughter 
of a certain notorious Lord Blackwater 
ami a woman whose social gatherings 
wt',0 attended only by men. l..aUy 
Kitty grew up in a convent in Paris, 
and when William Ashe meets her she 
has just returned from France, and is 
still unacquainted with the social 
stigma attaching attaching to her 
mother. Ashe’s first feeling for her is 
one of pity, which, however, soon 
grow sjo something more as he falls 
under the  influence of her piquaat and 
contradictory personality, which is by 
turn childishly willful and childishly 
affectionate. He marries her, realizing 
her antecedents and the danger such a 
union may be to his career, but will­
ing to take the risk of developing her 
nature by love and p.atienee. On her 
side Lady K itty’s love for William is 
sincere, but she is too utterly a creat­
ure of impulse to be governed by any­
thing beyond the whim of the mo­
ment. As time goes on, the wild ex­
travagance of her actions, verging 
on insanity, increases rather than di­
minishes, and she not only alienates 
Ashe’s friends, b u t jeopardizes his 
political advancement again and again 
She even insults the Prime Minister 
and his wife repeatedly, aad a t last a t­
tacks them' in an annonymous novel, 
which she is under ^tbe delusion will 
somehow redound to the glory of her 
husband and make up for a l lth e  harm 
she has done heretofore. H er relations 
with the poet Cliffe are from the first 
marked with the same ungovernable 
imprudence. Y et in spite o f.a ll, the 
strain of sweetness io**her character 
and childlike candor hold the affection 
to the last, as they did that of her hus­
band, and as the end draws near there 
is an overwhelming sense of pity a t 

inevitable fate of such a  nature 
dashing itself to pieces agafnst the 
rocks of its own passions.

Only secondary in interest to Lady 
Kitty is the development of William 
Ashefrom -a good-natured, easy going 
youn^ man of latent possibilities into 
a strong, serious-minded statesman. 
This is not a sudden leap nor a change 
to be accepted on the word of the 
author, but a gradual growth which 
slowly takes place.

such uncanny work courage must be 
kept up by numerous drams.

Exploring the Brochs.
Though within living memory 

“brochs" have not been used as inu ial 
places, almost the first things the ex­
cavators find are one* or. two skele­
tons. which, from the situation in 
which they are foirad, are burials 
made long a fte r-th e  buildings have 
become a grassy mound. As tho  rub­
bish is being removed, every shovelful 
ought carefully to be examined by 
someone who understands what may 
be of antiquarian value, but so many 
have now been opened, and the re­
sults so uniformly identicai. that the 
story of one seems almost certain tc 
be that of all.

WTaen the covering earth has been 
removed from any.of them there al­
ways stands a circular wall of from 
teh to twenty feet In thlcknes.<?. with 
no opening of any kind from the out­
side save one doorway, w^ich pierces 
the wall like a tunnel, and measures 
about five feet in height and two and 
a half in widtli. At about six feet 
from the outside'therc is a check for 
a door, by a  flagstone placed edge­
ways in the floor, and an abutment 
formed in the masonry. A few Inches 
further In are bar holes. Further back 
still, 'and on one or both sides, are 
guard chambers, little rooms built 
into the solid masonry. The large

flagstones which cover this long and 
s tra ig h t ' tnnneMlke entrance, are 
placed,a few inches apart, and. from 
the floor of a  little room above, 
whence apears could he thrust' down; 
so that U must have been an extreme­
ly difflcolt m atter to  obtain a* en­
trance against the will of those in pos­
session.:-.

well-Uke courL about thirty feet in 
diameter. Inside, and nekriy always 
on the ieft side, of the entrance, fs a 
small rdom built 1& the w all From 
it a  stone stair goes regularly up.

gallery Is formed within this circular 
wall, and goes right around until it is 
stopped by-the back of the ascending 
stair, so that one has to  step across 
the opening necessary for the ascent 
—about 8 4  feet—to obtaiff access to 
the gallery he wishes to visit.

The floors of the galleries are 
formed of rough undressed slabs of 
qtene about six inches thick. The 
slabs forming the roof of one gallery 
form the floor of the next. How 
many galleries there originally were 
can only be guessed, but probably 
there jverc five or six, as the height of 
the most complete in existence, that 
of Mousa in Shetland, is still 15 feet 
in height.

Indeed, the broch of Mousa bad to 
stand such a siege in Che-ninth cen­
tury, when Erland carried off the 
mother of Harold, .earl of Orkney, 
who was famed for her beauty, to this 
broch. w here-he was unsuccessfully 
besieged by the earl, who. after a 
time, came fo terms with him, as he 
found the broch Impregnable.

Who Built These Bro'chs?
Who built these brochs. and when? 

These are very interesting questions, 
but rather difficult to answer.

Some writers claim that they were 
built in pro-Celtic times r others in 
Celtic"; others,, again, say they are no 
older than the time of the Norse­
men: while one recent writer says 
that they were erect'oil a t a period of 
iutcrglacialion of the north of Scot­
land. and that they have been In part 
destroyed by ice.

But whoever built them. It must be 
inferred from their position and struc­
ture that they must have been built 
when waves of hostile Invaders or 
plundering refugees swept over the 
Highlands, and the peaceful inhabi­
tants had l(^ devise these burglar- 
proof safes for their animate and in 
animate possessions.

