Harry E. Chase, which presumably 
has j-our indorsement, stating that cer­
tain railroad properties were under­

•’ .auibe, was sent on an ex­
ploring expedition to the 
Antarctic Ocean to deter­

mine if^rtaln points of the Southern 
Continent, the most cheerless and-iu- 
kospitahle of . all lands. The vessel 
touched a t Cape Town late In Kovieni- 
ber. and a few \yeeks later again set 
sail.

Among the brig’s  compan,- were two 
midshipmen, IlariT Furness from Bris­
tol and Richard Scoresby of Llver- 
I>ol, who Mad been *ogeth-:r in the ser­
vice for two years, and had become 
close friends. •

The IJudoeto righted Kerguelen 
Island, and slightly altering her course, 
kept'due south for several days. On 
Jannary 14 land, or rather the glaciers 
th a t fringed it. came into view upon 
tbe  southern horizon.

T^e ship ran for three days along a 
sbeer waU of ice. from ope hundred to 
tw o hundred feet in height, through a 
sea filled with floating bergs and floes. 
Although it was tbe Antarctic summer, 
•now-squalls were frequent and the 
iwlnd was a t  times piercingly cold.

On the morning of tbe IStb a  oolomn 
of black smoke was sighted above tbe 
ice-cliffs fa r to tbe west, rnd  as the 
vessel approached, this was seen to 
be Issolng from an active volcano, a 
strange spectacle in th a t land of Ice 
and snow.

I t  was decided to effect a  landing, if 
possible, and ascertain the height of 
the peak. Upon the coast, ro t far from 
the base of the mountcin, two Ico pro- 
mantorl-8 stretched <ut on each side 
of a  natural basin, almost circular, 
w ith an opening about a hmidrod 
yards wide affording an entrance from 

.the sea. The cliff a t this point was 
considerably lower than elsewhere, and 
black volcanic rocks and r.aviues were 
visible along its front.

A boat was sent ahead to examine 
this harbor and to make soundings; 
and as a result of Its report, the Eu- 
docia was soon riding snugly a t anchor 
upon the sheltoied expanse. At the 

' .head of the little bay was a  beach of 
volcanic debris, with a ravine leading 
u]̂  to the tableland above. Beyond, 
the smoking cone of tbe momitaln rose 
over a disflgureil region of blackened 
Ice and snow. Streams of water, melt- 

♦ ed by the heat, were running down 
the cliffs.

i Fnm ess and Scoresb.v were detailed 
to go ashore with a boat’s crew, to 
make observations, examine the sur- 

t face of the plateau and determine the 
height of tbe peak. The service was 
one involving no little fatigue and even 
A considerable degree of danger, for an 
ice-field a t tbe base of a volcanic 
mountain was likely to be senmed with 
crevasses and filled with hidden pit- 
falls. The young officers were, how­
ever. much elated a t tbe prospect of 
exploring an unknown land.

A .few  strokes of the oars brought 
tlielr boat to tbo beach of volcanic 
rack and ashes. The boys landed, tak­
ing tbelr surveying instruments aud 
tw o of the boat’s'crew . Bat the. men 
were wholly unoble to keep im with the 
nimble youths,'so they were seiic back 
to the shore, whence a boa{ took them 
off to tbe ship.

^  A fter a hard scramble up a steep 
*~gorge. over black boulders and slip­

pery tee, In fall sight of tbe Eudocia, 
the boys gained the summit o f- th e  
cliffs. From this polut a gradual slope 
of-rock and ice extended upward to the 
bate of' the moostatu. half •  mile dis­
t a n t

Toward this tbe boys bow made 
their way. bgc with cooslberable dlf- 
bcolty. Tbe stope th a t had  appeared 
ao smooth from a distance proved, on 

«■ d(M «r approach, to be a  broken coun­
try  guUered with deep flssores and 
ravines, from some of which smoke 
and steam were rising. There also 
perceptible a slight tremc^ oC the earth, 
and  an occasional rumbling.

A t l a ^  a fte r much labor <.and fa­
tigue, the two explorers reac!]|ed a long. 
tMiTow Stretch of fairly level surface, 
fmcaliei to tbe base of the mountain. 
Beyond lay a  deep ravine, apparratty 

. ^.Impassable. Bere they s topp^ . and 
made observations to ascertain the 

I height of tbe peak. .V roogb cakmla- 
tion gave Its altitude as a trifle over 
four thousand feet.

