Tomato catsup may 
contain a small nmoupt of salicylic or 
boracic acid as a necessary preserva­
tive. which may agree with one and 
be harmful to another.

the retailer of responslhilily of the 
truth of the statement and throws it 
upon the maker, where it propeily be­
longs.

C harles T. H sw kins M urders H im self,
after A ttem pting to Kill H ie W ife.

Charles Hawkins, who formerly lived 
□ear Livonia Center, killed himself 
Monday in Detroit, after attempting to 
shoot his wife. He had not been living 
with his wife for some time and Mon­
day called at the house with the an­
nounced intention of killing both him­
self and her. Drawing a revolver he 
pointed it at the wpman, but she quick­
ly grasped his >arm and succeeded in 
averting the bullet .intended for her 
head. A struggle 'ensued in which 
Mrs. Hawkins made her escape through 
an open door into the street. Hawkius 
did not follow, but put three bullets in­
to his own head from th» effects of 
which he died a few hours later.

The Detroit Free Press of Tuesday 
gives the toUowiug addUioual particu­
lars:

For yeare Hawkins had been threat­
ening to kill his wife and himself, but 
frequent repetition of the threat had 
c a u ^  Mrs. Hawkins to pay little at­
tention to it. It was not ifntU her hus­
band drew his revolver yesterday after­
noon that she realized he meant to do 
as he said.

The couple were married thirty-two 
years ago in Oakland county. Until 
two years i^o they lived on a farm in 
Livonia township, but Mr. Hawkins 
thought be could do better in tbe citv, 
so they sold the little farm And came to 
Detroit. He did not meet with any 
particular success here, and iu Uie last 
two years had held a number of places.

According to Mrs. Hawkins, her hus­
band did little or nothing for her sup­
port and treated be cruelly, repeatedly 
threatening to do her bodily harm and 
toj^mmit*suicide.. Finally she could 
standit DO longer, and last November 
filed a bill for divorce, and he 1 |^  tbe 
borne at 1007 Grand River avenue.

He boarded around Id’tbe nel^bor- 
hood for a t in e, and then wqnt to live

with hi& eon, who has a farm in Oak­
land county. He went to his wifew, 
house occasionally, but not until yes­
terday did he get further than the
