A Sweeping Confession.
T he Boise, Idaho, S ta tesm an  has 

been au tho rized  by the officers in 
charge of the prosecution  of the  five 
men charged w ith  the m urder of Gov. 
F ran k  S teunenberg  to  say tha t Steve 
Adams, one of th e  m en who w as a r ­
rested  a t  H aines, Ore., on F ebruary  
20, has m ade a  full and  sw eeping con­
fession.

"T his confession is far m ore Im port­
an t than  th a t m ade by H ariy  O rchard. 
This s ta tem e n t w'as m ade by Jam es 
M cFarland, a  detective In charge of 
the Investigation, la s t evenlngr in the 
presence of Gov. Gooding, of Idaho, 
and  J. H. Haw ley, th e  la tte r  in charge 
of the  prosecution. -

“ .Mr. M cFarland added th a t Adams' 
confession fully and eJmctly corrobo­
ra ted  th a t m ade by O rchard a t every 
p<jint touched on by both.

"M oreover,” M cFarland continued, 
••.Adams knows fa r  m ore of the  w ork­
ings of th e  ‘Inner C ircle’ than  O rchard  
did, and  w as able to give a  m ass of 
detailed Inform ation th a t O rchard 's  
confession did n o t cover.

"S till ano ther sta tem en t m ade by 
D etective .McFarland was th a t the 
A dams .confession gave the  details of 
a  la rge  num ber of m urders th a t w ere 
not referred  to  in any m a n n e r by O r­
chard. It was fu rth e r s ta ted  th a t the 
confession had been reduced to writ- 
Ihg. signed .‘md acknowledged.

‘‘A^lams had m ade th is  confes.sion 
w ithout being prom ised anything. 
W hen talked w ith about the  m a ite r 
he sim ply m ade a  clean b rea s t of all 
he knew of th is  case and of the- secre t 
''■^^'kings of the W estern” F edera tion .

" I t was announcecl • by the govern­
or. .Mr. H aw ley, and  Mr. .McFarland, 
th a t w hile they  thought these facts 
should be given to the  public' the re  
would be no fu rth e r inform ation given 
out o r him ed a t respecting  those oon-
fe.sslon.s."

O rchard’s Peril.
The Boise. Idaho, correspondeiiL of 

the  O regonian , says th a t the  “inner 
circle" of the W estern  F ederation  of 
M iners did not confine itse lf to the 
m urder of non-union m iners and s ta te  
officials, but the  tools who com m itted 
the  crim es were them selves the  vic­
tim s of the “inner circle." O rchard 
was one of to e  tools m arked for de­
struction , anti the  co rresponden t says 
th a t the  confession of S teve .Adams is 
said to  show  Utat O rchard  had  been 
shadow ed for a long tim e, and tha t 
he stood In fea r of dea th  a t  the  hands 
of those By wnora ne w as cm nioyra.

“T hat Lavergne sto ry ,” said Dan R. 

Anderson, “rem inded me of another.
If any one w i^ e s  to  know the  locall'.y 
in which is found the  clay having ».ne 
g rea tes t adhesive caparity  found in 
the U nited States-*i-outslde of K ansas 
‘gum bo’—I can testify  th a t it is to  be 
found In a field on the  left side of the 
N ashville and M urfreesboro pike, 
about one m ile north  of the  town of 
Lavergne. Tho F irs t K entucky in­
fantry  wa.s in the lead of I^he F irs t 
brigade of P alm er’s division, on fhe 
N ashville an d  M urfreesboro pike, in 
the advance of the Army of the Cum- 
berlanrl on B /agg’s forces a t  M urfrees­
boro. Tenn. We had passed over the 
last high ridge of ground, and were 
in ])lain view of the tow'n, when we 
w ere halted  in the  road. We w ere 
th e re  not m ore than  a  m inute when 
a w hite puff of smoke arose from the 
left of l.avergne, and a screeching 
shell cam e our way. On e ither side of 
the road was a  h igh  rail worm, fence ,- 
made of cedar, the  riders of which 
w ere of whole logs and of goqtlly dl- 
meu.sions.

P residen t Kooseveft sen t back to 
congress with conditional approval the  
Joint resolution in struc ting  ttie in te r­
s ta te  com m ission to inquire in to  the 
relations betw een ra ilroads and coal 
and oil corporations.

