“The speciU pointof interest in this
issue is the remarkable record of the
cow Changeling; 23.383 Ibs. of fat from
663.9 Ibs. milk in seven days, and 4".268
Ibs. fat from 1,333.5 lbs milk in four-
teen days. For forty-eight bours,wbile:*
under test, Vhile under test;-this cow
was constantly watched nightand day
by special supervisor, during which
time she did not vary 3 per cent, from
the average. Her be”t day's milk was
99.7 Ibs., containing 3.399 Ibs. fat; and
her best d~'s fat was 3.469 Ibs. from
976 Ibs. milk. Her best milking was
383 Ibs.r which Shows that she should
have been milked four times per day
instead of three times. .

Ttiis cow was bred and born upon
the asylum farm; was 'never off from
it. She will weigh about 1,600 Ibs. the
average weight of the mature cows nf
the herd. The result of this lest
shows that the Northern .Michigan
asvlum otvus the best cow in the state
as shown by official records. Official
records also show that there are only
three better cows in the United .States
and Canada and another year this cow
may pass two of these and equal or ex
cel the third.  After eight months or
over 243 days after dropping her calf,
this cow will have a second seven-day
test to establish her staying qualities.

In one year, or 365 days of her last
period of lactation, this cow gave 16-
563 Ibs.-of milk, or 154 Ib*. of milk per
day. Similar tests were made of ten
cows in the herd, two being retests of
cows that had been milked nine and
ten months: three >vere of two year-old
heifers. All these Usts were official
and the cows were by them admitted
the Advanced Register officially.

MEN GALLED

CORTELYOU, BLISS AND
PERKINS I"AMED IN
WARRANTS.

JEROME AND JUDGE O'SULLIVAN
QUARREL WHICH LEADS TO
THIS TEST CASE.

THE CHARGE IS LARCENY FOR
RECEIVING CAMPAIGN CON-
TRIBUTIONS OF LIFE COS.

Sensational Proceeding;

.Tticlpatlug the action of the grand
jury which is investigating-crimes al-
leged to have been committed in con-
nection with the insurance exposures,
pistricr. Attorney Jerome, of New
myork, on Tuesday went before Magis-
trate Moss and asO>d for several blanl®
warrants for arrests in connection
-with a test case- of the question wheth-
er the political contributions of toe
INew York Life Insurance Co. to the
Republican campaign-fund constitules
larceny and receiving stolen property.

While no names were included in the
request of Mr. Jerome for the war-
rants, toe district attorney mentioned
the names in his argument before Jus-
tice O'Sullivan last week of Postmas-
ter-General George B. Cortelyou, chair-
man of the Republican national com-
mittee; Cornellus-N. Bliss, treasurer of
that ctunmiitee, and George W, Per-

kins, formerI?/ the president of the
New York L,lfc Insurance Co.
He then asked that Messrs. Bliss

and Perkins be charged with larcen
and Mr. Cortelyou with receiving stol-
en property.

The sensational step of Mr. Jerome
is an outgrowth of a .sharp discussion
between Judge O’Sullivan, of the court,
of 'genr*ral sessions, and himself last
week over the question whether of-
ficers of the insurance companies
would be prosecuted for making con-
tributions to political parties.

A few weeks ago Mr. Jerome pre-
sented to the grand jury certain_evi-
dence bearing upon such ‘contributions,
which was broulght out In the legisla-
tive investigatioD. Following this the

rand jury presented to Judge O’Sul-
ivan a Ion% series of hypothetical
questions as to whether under certain
circumstances .the insurance officials
had committed larceny in making the
poHiicai contributions.

Several days later >Ir. Jerome in-
formed the grandlliury that the of-
ficers were hot tgf of larceny un-
less intent to defraud wore shown by
the. insurance men and that if the
jo~ found that it was shown, the
crtime of larceny would have been com-
mitted.

When Judge O’Sullivan charged the
jury Mr. Jerome declared that the
Judge had misconceived the case, and
that if his ruling was correct warrants
should issue for, Messrs. Cortelyou.
Bliss and Perkins. Mr. Jerome of-
fered to ask for the warrants if Judge
O’Sullivan would grant them and hear
the cases. Judge O’Sullivan declined
to go about the case lu that way aad
instructed the jury later to secure the
evidence from™the district attorney’s
office and. investigate fearlessly _the
entire matter of political contributions
by insurance officials.

Assistant District Attorney Kresel,
accompanied by Vice-President Darwin
P. Kingsley, of the New York Life
insurance Co., appeared before Magta
trate Moss today, and Mr. Kingsley
made a deposition. Several subpenas
in blank were then issued by the mag-
istrate for a John Doe proceeding.
None of the court officiaKs concerned
in the proceedings would say what
iheir proceedings were.

Afterward Mr. Kingsley and Eil-
round D. Randolph, treasurer of the
New York Life Insurance Co., went 10
Mr.'Jerome’s office at- his request to
make an affidavit, it was reporteci, as
to the pazmeat of political contribu-
tions by the officers of that company.

Postmaster-General. Cortelyou' was
Informed of.the report from New York
That it was believed that a warrant
had been Issued for his arrest whdle
attending toe meeting of the cabinet.
At the conclusion of the metting be
declined to discuss the question, but
said that if it was true that a warrant
has been issued”he will go to New
York at once. He concluded by saying:
"Just wait for .the facta.”

The "canline scolaire,"’
as ihiK municipal 8Q) kitchen s
called,, is not <-onfmed to Paris. 7n
the provinces, the "soupe .scolalre®”
its equivalent, has sent up the school
attendance by leaps and bounds.
Here, however, instead of paying for
their midday meal, ail those who can
possil)l.v do so arc encouraged to
bring to school their handful of
vegetable.; and the lil.e'and the con-
trlbmions are all pm into the com-
mon -~jup.

Cigars Few Can Afford.

“A long, low strip of land, a valley
between high hills. lies five miles out-
side of Havana, and tb™re.” said a
cigar salesman, "the best tobacco In
the world is grown. The name of the
place is Abajo, and Vuelta Abajo
crops are always bought .up two or
three years In advance of their plant-
ing.  They yield only 45.000 cigars
annually. These cigars sometimes
sell as high'as. $15u a hundred—$1.50
apiece.

They are the more sat-
isfied becatise certain properties of sea
water eliminate the necessity of fre-
quent application.® On the other hand,
salt water ‘'exert.s a very destructive
‘influence on ihr paint and varnl.'ih-ol
vehicles and nirrchants affirm that
the salt Is found everx'where and that
its deliquescence is attended with
harmful results. And again, salt
water is destructive to the pipes and
metallic fittings, and the feakage of
the pipes Kills vegetation in'streets,

perks and gardens.
