Her husband. .Martin Van-t Hof. is in 
J.'-.il. It is suspected that he struck her 
senseles.s in a ftr'of anger and then s^l 
fire to the house.

-Morris. I'J-year oUi .son of the couple, 
discovered the house on fire and ran 
to his parents' rpom, where he found- 
his father dancing about and his moth­
er lying unconscious on the floor be- 
.-5lde the bed. The bov ran for assist­
ance, and when neighbors came they 
f<»umi the man leaping about the house 
clad only. In his shirt, talking In a de­
mented manner. Tbe woman’s body 
was burned to a crisii. and the house 
was almost completely destroyed. Van’t 
I^of is held subject to the order of the 
coroner. He tried to kill himself and 
wife several years ago, striking the 
woman down with a frying pan and 
cutting his own throat.

The 12-.vear-old -son tells this story; 
"I heard a noise In mamma’s room- 
and got tip to see. When I got to the 
•lopr papa pushed me back, telling 
to run. The room was all afire and 
mamma wa.s lying on the floor not 
moving. I ran out crying T ire .’ and 
people came running. Yes, papa and 
mamma were qtiarreling In the room 
when 1 heanl them."

In' jail V'an't Hof continues to talk 
in a.ram bling way. The officers t^lnk 
that in a quarnd a lamp was probably 
overturned. It Is believed that the 
excitement over the election Is respon­
sible for the man's mental condition, 
as ho tpiotes parts of speeche.s heard 
and talks of "traitors in the ranks.'’

The venerable preacher broke down 
completely when he realised that hej 
had lost bis,beloved books.

(^onrad, alias Connors, will go down 
fii Ihe criminal history of Columbus. 
O.. In connection with two of Its most 
daring crln»€s—atfempted burglary 
and the murder of Detective Daniel 
EL Davis a t the home of Hdrace L. 
Chapman on June 7 last, and the sub­
sequent attempt at' jail delivery In an 
effort to accomplish Castor’s release, 
F\jr ■ thd murder of Detective Davis, 
Castor may give up his life In the elec- 
tri6 chair.

Castor Is a native of Film, Mich., 
and is 26 years of age. His parents, 
who still reside In that city, visited 
him a t the penitentiary recently and. 
although they were deeply affected. 
Castor maintained that s^me dull iu- 

•“dlfference that ha.s characterized his 
conduct througbqut. }

In 1901 Castor- was cadgh't in an 
attempt at burglary in Michigan and 
in the pistol duel which followed he 
fired five rlmtK at Detective Tisher. 
For this crime he was -.sentenced to 
prison for five years, but^aoon »*ifected 
his estajie. He then came to' Ohio 

' and operated extensively In this stale 
and Pennsylvania, but had never vi.s- 
Ited Columbus up to the time of the 
murder of Detective Davis.

He is also charged with, having 
killed Detective Patrick Higgins at 
Erie. Pa., early in 1905. Higgins was 
a bicycle man and caught Castor as 
he was coming out of a house. The 
two exchanged shots aud several liul- 
Jets took effect iu Higgins’s  stomach. 
Castor is also suspected of having' 
killed u detective at Altoona, Pa.

Canton, O.. was the rendezvous for 
Castor and his gang for s^-eral years.

-i' Terror Hampton.
Warden James Russell, of the .Mar­

quette ^rl.son. who has caused the ar­
rest of Daniel E- Hampton on a charge 
of criminal libel, says of Hampton's 
jirison record: '

Tbe L’nite<l States supreme court 
today decided tbe Michigan tax cases 
In favor of the state. The decision was 
unanimous, and by it the stale will re­
ceive- about $8,00u,00o of unpaid'taxes, 
which money will go'info the jirimary 
school fund. There were 27 of these 
cases altogether, all involving the 
validity of act -No. 173 of the Michigan 
legislature of 1901. commonly called 
tbe .\iklnson law. which w-as passed 
ifnder autfiorlty given by an amend­
ment tb the..siate constitution 
in 1900. This law changed .the method 
of taxing rallrqnd and kindred corpor-. 
atlons from th e ^ d  system of exacting 
the payment of a certain i>er cent, of' 
their grogs earnings to an ad valorem 
system, providing for the fixing of the 
tax value t of the rallroad.s on the 
average.'\'alue at which other proi)erty 
In the state i?>assessedJ

The opinion of the case, written by 
Justice Brewer, Is less than 20«t words 
long. The decision, of the United States 
(iircult court is upheld in every partic­
ular, tbe fixing of a raie of taxation 
by _ the state tax commission is 
declared constitmional and there is 
not one crumb of comfort for the rail­
roads left. Justice Brewer said that it 
was never ihe policy of federal cotirts 
to interfere with taxation fixed by a 
state, unless there was something ob­
viously unconstitutional in' the meth­
ods employed. The court -^ould find 
nothing of the kind in the .’tlichigan 
case at Issue. The decision of the lower 
court was therefore sustained.
