.Maxim Gorky, who is with ])crbaps
lhe exception ”of Count Leo Tolstoy
Russia's most prominent literary char-
acier of today, stepped upon American
soil Tuesday night. He talked freely
and with the aid of an.interpreter gave
bis opinion' of Russian conditions' as
they arq today,

HE kisd plays an Im
wportant part in the
Easter ceremonies, of
Russia.  During that
great festival of the
church, from the high-
est to the lowest, the
Easter kiss la given-
and received. “Christ
is risen,” says some
one. “He la risen, In-
deed,” replies another,
and,.a mutual embrace

tollows. The Czar sa-
lutes bis famllr, his
retinue, members of

ibis C9urt, and his per-
sonal* attendants. The
general  kisses  his
officers, and the colonel those of bis
regiment;® a master embraces hls ser
vanL Even a podr'man proffering the
salutation of “Christ is risen” to shme
rich lady would receive the usual re-
sponse. but the kiss would probably
be commuted for a small piece of
money.
AT ATHENS.
All through Easter Eve
there are services at all
the churches in Athens.
At midnight the ~-Arch-
bishop and bis priests
leave the cathedral and
form a procession, simultaneously
the crowds in the -streets begin to
celebrate. With tapers, colored lights,
and firing of guns, the town is as
bright as day, and far more noisy.
The gun-firing goes on all night and
all Easter Day. This form of Easter
festival has hecu substituted for the
old-fashioned ceiebratlon of Easter
by the burning of an effigy of Judas,
which was until 1847 a very popular
custom.
IN FRANCE.
At the ancient Druidical
.arrow of La Motte du
Pougard. a short distance
from Dieppe, in the midst
of a plain covered with
com, a gala was held on
Easter Monday, w”Ich was, however,
abolished at the time of the Revolu-
tion.

Men, women aud children congre
gated round the barrow, where a huu-j
dred eggs were placed in a.basket at
the base of the eminence.

All the crowd then formed a circle
round the barrow, while one man of
th~r nnmber carried the eggs one by
one and placed tjhem on the top of
the eminence. Then he again re-
turned with them one by one in the
basket at the foot of the mound-
While this went on another man of
the company was running a distance
of B mile and a quarter to a neighbor”
Ing village, and  he returned before
the hundredth-egg was replaced in
the basket he won a prize of a hogs-
head of .cider, with which he made
merry with his friends.

In some parts of France the smiths,
millers, forgemen, gardeners, and all
kinds of m”hanics, go the round” of
their customers and ask for a gift'of’
Easter eggs, which is generally car-
ried out: in many cases the eggs are
in readiness for their callers.

Some persons busy themselves the
week before Easter In preparin;
