The friends of fbe
“straight " article were routed by the
friends of tlje rectifiers by a vote of
34 to 76 on an amendment l)j' Mr.
Richardson of Alabama.

In the course of his remarks Mr.
Richardson maintained that ih"
were 105.000,000 gallons of imiAtlh*n
w-hisky disposed of. consumed and
sold m the United States last year,
whereas a little more than 2.000.000
gallons in its original Integrity was
consumed by. the people of the I'nited
Slates.

Mr. Shurley of Kentucky, -in l)ehalf
of the rectifiers, held the attention of
the house as he explained the conten-
tion of the two whisky camps, the dis-
tillers afid the rectifiers.

Mr. Shurley's remarks brought Mr.
Stanley (Ky.) into the debate. ~He de-
clared he stood be'fore -the house in
the name of the health of the .-\meri-
cau people, in the name of houe.%iy in
enterprise and business- "just as much
fcl)r honest whisky as for everything
else."

Oatmeal bread No. 2—Have your
teakettle boiling. Into your bfoadpan
put cue cup rolled oafe. Now pour
over iwthree cups boiling wafer,, half
cup molasses, one'tablespoonful lard,
one ~dessertspoonful salt. Let cool.
When blood warm add one yeast cake,
which has been dissolved in water.
Now add bread flower until firm and
can b3 kneaded. Let rise ovet nlsht;
in the morning make Into tw” loaves
and bake gne hour and 20 minutes.—
Boston Globe.

To Keep Furs.

Not content with studying leprosy
at every point in Europe where It had'
appeared. Dr. Hutchinses made a jour-
ney of investigation through the lep-
rous districts of South Africa and In-
dia, the rea> It being to confirm his
original tfeeo.y that leprosy at all
times and in all countries is caused
in a great degree by the oonsumption
