Buaineaa Men, Wake Up to these
Facta.

James L. Cnwles, secretary-treasurer
of the Postal Progress league, with
headquarters in New York, is forcing
on public attention two specidc propo-
sitions that should enlist the energetic
support of business* men, and, In fact
everybody who uses the mails, says the
Detroit News.

One suggested reform is the exten-
sion of the 2-cent letter weight unit
from one to four ounces, with a rate of
one cent for each additional two
ounces; and with this'proposed reform
is combined the suggestion that the
local rate be one cent for two ounces
within free delivery limits. The ex-
perience of England shows that the
extension of the letter weight unit as
suggested should result in an enormous
increase in the postal revenues, with a
ve” small accompanying increase in
expenditures. England’s experiment
began in 1897,*nd in the following six
years the increase in the postal reven-
ues was t9J)66,009. This reform in-
cludes the practical consolidation of
first, third and fourth class matter on
all parcels weighing over two ounces®
thus saving the postal departmenta
great deal of work and inconvenience-
It would also allow the inclosure of a
letter in a sample of merchandise.

The other reform is the institution
of a parcels post system that will make
tjie rate on all merchandise parcels, up
tn.four pounds, 8 cents a pound. That
was the ,rate in the United States in
1874, and has been demanded by the
postofiice department for 17 years.
Since Dec. 6,1905, a resolution covering
this proposition has been lying before
the house postal committee of congress
but with Platt and the express com
panies still exerting their somnolent
influence, it may repose peacefully in
the committee hole for some time to
come." Some of the revenues now go-
ing to.the express companies would be
diverted to the postal trraxury for the
use of the nation in reducing the defi-
ciency in the departmeotj

The rates now levied on mailed mer-
chandise are 100 per cent higher than
the postoffice department deems neces-
sary or advisable, 100 Jfor cent higher

than the old rate of 1871. lilii per cent
higher than the sample parcels rate of
the L'niversal Postal Union, »uid 2’i jier
cent higher than the foreign parcels
rate.* It is the most barefaced exhibi-
tion of graft under governmental au-
spices known Jn this country. It will
be (Slopped when the people demon-
strate to congress their wishes® in the
matter, as L”ey did when the rate bill-
and the free alcohol bill were! under
consideration at the last session.

It is no halting
modesty that be#ls the men of this
city. multitude seems to lave ffo-
litical inspirations.- There is an end-
less stAng of candidates tiling applica-
tions—and fees—with the city clerk
and a string us endless tiling applica-
tions Eiiui other fees with the county
clerk. No man is privilegiMl to say to
Ignorance or Humbleness temporarily
in the grip of tlie microbb of politics:
“You have no qualities for this
\A>u are wasting the moi®ey you jiay in.
The people don’t want you." As the'
case stands to-day the one qualilica-
tion for otHee is the possession of. or
the ability to borrow, enough money
to pay for the inclusion of'the aspir-
ant’s name on the primary ballot.
These prosperous limes and money is
easy to get. So it may be argued tliat
the people are obligated to study close-
ly and exercise their discrimination to
the end that of the horde the one Uiat
1s tittest may be chosen. Necessarily
the ulie that is tittest is chosen for nui-
jhities must be right. Hut if voters
fret .under llie necessity of picking
wisely or picking at all, it is in the in-
terest of civic betterment, for what
becomes a citizen so well as the power
to rqgcognize merit after prolonged
study of qualities. Another advantage
in the multitude of candidates is the
greatiS&tisfaction that comes from .the
reflection that such a small percentage
of them can be elected and so the num-
ber ultimately reclaimed to ways of
virtue and good citizenship is largely
increased.

After Many Yeara.

James Jordon, who, iu 1850, at 23
years of. age. left Atlas for tbe gold
fields of California, has returned to
end™his *&ys in the little town where
he was feared. Like Rip Van Winkle,
he finds everything strange.

Traveling by stjige-and ,rail from
Atlas to Tew York, he secured passage
on a ship bound for Nicaragua, whence
be went across the isthmus on the
back of a mule, suffering untold hard-
ship, and j>rivatlon. He encountered
many Bayage-%>%a8ts and, as he de-
scribes it. even more savage men,
many'of whom had been driven mad
from illness due to the fev~-infested
swamps.

He reached-California by ship on the

Pacific, only to finqg conditions vastly
different from what he expected in the
New Eldorado.  Scores were dying
from hunger' and disease and ‘des-
perate men, gathered there from all
quarters of the globe, made human life
a,cheap.thing. He saw the work of the
Vigilantes bring order out of chaos,
and he finally "secured work as a
miner, in time getting enough ahead
to start out as a prospector on his
own hook. He soon found himself pos-
sessed of a fortune, which is now,
however, gone.
- All these 56 .years he has remained
in California. He had little idea of the
changes time bad worked back in
Michigan. 'When he left his home was
surrounded by dense forests and tbe
Indians were "his neighbors. Now the
land is all cleared and beautiful homes
take the place of tbe wigwams. It is all
strange to him.

