SHOTS ARE EXCHANGED

Villagers Avifakened by the Explosions

S e c u re  No Booty.
Seven yeggmen. 'believed to be the 

same gang that robbed the bank at 
White Cloud, several nights ago, ex­
ploded three charges of dynamite in 
the safe of ’the Sherwood Exchange 
bank between 2 and 3 o’clock Sunday 
morning witlrout reaching $3,000 which 
it contained.]

Tbe.explosii^ns aroused the town ^nd 
hundreds of cnen, many of them half- 
clad, rushed to the scene.

The rob­
bers escaped, probably on a freight 
train that paused a t 3:20.

The villagi>rs, with tbe exception of 
Former. Sherilfl Frank Swain, were un­
armed and beat hasty retreats. Swain 
got his shot gun and the few shells he 
bad, boldly took a stand across the 
street from the bank and blazed away 
through the [windows in the direction 
which he kniew tbe safe to be.

Tire yeggiien rushed to the front of 
the store anfi. crouching, sent a volley 
of bullets thtit whizzed about his bead. 
His ammunition was soon gone and be, 
too, fled.- It is not thought he wounded 
any of them]

Before entlerlhg the  bank, the yegg­
men bound up a night-employe of a- 
livery stable^ the only man up in the 
town, and later detained a man who 
drove Into ihe stable. They entered the 
hand car house of the railroad and 
stole the tools necessary to break in 
the door audi start vheir operations un 
the safe.

This morning the private box of th*' 
I-iesidont of he bank was found ai the 
rear of the bknlt. Valuable papers were 
scattered ajbund. Opening a small 
ccmpartmeni of the box he found that 
the "yeggs” In their haste had over-

No trace has boon secured of the 
robbers.

THE UNITED jBTATES ASSUMES 

CONTROL; IN UNHAPPY 
CUBA.

TAFT IS NOW GOVERNOR.

Palma Quits as President, Which 
Forces Immediate Intervention— 
Hurrying Troops to the Island Now.

The resignation of President Palma, 
which he refused to recall, the split in 
the Cuban congress, which body was 
left without a quorum to act, and the 
oouditlon .of things generally were 
such -than on Saturday Secretary of 
War Taft issued a proclamation to the 
people establishing a p rovislo^ l gov­
ernment, of which he is the official 
head. One paragraph of the proclama­
tion shows the intent of the United 
States., It reads:

“The provisional government hereby 
established will be maintained only 
long enough to restore order, peace 
and public confidence by direction of 
and in the name of the president of 
the United States, and then to hold 
.‘'»ich elections as may be necessary to 
determine on those persons upon 
whom the permanent government of 
tho republic should be devolved."

Marines were landed from the war 
vessels In the harbor and Governor 
Taft Immediately asked for troops to. 
be sent to preserve order. The war de­
partm ent received a wireless message 
from President Roosevelt, who is on 
beard the Mayflower, authorizing it to 
send the first expedition from Newport 
News, as planned by the general staff.

The first expedition Is to sail from 
Newiwrt News In about 6 or 7 days, 
and incluies two battalions from each 
of the following regiments: Fifth, at 
Fort D. Russoll; Seventh. Fort Me- 
I’herson: Twenty-seventh, Fort Sheri­
dan: Twenty-eighth. Fort Snelling:' 
Eleventh Cav: Iry. Fort Des Moinest 
Fifteenth, Fort fethan Allen: Seven­
teenth and Eighteenth mountain bat­
teries, Vancouver: and two companies 
of -engineers from Washington bar­
racks. '

It is nov.' known that Brig.-Gen. 
Frederick Funston, who Is already In 
Cuba, is to be in command of all the 
treops sent to Cuba. Col. E. D. Crow­
der. of tho judge-advocate general's of­
fice. is - to -b e  Secretary Taft's le­
gal adviser in the organization of the 
t tw  g-Dvernment^

Mr. Taft stated that he expected to 
remain in Cuba only a fortnight and 
would then return to Washington, as 
affairs concerning tlic Fhlli|)i)ine 
Islands and the Panama canal demand­
ed his immediate alteniion. He has re­
quested Secretary Bacon to remaLn an­
other week to further-as^st in perfect­
ing an organization necessary to 
thoroughly install a jirovlsional gov­
ernment. Gov. Taft has nominated 
Beekman Wlnthrop. governor of Por­
to Rico, for the iiroylsional governor­
ship here, recommending to the Ca­
bans Mr. W intlnop’s special fitudss for 
Ihe po.sltion. Mr. Tati says mat as 
long as the provisional government 
continues it will be under his super­
vision as secretab.v of war.

