When Forbes Robertson entered up-
on his duties as county treasurer .July

De Finlay, chief of
the department of h*ealih and sanita-
tion, said that while the fever in Ha-
vana was epidemic, the situation was
not one to cause serious i*larm «ind
that there was eveiy exi>4ctation that
the spread of the disease ht)yld be
prevented.

Gov. Magoon. is looking forward
vlith .confidence to a j)eaceful adminis-
tration, He expressed the warmest
appreciation of the work accomplished
by Messrs. Taft and Bacon, both in
the pacification of thb'island and lay-
ing the foundataion for a smooth ami
anccessful system of i>rovisional gov-
ernment. . !

The saddest place
In all New York is not a spot deter-

It is one little rOwn in a large build-
ing up on Sixty-eighth street. Two
sweeping rows of broad stone steps
lead from the street to the wide doors
of the main entrance. These doors
are always locked. But under the
stone staircase, right in the center,
opening directly on the street, is a lit-
tle low door that i* always open, and
It is the entrance to the saddest place
In New York.

It It framed In clinging ivy vines,
the little low' door. Above It, on each
side of the stone steps, droop weeping
willow trees. Higher still there
stands in a niche the statue of a wom-
an holding a child close to her breast.
And every woman who seeks the lit-
tle low* door under the ivy vines bolds

a child close to her breast, bft when
she comes away her arms arel empty.
For this is the New York Foundling
Asylsm.
Anyone may enter tlirougb the door-
There is no one to stop you or

quefitton -you as to . you have
come. You stand in 'a small, square
room. There is no carpet on the

floor, no pictures on the walla. Two
settees stand, one on each side of the
room. And between them is a little
white cradle. It'is very dainty and
inviting, that cradle. The tiny blan-
ket and coverlet are soft and spot-
less. the little baby pillow has a lace-
edged case, and there is a pretty mus-
lin canopy draped .above ic in bas-
sinet fashion.

But the room is no” empty. Pacing
up and down the floor is a woman,
hardly past girlhood. She does not
look verj' strong. Her long brown
chiffon veil is thrown back from her
face. It Is a sweet face, the features
well cut and refined, but white and
wel with tears.- Close in her arms,
so clos% that the little face is pressed
next her cheek, she holds a baby,
hushing it to steep.

Last Look at Her Child.

After awhile she lays it down gently
fn the little ~-hlte cradle and stops to
listen, but there Is no sound, and the
door still stands open. She may come
or go ds she'pleases. And. standing
a minuie over the sleeping baby, she
looks Imo Its face for the last'time.
it ISNher'baby. She has given it birth
and BUrtnsed It. Us UUle body Is
healthy an<*flushed with the rose tint
of palpitant life. It is not as though
death had given her no choice In the
matter. She has absolute choice.
Either she may take the baby again
to her J>reast and face the world with
it, or else she may go through the
mtle low door and leave It forever
behind her. .

We alsvays leave the baby In the
cradle for a few iniuuieB. because
some of the moiliers change their
minds. They,will wait for hours, try-
iing to decidp, sometimes, holding
| their babies, nursing them, and cry-
ling over them. And at last they will
leave thetn, as tliis one did, and go
away. But sometimes, before they
gel as far as the corner they will come
running back and catch "he baby up
out of the cradle and hurrj' away with
it. As long as the baby is still in the
cradle it is not too late."

"Too Late.”

Not too late as long as|the.baby Is
still In the cradle: But; afterward,
once the baby has been Itaken from
the little room, has been ilecelved and
recorded and perhaps in ~ few w*ecks
adopted, it is too late.l Many a
mother has come back bi' stealth to

walk along the street and steal a look
at the k>w doorway under the stone
steps when it was too late, and the
cradle was as empty as her arms,
writes Isola Forrester, in the New
York World.

