Metals of Early Age.

Excavations at the ancient cltt of
Gezor, mentioned In early sacred his-
tory, carried on by members of the
PalesUne exploraUon fund for the
past three years, have developed nu-
merous “finds." Eight cities have
been discovered, superimposed upon
each other, on the site, of the old de-
fense to the western road to Jerusa-
lem. The culture, history, religion
and customs of the Inhabitants frem
as far back as 500 B. C. have been
revealed by architecture, Jugs, weap-
ons and masonry.

MAY HAVE HERD OF ELK.

Fizie Animals for Anyone in Adirozi-
dacka Who Will Transport
and Emp Them.

A wealthy friend of the Adirondack!
and' of the cause of large game propaga-
tion has authorized me to offer to any
responsiblo organization or individual,
who will liberate them on unfenced for-
est land in the Adirondacks, and give a
pledge that they will be protected after
liberation, a herd of 25 elk, all wild for-
est bred and in splendid condition, says
a correspondent of the New York Times.
Such organization or individual to as-
sume the expense of transportationand
liberation, which would be about $2000r
$300.

The best time to ship these eik to the'
Adirondacks and liberate them is early
in May. They will not need any feeding
or care after liberation, and will be am-
ply able to shift for themselves in the
wild state, as they have always lived
wild in the forest. The elk which hare
been liberated in the Adirondacks dur-
ing the last five years have done well,
and the state forest, fish and game com-
mission in its last report places the num-
ber of wild elk In the Adirondacks at
200, as against 22 in 19001.

| expect during the next few years to
receive additional gifts of elk from
pnbltc-epirlted persons who are interest-
ed in the experiment of retntroducing
the eik, as well as the moose and beaver,
into their former home In the Adiron-
dheks so that there will always be am-
ple new blood infused Into the Adiron-
dack herds to prevent Inbreeding. The
experience of t)ie last few wintere has
shown that the elk withstand deep snow
and severe cold even better than the
Adirondack deer.

Britons as Beef Eaters.

A recent publication by the depart-
ment of agricultures hows that Great
Britain imports more meat .animals
and packingbouse products than all the
ether countries of Europe combined.
The value of such British Imports for
1904 was $283,000,000. Nearly all the
live meat anlmai:< In”ported in Great
Britain comes from the United States
and Canada. The British fresh beef
trade seems to l)c drifting away from
the United States. Five ye&rs ago 76
per cent was supplied from this coun-
try; two per cent from Argentina and
22 per cent from other countries. In
1904 55 per cent, came from the Unit-
ed States, 39 per cent from Argentina
and six per cent from other countries.
Argentina, with a population no larger
than Pennsylvania, is fast establishing
an Important rivalry with the United
States in furnishingfTto our most im-
portant customer not only fresh meats
but breadstuffs.—Philadelphia Record.

Laparotomy on or in the
rear of the battlefield was afterward
hardlvNever performed, but strict care
was taken that all soldiers wounded
in the abdomen had absolute rest for
the first three days.
