It seems *from the accotints siren
by Davwin and Mr. W. H. Hudson,
thkt all the guanacoa of the southern
past of Patagonia must resort, when
the hour of-death approaches. ,to a
2c|rtain spot which has become H per-
fect mausoleum of their bones.

Mr. Hudson notes that it is only
the guanaco of*the Bouthem extrem-
ity of the South American continent
ih”t has this habit, a habit restricted
to descendants of forefathers who
lived in an extremely rigorous Icli-
mate.  Mr. Hudson conjectures that
among these™ forefathers the Instinct
grew up, when the stress of hunger .
arid cold was very dire, of resorting |
to, this sheltered place in the’river;
bod, whore th*y might And warmth |
i.i; their own closely collected nuitf-i
btirs. and possibly food. By a con- |
ilpual survival of those which be-!
tgpk themselves to this place of ref-j
uge the race instinctwould be formed
of. resorting thither when they felt
tho tides of life running low.

The Way Some of the Money Goes.

TaTpayers ofvth”illage often make
this enquiry, does, the money
all go to?” The Mail will enlighten
them to the extent of twoj.iteins, the
expenditiure of money for which strikes
us as simple extravf*ance at this time.
Th” electric lighting committee has
give™orders to Electrician Havershaw
to c»Dstruct a commercial line to the
mWilcoX ttrTTfand another to the house
of Andrew Taylor on Mill street. Mr.
Haversliaw states tjje  Wilcox line will
cost the village 8260 and the other one
$180.

While no doubt both the parties in
this Instance will appreciate iSt*liglits,
the returns to be received by the village
on the expenditure will be comparative-
ly very small. It seems to us that the
village should run its commercial lights
on a plafi just the same as an imlividu-
alwould. This is the only business
way to run it. Street lights benelit
every citizen of the place, while com-
mercial lights benefit only individuals.
Thei® does not appear to be any reason
why the village ah«mkl extend com-
mercial lines to remote poirits at large
“expense for the convenience of one or
tvvo individuals. It may be unfortu-
nate fjF such residents, but the village
is not to blame. The argument that
they pay.general taxes is of little con-

'sicJeration. but even for the sake of

such argument we believe some dis-
cretion should be used by the council.
The establishment- of an electric light
plant is a direct benefit to every piece
of property owned in the village, at
least by the amount of taxes paid for
euch plant by ‘such property. Every
gproperty owner ought to be, and no
donbt 19 willing to pay his proportion
of tax for maiutainiDg street lights, but
the general taxpayer ought not to be
compelled to pay a tax for the personal
convenience of Individuals where the
expenditure does not warrant at leasta
fair return, present or near future.
Commercial lights now pay for them-
eelves, the larger part of maintaining
etreet lights and interest on bonds, so

% that the claim “we pay taxes and are

entitled to lights” loses all or a large
part of itaforce, If it had any.

Oo the Wilcox line there isa pros-
ipect that next year some time another
resident may use the wire, on the
other line there is none. We question
very much i~ Trustee Wilcox, who ask-
A~ for the extension to his mill, would
not advi® future consideration, if he
were the owner of the lighting plant,
looking at the matter as an ibvestment,
abe only way it should be considered.
Neither do we believe would any im
-dividual member of the lighting com-
:mittee. The Mail has nothing person,
-al in this matter, but bdlieves if fully
voices the MDtiment of a very largb
unajority of the%axpayers.
