Photographing of Colors.
Mon. Lippmann, to whom we owe 

all the progress made qp to the pres­
ent time in the difficult problem of 
the direct phot9grapby of colors, has 
Just proposed a  new solution, says 
L’lllustration. The principle of It is 
based upon the decomposition of 
white light by the prism. The coJored 
object chosen as a model is placed be­
fore a glass plate bearing longitudinal 
striae or flutlngs to the number of 
fl.ve to the millimeter. These flutings 
act like very small prisms which de­
compose the Inminous sheaves pro­
ceeding from the inuige* a t their pas­
sage Into the camera obscura. After 
the proof is obtained, developed and 
dried it is placed in its position be­
hind the fluted plate.

its elementary rays, agd the colored 
radiations have been distributed 
upon the sendtlve plate.

The holiday observance in the au­
tum n of 1 ^ 1  by the people of Ply­
mouth. so often referred to as our 
earliest New* England Thantrcgivlng. 
cannot he justly so characterized, be­
cause our early Thanksgiving in penally.

Moreover, It compMsed not merely a 
single day of feasting and merrymak­
ing. but a whole w*eek of It, and was 
designed solely for relaxation after 
many months of privation and ardt^^ 
ous toil.

There is no record of a similar Joy­
ous celebration In our annals for gen­
erations afterward. theThanksgivings 
referred to in subsequent years until 
after the revolution having been near­
ly as strict*/ religious affairs as Sui^- 
day itself, aud so far as we have any 
existing evidence not greatly given to 
gastronomy. No mention of Thanks­
giving Is found in a contemporary list 
of holidays for merrymaking as late 
as 1700.

Until as late as the war of 1812, or 
later. Thanksgiving was not a  regular 
annual affair, either, its appointment 
being in recognition of special bless­
ings, Either 8])lrUual or material, and 
usually deferred until such an excuse 
for its appointment offered, even 
though it might be for two or three 
years, as was frequently the case. It 
usually came In the autumn, however, 
and generally a bountiful harvest was 
mentioned as an Incidental cause.

For more than 60 years after the 
arrival of the Pilgrims Thanksgiving 
was api>olnted by the legislature, and 
its respectful, religious observance 
was quite as obligatcry as was obedi­
ence to any law of the common­
wealth that carries with It a  legal

C. O. Davis, represeotiDg the Univer­
sity  of Micbigan, was Here a  few days 
ago, inspecting high School work.’ He 
has w ritten the following letter to Prof. 
lst>ell, which . The Mail commends to 
the perusal of every patron of the 
school:

Ann Arbor, Nov. 17,1906. 
Supf. W. N. Isbell, Plymouth, Mich.

My dear Mr. Isbell:—Since my 
visit to YOur school last week, I  have 
reflected seriously on the conditions 1 
found there aucl have become more 
and more convinced that* the most 
pressing need of your school ie a com­
modious addition to the present build­
ing. Situated as you are now, you 
cannot possibly do as good work with 
your classes as you could do under im­
proved conditions and ^cilities . Un­
der the present conditions you have 
neither appropriate^laboraturyfadiicies 
and equipment, nor cases for protect 
ing and classitying the apparatus, nor 
free access to the library and books of 
reference. Neither do you have suf­
ficient blackboard space for exhibiting 
advantageously maps, charts and other 
concrete illustrative material that is so 
ihelpfol in inspiring interest and in 
«lM idating the more or less abstract 
.subject m atter of the text book.

. I t  is seriously Injurious to crowd 
^children into rooms as you are doing, 

and is dangeruuslv’ detrimental to 
bealth, as well as U> moral and intel- 
iectual growth. No class should be 
held in the library unless it be an oc 
casional small one; but that room 
ahould be open for tl>e access of s tu ­
dents to all reference woyk, and as a 
special study room for individual work, 
if  possibly no classes should be held 

. in the assembly room, for recitations 
,o«)(iducled ill the study room cannot 
;but detract more or less the attealiou 
of those in their seats; and uiiod con- 
ceu.lration or the ability to put the 
whole mind on a subject and hold it 
there until the task in hand is mas­
tered, is one of the greatest factors in 
education.

1 urgently reccomuLend to you and 
your people the serious consideration 
of this matter., ^ay to your Board 
that uniefs something is done to re- 
relleve this overcrowded condition, it 
may be necessary to sever the relation 
of your school from the University.

