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PROPER FOOD AND EXERCISE,;

Nature of Occupation Should Be Guide
to the Diet.

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This bouse plan appeals to me as
being one of the neatest and most in-
teresting low cost bouses | ever buflt.
The plan lends itself to a splendid ar-
“angement. of rooms, both upstairs and
down. It lsea” to-arrange,the neces-
sary conveniences when the rear of
the bouse is>wider than the front, and
this plan is easily covered with a
two section roof on the three-gable-
plan, one of the most satisfactory
roofis ever bnIR. This style of roof
dates hack to the earliest American
architecture. It originated in the
efforts of builders to add a pleasing
front to the oid-fasbioned long bouses
built with the side to the rood, but
this plan has been improved ui>on nn-
tU the completed bouse shows very
little resemblance to the original ef-
forts in this direction.

While the front part of the house
is pleasiug and tbe arrangement is
almost perfect, the rear section fs
gfven up en;”rely to the dining-room,
kitchen and ithe accessories to these
rooms. While we ail like to see a
pretty parlor and an attractive hall,
we should remember that a ["otise Is
built to live 'in ne.tt year, and. for a
good many years.

CRICKET TAUGHT TO FIGHT.

Chinese Owners of Pugiliatie Insects
Hold Exciting Battiea.

A. E. Parker has just returned from
a trip to Sanhui, a large walled city
in ICwangtimg province, and while
there visited the guardhouse, where
he saw six or seven earthenware
bowls of fighting crickets, says the
South China Post.

In matching these Insects to fight,
they are weighed and a light weight
would not be pitted against a welter
weight.
