DRAINING LANDS.

Much Rich Land Goes to Waste TBe-
causd This Work ts Not Done.

ManyJ undrafned and unprofitable
lands can be drained well, or at least
considerably Improved, should you
only spEmd a day's work hi scraping
out ditches, with an ordinary two-
horsc scraper. Some of the ditches
need net necessarily be wide nor
deeii.

It has been, estimated that from
-ne to thirty per cent of certain sec-
ions of'good farming lands in some
sections iof the Northwest need drain-
ing. Some of this undralnexjl land is
reasonably productive In growing
slough grass, which In mahy c”ses
serves as feed for cattle tn |the win-
ter™ but a large fraction of these
lands lie fdle and are hotbed” for the
propagailion of weeds and undesh'ablc
Insects. m

The Bofl in sloughs and small
swamps is usually' fertile end rich
In plant food, due largely to the de-
cay of plant life, which has been ac-
cumulaOng >there year after year. It
is this:land that should be brought
into condition for the' growing of
cropa :It will support plant growth
better than the adjoining higfber lands
vrtiose fertility has been considerably
depleted by constant cropping.- When
drained, well these landis make ad-
mirable fields for grasses,' such as
timothy and millet grasss, aJso fod-
der corn. There Is no work-of this
kind ddne if done at proper: time and
place bjut whet will easily pay for the
expense In the raising of Ithe first
few crops from lands.—J. iF. Voijta,
profe~r oP, agriculture, vGustavous
Adolphus College.:

One of tho* many profitable winter
Jobs can be found in the tool shed in
going over, cle&hxing up and' repairing
the machlaery |hat will be used next
summer. After a season s work there
Is nearly al'Wsi'd something about a
mower, binder; or' cultivator which
needs fixing. When ..one wants to use
a tool he seldom has time to fix«lt.
and If it must be repalrcd”the work is
usually done as quickly as })ossible
with an eye only to, the work immedi-
ately at band.

Plows may now be cleaned off and
oiled, hoes and mattocks sharpened,
scythes ground, etc. Thdn there are
always bolts-to tighten, fractures and
breaks to patch tip. and adjustments
of various kfnds to. meke*. If any
machine needs repairs that must be
ordered from a distance this should be
done during the,winter and the ma-
chine made ready for use. If this is
neglected now. -remarks Farm and
home, you may forgefall about it tm-
till you want to use it. and then you
win be In a hole.

A few hours' work; at odd limes will
have all the toolp ready for use when
the time comes, If they are stored in a
shed or room whjcre, you can get at
them and the rain and snow cannot.
If they are left,- as ntany tools agb
out In the weailier.-they will be in
bad shape when you go to use them.
So if you havetiK) tool shed It' would
be_a .good winter'job to build one.

WHAT TO FEED WITH CORN,

Missouri Experiment Station Proves
That Linseed Qil is Best.

That some other feed should be
used with com to secure the best re-
"suits in irig reeding is known by all
practical feeders." thb gains are bet-
Jter than on a.pure corn ration, and if
the other! food is well chosen the gains
may be ibade at lower cost. Tha teat
at the Mi'ssowri experiment station a
comparison of wlieai. middlings and
other purchased feeds need with corn
meal was made.

With com at 60 a bushel.ft would
be an cVen thing so far as rhe cost of-
gafft IS eoDcorned. 'whether corn be
fed aloife or with oil meal at $30 j)er
ton. -In these tests, linseed oil meal
proved to be better than wheat mid-
diiVigs as a food to usp with corn.
The oil meal lation was so much
more pala“ble than the middlings,
that niucji more of it was eatou daily.
They mode more rapid gains and
seemed to thrive better uix)n this feed.
To be eqttal to oil ihoal at $30 per ton,
niidtjlings would have to be bought
at- from $14 to $15 per ton. -As oil
meal is usually cheaper than $30 in
ailssonrf and mix"lfngs worth $15 or
more, these tests show that linseed oil-
meal is one of the best feeds to use
with corn.
