A remarkable souvenir of the assas-.
sination OF Abraham 'Uncoln recently
came to light in New York.. It Is the
pocket dUry of Dx™\ Chstrle's-S. Taft,
who formerly resided at No.-£78 West
Twenty-second 6tx«t. In-ibis- time
Dr. Taft was aw”eminent physician
and -atten“ed many notables, among
them Governor O. V. Mortal of Indi-
ana. But no experience in his life
equaled the one he vccorde in his note-
book.

He WM present s\ Ford’s Theatre
that fatal night and witnessed alt of
the tragedy which enxed in the deMh
9f Lincoln.. He was one of the first
physicians to reach tbo wounded pres-
ident's side, was present at his death,
and helped to perform thet autopsy.
Dr. Taft’s personal account! of these
occurrences Is embodied in.jtjis notes,
which evidently wg-e neveji| intended
for publication.

The diary was found in a pile' of
mliBcellaneous scruus in the baling
room of the Salvation Army Industrial
Home, at No; 528 West*" Thirtieth
street.

The army home has fifteen wagons,
each having its own teirltory. These
make daily trips throughout thib city
collecting waste material of all kinds
which householders are glad to get
-rid of. The wagons discharge their
loads every evening at the warerooros
of the Industrie} Home. ;

At first only the effects of the
fiul were apparent, but the next day
symptODS that he bad had a stroke were
made manifest. From that time on he
gradually grew weaker until tbe grim
reaper came to take him Wednesday
last. Funeral will be held atthe house
at 2 p. m,,standard, today (Friday).

He is survived by a brother, Fred,
who resides in Stockton, Cal., and a
sister, Mrs.; Helen M. Moser, who lives
iq Oak Park, 11 He also leaves his
wife, Amelia, and two daughters, Mary
and Blanche', the former wife of Louis
Hillmer,'Plymouth, and tbe latter wife
of Edward H. Tighe, president of the
Enterprise FTirniture Mfg. Co., of De-
troit.

Geo. A. Starkweather was born in
Plymouth, Feb. 2C$h, 1836. Ue was the
first white child born in what is now
Plymouth township. His mother was
the first tvhite woman and settler to
reside in the township, whioh then in-
cluded what is how Noftbvllie and
Canton townships.

He attended a private school erect-

ed by his father near the present comer
of Main and Oak streets in 1836. Later
at the age of sixteen, be taught one of
the several schools that were afterward
organized into the present Union
school. He was a boy of studious
habits and at eighteen or a little before
he wentto,Add Arbor to™repare him-
self to study law. He was there but a
few weeks, however, when his fariier

Most of the legal drafting of wills,
deeds and other documents came -to
him, and he soon became tbe legal ad-
visor of bis townsfolk, god for many
years continued in that relation.

His.actions were not circumscribed
by the circle of any one professiob, as
he was, also well known In mercantile
circled, having managed a large mer-
chandise business, in Plymouth for
about thirty years. A large portion of
the original homestead has been sub’)
divided Into village lots, onjwhich have
been elected solid and permanent bus®
loess and residence houses.

He never had any great political
aspiration” although be was elected to
the State Legislature in 1854. After
serving one term he was efected to tbe
office of .supervisor and subsequently
remained at home to perform its duties
and look after his' other interests. He
held this ofi"ce four terms. In 1898 the
people made him president of the
village and a week la”. he was again
elected to his former ofiioe of super-
visor.

His connection with the banking in-
terestd of Plymouth has corvered many
years and his able direction of those
interests have won for him recognition
and esteem among the financiers of bis
State. He served as president jof the
old First National Bank for|roven
years, and of its successor, the First
National Exchange Bank, for jfour
years. While many years of hislife have
been spent io professional and mer-
cantile pursuits, farming has ever been
his means of recroation, from wbteb he
has di*wn rest from bis other labors.
Of strong individuality and- marked
obameter, be was a man of warm
frlendsblps and Impulses. He was a
charter member of Tongnish Lodge
No.32, L O. O. F~ in which be was
‘motive for many years.

There were, indeed,
a fiNr dark-skinned believers and a few
pkmeers in the church at home, who
began to dalm that the Gospel was in-
tended for .every race, and should be
en™negetieally propogated through the
th<” novel experiment of foreign mis-
sions. But the church at large laughed
at the idea.

' To-day there are 18,000 mlssionarleB

They were backed up last year by

These are but a few of the multitude
of similar cases showing how real and
how widespread Is this Men’s Mission-
ary Movement.

Second—To devise a comprahensive'
plan (in conjunction with said boar<f
secretaries) looking to the sending of
the (Tospel to the entire non-Cbristian
world during the next 25 years.

Third—To endeavor to form, through
the various boards, a centennial com-
mission of laymen, 50 or morev num-
ber. to visit as early ah possible the
missiota fields and report their findings
to the churob at home.

Mr. S. Campbell White, of Alle-
gheny, Pa., has been chosen to lead
this remarkable movement of business
men. and is now organizing a company
of. 100 leading American business men
to make a world lour of 'Christian
missions and. report progress upon
their return.

But.perhaps the most signifleant
movement of all. is that ftst now un-
der way among the men of the great
Presbj~terian church with its million
membersljjp.

A oall has been issued to Preshy-
teriatc men to meet at Omaha, Neb.,
February 19-21 next, in what promises
to. be an epoch markm% and an epoch-
makiqg convention—tl first gr«At
forelgg']i missionary conventiem for
ever e

At'ihls convention they are to defi-
nitely consider whether their tnisslon
force cannot be increased from 390 to
4000, and tbelr expenditure from a
millioirand a gmuter to s milUoh
dollars a year.
