Lansing.—StatE armories aad pay
for the enlisted m™n are the two big
features of the i*litary bill-, which
has been drafted by a commission of
Michigan National Guard officers and
passed upon by the iniHla.ry board. It
is a comijrehenaiVe measure, which
conforms the guard as nearlj- as pos-
sible to the regular® army,“and places
-it upon a solid- foundation. The.
armory provision gives the military
board authodty to erect state arm-
ories in such cities as they deem nec-
essaj-y. or to purchase armories now
in'use. For single company armories
the limit or cost is fixed at $25,000;
armories fOK from two to four com-
Paah?3, $27i.00 per company; regi-
ment armories, $30,000 per coniijany.
This would give Detroit a regimental
armory and Grand Rapids a l)attalion
armory. The state now pays $500 a
year per company for rental and in-
cidental expenses.

To pay for these armories the bill
provides for a bond Issue running not
more than 15, years, bearing four per
ceiit. interest'. mThe i”rinclpal and in-
terest are to be met and retired by a
tax ICF one-iwehtielh of a mill daring
the term of the bond issue. It Is
further provided that maintenance of
theMe armories is to devolve upon the
various counties to which will revert
all revenues in the shape of rentals,
etc. Pay for enlisted men at drills
is, a feature that has hai a marked
effect in. other states and members
of the military board are convii®d
that Michigan must do something if
the efficiency of the guard is to be
maintained. The section relating to
this provides that tor every drill up
to 40 drills a year there shall be paid
the following schedule: Privates, 20
cents; corporals, 25 cents; sergeants,
35 cents; first sergeants. 40 cent®. In
addition there is”\a system of flileS for
uncxcused absences and all applicants
for admission to the guard must first
pass a medical examination. There is
also a new schedule of pay for attend-
ing camp. At present all enlisted'
men receive 11.25 per day and 75
cents a day for rations for camp duty.
This has been' changed by reducing
the ratios money to TOcents per day
and adopting the.ioHowlIng pay sched-
ule: Privates, $1.25: corporals. $1.35:
sergeants, $1. 45 cooks. $145:  first
sergeants. $1.55.  sergeant-majors.
$1.65. No change is made In the pay
of officers. Another decided change
does away with the election of officers
entirely. Above the grade of second
lieutenant promotions arc to be made
according to seniority. The present
law gives the governor autlioritj* to
select the brigadier from officers
above the rank of captain, and this
is changed, to as to provide that he
shall smect him from among the col-
onels of the brigade. Terms of offi-
cers are to be for liife, or during good
behavior, and if the bill is passed by
the legislature there is a provision re-
quiring all officers to take a new ex-
amination at the expirat<r>n of their
present terms.

State Reformatory Inatltutlone.

The state of Michigan pays out the
comfortable sum of $229,198 anaually
for. the Btoaries of officials and em-
ployes of the prisons and reforma-
tories of the state. These Inolutte the
three prisons, Detroit house of cor-
rection. Industrial School for 'Boys
and Industrial Home for Girls. The
salary list at Jackson prison is $49-
S60; at the lonia reformatory, $36-
060; at the branch prison at: Mar-
quette. $25,680; at tfae”ate asylum
In fonia, $24,147. at the”etrolt house
of correction. $39,750; at the Indus-
trial Sebopi for Boys, $29,570; Indus-
trial Hflme for Girls, $24,131. The ag-
gregate 'increase in salaries over the
preceding year in all the institutions
was $10.9r2, and the increase in the
number of salaried officials, four. On
December 31, 1906’ there were con-
fined in-the five prITOns of the state.
Including the Detroit house of correc-
tion, 2,383 convicts, while in the two
industrial, schools there were 1.069 in-
mates. making a totol of S44" per-
sons committed to state -institutions
by the courts. This is a slight in-
crease over .the number reported for
the previous -year. The average
monthly cost clothing and feeding
a convict in the four prisons of the
state is $3.87<

It is often
the.practice of steamer pilots to make
the sailing craft give way when they
get' in their course.

mU lioiialrcs, mpre well-to-do trades-

men. more independent farmers, more
highly paid laborers and a greater dis-
tribution of the luxuries which riches
bring thian any ojlier nation has ever
enjoyed since time began.

One day last October X'ucle Sara
had gathered* Into his money stor”
house in Washington the greatest
ampunt of gold ever collected at one
place In the history of the world—
gold representing $871,893,899". This
w'as indeed a high-water inarkj We
had there In one little room more gold
than was In clfcuTatlon in Grea't Dri-
tain.

The largest fecifipt ever given, the
greatest money trust ever undertaken
In historj*. was when the present treas-
urer of the United States.

Thbe co”liest .-governmental estab*
lishment in the world is the British
navy, upon which a billion and a halt
has been expended within the last ten
years. 'Yet three individual Ameri-
cans—Rockefeller, Carnegie and Clark
—could have paid the whole bill an”
still have some pocket money left.
The 'Unite.d States is now spending
about®a hundred millions a year on its
navy, and we are new at this kind of
expenditure. Uhat w'e are not invest-
ing more than we can afford is shown
by the fact that our display-loving
vAmen spent $100,000,000 for dia-
monds purchased in foreign lands dur-
ing the last two years. Jn fact, we
are so rich that the sales of produce
and manufactured articlesi’that we are
sending abroad each year is equal to
a sum sufficient to support ail the
navies In the world. *
