SIDE LIGHTS
NEW SCHEME TO PROVIDE WORK 

FOR CONVICTS IS NOW 
CONSIDERED.

TO FIG H T  TRU ST GOODS.

Breaking Stone Not Feasible. But 
Cordage is in the Opinion of Some 
Students of the Problem.

Work for Convicts.
7t is projKised to. use vhe powers of 

ihe state cf Michigan to fight such of 
the trusts as monopolize certain lines 
of trade and charge the people of the 
slate exorbitant prices for their wares. 
Members of ihe legislature wbo have 
the scheme &i mind do not express it 
that way, however. They say it is 
necessary to provide work for the' con­
victs in the penal institutions, and 
they believe the ccnvicts should manu­
facture goods now sold in the state 
only by some trust.

In the reorganization of the prison 
system of the slate, which has been 
made necessary by the recent inter­
pretation of the constitution by the su­
preme court, some legislators favor 
abolishing the' contract system and 
manufacturing goods on the state's 
account. There Is no reason. It is de­
clared. why the prisons of the state 
should not be self-supporting, and new 
is the time lo provide for turning 
them Into manufactories. The plan of 
selling the labor, of the prisoners was 
inaugurated years ago, because peo­
ple'in those days obj^ted todhe state 
entering business,, the socialistic fea­
tures of such a scheme being mere un­
popular then than now.

Aside from the binding twine plant, 
it is suggested that a general cord- 
a$:e mairufacturlng plant might be es­
tablished. Rope isjnanufactured by a 
trust. Another inmstry proposed is 
that of making grain bags. The sacks 
are made by one of the big trusts, 
and it Is sajd that one western stat^ 
now has a-^rain bag plant, which 
turns a large sum annually into the 
state treasury and sells its product to 
the farmers at prices away belcw 
those of the trust

It is proposed to inaugurate a hunt 
for trust-manufactured goods, which 
the state may fight .by means of Us 
state prisons. In adopting this plan 
the claim Is made that the labor in­
terests of the state would not be in 
opposition.

T h e  present sitnation is said tc be 
serious. There is danger that ail work 
may be taken away from the convicts. 
Generally, there Is objection to the 
plan to use the men In the penal in­
stitutions to ^reak stone, and the mem­
bers say it is impractical in Michigan.

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Lansing.—A biil ibr the appolnt- 
meot of a special expert railroad com­
mission. the first bill under the consti­
tution of 1908, the first bill to have 
direct relation to the Instrumbnt not 
yet in existence, has* been announced. 
The legislature of 1909 Is hereby an­
ticipated. The bill Introduced by 
Representative J. 6. Knight Is pre­
sented from the Tiew that the new 
coDstitutioa will leave greater powers 
to the legisla,ture than does the pres­
ent one. There will be. it is thought, 
far less reservation and restriction of 
power by the constitution, and on tax­
ation it Is thought the legislature's 
power will be full and unrestrained, 
if Michigan follows the new constitu­
tions of Wisconsin and. New York and 
the trend of our own amendments. 
The bill provides for the appoint- 
ment of a commission of 15 members, 
five named by the govetnor- and five 
by each house of the legislature. They 
are to make a ttorough general in­
quiry, having full powers lo call wk- 
nessea and take testimony, into the 
whole subject of taxation. The New 
York commission, which has just re- 
r>orted to the present senate, is not 
model of organisation. The commis- 
sionWs to report to^the legislature 
of 1909, the first legislature under the 
new constitution. . With the data be­
fore them the legislature of 1909, 
should, the promoters of this plan 
believe, be able to devise some settle­
ment of the whole taxation problem. 
There will always and forever be 
a wrangling between railroads and 
other taxpayers aboju  ̂ taxes, until 
something is devised that will become 
apparent ,to all is-just. There is one 
scheme which is much talked of here 
suggested by thosb whb favor a spe­
cial oommissipD.. ^hi« is the separa­
tion of state and county taxes. This 
is (he so-called Wisconsin plan, by 
which the taxes from' the railroads 
support the state, and county taxes 
support the counties.'- Some would 
have saloon and other like taxes shar­
ed with the state as now, but other­
wise the county alone should assess 
and collect general taxes.

