There has' grown up all over Che
country a demand that; pwal institu-
tions should he compelled to be self-
supporting. It haa been demonstrated
that they need not” adrain upon the
state in the way of taxes, if the prison-
ers are given employmenL Warden
Fuller® of tbhe lonia Reformatory,
states that if the proposed amendment
carries, bis institution can be made
self-supporting. There is another side
to tbe question along tbe line as to
whether there can he any reformation
of prisoners unless the state fits them
to become self-supporting citizens,

If the decision of the Snpreme Court
Is to be enforced, persons will not even
he permitted to make their own prison
clothes and shoes, and the spectacle
will be presented ef convicts being
waited upon by outside help which
will have tq be hired by the state for
that purpoaiB.

The state administration has deter-
mined to install a binder twine plant
at Jackson and other revenue produc
ing industries in ethis various prisons.

After More Than a Year of Seeming
Helpless imbecility Hamberger Be*
comes Normal.!

Puzzled the Doctors. I

Henry Hamberger has enaerged frdvih
the strange state of being in which
he .was received at the lonia asylum
for the criminal insane. Hamberger
is the DelTolt boy who slew .Charles
J, ReiildGIL a bicycle repairer, In his
llitle shop on Capjioksquare, the even-
ing of Dec. 2, 18%9' by beating him
to death wWh a piece of iron pipe.
From the moment of his arrest, on
his twentiglh birthday, it will he re-
memberetf, Hamberger became as one
dead, sitthig with his head lowered,
never spealflng—apparently insensi-
ble to everytlag. His first show of
life was iaa attempt to cut bis throat
in the.\Vayne county jail.

When the boy ‘taS received at the
asylum he realized absolutely nothing,
was undr®sed and put to- bed like
an overgrown baby; was dressed by
an attendint In the morning and seat-
ed in‘one of the wards, where he
wouldhremaln all day in the'drooping
positignmoiiced at bis trial. His head
benK forward on his breast; his arms
hanging listlessly by the side of his
chair; never so much as winking an
eye for hours  a time. Occasionally
an attendant passing.his chair would
-lay Hamberger's hanging arms in .his
lap. and thtjre they swould remain im-
movable until again moved by the at-
leiidant,' paying no attemion to any-,
one and when sjxDken to could not be
aroused. It waa necessary to feed
liim witli: a spoon and'occasionally
lift him io H* feet and walk him
around ihb ward for exercise.

After .al year or so of this puzzling
condition It was discovered that Ham-
berger was becoming exjuseious. In a
slight measure, that there was some-
thing going on about him. ,He could
move bis hands a little, and'struggled
to change bis ]>osltion. Then almost
Impercejltibly, from day to day hI8
condition improved. Very slowly his
faculties were aroused, and -like a babe<
he began to take notice of Mhings,
was interested In what others were
doing; jbined his companions in play-
ing checkers and /other amusements,]
and as 'he became able assisted in
sweeping and cleaning the ward in
which hg was confined. B<5oks were
given him as gradually his field be-
came larger, and he appeared to em®
joy and dind«rstand_ what he read.

The paper begins with the popular
movement toward fhe education of
women in 1650 lo 1860, stimulated by
Grand Duchess Helena Pavlovna
and Baroness Raden. In 1857 the
first woman's gyranase was founded
at Kostroma. Before this, there were
schools called institutes—schools still
existing of a higher order, where the
daughtw~f families of a certain por-
tion are educated for a very small

sum. the highest price being 400
rubies, or 200 .American dollars, a
year, Including board.

TTie oldest and most aristocratic of
these InstltntlonR in St. Petersburg
was founded by Catherine the Great.
‘I'hus an extremely thorongh educa-
tion has been given vast numbers of
Russian women of the upper classes
for more than a centjtry.

In followed the opening of
the first fr*0 school for women by
an enginerr. Koscinsky. and in 1859
what were caltert Sunday schools for-
girls of the poorer classes who had
no other leisure, were founded by
e, Schpiegelak.v-

Very soon followed* the opening of
public schords in ccirtain villages, for
tbe.coeducation of peasant boys and
girts after the liberation of the serfs.
The perceoiage of girls sent to these
schools was 1 to SOO At present there
are more~than 1,057,430 girls in these
pnbUc schools, in St. Petershurg
alone there are e4dght high schools for
girls.

It is at the joints that umbrellas
break first, and it is scarcely surpris-
ing. for they are never oiled, and yet
are expected .to work smoothly and
respond easily to the most sudden act
of opening.

Most people after using an umbrel-
la on a wet day. even if they do care-
fully dry it, regard any further proc-
ess as needless; but there are other'
means of lengthening their term of
usefulness.

To preserve an umbrella and obtain
the best possible use out of It. the
Joints should be carefully oiled ‘with
paraffin or kerosene oil, to clean off
any possible rust. Just as in the case
of a bicycle, and then be "tagqched"
with Mubricating oil to make them
work easily. Thus cared for, the
framework will last in excellent order
with ordinary use almost Indefinitely.

Cherries in Jelly.

