If this bill is 
agPeed to it will have the effect of 
putting private 'bulks out of business 
and obviate the 'necessity  bf ̂ legisla­
tion  to compel private  banks te come 
under state supervision.

o f snow throusdtout the state.

“Now when this large amount of 
lanow falls, and keeps on falling, the 
proUem of how to handle It ou the 
levm <m (the prairie land U difficult 
enough. R u t when it falla into one 
o f these cuts of which I spoke, then 
i t  becomes a  terrific obstacle to rail­
road management.

“Take ihe line that has got into the 
public dispatches, New Rockford. This 
Is. on»a bi'ancU about IDO miles long 
that runs from Jamestown to Leeds. 
I t has only one train  each way a  day.

“The line is a  north, and south one, 
the worst direction, obviously, for 
snow blockading. I t has several cuts 
and is in a valley where dbow falls 
heayily uod stays.

“No wonder the Northern Pacific 
railroad has been unable , to get any 
trains through, and we a re  compelled 
to believe President £ n ib t *wban he 
dedaree that he has gone Ms bast to 
penetrate that awful adamantine 
mountain of snow.

“Ten'years ago there  was a  branch 
line iQ {forth Dakota so situated that 
Hm  Northern Faelfie dM .not t iy  fo 
open op all winter stmply hecaaae ft 
was praicUcal^ impoaslbla tw- dio so. 
W hen blizzard. succeeds Wfzzard and 
snowstorm succeeds snowstorm, no 
amount o f  w ow  plowing can do any­
thing. Towns along this line were fed 
by wagons from the mafo Une. No 
one sufiered.

“Then talvc the Hannah llne^ an­
other about which the interstate" com­
merce commission has been exer­
cised. If you will take' up a  railroad 
map of North Dakota yoii will see a 
curious arrangem ent of seven branch 
lines, extending ntMth from the main 
line of the Great Northern te 't i ia  In­
ternational boundary.

“These lines run one o r two trains 
up and back each day. The Hanpah 
branch begins a t Larioiore, 25 miles 
west of Grand Forks, and runs 125

When a genuine storm occurs and 
snow tefis tor 24 hours o r 3^ boars at 
a  streteh, as it did ten years ago th is 
winter, the possibOttiea of a  soaw 
blockade i r e  immense.

Squash pies seem more common per­
haps than pumpkin because squash 
cooks quicker. To have delicious 
pumpkin it should be cooked a  Jong 
time, and it Is far superior- to squash 
for plea  The pumpkin should be care­
fully selected, of medium size, and 
very solid. Pumpkin baked in the 
shell the same way as Hubbard 
squash is drier and richer than when 
It is stewed.

For plea, pare and cut a  medium: 
sized pumpkin in small pieces, and 
put in a  kettle with a  pint of water. 
Boil slowly for an h ou r o r  until tbe 
water Is fully evaporated. S tir occa- 
rionally to prevent burning,'' Drain and 
put th ro t i^  a  colander. To each pint 
of pumpkin add a  pint ofaallk , three 
beaten eggs, five heaping tablespoon­
fuls of sugar, a  teaspoonful of ginger, 
two teaspoonfuls of cinnamon, and a 
pinch (rf salt. Or to each cupful of 
prepared pumpkin add a  very little 
nutmeg, cinnamon, clove and salt, one- 
half teaspoonful of ginger with a  half 
cupfnl of sugar, one beaten egg. and 
about three cupfels of rich milk. 
Pdmpkin pies should always be deep., 
ones. •
