John Butcher, aged 40. .serving a
life sentence in Jackson prison for
the murder Bn November 14; 1832. ~
‘Rim. Lampman. an aged miser who
lived near Grand l-edge, and to whigh
Clime Butcher confessed, has made a
new “statehient. in whicb'he says that
the murdc;r was committed by Silks
Compton, who .was a blacksmith *
E&gle, near the scene of the murder,
and who disappeared soon after the
tragedy. Butcher feays he has been
silent- during these 14 years because
he feared that the stoiy which he now
tells would involve his two brothers,
Morris, now dead, and. Frank, uow ijle-
lieved to reside in Detroit. He saj's
(hat Compton Kkilled the old man whpe
he. stood watch outside.

Compton was arresled in .\theas.'
Pa., Friday and refuses to return to
Michigan without extradition papers.
Prosecuting Attorney I-eters and Of-
ficer Toaz, of Eaion comity. Michigan,
are in Athens to see the governor rel-
ative to sec.urlng~exlradition papers.
Silas Compton came, to Athens, a few
days after the' murder of I"ampman
and has given tbe Impressiou of be-
ing n hunted man. He knew he was
under surveillance and it seemed to
prey upon bis mind.

For the past ten years Compton has
conducted a blacksmith shop in 'a
small: hamlet ten miles from Athens,
wber® he was respected by all wko
knew him. He dame to town frequent:
ly, generally supplied with $50 to $100.
to visit the saloons. When he-became
intoxicated, he would talk about the
Michigan murder. He has re?]eatedly

~ot guilty of the murder.

Old Mbd Fort With H«p« of iSdlall
Stdnet for Use-of. DefonderAT

Cbla-yu-Kuan has for centuriea been
thc spot where merchaatB, as well as
embassies from the West, have] been
forced to await the pernilssion of the
mighty emperot® of Cathay before en-
tering China. As such, and from its
remote situation—remote, that Is, so

far as Europeans are concerned*—thiss fair will ircelve 45.000 a

frontier postbe long enjoyed*” halo
of romance in Chinese eyes, la real-
ity It is a mud brick fort, far inferior
to such places as are to be seen at
Lahore and other Indian cantonipenta
long ago given up, except as mere
quarters. *

The walls at Chia-yn-Kuan enclose
an area some 120 to ISO yards sgjpare.
On the north ~d south- sides ptese
are doable the outer, bjelng 20; feet
high and four to six feet thick. East
and west there are doulble gates of
solid aspect, and the inner wail is 35
to 40 feet high all around. From out-
side the fort has. to the Oriental eye,
an Imposing appearance, which the In-
side does its best to atone for. Here
Is to be seen a collection of dirty
mud hovels, with one official residence
of the poorest kind. Along the wall
ruvts a narrow parapet, some four
feet from the summit, but. owing to
its height, unapproachable from below,
except in two or three places.

Death Rate Is Large.

The total nlimber of deaths ~-ciiori-
ed to the depanmfini of state for Feb-
riar>* was «.5l!l. correspondiug’ to an
annual death rale of 17" per 1dOO
estimated i>opulation.  This nuinl>er
exceeds that' fo* the month of Jan-
uary bv 196. and' also excoqds the
number returned for February, 1906,
by 775 This number is. in fact,
the greatest number of deaths retifrn-
ed for any February since the regis-
tration law went into effect, with the.
exception of February, 1899, In which
month 3,778 deaths were j-erurned.
Considerable increase is shown in the
number of deatha returned from tu-
berculosis, typhoid fever, scarlet fever,
measles, whooidng cough, pneumonia,
meningitis and influenza over January,
the greatest iuci-»jase being in deaths
from tuberculosis, pneumonia and in-
fipenza. which are distinctly "winter
diseases. There were ".651 birth cer-
tificates returned for the month of
February, corresponding to an annual
birth rate of 17.9 per 1.0(p esiiniated
population. This Is a slight decrease
from the month of .Tanuary. 5767 be-
ing returned for that month.

Want State Fire Warden.

« Representatives of 23 pHiniers" Mu-
tual Fire Insurance compaujefi were in
attendance on the meeting of the state
association. The association nientbcrs
seem to favor the .creation gf tho of-
fice of state fire warden, -wbose duty
will be to examine Into the‘cause of
all suspicious firps. and make Ofm
plaints against any one who may have
been responsible for causing such
fires.

the convict’s place. Like the poor, the
lawleae are always with us. borne are
instinctive criminals through moral
perversion and therefore are hardly
responsible foritbeir condition. The
*B ~rity are accidental oriminals, who
under pressure of -great tempta”on or
provocetiooi. have for the moment
Athrown discretion and morality to the
winds, and who are afterward filled
with shame and repeftance, while the
boro criminal, during his periods of
cKscipline, merely keeps hot his inher-
ebt animosity toward societyf and
society's laws.

The quisstion is: Shall society live
up to its Christian pretensions by do-
ipig,Its plain duty toward the reforma-
tion of the erring; to inculcate right
principles, show him the way to make
an honest living; inspire him with in-
terest in his own aptitude for some
particular craft, and when he is set
at liberty give him a fair chance to
begin life as'a man? Or shall it cage
him like a wild beast, deny him any
emploTment which will enlist bts in-
teareet or exercise his mental and pbysi-
cal tacnities, and thus degrade him to
alevel belowtbe-wild beast.

