OF WOMEN VOTING.

-.British Writer' Tells of Conditions in
New Zealand.

“"New Zealand was the first Biitish
colony to adopt women’s suffrage—
as far back as 1S93.” says a writer in
the. London Chronicle. "The New
Zealand weman was given itnivcrsal
adult suffrage. Though she bad not
sought ir, sho immcdlatetly used it.
Out of 140000 women 109,000 bad
mplaced themselves on the -register in
a fewjnonths, and 90,000 voted In the
general election of November, 1S98.
They voted peacefully and in order
during ther day while tbe men were
at work, and left the booths to the
men in tbe evening. They have voted
with similar regularity’ and orderli-
ness ever since. How do the women
use their powers? Very calmly, by
all accounts. Roughly, women make
ivery much the same use of the fran-
echise as do men. The result has not
produced either a new heaven or a
new hell. Men have not vheen de-
prived of their rights. There has
been no disorder or unseemly behav-
ior—no strange revolution In dress or
manitors.  Enfranchisement has led
oeitber to divided households nor di-

vided skirts.  Fanaiiles, as a mat-
ici- of fact, generally vote on the
yj.mc side. But on the other band,

there Is a general agreement that fam-
ily life has become brighter, that hus-
bands and wives have mor* subjects
in comme” to talk abouti”and that
women are really sdtting themselves
to study and watch public affairs.
The effects, in fact, have been rath-
er sociarthau political. -Women seem
to be treated with more real respect
and not merely at election times.
There has arisen between [tbe sexes
that ~nse of equality which is per-
haps tbe only permanent and enduring
social basis. Speaking generally, they
have simply become citizens, whose
part in public affairs is not sharply
distinguished from that of men. New
Zealand women have simply stepped
into oquality. And 14 years of polit-
ical Iffe have tih&wp them equal to
that equality. Working side * side
with man, woman still koeps her

He
gave it as his judgment [>hat vitritied
brick was the best and cheapest prac-
tical pavement to, be had and that
with the street car track el&unated it
would last for twenty years or more.
Wiyi the street car track ih, the pave-
ment over the ties would not stand
longer than five dr six years. * H6 at-
.tributed this difference to the- fact
thab the concrete -bottom under the
track between, the ties and brick
would be thin aoh the constant jarring
of the cars would loosen it and the
brick would soon turn on end.

Mr. Higgs estimated the length of
Main street from the railroad track to
the hotel corner as about 2300 feet,

Agiving' a property frontage on both
«ides of about 4500 feet. A pavement
feet wide with cement curbing,
which be recommended as the best,
would cost about $17j000, including
the street car track, which under Its.
franchise must pave at its own ex-
pense. Taking this expense out, the
cost tO' the people would be about
914,000, or in round numbers not more
than 915,000 at the outside. This was
his estimate. Mr. McLaren wanted to
know what Me, Riggs’ opinion was of
a macadam pavement. The gentle-
man recommended it highly mwhere it
could be used without a street car
track, . but thought holes avid ruts
would isooD appear aipogsixle the'rails.
He thought it would cost about «4(X)0
less than brick paving. He also said
it would be practically noiselel£, aeon-
SideratioD when compared with brick.
On questioning, Mr. Higgs stated the
‘cost of maiotafniog a brick pavement
on Main street should not cost over
9200 per yeai*. He also stated that
with tbe car traek out the pavement
could be narrowed down to 24 feet at
Aboat the same” price—915,000—that it
would make a much better appearing
street, allowing more space between
sidewalk and curb.

President Bennett stated that it had
been talked that the property owners
sboold be assessed ooe-thlrd the cost
of paving tbe street and the balance
Co be assessed againt the village at
large, and he wanted to known what
others thought about it. Ho ot’e said
anything except Mr. McLaren who
thought the -property owners should
stand at least a half and be b”ieved
If tbe proposition was put op to the
takpayers.at one-third, it would never
carry. Ona”ne-third basis the prop-
erty owners would pay about 91.00 per
running fAnkfoot for a brick* pave-
ment. Postmaster Hall said be would
be very to pay this amount fora
.good pavement. Darid Allen said be
thought sometlHug should be done
with the street, but was undecided
which'would be beat. Mr.Riggs stated

Interoeting Readlag Just NowW

W« have juit received the first bi-
eouial report of thk State Highway
Qommiaaioner, H<./ratio*Sar|. of Detroit
In looking over this repiort ere came
upon the following paragraphs regard-
log sthe building of macadamized
streets in the village of Shelby,tOceanai
tounty. Notice the costaud manner
of building' and coat of repairs and
compare it with a proposed brick pave
metit. Also note the statement t/ at
abuUfffg property paid the tax. Hatd-
beads Ore plenty around here. Let the
council make a full investigation ot
the question at —paving Main
street and then™ go ahead. Here's the
report:

The village of .Shelby, Oceana coun
ty, undoubtedly has tbe best streets,
considering JtSjj~ize, of any village in
the state. They are built of crushed
cobbles. That the people of Shelby
and the'surroandiog country believe
their macadam streets are worth -all
Mliey cost is evidenced by the fact that
they are keeping steadily at the work
of improvement, over one-half Che.
Streets now being macadamized.

