\ Xord Cromer, Great Britain's plenipotentiary 
on the Nile. the. great man jin Egypt, who In 2C 
years raised tbe land of^hei Nile from a  state  of 
beggary to a condition of prosperity, has resigned 
his post on account o t ill health.

It had been known for, some time that the 
liealth of Lord Cromer was ajffected. but there wa^ 
no idea when he issued-bis Sroluminous report oo 
the progress of the government recently that hlf 
retirem ent was Impisnding. j 

Lord Cromer has been the reat ruler of Egypt 
since 18S3. the khedive being mere plaster in his 
tmnds. He built the great dams in the Nile, 
which have added millions oif acres of fertile land 
th the. a a c ie ^  country of the Pharaohs. Egypi 
Was sunk in the deepest debt in the 80s, but^now 
her coffers are overflowing.

He was born in 1843 and saw much public service after he entered th€ 
.-oval artillery in 1858. Fopr years be acted as secretary of Lord North 
brook, while the latter was ^iceroy of India. In  1877 he V as appointed a com 
misstoner of tbe Egyptian public debt. In 1879, when the Khedive Ismail 
was desposed, he represented England and France as tnie of the controllers 
general. In 1880 Xord Comer's services in Egypt received public recognition 
in his appointment to the office of finance minister on ithe viceroyal council 
of India. In  1883 he succeeded Sir Edward Malet as {British agent, consul 
gene-ral. and minister plenipotentiary. Lord Cromer is a man of quick de­
cision and gi'eat determination. In .Egypt be ruled wijth an iron h ^ d  and 
was an uncomprohiislng servant of British supremacy. :

The 
lasting effects of farm manure on sOlI 
was proven at an experiment station 
in England. Manure was applied to a 
piece of land once each year for 20 
years, then it was discontinued. Over 
20 years aClcr the last application, 
larger crops of barley were secured 
from this land than fi-om land that 
had never been manured.

The reason many farmers do not 
get* the full benefit of manure Is that 
they allow it to, remain in piles about 
the barn until it deteriorates, or they 
fail to apply it evenl,'-' to the* soil. 
•Manure shoultl always be put on the 
soil bel'orc, ii deconjiiosei-. for as ll 
decays li acts , ujwm the minerai 
pariicles of the .sol! a.nd changes 
litem into valuable plant food. An­
alysis of soil by -c.vports sliows that 
it often contains large quantities of 
phosphorus. i»oi.assiunt sad other e l^  
monts in Inaciivo forms. When fresh ) 
manure Is thoroughly mixctl wUh this 
soil it prodiire.s such a -fliange in the 
mineral olementa that ilier at once be- 
corfte available for plant life.