At the spring election next Apwl, at 
every polling place there will be a  reg­
istration which will give every voter 
an tipportuirity to qualify himself to 
attend a caucus.- -Metfi^are the main 
provisions of the new law: " '— ̂-

1. Every voter must a t the time of 
voting, register hia i>ame as a  member 
of some party—Democratic, Republi­
can, Frohibition, Fopulist, etc.

2. No registration 'can ecenr^after 
that for two years, except new vokes.

3. If  he does not register he cSixnnt
take part in any caucus. \

4. I f  he registersas a Republican he 
cannot go into the caucus of any other 
party for two years, because w l^n be 
offers to vote a t a  primary he v îll be 
given a party ticket of the party wiCI 
which he enrolled. Of course a |t'th e  
election he can vote as he chooser.

5. No voter except one who has en 
rolled and selected his party cdii vote 
at any caucus, and if he does Dot enroll 
uext April and choose his party be can 
not attend a  caucus a t all.

The men who anroll next April in 
each party will be the ones to cpntro' 
the nomination for two years to[coroe.

'W'henever 
the vitality is lowered by overwork, 
poor food, worry, or by any other 
caose, your power of resistance is Im­
paired and an openii^ is made tor the 
thousand and one agencies of disease 
which are continually seeking to 
break In.”

Early Hatching.
We endeavor to mate up our breed­

ing pens the first of January, and we 
believe that It is safe as a  rule to 
save eggs for hatcljlijg in four weeks. 
Now If you have artificial heat in your 
laying house, or it you live in a cli­
mate where the^ eggs will not chill; 
you are in position to save eggs for 
hatching and should reasonably expect 
good results. At this season of the 
year It is hard to get setting hens, so 
the incubator comes into play for early 
hatching. I think it the best, as yon 
can put it into a  room in your bouse 
and operate it there, while it would 
be difficult to operate the sitting hen 
in  one of your rooms. Now by the 
time *the incubator hatches usually 
the severe cold weather has gone, a i^  
If you have a good grade of a brooder 
you can raise the young chicks very 
nicely. Place the brooder in a pro­
tected shed or outbuilding, so 'that the 
wind will not strike it directly, and 
then be very particular to keep the 
brooder w^ll cleaned and (ventilated, 
with temperature at about ninety as 
near as you can run it. and you will 
have no cause for complaint if the 
chicks are properly fed and watered. 
'The first week feed them four or five 
times a day ■what they will eat up 
clean each time, so that when you 
come to feed next time they appear 
hungry and glad to see you.

For winter layers we much prefer 
the March and April hatched • chicks, 
as they are fully developed and have 
the age, so ‘that when winter comes 
they are ready for business, and when 
provided .with a warm living house 
and rustling place, they do business 
in good shape; '■w'hile with a later, 
hatch you may force the growth and 
size,- but you have not got the age or 
vitality back of the egg machine to 
run It successfully. Of course they 
will lay eggs, but not with the March 
and April hatches.

Now as to setting bens In cold 
weather: ~We use wbat we call a set­
ting box or nest. I t is movable, so 
th a t we can place it wherever we 
think will best suit according to weath­
er. These nests are 18 inches square, 
18 Inches high on back and six inches 
high in front, with a hinged door to 
each n e st We build four nests to­
gether in this way; We cut the lum­
ber six feet. We line the nests with 
several thlclcnesses of paper, and then 
fill most full of oats chaff. We also 
put in nests a few cigar stubs or about 
two ounces strong-smoking tobacco 
and this keeps the lice off, so you 
have no trouble with Uiem.

Now as to the number of eggs w’e 
place under a lien in cold weather, we

would not put more than thirteen un­
der a  common-sized bird of the Amer­
ican class, and In warmer weather 
say fifteen. Take them all off to feed 
at the same time and if cold weather 
cover the eggs with some warm wool­
en cloth so they will not become 
chilled while biddy fs off eating.

We usually feed corn and barley, 
with grit and water. We think the 
com helps In keeping up biddy’s heat 
for the eggs. Don’t let them stay off 
over ten minutes If'cold or chilly, and 
not over fifteen minutes any time, un­
less it is In warm w*eather in sum­
mer. In this way one* can feed half 
a dozen or. a  dozen hens as easily as 
he can one, providing they ran to­
gether before you set them, as they 
will not fight much, but if they did not 
run together before they win spend a 
good deal of the time at first finding 
out who Is* boss of the crowd. We 
prefer the Incubator to do the hatch- 
Ingi but like to have hens ready to 
take them when the hatch comes off, 
as we think It less trouble in this 
manner, if you have a 100-sIze incu­
bator, four hens will usually take 
care of a ll 'th a t you will get out of 
a hatch and in this way you save the 
bother of watching and cleaning the 
cleaning the brooder.—J. C. Bergen, 
Humboldt Co., Iowa, in Farmers' Re­
view.

It is ” true that 
she will now and then step on 
a chick, but she never has to 
regulate hCT temperature. There Is 
no danger of her brooder getting so 
hot that the chicks will be roasted or 
60 cold that they will be chilled. 
Nature has. after all, adjusted things 
better than man can do. The temper­
ature of the body of the old ben regu­
lates itself and tho  therniometer Is a 
useless Instrument In the enterprises 
•of which the hen is the center.

Health of the Hog.
This is th e  time of year when the 

bogs will begin to go into winter quar­
ters. I t Is now, if ever, th a t they 
will contract lung disease. For that 
reason I t . stands* us In '-hand . to  pay 
particnlar attention to the hygiene eff 
our. pens.