By this time tbe long Antarctic a f­
ternoon was drawing to a close, and 
the boys started back toward the ves­
sel. which lay hidden from view be­
neath the e<uge of tbe cliffs. They 
moved slowly, observing the •configura­
tion of ihe land a t  tTOy-went.

Suddenly the deadened boom of a 
guu from the brig came to their Mrs.

Great 
stones ’.?gai; to fall about them, and 
deluge of fiery lava came pouring down 
the.sid'*s of the peak.

The boys put down their iustrumeats 
and ran for their lives.

They reached the gorge leading to 
the sen. aud plunged headlong down 
it. Half ‘the distance had been cov­
ered without mishap'when Dick, l(K>k- 
ing behind, gave a cry of horror':

“Run higher up. Harry! Keep out 
of tbe middle!''

At the head of the ravine appeared 
a crest of glowing lava, which hung 
for a moment on the verge, and then 
darted down toward them. The boys 
leaped up to the higher ground above 
the middle of the gorge, still keeping 
on in their rapid course. And i t  was 
well that they did so! In fifteen sec­
onds a lava stream .six feet deep was 
flowing down tbe channel where they 
had been rnunlng!

All la il was set, two boats* efews 
took a  yne ahead, and tbe Euc^cla 
moveik out of the basin into the qpen 
sea.

As Ipng as tbe daylight lasted 'the  
officers eariie3tly^ watiched with tbelr

sei the two figures a t the b a n  of 
cliff, beyond tbe .stream of mva. 

A fter'tw ilight came and all th rd u ^
the uight rockets i\‘ere sent up to en­
courage them and show them that the 
vessellwas lying by t)o-take then* off 
a t thejfirst opportunity.

Thai night was ne \^ r forgotten by 
the t^’o young officeis. 'Through its 
long hburs they lay gasping a t the foot 
of th^ cliiT, saved from the falling 
stoneai by. the overhanging wall above 
and shielded from the Infernal stream 
in front by their rampart of ro c^ .

Tbej beat of tbe erijiptiou caused a 
strong wind to blow from the water, 
t^ d  ^Mls undoubtedly :sared.the boys' 
Itves, for It swept away the sulphurous 
smoke, and gases, an^ gave them oc- 
casioml opportunities' to breathe the 
fresh filr.

The^posslbillty *of escape hardly en­
tered [the boys’ heads. At first there 
was dread lest the stream of lava 
mightjrTtse to fill the ravine; ba t as the 
hoursi went by and Rs flow /11<I Dot 
materially increase, tlieir fenr wfts re­
placed by A dull eiidurauce of -what­
ever sStgbt be in store for them.

T h ^  was little sleep that night on 
board; the Eudocia. The two boys 
were favorites^ both tfrUlr the officers 
an.d tbe crow. All hoped for the best, 
but feared the worst. '̂As the brig lay 
rolling in tbe heavy lantarctic swell, 
now and then a e tn ^g  gust would 
blow aside the clouds that hid tbe land, 
and ^ e y  could see fhe black peak 
spouting its fiery fountain, aud the 
lava streams winding down to the sea 
like d!ull red serpents, and entering it 
with a hissing that could be beard for 
miles.

Tbe short polar night soon passed, 
and as morning came qvery eye on thS 
vessel was turned toward the shore to 
detect, if  possible, some signs of life. 
The |!orce of the.-eruptibo, however, 
was ^till unspent, and tt-as not safe 
to apbroach very near the coast. Tbe 
brig- was compelled to\ pass th a t day 
cruising to and fro in anxious doubt

Another night came,!and tvlth i t  a 
strong wind from the north, which 
drov^ the smoke back upon the land, 
and once more revealed tbe outline of 
the coast. When the second morning 
dawned the aspect of the shore W as 
changed.

The long white wall was seamed and 
guttwed with deep rav]nes, and Wack 
streams of lava and ringed slopes of 
rock showed here and there. Tbe little 
harbor in which they had lain was 
gone. Scattered along' the broken 
coast line rose columns df hissing, roar­
ing steam, but the forceiof tbe-volcano 
was spent. Xo stones were falling 
and the flow.of lava’ badi almost ceased..

Hardly daring to hope that his mid­
dles were alive, Captai^ Lambe drew 
in a^aln toward tbe shore. Suddenly 
the lookout in the foretop gave a sbont.