“ I have signed it,” com m unicates the 
])rcsidenr. “but besU atingly so because 
in tho form  it w as passed  lUtle can 
be achieved, possibly nothing.

“ It is highly undesirable th a t a  res­
olution of th is  kind shall become law 
in such form as  to  give the  im pres­
sion of Insincerity ; th a t is, of pretend­
ing to do som ething which Is really 
not done. But Its  defects can be rem ­
edied by legislation which I hereoy 
ask  fo r; and  It m ust be understood 
th a t unless th is  subsequent legislation 
Is g ran ted  the  p resen t resolution m ust 
be m a in ly lan d  may be entirely  inop­
erative.

“U ntil investigations now going ou 
by com m iueus of the house and sen ­
a te  a re  com pleted the  In te rsta te  “Moln- 
m erce com m ission could n o t endeavor 
to  ca rry  o u t m uch of the, reso lu tion  of 
congress w lfhoiu com plications with 
the com m ittees.

“1 a lso  call your a tten tion  to  the 
fact th a t If an investigation  is tho r­
ough ly ,conducted  It will give im m un­
ity  from  crim inal prosecution to all 
persons who a re  called and compelled 
to  testify .

“T his Is not at all to  say thax such 
investigations should not under­
taken. Publicity  can by itse lf o ften  ac ­
com plish ex traord inary  resu lts, for 
good w here the courts  of law  a re  pow­
erless. Th'ere a re  m any cases w here 
an  Investigation  is m ore useful than  a 
crim inal prosecution. But it should not 
be a  bar to the  successful prosecution 
of the  offenses disclosed. The official 
bo(b* d irected  by congress to  m ake the 

in v e stig a tio n  m ust ca rry  o u t its d irec­
tion. and the refo re  the  dlrectiop  should 
not be given w ithont full appifeclation 
of w hat i t  means.

“The direction contained in  the 
jo in t resolution which 1 have signed 
will rem ain  alm ost inoperative unless 
money ig provided to ca rry  o u t the  in­
vestigations and the  com m ission au ­
thorized  to  adm in iste r oaths and com­
pel th e  a ttendance  of w itnesses. The 
com m ission is now busy w ith-Its leg iti­
m ate  work, w ith  no ex tra  money a t  its 
dlsiMS&l and would be ab le  to  m ake 
(he investigation  only in the m ost pa r­
tia l and  u nsatisfac to ry  m anner. It is 
questionable w hether it could adm in­
is te r  oa th s  a t all o r com pel the  a tten d ­
ance o f  w itnesses.

“M- Is necessary therefo re for cou 
g ress to say  ju s t w hat the com m is­
sion Is to do. how far it is to  go. and 
to be provided w ith JoO.OOQ for ex ­
penses.”

A sbestos U nique Mineyal.
T he m ineral unique is  asbestos. Dif­

fe ren t from  every o th e r m a te ria l in its  
occurrence, m ining, and p repara tion  

■ fo r th e  m arke t. I t form s an  en tire  
study in itself. I t was firs t m ined 
abou t a  hundred  yea rs  hgo. chiefly as 
in te res tin g  to  th e  geologist and  m in­
eralogist. and of li ttle  o r no commer* 
d a l  value. A bout 1868 it w as first 
used com m ercially in th e  m anufactu re 
o f roofing fe lt and  cem ent. E arly  a t­
tem p ts to  8pin ''^his fiber w ere unsuc­
cessful, b u t theydli^cuK ies have now 
been overcom e, so th a t a single as­
bestos th read , w eighing not m ore than

W ith 
th e h te d  w ire core a  three-quarte r inch 
rope ca rries  nearly  2,000 pounds. 
W ithout th e  core the  th ree-quarter 
inch rope ca rries over .100 pounds, and 
suffices fo r firem en’s purposes.

A  S cissors Sharpener.
. I t  is im portan t in sharpening  a  pair 

of BCtsaors th a t the angle a t the  cu t­
tin g  edge of the  blade be mnde un i­
form  throughout. This is easily  ac ­
com plished by th e  scissors sharpener 
lllo s tra ted  below, paten ted  by :i Penn­
sylvanian. In th is  devit^e the sharp­
ene r is  draw n back and forth  along the 
blades of the  scisso rs and the  con- 
a tiuc tion  is such th a t an  excellent 
bearing  of the shank  of the sharpener 
aga in st th e  side of the  blade is  as­
sured .