Morphined Himself.
Despondent over a q‘uarrel with_his
sweetheart. John Ripley, ' of Olivet,
purchased a* bottle of morphine and.

driving away from the annual farm-

ers' picnic, went to tbe town pump and
consumed tbe entire contents. In spite
of the crowd that witnessed the act,
he started to drive away in his buggy,
but was’stopped and medical aid sum-
moned.

A visit to the srounds on which will
be held the Michigan State Fair of
W06 and an inspection of tlie many
new buildings recently erected for ex*

. bibition purposes Impresses one with

the marvelous progress of the Michi-
%an State Agricultural Society, which
ad its origin in the pioneer days of
the commonwealth. The more_than a
half century that has elapsed since the
formation of the society at Lansing In
1849, has marked a great transition in
agriculture and allied pursuits during
which period Michigan has grown from
a comparatively wild and .unsettled
domain to a state of 2.50Q,000 people.
The State Agricultural Society has
kept pace with the progress of the
state, each succeeding exhibition show-
ing a marked advancement, each bet-
ter than the one previous.

Earlier Days.

In the earlier years it was the cus-
tom of the society to locate the yearly
lair in a city, somewhat remote from
where the fair was held the year prev-
ious, believing that in this way alone

BIICHIGAN'
would these expositions of improved
stock and” agricultural products be
brought nearer the greatest number of
people. Lack of transportation, and
?reat expense made it ditflcult for
armers to travel long distances. As
the Slate grew and the means of travel
were increased, the fair was held in
some of the larger cities and trade
‘tenters. A number of exhibitions v.era
held on the grounds in the subnrhi&'of
Lansing, that being thought the proper
center for all the people, it being the
capital city. But in 1905, after a some-
what extended but friendly contest the
society decided upon Detroit, the
metropolis of the slate, as the place
for a permanent location of the ?reat
fair. plat of nearly 150 acres lying
at the north of the city «adjoining
Woodward avenue, the leading thor-
oughfare of the city, was purchased,
and the work of preparing the ,r6ugh
fields for an expbsltion park v”*s be-
gun. >
Fair of 1905.

When the dates for the 1905 fair
came about, the buildings were few
and incomplete, little had been accom-
plished in the way of %rading and beau-
tifying the grounds, though three fine
buildings had been erected and the
grand stand mile track fitted for
the races. A goodly part of the show-
ing was in Improvised structures and
In tents. Nevertheless the exhibition
excelled those of other years, and the
attendance greatl¥ outnumbered the
guesses of the wildest and most opti-
mistic of prophets. It proved the wis-
dom of the men who bad given rise to
the movement'and had consummated
their plans in locating the society to
give its annual fair upon permanent
grounded adjacent to the first city of
Michigan so readily reached bg steam
railways, electric "cars and by boat
from several sections of the state. This
patronage showed an appreciation by
the people of the city 'and state and
gave assurance that future efforts

. would merit even a greater Interest by

exhibitors and a far larger attendance.
Transformation.

But the State Fair grounds of to-
day are far different from those which
the visitors at "previous exhibitions of
the Michigan State Agricultural So-
ciety have knawn. A magnificent park,
with Its acres of velvety green lawn,
with the many sweeping driveways
and walks, beds of flowering plants
and innumerable groups of foliage
plants and ornamental shrubbery has
seemingly (owing to the few months
given to preparation) sprung into be-
ing as_if from the band of enchant-
ment. To get a fair conception of this
exposition ground one would need to
see it, and to walk the ways of its
aivenues under many beautiful elms,
and to devote hours”In observation of
the fine buildings that grace the ex-
pansive “beauty spot.” Instead of this
the writer would in fancy take you
with him_from the heart of Michigan's”
metropolis out Woodward aveniie on
one of the modem rapid observation
trolley cars, passing through Grand
Circus_Park, on past the hundreds of
attractive homes of leading citizens,
crossing the picturesque Grand .Boule-
vard. with its miles of resplendent
loveliness, on in view of the fashion-
able Boston Boulevard, out through
Highland Park village, touchin ge—
lightful Palmer Park, within sight of
the famous Log Cabin for so many
years the pride of Senator Thomas W.
Palmer, and In a minute or two you
alight at the gates of the society’s ex-
hibition grounds that stretch away to
the eastward presenting an unparal-
leled scene of “auty.