Everybody fs ])rai^ng the fact of the 
United States in avoiding the hauling 
down of the Cuban flag. This is felt to 
be a dlstlnct-aot of courtesy and a 
double assurance that the motives of 
the United States are not sinister.

A dispatch from Havana says: Sec­
re tary  of War Taft Is in full charge of 
the Cuban government and ex-Presb 
dent Palma, of Cuba, is a private citi­
zen and preparing to take his depart­
ure from the Island, never to return, 
his friends say.

The closing scene in (he death of the 
first independent Cuban republic was 
simple In the extreme. There was no 
blare of bugles, no ruffle of drums, no 
n'.archlng trooi)s or thronging specta­
tors when the United States secretary 
of w ar took the reins of government 
that had fallen from the hands of the 
wsvering Palma.

The Cuban flag still flies from gov-̂  
^rnment buildings and the only sign 
outwardly of the great cjiange that has 
come, is the little island'squad of bhic- 
coated marines who guard the treas­
ury with Its $25,000,000 In money.

There Is no .evidence of activity on 
the white warships that ride at anchor 
In the harbor. Havana is quiet and 
peaceful as^any d ty  In the w-orld. Of 
ail the events that have occurred to­
day. the one that aroused the mojst In- 
te ie st w'as tho announcement that 
5.000 United States soldiers hadftreen 
ordered to the island.

There c.ame at once the wondi^ring 
query if they would ever depart. There 
Is every faith in the good intentions 
of President Roosevelt and Secretary 
Taft, but there Is always the haunting 
belief with Cubans that they will not 
be able to maintain peace without the 
strong band of the United States 
guide them.

When Havana awoke Saturday 
morning It was to read In the Official 
Gazette the proclamation of Secretary 
Taft announcing hfmself as official dic­
tator of the, island republic. I t  had 
been so thoroughly expected that there 
was not even a ripple of surprise. 
Then, too, the edict was reassuring In 
that it declared that the regency would 
be merely temporary.

A MOUNTAIN GRAVEYARD.

Exhibited to Two Men Paealng on a
Trail'by Its Two Cheerful Sextons.

Two men spending the summer la  
the r ^ o n  are following a  mountain 
trail. ̂ T h e y  come, a t one polnL to 
a cabin beside the trail in the 
woods.

Two men are visible a t this cabin, 
one a  man of 50 or thereabouts, with 
a  cheerful countenance and a  brown 
mustache, sitting on the porch, and*^ 
the other a  younger man. of 20, may­
be, also amiably disposed, and with 
a black mustache and closely 
trimmed Van Dyke beard of the same 
hue. This man is sitting on a stump 
about ten feet from the cabin, in 
front.

The man on the porch, pleasantly, 
to the m'̂ en on the trail, as they come 
along abreast of t h e ‘cabin: >

“W ant to see a mountain graven 
yard?"

*'Whr. yes,*' says the leader of the 
two men on the trail, a man with no 
particular fancy really for any sort 
of graveyards, mountain or other- 
w’ise. but still not wishing to seem 
impolite; “yes, we'd like to see the 
graveyard.” -

“Well, just step around here. In 
front of the cabin.” says the man on 
the porch, “right around to the other 
end."

The two men from the trail stepped 
around as directed, and looked about 
them, but without seeing anything; 
when presently they bear again th e  
voice of the cheerful man on the 
porch;

“Look up on the end of the house.’*
As the strangers duly, look there 

they see the mountain graveyard; In 
the form of 72 empty bottles of vari­
ous shapes and sizes and colors of 
glass, wired In pretty nearly uniform 
rows to the building in the gable and 
In the end of the house, the bottles 
extending across, so. from the peak of 
the roof half way down to the ground. 
Sevent>'-two of thorn.

The two men at the cabin, the sdx- 
tons of this mountain collectipn of 
empty graves, sitting one on the 
cabin porch, and the other on the 
stump in front, seemed to be all right 
—perhaps it was the bracing moun­
tain air that enabled them to with­
stand the effects of the - fo u n ta in  
dew."

WHY YOUNG TREES ARE BEST.

They Can Easily Be Trained to Any 
Desired Form.