But most of them never come back.
It is not cruelty nor hardness of heart.
It Is bitter (necessity and the way of.
the world tt*t lead most of them to
that door. Sometimes It is cowardice.
When the baby wears dainty, costly
garments, when the name pinned on
its breast Is written in a hand show-
ing education and breeding, and a roll
of bills Is found also in the crkdle,
then the woman who left<her child
as a foundling is a coward, it is not
the cry of the wolf that drove her
there. It is only the cry of the world
she feared.

i Now and then
comes to the little room, a lone,
troubled flgurie. Out of place and In-
congruous. the figure will not bother
over the appeal of the cradle, but will
go straight to the sister in the plRce
and', hand ovfer the burden It carries-
to her. These are the fathers. And
mthe most helpless object In the world
is a man with a week-old baby In his
arms, trying to find out what it wants.
They rarely want to give up all claim
to the babies, the fathers, it is only
because the mother is dead, or has
run awa.v from home, that they come
Jto the Foundlins* at all. AU they w*ant
|is for some one to take the weak,
,fumbling, ctv'ing blind Kltteii bundle
oat of their arms and care for it, so
|they can go to work.

1 But most of the mothers are of that
other great class, the "unwedded,” as
the sisters call them.

When a woman walks Into the lit-
tle room and lays a child in the
crgdle without a tear or the least hes-
itaBOy and goes bnrriedly away the
sister smiles and shakes her head.

On return home
after evei'v absence his friends an'f
neighljors cross-examine him as to
every detail. He had better tell the
.truth, because some one will In due
course turn up to point out the in-
accuracies in a faulty narrative. In
large cities very few, if indeed any,
of your neighbors will worry’much or
t lcnccii about your incomings or
out.gnings. Few, if any. outside your
own immediate circle of home and
business life, care for your doings
while away. They are all too busy—
too many people moving back and
forward to be kept track of.

<"eiy- year by lumbermen to rot on
the ground or in stumps, and quanti?
lie.s almost as vasL are destroyed by
ftirest liros.

li was scarcely a decade ago that
the forests of the Lnited States were
believed to be inexhaustible, but now
everybtuly who kno*vs anything of the-
siibjecf Is aware that they are. going
so rat-idl> that their complete exlino-
tioii is a niuitcr ot only a few years.

‘I'his fact is realized by the rail-
roadw. the great lumbering concerns
and other extensive users of limber,
aiui some of them are taking steps to
replace the forests already destroyed.
But-lrum the planting of the seed to
tim cutting of the matured tr<*e is a
long lime to wait—from 20 to 30
>'oai?—and meautime ivhere is the
country to look for its lumber suih

The depftsits of minerals and metals
are going the same way. In an ad-
tlress to the Columbia university grad-
uates in science the other day Dr.
James Douglass said that the “mon-
strous Wastefulness” of the mining
methods in vogue in this . country
would soon bring about the exhaustion-
of "these resources which we hayc
fondly regarded as inexhaustible."-—
Colorado Springs Gazette.

KING OF SAFE-BREAKERS.

Marvelous Delicacy of Hearing Po»
sessed by Milner Jamtr.

"Milner James was the most artlstle
safe-breaker in the business.” amid
Leeocq the detective. "He is dead
now. He opened in his time over 700
safes without tools of gunpowder
solely by working out the combination
myith his delicate aud ]>atient fingers.

"It took me a year,” he once said,
‘to learn the trick of lacking combina-
tions. | studied all the locks there
were and | had three saft-s of different
makes to practice on. The ear la the
most important factor in my method
and it must be held tight against the
safe door on a line with the tumblers.
When the knob ot the lock is turned
slowly and one of the tumblers reach-
es the notch corresponding lo the first
number of the combination the tum-
bler will fall with a lilile click. Care
must be taken not to displace this
tumbler. You keep on trying the knob
back and forth gently till each bf the
tumblers drops. Then the door opens.
Hardly one man in a thousand ha9>an
ear delicate enough for this work and
to bo a success at it you’ve got to give
up tobacco aud alcohol.””