N. F .F o tte ran d  W.-'A. Bo­
land, of Jackson, are also ideiuined 
with it.
' Tim name of the contracting flrin is 
.{^houllers & .AIIerdyce. Fifty teams 
and 100 men are a t present employed 
on th e  work, but the contractovshave 
advertised for 150 men and 100 m^yre 
teams, and the work wilTbe pushed as 
rapidly as possible. The “third rail” 
system will be used and the road bed 
will be ballasted with crashed rock. 
A d overhead bridge will be built at 
Mason street, Dearborn.

“I  feel certain that Dearborn will be 
connected with Detroit by way of 
KLver Rouge,” said Lester E. Wise, to 
The News Saturday. “J^or some time 
post I  have been engaged in securing 
a right of way -for the new lipe, which 
has DOW been secured nearly to the 
village of Wayne, andi grading is being 
4 o n e a t both ends of the line, between 
Biver Rouge and Dearborn. It would 
^  hard to estim ate the value of this 
road to the section through which it 
passes. A large vacant district, locat­
ed  between th^ Micbijgan Central and 
Wabash railroads, will be given a first- 
class service as soon as'the roa'd is com­
pleted, and th e  inhabitants will be 
carried (fom their homes to the center 
of the great down river.m aouf^tu rihg  
district, in 15 minutes.'”

In  these days of speeiallzatloa the 
housekeeper is about the  only one left 
ondisputed “Jack  of All Trades.” 
Every boy and girl leaving school has 
tt drummed into them  Uiat they must, 
shooee one thing and make the most

Every maid coming from the otL-^r 
side, green as the tu rf she has left, 
scorns general housework, acting on 
the advice of her friends and the em­
ployment age;i<ies. and stands boldly 
m t for speciulization as cook, wait­
ress or laundross.

♦  The*© are women, brUliant, ad- 
mn<.ed onei*', who are boI;!iy advocat­
ing the revtJt of "mother," .claiming 
that she can do more for her own and 
th^ world a t large if relieved from 
the thousand and one petty avocations 
that go to make up the grand sum 
total in the daily round. These stand 
for a central nursery, a  central kitch- 
ei^ a central Infirmary, a central laun- 
dry.^and so on to the end of the chap­
ter o f housewifely avocations. While 
there  is much to commend in this 
mucli exploited new departure, the 
most of **** have the hcxne instinct so 

. well developed that in spite of weari­
ness of flesh, we still prefer to star.cl 
for our own fire upon the hearth. Our 
own table where love goes into the 
making of each dish, our own nursery 
where we can cuddle our own babies, 
and. above all, the. care of ou^ own 
whe« sickness comes. There are 
oxiV'V ‘hings that may be done outside 
Uy; i.i.^me with advantage t^ all con­
cerned. Among these the heavy laun­
dry work, where strength is limited 
and help cannot be procure^l. stands 
firs t In most large cities now there

' are central laundries that take fam­
ily jvashes for 35 cents a dozen, min­
gling all the plain pieces, such as 
tablecloths, pillow cases, sheets anch 
towels, returning the others rough 
dry, but starched ready for Ironing.

Mauaging In this way all the large 
pieces can be done outside the bouse, 
leaving the little particular things to 
wash a t home.

This is really a very fascinating part 
of housework, and when brains are 
put Into ft becomes a  fine art, like 
embroidery or millinery.

A reliable washing fluid is a great 
tightener of labor. Here Is the recipe 
for one that has been used in the 
same home for 30 years.' Used ac­
cording to directions i t  Is warranted 
not to injure the most delicate fabric. 
Dissolve one pound concentrated 
potash In six quarts w arm 'soft water. 
IVhen cool add one-half ounce salts of 
tartar, and one-half ounce crude dry 
ammonia. - Put into a  Jug or large 
bottle and cork tightly. This will 
keep any length of time. When ready 
to wash, put on the bolldr with a suds 
m ^ e  of anygood laundry soap, allow­
ing to every three palls of water a 
half cup of the washing fluid. Put In 
the clothes th a t are least ^ lled , boil 

'''tisQ minutes, take out in d  wash 
through fresh water in the usual way, 
rubbing any soiled spots that may re- 

' main. They will come out like magic. 
Meantime be boiling the second batch 
of clothing. Rinse in clear water, 
then in blue, and when dry the clothes 
will be fonnd snowy white. If pre­
ferred the clothes may be soaked over 
night In a  warm suds with a quarter 
teacup of the fluid added to each tub, 
but this Is not necessary.

A good paste which is yet inexpen­

sive is a  necessity in aiqr home where 
there  are children, since maify a rainy 
day can be put in happily with a 
paste jar, a  pair of sdbsors and sa 
old magazine or two. Purchase five