Involves Change in Taxation.
One oif the twp important bills of 

the session was introduced by Sena­
tor Ely.-; It aims to do away with the 
statute labor system and .snbstitutes 
cash road taxes therefor. It provides 
for two taxes. A cash road repair 
tax to be spread only on the |kt>perty 
outside incorporated villagee.on which 
none can vote but those who live out­
side, and which must be expended for 
repairs |on the roads ben^tUng the 
property taxed. The other is highway 
Improvement tax which is to be 
spread bn all property in the town­
ships, apd can be used for repairing 
roads or bridges anywhere In the 
township). It provides for one town­
ship highway commissioner and one 
overseer of highways, who serves as 
deputy township highway commission­
er, these officers replacing from ten 
to 50 officers in each township, who 
are known as pathmasters under the 
present law.

Year's Railroad Tax Rolls.
The state tax commission turned 

over tO; the auditor general for collec­
tion the railroad tax rolls for this 
year. The companies may pay their 
taxes at .any time. aVthough no pen­
alty will be added for nonpayment 
until after May 1, It is Understood 
that the Wisconsin ic Michigan rail­
road is'preparing to again, contest the 
payment of its taxes on the ground 
that they are exco.s3l\re. Last year this 
company claimed it was assured that 
its assessment would not be increased, 
as it actually was from $1,50P,00 to 
91.800,()09. and commenced 9ult to 
have the lax set aside. This y^ar the 
compaa^r has been ass^sed at 11.500,- 
000, and it is still di.ssa|isfied with the 
valuation and will again contest pay­
ment ai' the tax.

Haring lived in iPIymooth not more 

than one rear, it may not be deemed 
modest in me to venture a  c r iti^ m  or 
make a suggestion relative to matters 
which r  may hot fully unddrataod. 
But, being a resident and taxpayer 
with the good people of our Tillage 
and expecting to spend the balance of 
my days here, it is m yprivil^e to lndi> 
cate what, as it seems to me, is a seri­
ous lack on the part of our citizens.

PREPARATIONS THAT GIVE IDEA 

OF NOVELTY. ,

l^each Cocktail Properly Put Together 
Will Delight the Quests^Fine 

Combinhtion of Fruits—rice 
Cream and Peach Souffle.

In preparing a peach cocktail re­
member that' anything having a cher­
ry flavor win combine weU rwith the 
flavor of peaches, and either klrsch, 
maraschino or' curacoa or any cherry 
cordial may be used. Place the can­
ned peaches on ice for some jhours so 
that they may become thoroughly 
chilled. Thfe; slices, which should not 
be too thin, arc then cut into smaller 
cube shaped pieces, and tbe grain of 
the fruit Willi show; add a little sugar 
to the fruit, Isprinkling it thoroughly 
from a sieve and tossing tbe fruit 
about with ai salad fork so as not to 
bruise i t  llhe fruit should not he 
over-sweetene’d; pour overrhe sweet­
ened fruit a few spoonfuls of syrup 
from preserved marrons. or add a very 
little of the syrup from preserved gin­
ger, than add' the cordial according to 
taste; fill into tall stemmed glasses 
or into sherl^et cups that have been 
chilled and serve at once. Your guests 
will think you’re giving them the hot­
house variety In January, and be prop­
erly impressed.

Peach Combination.—Then, jthcre's a 
delicious peach combination. For this 
use bananas, oranges and peaches and 
a. few- white jgrapes. Prepare by cut­
ting the canned fruit into small bits; 
p»’e and seed the oranges and cut 
these these ibto small bits, first divid­
ing the orange Into carpels and cut- 
tipg across them; cut the bananas into 
small cubes jand remove the stones 
from tbe grapes; all the fruit should 
be thoroughly chilled by being kept jo 
ice for hoursjbefore serving time. Add 
a little sugar, sprinkled evenly over 
the fruit, anq if the flavor of bananas 
is not desiredl omit these, substituilij?: 
pineapple Cut into small, pjucef or 
shredded; a ifew preserved chestnuts 
also ent up, .and a few maraschino 
cherries may also be cut up and added.

Ice Cream and Peach Souffle.—For 
the ice cream prepare one pint of 
peach pulp, pitssing it through a fruit 
strainer; sprinkle over it the juice of 
one lemon aiui one cup of sugar; fold 
In a .pint of cream, w'hloh should be 
whipped, meaisuring It before w’hip- 
ping, then turn into a freezer and 
freeze till firm.