To make the cherries in Jelly, drain
the syrup from a can of red cherries,
heat and pour over two tablespoon-
fills of gelatine that has been, dissolv-
ed in a little cold water, allowing a
pint and a half of liquid to two table-
spoonfnls gelatine.  Strain the mix-
ture into a ring mould and set aside
to harden. Do this the day before
you wish to serve it. When ready to
put on table, turn out on a low glass
dish. All the center with cherries
from, which the pits have lieen"te-
moved, sweeten slightly if necessary
and rover lightly with mounds eof
whlpjied cream. If preferred, you
may use some of the quickly prepared
jellies now In the market, selecting
the cherry flavor. Follow directions
on the package. Imt as the jelly be-

gins to ‘set,' drop 1l Maraschino or
preserved cherries. Serve with whip-
ped cream. '

To Take Out Tea Stains.

If a tablecloth has been stained by
tea or coffee it should be removed as
soon as possible and the stained por-.
tion placed to soak In lukewarm
Water. It should then be wrung out.
add the cloth laicLflat on a deal table
or other unpolish” surface, the stains
being gone over with a piece of sponge
dipped In glycerine. If flnall.v washed
in a cold, soapy lather, the damped
pert may be dried and the cloth used

more before sending It to the
lauttdr>". the want of gloss Id the
waghed portion being hardly notlce-
abl” . .

A m BHght Tinware.'

I"-new tinw'are be rubbed over with
fresh lard and- thoroughly heated In
the oven before It fti used. It will never
rust afterwards, do matter howimuch
it Is put in water. For stained tin-
ware borax produce” the best results.
If a teapot or coifde pot Is discolored
@D the Inside, bofl It in a strong solu-
tion of borax for a short time,'and all
its brightness will return.

Conversation around
the corner of a large bunch of flowers
Is stilted and uncomfortable. Where
the party is large It does not make so
much difference, because there are
other people to talk to besides those
directly opposite.

White lilacs are perhaps the most
delicately beautiful flowers of the ad-
vance se”on for table decorations.
They areMveii>* graceful mwhen massed
in a large bow! or in a tall vase, and
they light very well Indeed, being
most effective as a background for
handsome silver and cut glass. Their
odor, while fragrant, is so subtle that
?t adds to. rather than detracts from
their enjoyment in a close room.

Light, Cheerful Roome, with Plenty of
Sun, e Rctquieite—The Proper
Fuiiiiehingt — Utilizing  Left-
Overe.from Dinner.

~ There are some points which are es-
sential in the nursery. It should be
light and cheerful, with plenty of
pun.' and well ventilai;ed.
should be a-hardwood one. and if
that is’ loo expensive, have the floor
painted. Rugs are better than car-
pet. because they can be taken up
often and thoroughly cleaned.

Up-to-date nursery furnishings and
decorations are made in various
scy’les, and always with a view to the
pleasure of the children. Miniature
furniture in mission and bent-wood
is most attractive. Whe're thjp nursery
Is Just one large room, it may be
furnished with a dining-table, desk,
book-shelves, beds and burea.u, all of
Just the right height. Each child may
have his or her own chair. Rugs can
be had with appropriate designs, and
window draperies with piotorial fig-
ures. Wall papers are made with
Mother Goose and Dutch s<”nes. and
th~ friezes with pictures* of “Littfe
Bo-Peep."” "Jack and Jill," “Baby Bunt-
ing.” etc., are most fascinating. These
numerous illustrations made the room
particularly attractive.

Cut four
whole canned tomatoes in slices, lay-
ing them on ‘slices of toasted whole
wheat bread; t*eh"sprinkle with salt,
pepper; dry mustard, and a few drops
of Worcestershire sauce, covering
thickly with grated American cheese.
Arrange the toast in a shallow baking-
pan and place in a hot oven long
enough to melt the cheese. Serve Im-
mediately with a poached egg on top
of each slice, and garnish with crisp
cress.

It is almost Impossible to serve a
second portion of Welsh rabbit on ac-
count of its becoming tough as soon
as it cools. To prevent this, stir a
beaten egg into what remains, cover
It closely, and reheat over a small
flame, using the hot-water pan. If stir-
red up and cooked a moment. 11 will
be found quite as good as when first
made.

Right Way to Boil Milk. m

Many mothers are very careless in
the matter of boiling milk before they
give it to children. One of the sim-
plest methods of boiling It Is to pour
the milk in an enameled saucepan,
placing this in an iron saucepan of
cold water. This water should then
be brought to the boil." Without-re-
moving the lid of the saucepan con-
taining the milk the water should be
kept at boiling jMdnt for four minutes,
and then removetl at once, cooling be-
ing accomplished as rapidly as possi-
ble by standing the milk saucepan In
several successive changes of cold
water, the cover being, however kept
closed‘until the milk Is cold. The
milk should always be aerstted be-
fore It is given to the child, by stir-
ring It rapidly with a s[>ooii for a few
moments.

For the Children.

A prominent physician claims that

Her way is to
mix with the sour milk the flour, salt
and sugar, and (hen to add soda dis-
solved :in a little hot water. By this
means the entire -mass rises. The
last thing before (he batter is turned
into tI* pans a beaten egg is folded
in.

Thisfjs her recipe: Two cupfuls of
flour. 6ne cupful of sour milk, a half
teaspoonful of soda, one teas|>oonful
of sugar, a half .teaspoonful of salt
and one egg.

Sewing Hints Conaidered Valuable by
Woman’s Life.