The verdict of the people next Mon-
Ay will establish the attitude of so-
ciety toward the criminal perhaps for
many years to come.

It is Argued in opposition to the
teaching of trades in prison that this
will bring the criminal into competi-
tion with honest labor. The prison
population of Michigan numbers 1700.
Thbe product of that number of artisans
in various trades if offered at prices
below competition might have some
effect upon the prodncU of free
labor, but such preducts are no longer
offered at unfair prices. There are
several hundred thousand men engag-
ed in free Laborin the state, and the
relative volume of their product and
that of the 1,800 makes the economic

ridiculous. There is no menace to
freie labor in the teaching of trades in
the prisons, because the criminal-class
is a puny minority. The economy of
niaking the prisons self-susUining In-
stltutioos is of sm”l account when
compared with the evil that may be
done by confining several men in idle-
ness, or condemning a portion of them
to the status of stone breaking ma-
chines. Itis time for society.to lay
aside its extreme selfishness and to
oonalder the interests the interests of
risoners as their fellow creatures.
he crimlual should be free to fit him-
self for any boneit trade or profession

from carrying the hod to preaching the
gospel, if be will qualify for the work.

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MRS. RORER’S HINTS

PROPER COOKING OF MUFFINS
AND BISCUITS. \

DifTerence Made by Use of Baking
Powder and Yeast—Fig Bread an
Appetizing Dainty Well
Worth Trying.

For muffins and biscuiTs Mrs. Rorcr
gives the following recipes;

There is a decided difference be-
tween the flavor and texture of muffins
made from baking powder and one
made from yeast. The yeast muffin la
more palatabJe, but 1 am inclined to
think -that the baking powder muffin
is more easily digested. There are
80 many things to be taken Into con-
aideration >with. both, that one feels
like saying that neither are whple-
some, but both are .palatable. Corn
brrads are always wholesome, as Is
true of whole wheat or other coarse
flour. Corn breads are better made
with a goodly quuitity of eggs and
very little baking powder.”

Rice Com Bread—Seperate two
eggs, add to the yolks a cup of milk,
a cup of boiled rice, a teaspoonful of
‘A1, a cup of corn meal, one cup of
flour and ts*o teaspoonfuls of baking
powder. Now fold in the whites of
the ~gs, bake in a shallow greased
pan one-half hour.

Biscuits—Sift one quart of flour
with tw'o teaspoonfuls of baking pow-
der and a teaspoonful of salt; rub in
a lablespoonful of shortening; all suf-
ficient ~ilk to make a soft dough;
roll out and cut Bake in a quick
ovibn 20 minutes..

Fig Bread—Prepare the flour pre-
cisely the same as. for biscuits. Beat
an egg v.'ithout separating; add to it
one and a quarter cups of milk, add
this to the flour, roll out and cot into
large rounds. Put a tablcspoonful of
chopped figs on one-half roil over the
otlter half; i“ush with egg and XBflk;
bake in a quick oven 20 minutes.
These are nice served same ;as short-
cake wirh either milk or ci®m.

Knglish njuffins—Scald a pint of
milk, add two ounces of Imttor; when
lukewarm add a yeast cake and a
level teaspoonful of salt; add two and

halt cups of flour and beat thor-
oughly; stand in a warm place two
hours, and tney are ready to bake.
These should be baked in muffin rings
on a griddle orver a slow fine

Light Muffins
Deprecd upon the way in which the
ingredients are put together as well
as on the recipe itself. A housekeep-

-er who is known for her fluffy break-

fast muffins, which are always as
light; as the proverbial feather, uses
some milk in making them, but de®
cries the old time way of using It
According to traditional processes the
soda is mixed with s.our milk before
the flour is adde<). This method, ar-
gues the housewife in question, al-
lows the effervescence to be over be-
fore. the flour goes in. Her way Is to
mix with.'nour milk the flour, salt and
sugar, aad.then add soda dissolved in
a little Ifot water. By this means the*
pluiro rises. The last thing
fore tliy.batter Is turned into the
pans a beaten egg is folded in.

TiUs is.her recipe: Two cupfuls of
flour, one cupful of sour milk, a half
teaspoonful of soda, one teaspoonful
of sugar, a half teaspoonful of salt,
and one egg.

Per Callous Spots.

To remove a callous spot on the
sole, of the foot first soak it well in
hot water to sotten. ‘then with
sharp knife cut off as much of the
thick skin as may be removed with-
out hurting, but great care should be
taken not to touch:the soft skin. After
the cutting spread the place with a
paste .made of one-half dram of bo-
raric acid, ten grains of beat-naptbol
and one-half ounce of lanllin. Bind on
witli a thill piece of cotton muslin.
Keep this softening grease on the cal-
lous places day and night, for it will

eventually cause tbe bard spots to
soften entirely.
Sweet Potato Pone.

One cup sugar, two eggs, one cup
sweet milk, one Baltspoon of cinna-
mon. half the quantity of nutmeg, one
R?nerous tablespoon of butter, one
pint of grated sweet potato, one salt-;

Orange Jelly.

Pnt
the ~latin in eoak In two tablespoobs
of cold water. Cut the oranges:and
press out tbe juice. Put into a meas-,
nre holding a pint and fill np with
bpilihg water, tten add sqgar and gel-
atin and when ijUssolved place where
it will boil quickly. Putin the peels
and let it boil five minutes; strain iaio
mold's, let It stand tor ten or 12 ttonra
Nice with whipped creanl.