In 1902 the viRage eouncil decided to
macadamize their main street. Bids
were advertised for and rejectod, and
tbe work was put In charge of the
street commissioner, Mr. B. Willetts.
J'oui thousand and mfourteen yards
were built that year,and the amount
saved by building by day labor instead
of by Contract—that ,is by .accepting,
the bids offered—w ~ gufficient' to pur
chase the crusher, the roller and other
outfit, besides saving 9200 in cash. The
average total cost was 35cents per
square yard, which amounts has not
been exceeded,, any year since. The
width of payments run froo”sixteen to
sixty feet andtthe total amount in
length, if made nine feet wide; would
make considerably more than six miles
Some of the stilts liave been in use
now over four years| wltbout a cent’s
worth of repairs. . j

The iibutting propeny. pays the “av-
irig tax and special improvemont boqds
are issued for four payments, pthiph,
with the one. paid when the paving is
completed, makes five payments.

Khich frequently acts as a blotting pa-
per and holds quantities of water in it.

The use of wallptper on walls Is to
be deplored; It means disease, ill
h~th ahd unhappiness. It ia fre-
quently the cause of lung trouble, -not
only because of Its dampness but also
because of its power to retain infec-
tion of many kinds.

The desired method of treating a
bedrocun wall Is to tint it for tbe ala-
basUned grail is a perfect wall. U
never flakes off, chips or peels. It ab-
sorbs moisture and expels it( It opens
the pores of the plaster and' makes a-
room livable and breathable.

The floor in the bedroom should
have light, cleanable, dainty rugs that
can be easily shaken and a floor that
is thoroughly oiled or varnished, that
will not absorb moisture. The cracks i

in the floor should be thoroughly filled |

and covered. Woodwork In the bed- j
room should be attended to carefully, i
window sills should be thoroughly var- !
nished or wased. and the window* cas-
ings kept in pcrtect order. The doors
should be "wiped off frequently as also
fthould be all tbe standing w'oodwork
in the bedroom, as the presence of
dust on woodwork is a menace to
health as well, as an ertdence of poor
bousekeeplog.

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QUEER DIET OF

Relish Crabs, Although Ncthiali/
Race of Fruit Eateri.

"What made the crab-eating raccoon

first take to his queer diet? The
question is'suggest® by a [specimen
of this strange aniipa] at k London
menagerie and which is happy' to
oblige any generous visitor ~ith an il-
lustratioi® of the quickest w”y to. kill,
unshell add swallow a Crustacean
without artificial a”slstancp of any
kind. Doiibtless the' peculiarity origi-
nated in the shore-frequentling habits
of the species, and,>being k delicate
feeder, the succulence of ihe crab,
once cracked, was an obvlolbs induce-
ment to -renew his;acquaintance on
every possible occasion.

Originally probably a fruit eater,
the raccoon €s in<)uisltive and dainty,
both strong incentives to e“iperiments
in diets. 'When an jindividual sees h
small object- he does not h>iderstand
his actions, fall under three headings.
He first puts the article to jclose: scru-
tiny. both with his eyes aqd that su-
percilious, upturned nose of his. Then
he-takes It away and washes it—a
characteristic action of thie water-lov-
ing animal—and finally puts It to the
grand test of eatahleness; or other-
wise: If it appears unpalatable he
gives It to his wife. '

In. this *way it. Is easy to imagine
how the creek-loving coonj wearying
of too much fruit, made hU first crab
supper, and though he has bever been
able to add a squeeze ofi lemon or
brown bread and butter to the repast
has become a confirmed lovjer of Crus-
tacea ever since. All creatures make
experiments until they become a fixed
habit and their -wtole st~cture ¢ is
modified In acfcordance.

Vast Debt Owed by Cities.

t: ' muflicipal debts of the country
ar" e«'proximately  $1,600,000,000—a
si: .:ur.or than is owed [by the fed-
eral government and all the state gov-
ernmentr. Of the total it is worth
while to note New York contributes,
when all sinking fund deductions are
made, about one-fourth.

The increasing habit of American
cities to mortgage the future Is one of
the marked governmental tendencies

of the times. Although a marked im-
provement has taken place in the
quantity of municipal governments,

whatever the other good faults, there
Is seemingly no disposltilon to lessen
the public burden. The theory seem-
ingly is that municipal resources are
practically unlimited. FDr a public
servant to have prejuitice against
debt creation is considered proof that
he 16 an old fogy.

The greater part of city debts, .rejh
resent money put into baildings,
streets® parks, etc., and ijfo small -part
to meet administrative ideficits. In
view of the size of these debts and
the little the. public has iieceli® from
their creation, there cannot -be kept
back a feeling of gratitude that the
prudence of the last generation put
into state constitutions Clauses limit-
ing debt’creation. Except for these
clauses there is reason to fear, with
extravagance and recklessness in the
air as it is now, municipal indebted-
ness would ‘increase much more than
$100,000,000 a year.—Exchange.

Properties of Gold. ~

Pure gold Is unaffected by the at-
mosphere either at ordicry tempera-
tlures or when the metal Is heated. It
is glso proof againstjhe action of com-
mdh acids when used singly.

Moreover, it confers fts properties
moreor'less ui>on copper and silver
when these metals are ai“oy” with it.
Thus,, for example. 12-kgrat gold will
withstand the action of nitric acid and
the atmosphere at ordli]jary tempera-
tu”, but some of the copper will be
oxidized during annealing. Nine parts
of gold may be alloyed vflth ten parts
of platinum in an ordljiary crucible
and fire, but such an all<]y will not be,
uniform; a larger ,proportion of plati-'
num will free itseif front thb gold on
solidification and a hennekeneous alloy
of toe two metals cannof be lobtaiaed.