A t the foot of an overhanging cliff 
Richard Scoresby rose fiiom the ground 
wildly waving a short jacket. Beside 
him was seen H arry FUrness, striving 
to rise to h is feet. A cheer went up 
from tbe brig, for it was apparent that 
both boys were safe. T^ey had spent 
two nights and a day it| tbelr shelter, 
and'com e out of the fiery ordeal un­
harmed.

H6w to rescue them 'was the next 
question, for the lava st^ram was still 
impassable. Finally a \ landing was 
made farther along thei coast and a 
rescuing party with ro|>es succeeded 
in gaining tbe summit^ of the. cliffs 
above tbe boys’ .position and hoisted 
them safely up.—Yonth’si Companion.

Losses by Ditches and Guilies.
One of the noted weaknesses of 

American farming is tbe tendency to 
permit a  considerable per cent of the 
land to lie idle on account of gullies 
and ditches. In countries where laud 
bas been high in price tor a century 
or more the land is -more carefully 
looked after in the way of keeping it 
all in use. Habits of farming are hard 
to break up, and the American farm­
ing habit is not to put a high, value on 
the land even after the price in the 
market has' come up.

Ditches and gullies in fields can be 
seen in every part of the country 
where the land Is rolling or hilly and 
the rainfall is considerable. The old 
open ditch Is disappearing but slowly. 
!f the farmer that owns a few will 
take his tape measure and find out 
the amount of land k ^ t  put of use 
by these ditches and gollles he 'will 
come to the conclusion that it is far- 
chcaper for him to purchase tile and 
abolish the open ditclics. Tbe lapd 
actutrily comprised in the ditch is con­
siderable, but to it must be added a 
still gi'eater quantity comprising the 
unused parts along the edges.

The writer has in mind a meadow 
on a farm devoted to mixed farming. 
The meadow Is cut crosswise by an 
open ditch that takes the water from 
a ditch by a roadside and conveys It 
across the meadow into another open 
ditch In a pasture. Whenever a wagon 
has to be taken >(io one end of tbe 
meadow It must be taken into the pub­
lic highway again before veachtng the 
other end. Haying operations on one 
side of this open ditch cannot be ex­
tended to the other part of the field 
without all the implements being 
taken around the ditch. If this 
meadow is ever plowed up. and it 
should be. the amount of land lost 
to cultivation will be targe. Tbe 
amount of water going through' this 
open ditch is too large to permit of 
the use of ordinary sized drain tile, 
but tbe larger sizes can be used, and 
if that Is too expensive stone may bo 
used, which exists in abundance in tbe 
neighboring pasture.

One of the most expensive ditches 
that we know of exists in a 24-acrc 
pasture of a farmer that we know. 
The ditch runs the length of the pas­
ture and Increases its length by not 
running straight. It Is about three 
feet deep and the bottom is about 
three feet wide. The rains of ilic 
years have modified the Abruptness o! 
tbe top and now the ditch is not less 
than eight feet wide a t the top. After 
every rain there are ^ u m o ra b le  cave- 
ins of the sides, a n d ^ m e  changes in 
the windings of the channel. This 
winding channel Is largely the cause 
of the cave-ins, as It sends the flood 
waters with great force against cer­
tain points in .the sides, just as do tbe 
great rivers in the west. It is bad to 
have an open ditch In a  pasture; It 
is worse to have it crooked and give 
it the power of boring like an augur.

An Experimental Garden.
A seedsman and florist near 

here, who has customers all 
over the United States and 
Canada,' has adopted a most sen­
sible plan for ebdeking off his seeds by 
means of an experiment'garden on bis 
home grounds. He bas a  large tract 
of land set aside for that purpose, and 
though the vegetables grown there are 
never sold, very seldom used and no 
seed saved from them, the owner con­
siders it a paying crop. The seed Is 
planted at the proper time in spring In 
carefully prepared ground, and clase 
watch Is kept and a record made of 
any th a t do not germinate properly. 
The rows are «ight feet long, each 
one being plainly marked with, a stick 
bearing a number which corresponds 
with that variety in the record kept 
by the head gardener. All are cared 
Cor. weeded, thinned and culllvared so 
that the result of the crop when proj)- 
erly cared for can be- showm. When a 
report comes from a customer 
saying th a t-  a certain kind of 
seed failed to grpw, that var­
iety Is looked up in tbe experi­
ment garden, and the seedsman can 
tell a t once if the complaint Is well 
founded, !n which case restitution is 
made. All varieties are allowed to 
come to maturity to  determine if the 
sort is true to name. During the past 
season 1,200 varieties of vegetables 
have been grown in that department, 
ranging through all tbe kinds of edible 
ones and taking In grosses of all kinds, 
grains, sugar cane, tobocto, asparagus 
and rhubarb. There is also an experi­
ment garden devoted to flowers In 
connection with this. Though not so 
large, it takes iu all kinds, and, bo­
rides tbe usefulness of tbe plan it 
makes a beautiful display In tbe gar­
den.—Myra Bradshaw In Fanners* R'/-
view.