CembI nation That Is Frequently^ 
Pound Desirable.

A com bination ctf a  ce llar w ith  an  
icehouse m ay  be desirable, th e  ce llar 
being used for cold storage. The plan 
show n is  fo r a  building 14 feet by 16 
fee t mid 10  feet high, w ith a  10-lnch 
w all w hich Is filled w ith saw dust.

W hen packing  the  ice place it  w ith­
in 4 Inches of^tlie lin ing  of the  in n e r 
w all and fill th e  open space w ith saw- 
dusL

No part of th e  icehouse Is under 
ground. T he ce llar is  beneath  the  
icehouse' an d  th e  en trance  to  it is on 
(be outside. T he ce llar is 6' feet by 
10 fee t d n d .6 H  feet high, inside m eas­
u rem ent, can  of course be m ade any 
desired size. T he top of it is in th e  
form  o f a  ha lf .circle o r arch, the  m id­
dle of which e x tw d s  2 feet up in to  
th e  icehouse. T he w alls a re  o f brick, 
p lastered  over w ith cem ent. T he side 
walls are  8 Inches: those of the  arch, 
4 inches p lastered  outside and <inslde 
iwith cem ent. W hen building the  
arch, a  wooden support should be 
used, w hich Is m ade of six-inch fenc­
ing supported  by a  2 by 4-inch on 
each end. Two of th e se  supports  a re

Ground Plan.
requ ired  placed abou t 2 feet from  
each end of the  ce llar and  a re  covered 
w ith 64ncb fencing laid lengthw ise of 
th e  ce llar. All of th e se  wooden s truc­
tu re s  a re  rem oved a f te r  th e  brick arch  
is made. '

A d rain  tile  ex tends around the  out­
side of the  ce llar and en te rs  th e  one  
which d ra ins the. cellar. T he ou tside 
ce llar door is railftjd and low ered by 
a w eight and pulley.

Cow Stable.
I w ish to  buiM a stone s tab le  for 

th irty  ca ttle , the  w alls to  be about 8 
feet high, s ta lls  a re  to be double a l­
low ing 6 feet c lear fo r th e  tw o an i­
m als. T here a re  to  be tw o row s of 
s ta lls  and a pathw ay behind each  row 
of about 1 t’ce t wide and th e  passage 
betw een the row s 5 fee t wide. Over­
head the re  is to  be a  loft 8 feet high 
and p hip roof. W hat m aterial will 
be required?

T he building will req'ulre to  be 35 
feet X 50 fqet to  give 4-foot passage 
behind anim als, and a  seven-foot pas­
sage  betw een row s of s ta lls  w ith  a 
ert ss  passage from  one side to the 
o ther. The supers truc tu re  should' be 
12 feet high, a s  6 o r 8 feet is very 
low for a mow. Allow tw o doors In 
o re  end for cows to  en te r and for' re­
moving m anure; one door In the  o ther 
end at the center. P u t In plenty of 
windows, say four in each .side and  
tw o in each end. each of them  with 
six lights  (10 in. x 16 in .). The doors 
requ ire  to  be 4 feet wide.

The walls will take  25 cords of 
stone, 125 bushels of lime and 15 yards 
sand. T he floor will take  16 yards 
gravel: 7 yards clean coarse, sharp 
sand and 25 barre ls  Portland cenient. 
Mix th e  concre te  in the  proportion of 
one of cem ent to ten  of gravel w ith 
a top d ress ing  of one part cem ent and 
tw o parts  sand. T he .concrete should 
be 3 inches th ick  and top dre.s.^ing 1 
Inch.

Laying a W ater Pipe.
I wish to conduct w ate r in an inch 

pipe a  d istance of about 600 feet. 
T h '.rc  is a  creek which crosses be­
tw een th e  supply end and the  low er 
end. and the  pipe would requ ire  (o be 
’orpught under it . 'a s  it is on a  level, 50 
feet below the  ou tle t of the pipe. How 
m uch h igher would .the upper end of 
the  pipe have to  be than the  low er end 
to  insure a  free  flow of w ate r? Would 
six feet be enough?. The supply a t 
th e  upper end is a sm all creek w ith a 
good fall and by lengthening  th e  pipe 
in th a t direction  1 could obtain more 
fall. Should th e re  be a  tap  in  the 
low er bend of the  pipe for fius'lidg?