Arrangement of Groups.
1 Ehiteriag at.the west, one approaches
the stately Michigan Building that oc-
cnpies a conspicuous place in the fore-
this spacious structure one
can meet.hls friebda. perhaps sit dawn

eral display on the ground floor and
the art exhibit on the second. You can
to the east, first passing the nursery
exhibits which occupy a liberal space
on the right. Farther on and to the left
are the vehicles and automobiles. You
have now reached the principal brick
buildings, with the Main Exhibition
Hall directly in front. Here an avenue
projecting north and south crosses,
which leads you southward to the
fence and Implement exhibits, north-
ward to the Horticultural Building, a
splendid brick 70x160 feet: the horse
stables, to accommodate 300 animals,
both on the right, with the grove of
oak nearly opposite, in which Is the
magnificent band pavilion facing to
the east. On north and to the left are
nine long white barns, each 30x24 feet,
five being devoted to cattle, two to
sheep, and two to swine. The last two
have concrete floors. At the end of this
street are four more stables fof speed
horses, back of which is a fine stretch
of forest. Pas.sing back south over the
same course is the Poultry Building

40x'150 feet, that contains 800 coops.
The Aflminisrraticn Bulldmg, 70x160.
then take the main walk that leads
is of brick, situated to the south of the
Main Hall, which is 100x220 feet in
area. To the east of this largest struc-
ture is the Dairy Building. 40x150 feet,
an airy, well lighted frame show hall
with concrete floor-5. and containing
a large glas.s refrigerator for the dis-
play of fine dairy products. Leaving
this you find yourself on the "Glade,”
that live avenue of mirth and gaiety,
where a number of lively yet refined
shows and_ exhibitions will' be given.
Joining this is the booth and lunch
room soQtinh—every feature has its
own neighborhood here—and to the
east of which is the mammoth grand
stand that comfortably seats nearly
1t*000 people, and the new' bleachers
that provides for.about 2,000 more. A
fine ornamental iron fence separates
these from the course, which is a fea-
ture of the grounds, being 90 feet wide
and a mile lii extent with throwm-up
turns, built after the most modern
fashion. Within the coufse la a well
sodded plot upon which various spe-
cial free entertainments provided by
the society will be given. Other fea-
tures will be presented “ere after-
noons during the racing program.
Large Display.

Besides the almost unbounded dls>
plays of agricultural products, large
showings of the b&t live stock of
many breeds frosn” this and other
states will be presented: many very
special features this year, notable
among which (s Roy Knaubenshue and
his giant air Shiﬂ' wf*h which he takes
daily trips to the clouds: Lionel Le-
gare, who ascends and descends an
electrical spiral tower on a moving
sphere; the wonderful Norins, making
leaps of death from a tall tower into a
tank of water: Innes' famous orches-
tral band of 50 skilled music ntakers
giving two concerts daily; accomplish-
ed Montana lady riders, who will ride
In four-mile relay races each after-
noon. The society has also secured at
great expense Pain's Fireworks for the
evening entertainment of guests.

Mang other features in the way of
agreeable surprises will be presented.

All Tastes May Be Suited With Either
j Vsgetables or Meats— Cream of
Pumpkin Should
Favorite.

CREAM OP PUMPKINS.—Cut In
dices one inch square three to four
pounds pumpkin; boll In water till ten*
der; strain, and put the liquor in a
mliucepan with four tablespoonfuls but:
ter, one teaspoonful sugar, and a IlI-
tie salt; heat, then add two quarts
bolUng water. Stir well, and serve
with some fried toast.

-CONSOMME WITH RICE.—Wash
obe tablespoonful rice and boil In wa-
ter until soft;, let drip, and cool with
cold watert then let drip again. Warm
two quarts stock or consomme, and
when ready to serve put rice in soup,

which must not be allowed to boil
«aln.
MACARONI.—Break two ounces

macaroni in‘one-half inch pieces, cook
In boiling water, and I)roceed as for
oonsomme with rice.

OXTAIL SOUP.—Cut one oxtaU in
dne Inch pieces; boil in water mtil
tender; let drip, and remove grease
and small .b<me8. Put in a saucepan
with two or three quarts bouillon, one-
half glass Madeira, one onion, one car-
rot. and some thyme and lauaal; let
the whole coo” for three hours. Pour
the bouinon through a strainer In”o
another saucepan; take off floating
grease; add one-half glass Madeira
~d a little red pepper; cook awhile,
and when ready to serve, add while
stirring, one tablespoonful cornstarch
mixed with one glass cold bouillon.
Serve In tureen in which the pieces
Of tall have been placed.

* BARLEY SOUP.—Wash three Uble-
spoonfuls barley, and let stand one-
half hour In cold water; let drip, drop
Into boilfng water, and cook until soft.
Let drip, cool with cpld water, and
drip again. Put the barley in a sauce-
pan with two quarts stock and c6ok
for one hour. WTien ready to serve,
beat together one yolk, one glassful
cream, one tablespoonful butter; add
little by little, while stirring, some of
the soup; then pour the“mixture in, all.
the time stirring, but do not let the
soup boll again.