Tiicse are the advantages ot plant­
ing young trees: They can.be trained 
tp the desired form better than old­
er trees, says Farming. A two or 
three-year-old tree Is branched and 
has Its head already formed by the 
nurseryman; a yearling tree of the 
apple, pear and sweet cherry Is usu­
ally unbranched. Somellmes the 
nursery man has headed the tree too 
-high o r has not been careful enough 
about starting out the scaffold limbs, 
and It is difficult to correct the form 
of the head after it has been started.

There Is an unmistakable prefer­
ence for low-headed trees, due chief­
ly to the need of economy and effi­
ciency In spraying and harvesting. The 
single advantage of low heading is 
greater inconvenience In tillage. This 
is much more than offset by the ad­
vantages, in the judgment of most 
growers. Within ten(years the height 
recommended for beading apple tiees 
in the east has been reduced a t least 
two feet. The bearing of this on the 
m atter of yearling trees is tliat the 
grower can bead a yearling tree  'Where 
he pleases.

Japan's Sulpte^ Supply.
Sdlpbur is not do essential In war 

as it once was, but the Japanese would 
have found it difficult to fight the Rus­
sians without IL Three years before 
the war the yearly output of Japanese 
sulphur was about 8 ,0^  tons. There 
afb deposits in Formosa, but these 
would have taken some considerable 
time to develop; whereas in the Ku­
riles there are known to exist the 
richest accumulations of the material 
ever discovered, exceeding even those 
of SJcily. :

These Islands, though belonging to 
Jaifkn. were almost within the clutch 
of the Russian bear, stringing out be­
tween Japan and the Kamchatkan 
peninsula. In this locality the Japan­
ese, aided, it Is said, by Americans, 
selected a  volcano near Mqyoro bay. 
It took one season to pick it out from 
the others and survey it. but during 
the next men and material—the la tter 
Including a wire rope railway se^’eral 
miles long—were transported to  the  
spot-

With this accomplished the rest was 
easy and the Japanese quickly pro­
cured all the sulphur they needed. 
According to conservative estimates. 
2,0(H>.000 tons of sulphur is now la 
sight. The stock is constantly  being 
added to by the vapors which v « l th<« 
tremendous natural laboratory.

Teaching Monkeya to Talk.
Dr.'W. Reed Blair, the surgeon official­

ly, attached to the Bronx zoo, has de­
cided that monkeys cannot talk, be­
cause they have no nose to use as  a 
sounding board. Dr. Blair has there­
fore selected two orang-outangs, tw^ 
adult monkeys, and one lotolilcent 
baby monkey, upon whose faces will 
be grafted artificial noses. The ex­
periment will bv .tried first of all upon 
the peby monkey, who will be ex- 
cRidtM from other animals until I t ia 
decided wheti^.r It can be taught to- 
articulate w brls.

the expense. Both telephone com 
panies are now using, we understand, 
a  number of poles belonging to the 
village and we believe the village is 
also using poles belonging to the tele 
phone companies. T his practice may 
be all right for the present and prob­
ably is an accommodation to both 
parties. We question the advisability 
however of continuing the practice .as 
later on it will certainl^ lead *to com­
plications and disturbances. The vil 
Jage.is able to own Us own poles and 
aoafe  the telephone companies. I t  is 
always the unexpected- that happens 
and when it does the village will have 
to share the*blame if it allows an in 
term ixture of wires on its poles or 
uses poles belonging to others. 'I'he 

•practice should be.abandoned.

Regular Grind of The Council

A regular session of the council was 
held last Monday evening with Presi­
dent pro tern Gayde in the chair.

Further dise«ssion was had on the 
beat melho4 to cake the water from 
Cemetery avenue so that it will not 
damage 'property adjoining. The 
special committee appointed to look 
over the ground made a report based 
on statem ents made by one of the 
complainants. Mr. Pfeiffer, who also 
lives on the avenue and whom the 
committee was unable to see a t the 
time of their inspection, was pres 
ent a t the meeting and also gave 
his side of the m atter. As a re­
sult the council ordered that a tile 
drain be laid on a certain portion o f 
the road and that further investiga 
tioQ be made by the committee.

A petition from west Ann Arbor 
-street residents that a street light be 
placed a t corner Harvey street was 
granted.

Bert Brown was eiiffaged by the 
coHiicil to trim all trees on outside of 
walks so the branches will not inter 
fere with pedestrians aiid also to cut 
out all dead trees.