For the Fever|Thlrst—In nearly all 
feverish conditions wmter la now given 
freely. It must, however, be boiled or 
distilled. Never Iput ice In the water 
the patient is to' drink, but cool to a 
refreshing temperature by laying tbe 
bottles contalniifg it next to tbe Ice, 
Milk or beer bottles with the patent 
corks are convenient for cooling in tbe 
refrigerator. Mineral' waters, vlchy, 
appollnpris or selQser are generally al­
lowed if tbe patient likes them.

The Gulf Coast of Texas Is a Wprld- 
Bcaterl

Raymondville, Tex., Feb. 19.-----
This town is in the central part of 

Cameron County, Texas, which county 
>les along the Gulf Coast and is bor­
dered by the Rio Grande River on the 
south. The St. Louis, Brownsrtlle’& 
Mexico Railway traverses iho coOnty i 
from north to south. I

At Raymondville last sprjpg a field 
of com attained a height oif eight feet 
without rain or irrigation, simply from 
the moisture that was stored in the 
soil. After that it required irrigating. 
In Cameron County, Texas, the ears 
are setting on the stalks when the 
Iowa farmer is planting his crop. 
“Roasting ears” are in the market In 
that region In the early spring, as well 
as in the late fall, and at Christmas^ 
tide.

Take alfalfa, also: The Northern 
farmer who Is satisfied with three or 
four cuttings a year from his alfalfa 
field will hardly believe even the con­
servative facts about alfalfa in Camer­
on County. Texas. Here the fanner 
harvests seven or eight cuttings in the 
first year.

Sugar cane, as Is generally known, 
is grown by planting the stalks them­
selves in furrows, but this does not 
have to be done every year. In the 
Rio Grande Valley of Texas a single 
planting will last for eight or ten 
years. Another point; Rio Grande 
cane contains about thirty per cent, 
more sugar, than that of other locall- 
vles. It was this fact that won the 
gold medal at the St. Louis Exposi­
tion for cane from the Closner plan­
tation. near Hidalgo, Texas, which is 
fifty miles above Brownsville.

The Gulf Coast of Texas Is n World- 
Boater!

Raymondyille, Tex., Feb. 19, —
This town Is-in the central part of 

Campron County. Texas, which county 
>iics along the GuIf^Coast and is bor­
dered by tbe Rio Grande River on the 
south. The St. Louis, Brownsville & 
"Mexico Railway traverses tbe county 
from Do^h to south.

At Rayinondvlllc last spring a field 
of com attained a height of eight feet 
without rain or irrigation. Mmply‘from 
the moisture that was stored in the 
soil. After that it required irrigating. 
In Cameron County. Texas, the ears 
are setting on the stalks when the 
Iowa farmer Js planting his crop. 
"Roasting ears” are in the market in 
that region In the early spring, as -well 
as in tbe late fall, and at Christmas- 
tide.

Take alfalfa, also; The Northern 
farmer who Is satisfied with three or 
four cuttings a year from his alfalfa 
field.will hardly believe even the con­
servative lacts about alfalfa in Camer­
on Cpunty, Texas. Here the farmer 
harvests ^ven er eight cuttings in tbe 
first year.

Sugar cane, as Is generally known, 
is grown by planting the stalks them­
selves tn furrows, but this does not 
have to be done every year. In tbe 
Rio Grande Valley of T^xas a single 
plai^tihg will last for eight er ten 
years. Another point: Rio Grande 
cane contains about thirty per cent, 
more sugar than that of other locaii- 
;:ies. It was this fact that won the 
gold medal at tbe. St. Louis Exposi­
tion for cane from the Closner plan­
tation, near Hidalgo, Texas, which is 
fifty miles above Brownsville.

Yet the manufacture of 
needles includes some 21 different 
pcpcesses from cutting the wire and 
threading the donble needle^ by the 
eyes to separating the two needles on 
the one length of wire, heading, hard­
ening in oil. cleaning oUt the sides of 
the eye.' point-setting, and final pol­
ishing. For wrapping purple paper is 
used, since it prevents rusting. There 
are many sorts of needles, for. sur­
geons’. cooks’, glovemakers’, weavers*, 
satlmakers’, broommakers', milliners’ 
and dressmakers' use. The needle is 
the evolved product of centuries of 
invention. In its primitive form it 
was made of bone, iyory, or wood. 
Point by point Its manufacture has 
improved, until this little but not in­
significant instrument is now one of 
(he highly-finished products of twen­
tieth century machinery and skill.— 
'Zion's Herald.