WHY STONE WALLS ARE DAMP.

Sudden Changed pf W eather Reaponel- 
blc—Easy to Remedy.

Th? wiilU of a Slone house.' anti 
rometlaies of a brick house, are cov­
ered with dampness. This Is 'due to 
the very same causes by which dew is 
deposited on grasses or n:oistnre on 
the side of a glass or pitcher :Iiat is 
filled with ice water and brought into 
a warm room. The walls become cc'. ’• 
and as stone is a nonconductor 
heat, they remain cold for a long time. 
When the  weatber changes suddenly 

•from cold to warn) the air becomes 
filled with mci^ture. lor the warmer 
the air the more moisture It will ab­
sorb. When this warm air^ strikes 
the cold walls ihe moisture Is depos­
ited on it from the air. which is sud­
denly cooled by contact with them, 
andjj^s the warm air is cdhtinually 
coming in contact with the cold walls, 
the dampness accumulates until it ap­
pears like a dew upon them, and pours 
down in stream s at times. It is easily 
prevented. N<̂ - plaster should be put 
directly upon brick or stone, but fur­
ring Strips should be nailed to the 
balls and laths put on these. Cellars 
are frequently made very damp in the 
same way by too much ventilation In 
warm weather.

TITLES ONLY FOR WEALTHY.

Sordid questions of finance enter 
into the consideration of the eligibility 
of those upon whom an En-jlish hion- 
arch would corfer the distinction of 
knighthood, and there are many who 
m lght.use the coveted prefix “Sir" did 
they possess a larger income.

and be able to suitably provide for 
his eldest son.

“Tiberius, though a drunkard and 
luxurious in his diet, was yet .very 
careful of his diet and used to say 
that every- one after thirty was either 
a fool or a physician.”

Probably Bacon's authority was 
Tacitus CAnnals," book VI., chapter!^,
46). who says of Tiberius that “H e ^  
was wont to make cpori of the physi­
cians. and of people who after thirty 
needed others lo lell them what was 
good or bad for them.” In Tacitus, of 
course, tho epigrammatic flavor Is 
lost.

rOUNDt-R OF BUDDHIST FAITH.

Siddhartha Gautama, the Tea:hcp 
Whom Millions Foltow.

Buddhism, professed by about one- 
third of the human race, arose out of 
the philosophical and ethical teach­
ings of Siddhartha Gautama, who 
lived during the fiftli century. II. C 
His father was chief of the Sakyas, 
an Aryan clan occupying the hunks 
of the Kohana, about 100 miles north 
of the city of Benares, and within 
sight of the lofty summits of the Him­
alayas. Little Is known of his youth 
except that he married his cousin 
at the age of 19. and gave himself up 
to a life of Oriental luxury and de- 
light. When about 80 the mystery 
of human life pressed heavily upon 
liini, -and led him to. spend the next 
six years away from home and 
friends In practloos of great nnsier- 
Ity and in constant and woll-direciod 
meditation. He at last by sheer 
force of thinking arrived a t a knowl­
edge of thti truth, and assuming the 
fitle of Buddha (enlightened), set out 
for the sacred city of the Brahmins, 
where ho preached 'with great suc­
cess. After traveling over most of 
India and making m ^ y  converts, he 
died a t (he age of 8u while silling 
under a tree near Kasinagara.

' Refined Cannibals.

ary. “that my dusky parishioners wlU 
refuse to abandon cannibalism, I may 
at least claim credit for having so re­
fined and uplifted them that now

• R E L I C S  O F  F A M O V S  F R I G A T E

Interesting relics from the frigate 
Constitution, the proposal by Secre­
tary of the Navy Bonaparte to destroy 
which was defeated by vigorous pro­
test, are In the possession of J. A. 
Murphey of Philadelphia. They are 
the logbook and ledger kept during 
the command of Commodore Charles 
Stewart, says the Philadelphia Led­
ger.