The correspondent here suggests a 
head of six feet for the  flow of w ater 
from the  pipe from A to  B. W ith a 
head of six  feet an 4pch pipe 600 feet 
long, th e  am ount o f flow would be 
about 200 gallons per hour, provided 
th e  pipe is kept clean and free of ob­
struction . If th is  am ount is sufficient 
for the  purpose to whjeh the  w ate r is 
io  be used, then  it would not be neces­
sary  to  run  the  pipe any  fu rth e r in or- 
der*to secure a  h igher head. The cor­
responden t. m ust decide th a t m a tte r 
for him self. It would be an im prove­
m ent 10  p lace's! lap . as  suggested, a t 
the  low est p o ih t in the  pipe in o rder to 
be ab le  to flush it out if heccssari*.

W hen Jim m ie O 'H arp*w as- blown 
in to  fragm en ts  a t  C helsStrone day la st 
w eek by .the explosk>n o f a wagon load 
of n itrog lycerin*a  prophecy was ful­
filled that: w as first made m ore thax  
tw enty years ago and was re ite ra ted  
tim es w ithout num ber in every  oil 

.d is tric t ip country. For Jim m lo 
had w o r ^ d  in'* ev^ry d is tr ic t in tna  
country Where the  chug of the  oil drill 
h as  been, heard, and in his life be 
handled ^ o u g h  explosives to  have de­
stroyed p o r t  A rthur several timeg. 
Dally he  lived In close associa tion  w ith  
hunflredsi of gallons of n itroglycerin , 
and it w as a  com non sight in th e  oU 
countn^ to  see him  ra ttlin g  over the 
hills on th e  sea t of a  wagon loaded 
w ith th e  deadly exposivc.

"H e w**! get it some day,” th e  boys 
1b th e  F e ^ s y lv a n ia  oil fields began 
saying  m ore than , tw enty years ago, 
and have repeated It ||ffiryw here 
Jim m ie Went. V

B ut a ll these years Jim m ie laugbed 
a t  the  prophecies and, laughing, would 
load up his wagon and ra ttle  out into 
the  country to  shoot a  well, tak ing  
with liiiu from one to  two hundred 
quests o f  n itroglycerin . But the tr ite  
adage of the  p itcher te lls  the  sto ry  of 
Jim m ie 's  end. As is usually the  case 
In such accidents, nobody knows or 
ever will know how it happened. There 
was an explosion th a t shook the  coun­
try  for m i^ s  around, and when an In­
vestigation  was made (here was little  
to  be fcHind except a wide, deep hole 
in the  ground.

The man who was killed often told 
of incideuts th a t illu stra ted  the  freak- 
ishncss of the explosive be handled, 
and it may have been some freak  th a t 
cost him h is life. J im m ie used to tell 
of th e  runaw ay in the  s tree ts  of B rad­
ford, Pa., when a  team* dragged ' a 
gly erin  w aron the  whole length  of a 
s t r  3t, th e  cans ricochettlng  around 
like billiard balls, and no explosion oc­
curred . Then o f an o th er case which 
occurred In th e  old days, when the 
glycerin  box w as located r ig h t over 
the sp rings of the  wagon. T here was 
a  leaky can and th ree  drops falling on 
the  sp rings caused the  loss of tw o 
lives. He told of still an o th er case 
w here a  saoo te r on a  sp ree hurled  bot­
tle s  of glycerin  aga in st a  rock. All 
of the  bottles broke, but n o t one ex­
ploded. H e would close~with bis story 
of th a t singu lar occurrence which took 
p lace in C hanute la st aprlng , w hen a 
glycerin m agazine caugh t fire and  was 
en tirely  burned w ithout exploding. 
And then  he would .say: “ i t ’s  the  fric­
tion. man, U’s the friction, and th a t’s 
w hat I’m always looking c .ii for.”

Maybe Jim m ie forgot the friction for 
once. t

Jim m ie bad coriaiu ru les he observ ­
ed when Imndling nitroglycerin . O ne 
day while discussing  explosives he 
s a id :

"A man had IiPitcr f iu in h ls  business 
when ho  loses his uei ve.