« CREAM OF FOW'L.—Take one hen
or chicken and cook for two hours in
two quarts of water with one-ha)f veal
or beef kgpckle, one onfon, one carrot,
and one stalk of celery. W h~ the
bhicken Is very tender, let it drip and
strain the stock through a cloth. Re-
move chicken meat from bones..set the
fillets (tenderllons) aside, and pound
ithe remainder of the flesh In a chop-
ping bowl. To the pounded flesh add
the stock little by little, while beating,
and pass the resulting pulp through a
Strainer to obtain a rich liquor. Melt
fn a saucepan two tablespoonfuls but-
Ter with one send one-half tabigspoon-
fuls flour. Into which pour the liquor;
‘Jet it become hot. but not boiling.
,When ready to serve, add the chicken
fillets, cut Into small dice.

CARROT SOUP.—Cut .six carrots In
“small dice and cool In saucepain with
isome butter and a chopped onion,
y~dd. while stlrrii*g. one tablespoonful
flour and two to thr” qtiarts stock
for water, and cook slowly for one hour.
*Pass through a strainer and when
ready to serve add on”™ tablespoonful
Jbutter and one and one-half tabl”®
spoonfuls cooked rice.

WHITE KIDNEY BEAN SOUP.-
Cook one pint white kidney beans in
salted water with one sliced onion.
When well cooked, strain. \Heat in
fsauoepan with two or three quarts
‘'stock or water, and when ready to
‘'serve add two tablespoonfuls butter.
‘Serve hot with small pieces of dry
‘toast.

VEGETABLE SOUP.—Mince one-
eighth cabbage, one carrot, one potato,

rone-half turnip, one-half onion, and
some celery; wash and let dry. Put
‘the minced vegetables in saucepan

ewith two to three quarts water,and a

little salt: boll for one and one-half
}hours.  When ready to serve add one
eglass milk, oae tablespoonful butter,
;and some pieces of toast.

VELVET SOUP.—Boil two or three
quarts of milk or stock, and add one
tablesfoonful cornstarch mixed with
.a glass of cold water, milk, or stock.
I Boif.for five minutes: then add two
" whole eggs, beaten with one glass
milk, and two tablespoonfuls butter.

POTATO SOUP. — Fry one-hall
minced onion until light brown, add
I'two to four minced potatoes, and fry
,a little more. Add two quarts bouil-
lon or water and boil for 20 minutes;
I strain, and put the puree back iu the
' saucepan. When ready to serve, add
one glass cream, mixed with one table-
spoonful butter, not allowing the soup
to boll again.

GOOD COLORS FOR HOUSES.

It Is not genefaily knowg—noteven
among painters—Thy certain tints
and- colors wear much better than
others on houses, and the knowledge
of Just what tints are best to use is,
therefore, rather bi~.

One. writer on paint. In a recent
book, says ,that experiments seem to
show that those colors which resist
or turn back the heat rays of the sun,
will protect a house better than those
which allow these rays to pass
through the film.

Thus red is a good color because It
turns back, or reflects, the fed rays,
and the red rays are the hot rays. ¢«

In general, therefore® the warm
tones are good and the cold tones are
poor, so far as wear Is concerned. In
choosing the color of paint for your
house, select reds, browns, grays
and olives which, considering the va-
rious tones these tints will produ”,
will give a wide range from which to
choose.

Avoid the harsh tints, such as cold
yellows (like lemon), cold greens
(like grass green, etc.), and the blues.

It must be understood that no vir-
tue is claimed for tints in themselves.
Irrespective of the materials used in
the paint. Any color will fade, and
the paint will scale off. if adulterated
white I*ad or canned paint.is used,
but if one is careful to use the best
whlte lead—some well-known brand
of a reliable manufacturer—and gen-
uine linseed oil, the warm tints men-
tioned above will.outwear the same
materialk tinted with the cold colors.

If meat is pat into cold water firtL
for boiling, there will be a constant-
oozing of albumen from It There will
be found more albumen In the scum

that arises than in the meat itself.
Mutton, corhheef, or fish, if first put
Into scalding water will have -the

pores at once plugged by the surface
albumen, and thus all that is vitally

precious will be retained. By putting
salt in the water, quick coagulation,
is especially aided. The nutritive

quality of fish and its flavor is best
obtained by roasting or baking.—
Farming.

This Is Worth KgowIng.

It may be useful to kfiow that in
case of sudden, need, such as often
arises in warm weather, a simple
form of starching is the use of borax
water. A quarter of a teasi>oonful
borax in half a teacupful of cold water
will give a dressing like new to em-
broidered cuffs and collars or slocks,
even those made of linen. The article
should be dipped in the borax water,
wrung out and rolled out in a dry cloth
for a few moments before ironing.