A report of the chief ot lire depart 
ment was submitted in whicn all the 
supplies on hand were enumerated. 
On motion the chief was instructed to 
perrehase fifty feet of hose for the 
i'hoenix company. Among the sug 
gestions made by Chief Curtis was the 
consolidation of the two uptown com 
panies, the purchase of four-wheeled 
truck in place of the present heavy 
carts, with a horse to draw the same. 
Xo carry the m atter a little further, 
when such a proposition is ever con­
sidered, The Ma^l suggests that two 
horses be purchased and a man em­
ployed *oy tbe village the year around, 
he to do all the village street work. 
The man and team woula in this 
manner pay for themselves, and the 
streets would be made much more 
passable and presentable.

A resolution was passed referring 
tbe assessment of special sidewalk 
taxes to the special assessors.

Treasurer Butterfield made bis final 
report on the village tax roll, showing 
he bad collected a irb u t S54 on the roll 
^som eth ing  over ^0,000.- He recom­
mended th a t tbe j ^ o n a l  tax of John 
Moon be taken from the roll, and that 
Feter VanVoorhfes be refunded 911.25 
tax paid on NortbviUe bank stock, 
said stock being assessable a t North- 
ville. The council acted in accordance 
with recommendation.

Trustee WUooz made a vigorous re­
quest that the electric light wires be 
extended to tbe flouring mill. The 
.m atter was referred to the electric 
light committee. The cost to extend 
the line to tbe mill was figured last 
year a t $325 and if this la a fact the 
committee may hesitate some before 
buUding tbe line.

With this generalization we bare no 
concern As to the copper situation, 
the comment was pat. I t  had been 
suddenly disclosed, not only th a t no 
combination could be made .to Include 
the European mines, but that the Con­
solidated company had an unsold sur­
plus of 150,(Kio,000 pounds |Of copper;^ 
chat It was producing 20.000;000 pounds 
a month more than could tie sold, and 
that it had made large secret sales 
abroad at from two to three cents be* 
low the market price.

As if fearing that these adverse con­
ditions did not sufficiently I insure the 
stock’s downfall, the Shepler group of 
Federal Oil operators beat it down 
further with what was vieritably a 
golden sledge. That is, t h ^  exported 
gold a t a loss. At a time w!hen obllga- 
UoDS could have been met more cheap­
ly with bought bills they sent out 
many golden cargoes a t an actual loss 
of $300 on the half million.: As money 
was already dear,- and th t^  became 
dearer, the temptation and,the means 
to hold copper stock, in spitb of &U dis­
couragements. were removed from the 
paths of hundreds of the harried hold­
ers.

Incidentally. Western Tfolley bad 
gone into the hands of a receiver, a 
failure involving another ^100.000.000. 
and Union Cordage had fallen 35 
points through sensational disclosures 
as to Its overcapitalization. •

Into this maelstrom of a panic mar­
ket tb«} Bines fortune had been sucked 
with a  swiftness so terrible that the 
family's chief advising 'member was 
leit dazed- and incredulous.

.For two days he clung to the ticker 
tape as to a life line. .He had com­
mitted the millions of the family as 
lightly as ever be bad staked |100 on 
she turn of a card-or left ten on the 
change-tray for his waiter.

RECIPES FOR SOME SIMPLE AP­
PETIZING DISHES.

Fish Cutlets Make a Welcome Change 
In the Menu—Jan^Eclalrs—In; 

greSients in Preparation of 
Hash au Gratin.

Fish Cutlets.—These cutlets are 
made from cold boiled -fish that has 
been freed from bones and flaked. 
Make a sauce from; one cup of hot 
milk, one and one half level teaspoons 
of butter, and three level tablespoons 
of flour. Cook three minutes, season 
with salt and pepper, add the beaten 
yolk of an egg and a teaspoon of finely 
chopped parsley. Turn Into two cups 
of flaked fish and stir. Cool the mix­
ture or shaping by band. Dip In beat­
en egg and form Into cutlets, using 
the tin form, then In fine bread 
crumbs and fry In deep hot fat. Drain 
on brown paper and garnish with 
parsley.

Jam  Edtairs.—Cook together one 
iup of water and one-quarter cup' of 
butter, and as soon as the bbiling 
point is reached stJt In all a t once 
one cup of flour and keep, stirring un­
til a  ball is made that cleaves free 
from the sides of the saucepan. Set 
aside CO cool, then a^d, one a t a  time, 
four eggs, beating the batter well be­
tween each additiMi. Drop the bat­
te r in long- narrow strips two inches 
apart on a  buttered tin and bake in 
a  moderate oven about .half an hour. 
Open a  door a few minutes after they 
are done before taking them from the 
oven. If they are slowly and well 
cooked they will not fall. When cool 
cut open the side and fill with any 
kind of jam. Spread a  little white 
frosting on the top of each.