MAKE r.-BBER FROM WHEAT.

Im portant D iscovery fo r th e  M anufac­
tu re rs  of E lastic M aterial.

Wheat and hogs, hitherto regarded 
by the farmer of .the Mississippi val-. 
ley simply as food products, have as­
sumed a new commercial importance, 
says the Technical World. In brief, 
wheat and, hog's spittle will produce 
i-ubber.* The importance of the dis­
covery' can scarcely be overestimated, 
coming as It does at a time when the 
World is anxiously asking from where 
Its future supplies of rubber are to 
come. In half a decade, it is said, the 
annual consumption of the elastic ma­
terial will be at least 80,000 tops. 
Even 100.000 tons is regarded by 
many as a conservative estimate.

It was by accident that Mr. Carr, 
the English inventor or discoverer of 
the substance, made the first step in 
his great discovery. He was but a 
small boy then. Passing one day 
through a field of wheat he plucked a 
few grains of cereal, and, chewing 
them, formed the glutinous compound 
so familiar to every country lad.

Many years later, recalling his early, 
experience, he began putting his the­
ory to the t e ^  His first laboratory 
was a small shed in his back yard; 
his apparatus a coffee grinder and & 
kettle of hot water. Later be was 
able to obtain the use of the best 
shops and laboratories In England.

W aterway Called Aftak  ̂ Chamylalii 
Haa Now No Daelgnatlen..

A nam e w hich Sam uel Cham plain 
app lied  to  a  oerta ln  w aterw ay  in  our 
country ahoold be revLved. Cham­
plain haa been called “ the  reaLfoond* 
er and the father of Canada." H e 
waa also  the first .who carefully ex­
plored the coasts of our New England, 
years before the colUn^ of the P il­
grim Fathers, and acu^te and con­
cise was his desca-lpUon'of the shorea 
and waters that' be followed into 
Penobscot and Boston bays, past Cape 
Cod and along the south coast to Buz- 
bards bay. Champlain was a modest 
man, but for once in his career he gave 
his own name to a geographical fea­
ture—that which marked the end of' 
his discoveries In what are now 
United States waters. He wrote:

"C&asting along to the southwest 
nearly 12 leagues, we passed near a 
river which is ver>' small and difficult 
to approach because of shallows and 
rocks at its mouth, 'I  gave it my 
name."

Seeing this waterway from the dedk 
of his vessel, Champlain misappre­
hended Ite nature. It Is not a river, 
but is a short and narrow strait, wid­
ening at two places inland and cob- 
nectlng the waters of Byzzards bay 
with Vineyard sound. The village of 
Wood's Hole stands on its northern 
shore.

To-day fthls waterway seems to have 
no name. It Is very clearly mapped 
on the government topographic sheet, 
but without a name. The leading 
gazett^r' says merely that Wood’s 
Hole is situated on a small strait. 
The fact has been forgotten that it 
was named by the great explorer who 
was the first to call attention to i t

HISTORY OF NINE DIGITS.

Arabic Numerals Used in Europe in 
'* Twelfth Century.

It has been a matter for discussion 
when Arabic numerals first displaced 
the more cumbersome Roman system 
in Europe. There are few examples 
of Arabic figures in inscriptions that 
can be ^regarded as gCnbine to be 
found in Great Britain .before the six­
teenth century, th o u ^  in Germany 
some are found which date from the 
fifteenth century; 1355 wa,s suirosed to 
be the earliest date of a manuscript 
with Arabic numerals,: but Sir James 
Picton says that ther^ Is an account 
in th'' record office of the year 1325. 
which is indorsed with that date by 
an Italian merchant.

In the Cambridge university library 
there is a Latin* version of a treatise 
on the astrolabe, dated 1276. in which 
the Arabic numerals are quite freely 
used. Blit Mr. AxoiUi writing in the 
Antiquary, mentions home still ear­
lier examoles. Pope Leo XIIT, pub-