It was the intercession of the Miss­
es Stewart of Philadelphia, descend­
ants of the commodore, that wus 
most instrumental in creating a sen­
timent for the preservation of the 
old hulk.

The logbook embraces the period 
from December. 1813. to May. 1815. 
incltuling some of the most important 
naval battles of the war of 1812. It 
is in one bandwrifinc, presumably 
that of Commodore Stewart himself.

It tells in a concise and most mat­
ter-of-fact style the thrilling incidents 
of that historic time. Among the 
more.interesting stories is the recital 
of the capture of the Levant. .

The ledger contains the roster of 
officers and men, and is an account of 
the advances to them To pay. etc. Its 
early entry is August 19, 1803. The 
officers of the Constitution a t that

time were: Commodore, Charles
Stewart; lieutenants. James R': Cald­
well, Michael B. Carroll and Joshua I. 
Maxwell; midshipman. Clement- Bid- 
die, and sailing mastar, Alexander C. 
Harrison. The name of Dr. Samuel 
R. Marshall also appears.

The book is an example of old- 
fashioned thoroughness. It Is hand- 
ruled dn red ink with' the precision oi 
a lithograph. The entries are in [bold, 
clear script, as legible as if they bad 
been written yesterday.

In contrast with ihb luxurious cir­
cumstances of an officer of a modern 
raan-o'-war is the entry-against Llent- 
Caldviell. He evidently had recourse 
to the slopchest, from which a t the 
present day the ordinary seaman only 
is flrted out with clothing and other 
necessities. Under, [the heading ol 
.•‘Advance of S lo p s ,L ie u t.  Caldwell 
is chgrgcd'on the dates Jan. 31, and 
July .31, 1804, with eighty cents and 
$1.13,- i

It had been Mr. Murphey’s intention 
to present the old records to sonje ap­
propriate histdrlcal society. In  ̂view 
of thje fadt' that Old Ironsides will 
probably become itself a national mu­
seum., he now thinks th a t their imo.st 
appropriate resting place will bp on 
the olid vessel. 1

Home-Made Ice.
C. P. Cooper, writing -In tbe Dairy 

Record, says tha t a t . Ihe Goodbae 
jl Minn.) creamery, owned by E. G- 
'!''nimer. the following method of ice 
s'orlng has b e ^  very successful; Tbe 

hous^ (S'built with 2 by 6 studding 
Hoarded Up both outside and inside ex- 
< I'pt that the Inside boarding does not 
CO finite to the top. The inside boards 
ire  tacked on lightly so that they can 
be quickly removed, and an air space 
is left between the studding. "When 
•he weather has settled down for the 
wimer remove all old ice ancj sawdust 
and take out all sawdust from between 
the inner and outer boarding. Re­
place -the inner boards. Secure a piece 
of p!?e about the length of your Ice 
horse and drlU a  row of very small 
holes, each row being about a quarter 
furn from The other, so that when the 
pir° is laid across the ice house and 
connected with .the water system of 
the creamery the water will come out 
of these boles like a fountain and will 
be distributed all over the flobr, and 
the pressure should be so regulated 
that it will freeze about as fast as It 
fal's. If it falls too fast a good deal 
of the water will run off and the ten­
dency will be to melt the Ice already 
formed, while if it comes down in too 
fine a spray it is likely to freeze in 
the form of snow, making a white, 
poor ice.

It requires, however, very little ex- 
perluicnt to get the ice just right, inak- 
in': a perfectly clear, pure lce„and In 
the course of a short time yOur ice 
house will be full cleat to  the top, 
ferm iag one solid, perfect cake of 
clear Ice.

VThen the freezing is completed you 
will find that some water has run over 
into the air space, and that It is not 
thv.refore possible to a t once pack 
that space with sawdust, but do not let 
that worry you. If the sawdust were 
left In the space while the freezing 
was on. It would become simply 
an aJflltion to the mass of ice and 
would practically carry the ice cake 
clear to the outside of tbe bouse, 
wh!ch would be disastrous.

Put ail your sawdust on top of the 
iC7, and as the weather becomes 
w rim er look Into the alf space occa­
sionally, and when you find that the 
ice is melted out, then fill tbe  air 
sp'' 3 all around completely with saw- 
du . from tbe top, and see that tbe big 
cake of lee Is also well covered with 
sawdust.