Baked Liver.—Wash and wipe the 
liver dry. Cut a  dozen match-like 
strips of salt pork and Insert in gash­
es cut in the liver or use a  larding 
needle. Dredge the liver with flour, 
sprinkle on a  little salt and bake half 
an hour In a hot oven. ^

Thin Sugar Cookie*.—Mix four 
slightly rounding tablespoons of sugar 
with three tablespoons of melted but­
ter, two tablespoons of milk, one egg, 
ttvo level teaspoons of baking powder 
and flour enough |o  roll out very thin. 
Cut in shape and bake.

' Corn Sponge Cake.—Sift togethej 
two cups of cornmeal one cup of flour 
and one level teaspoon each of salt 
and soda. Beat three eggs with one 
level teaspoon of sugar, add the egg 
mixture to the flour, pour In two cups 
of sour milk and mix well. Bake in 
ene loaf.

Hash au Gratin.—Chop cold cooked 
bee# fine, season with salt and pepper 
and mix in the proportion of one cup 
of mashed potato to two cups of the 
meat. For this amount put half a cup 
of moat gravy in a sa*ucepan, add a 
saltspoon of mixed mustard and a 
teaspoon of pepper. Heat and put in 
meat an^ potato and stir until heated 
thoroughly. Turn l.nto a buttered bak- 
ffig dish, cover thickly with fine bread 
crumbs, dot with butter and brown 
slightly in the oven. ^

Blueberry Meringue Pie.—Stir one 
rounding tablespoon of flour into one 
cup of sugar, add one tablespoon of 
lemon Juice and the beaten yolks of 
two eggs, a saltspoon .of salt. Mix 
well, then aftd three cups of blueber­
ries and mix all lightly together. Fill 
a pie plate lined with good crust and 
bake in a moderate oven. When done 
cool a little, then frost with the 
whites of two e g ^  beaten stiff wilh 
two heaping teaspoons of sugar, and 
brown lightly.

Vegetarian Mince Pie.—Wash, core 
and chop fine. 12 apples, add one cup 
of water, a little cinnamon and nut­
meg. grated rind of a lemon, one cup 
of- sweet cider, one cup of sugar, but­
ter the size of an egg. one cup of 
seeded raisins, cooIp till tender, let it 
cool, then fill the pies and bake till 
the ci*ust is browV-

To Stain Oak Color.
Dissolve five cents’ worth of brown 

polish in one quart of hot water, then 
add as much brown umber and yellow 
ochre as will give the shade desired 
by a t least two applications. Apply 
I» t. wipe of wwfe still wet with a 
piece of rag. finishing in the direction 
of the grain. There a  method -of 
staining apd varnishing In one opera­
tion. but the more satisfactory way Is 
to stain the wood first, then apply the 
varnish or polish. The colors men­
tioned can be purchased ground in 
water. In which state simply mixing 
them.W'ith beer or vinegar makes good 
stains a t small cost. By this one can 
tighten the sashes. .«

Apple Sherbet Recipe.
For apple sherbet use one pound of 

sugar. Juk::e of two lemons, one pound 
of apples, one quart of water. Put the 
sugar and water and the rind of one 
lemon, chipped, on to boll. Pare, core 
find quarter the apples, add them to 
tbe syrlip and cook until tender; then 
press through a fine sieve, add the 
juice of the lemons, and when cold 
freeze the same as Ice cream. Beat 
tbe white of one egg until frothy, then 
add a tablespoonful of powdered sugar 
and beat until white and stiff. Remove 
the dasher, stir in the meringue, re­
pack and stand aside ufitll wanted.

Chocolate Cake.
One cup of butter and two cups of 

sugar stirred to a  cream, with the 
yolks of five eggs added after they 
have been well beaten. S tir this Into 
one cup of milk. Beat the whites of 
two of the eggf to  a  stiff froth and 
add. that also. Now put in three and 
a  half cups of sifted flour, two heap­
ing t^ p o o n fn ls  of baking powder 
having been sifted with I t  Bake in 
Jelly -tins. This gives one laige 
layer calto or two small ones.

Millions of bee^ attracted by the 
water at these mines and forced^ from 
their hives In the mountains'by the 
drought, took possession of the water 
supply', and their numbers were so 
great that 'It was found impossible to 
drive the swarms aw;ay. Consequently 
the mines have been shut, down until 
the rainy season sets in. when it is 
hoped the bees will return to their 
mountain homes.—Sacramento Bee.