The ice being in a solid cake, will 
keep better than if made from sawed 
cakes of Ice, but on the other hand it 
cannot, of coarse, %e removed in 
8Q**are chunks, but for creamery use 
this Is by no mekns a serious obiec- 
tion, as a heavy, slender chopping bar 
will slice off big chunks easily, and 
while rough In shape will answer just 
as well for cooling a refrigerator or 
for cooling cream.

CfTeetlvi| Milk Strainers.
The m atter of strainers for milk is 

not a small one, as every man knows 
that has tried to produce sanitary 
milk. So unsatisfactory has 
been the use of strainers that 
there are here and there 
creameries that will not accept strain­
ed milk. They say that the farmer 
must produce milk so clean that it will 
not have to* be strained, and that the 
•=!rrainer helps to xvash the filth from 
one lot of milk’ into all .sul)sequent 
lots of milk. Recent news from 
Europe tells.-however of a strainer 
invented by a Swede that seems*to 
be very effective. It oon.sist of two 
kvire strainers with an imerposed lay- 

";er of coitpn. After the milk hod been 
strained, te...s were made to discover 
if it was free from bacteria, arid the. 
general result was that it was foi^d 
to c-'atain none of the disease germs 
w;.' a were known to be in the milk 
bt-Lvre being strained. The strained 
milk also kept nruch longer than the 
unstrained milk, which went to show 
that it was Improved by the straining 
process. ^

Bran for Hog'sT
Bran makes a very good supplemen­

tary food for hogs, lalihougb, as a 
usual thing, it Is not very largely fed. 
Vet in the early stages of the devel- 
opjnent of swine it is far better to feed 
than com. In fact. If corn is fed, as 
it cenalnly is on all western farms, 
bran can usually be used for balancing 
it. Bran contains from* 13 to 18 per 
cent of protein, which goes to fill up 
the dejl-.ency existing in corn, ll' a 
large qu.^utity of skimmed milk is fed 
tbe grain should consist of bran and 
corn in some form, preferably com 
meal. Both bran and skimmed milk 
come under tbe general head of pro­
tein feeds. Bran, being a bulky lood 
and very light, must cot be fed in large 
qup .ities. The hog’s stomach is small 
an., needs a somewhat concentrated 
food. All bran would be too light and 
all com meal would be too heavy a 
feed when-mixed with sklmmllk. When 
bran Is r i t  selling a t more than (^6 
per t  . . .  is- a profitable feed to give 
hogs in all of the western states.

Producing Milk in Winter.
The amount of milk that a  cow pro­

duces in the winter season depends 
largely on the care she gets and much 
more on the feed. One 
great reason for the falling 
off of milk in winter is that 
she does cot drink water enough. 
Through the heat of summer tbe cows 
get thirsty and often have all the 
water in .their system that they need. 
It takes about four gallons of water 
daily taken into tbe stomach of a large 
cow on dry feed for tbe regular proc­
ess 'o f assimilation to go on properly. 
'  a  cow then must be induced to 
drink more' water than that In order 
to have a surplus to pr duce any milk 
St all. On account of tbe dry feed it 
takes far more water In .he winter to 
keep the dtomach moist enough for Its 
regular functions. Well-cured clover 
bay and a  bran and oat mash'twice a 
day Is the best dry foed ration to 
produce plenty of milk. Keeping tbe 
cow in warm comfortable quarteiu 
goes a long way in tbe production of 
a good flow milk. A feed once a 
day of well-sVced turnips or beets is 
a  good substitute for summer pasture. 
I t Is a  good plan especially in winter 
for the cow to have access to salt con­
tinually. Ordinary barrel salt Is bet-

To Pcoduce Milk Cheaply.
To pi^ uce milk cheaply three 

things' are necessary, good 
cows, good feed, and a good 
feeder. No- one of these or 
two of these can produce cheap milk 
without the other. A great many ex­
periments have been conducted with­
in the last five years for the purpose 
of discovering what proportion of 
cows were ^ m ik  a t less than
the cost of d. ^ o re  than one-third 
of tbe cows have been ^ound to be 
producing milk a t a  greater cost than 
i t  would sell for. This would repre­
sent an absolute -loss of ail tbe time 
pnt upon tbe care of the animals. Tbe 
best cows given good feed and In the 
hands of a  good feeder, produce milk 
a t so low a cost that tbe money put 
into feed may be doubled. But what 
can we expect when tbe combination 
is poor co-ws, poor feed and poor feed­
ers? In such cases tbe owners of tbe 
cows are losing money without know­
ing tt.
