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A letter written to a  Canadian Gor- 
emnfent agent from Tipton. Indiana, 
la but one of many similar that arq In 
the hands of the Canadian govemment 
agents whose privilege it is to offer 
one hundred and sixty acres of land 
free, and low railway fatea But here 
is a copY of the letter:

"'Yipton. Ind., Kov. 28, 190€. 
At'your earnest solicitation a party 

of us from Tipton left May JS for 
Western Caqada. Our interviews with 
yon and a careful study of your liter- 
atnre led us to expect great things of 
yonr countrA when we should arrive 
there, and we were not disappointed. 
We went prepared to make a careful 
examination of the country and its re- 
sou sees. and we did so. At early dawn 
the second morning out of Tiptoe- we 
awoke in a new world. As far ae the 
eye eould reach was an apparently 
limitless expanse of new sown wheat 
and prairie grasses. The vivid green 
of the wheat Just beginning to stool 
out, and the Inky blackness qf the 
soil contrasted in a way beautiful to 
see. An hour or two later we steamed 
Into Wiunipeg. Here we found a num­
ber of surprises. A hundred thonsand 
souls well housed, with every con­
venience that goes to make a modem 
np-to-date city—banks, hotels, news* 
papers, stores, electric light. streeC 
railirays, sewerage, waterworks, as­
phalt pavements, everything. With 
eyes and ears open we traveled for 
two thousand miles through Manitoba  ̂
Saskatchewan and Alberta, going out 
over the Canadian Pacific railway, via 
Calgary to Edmonton, and returning 
to Winnipeg over tbe Canadian North­
ern railway. In tbe meantime we 
made several side trips and stopped 
off at a number of points <4bere we 
made drives into tbe surrounding 
country. ’ On every hand were evi­
dences of prosperity. The growing 
wheat, oats, rye. flax, barley, not lit­
tle patches, but great fleldst many of 
them a square mile in extent, the 
three, five anu sometimes seven-horse 
teams laying over an inky black rib­
bon of yellow stuj)^]e, generally in fur­
rows .straight as gun barrels and at 
right angles from the roads stretching 
into the distance, contrasted strangely 
with our little fields at home. The 
towns both -large and small were dou­
bly conspicuous, made so, first by 
their newness and second by the tow­
ering elevators necessary to hold the 
immense crops of wheat grown in the 
Immediate neighborhood.

The newness, the thrift, the hustle, 
the sound of saw and hammer, the 
tents bousing own'ers of buildings in 
vairious stages of completion, the piles 
of household effects and agricultural 
impleirients at the railway stations 
waiting to be hauled out to the 
"Claims.” the occasional steam plo 
turning. Its ^twenty or thirty acres 

the sod house, the unpainted 
bouse of wood, the up-to-date modern 
residence with large red barn by, all 
these were seen everywhere we went, 
an earnest of prosperity and wealth to 
be. We talked with men and visited 
their plates that.four years ago was 
unbroken prairie. Their houses, 
bams, implements and live stock were 
the equal of anything in Tipton Coun­
ty, and why not, when they were rale- 

five, ten aud twenty, yes. in one 
Instance, forty thousand bushels of 
wbent a year. The ^act that such 
large yields of wheat are raised so 
easily and bo surely impressed us 
eery favorably. And when we saw 
men who four or five years ago com- 
jaenced there with two or three thou­
sand dollars^ani were now as well 
fixed and ma^ng money much easier 
and many times faster than lota of 
our acquaintances on Indiana farms 
fifty years cleared and valued at four 
times as imtcta, we decided to invest 
So we bought in partnership a little 
over two thou^nd-acres, some of if 
improved and in wheat.

Before leaving Indiana we agreed 
that if the opportunities were as great 
as they were represented to be, uiat 
we would buy, and own in partner­
ship a body of land, and leave one of 
our number to look after and operate 
it. This we accordingly did.

Just before time to •thresh I re­
ceived a letter from him. "What ahaHl 
we do?" said he: .."I've got to bqH 
granaries. There’s so much'̂  wheat 

’that the railways are just swamped. 
We can't get cars and the elevators 
are all full. I never saw .anything 
like it.” In reply we wrote, "Good for 
you. Go ahead and build: your story 
sounds better Iban the letters used: 
te get from our friends In Kansas 
when they bewAlled the fact that the 
hard wheat had been destroyed by the 
chinch bogs and the corn by hot 
-winds, and that they must sell the 
stock for means to live on. Yes, build 
by all means.” And he did. and our 
wheat put In bjy a renter made twen­
ty-seven bushels per acre.

and of no use. Harvey street was an 
example of the life of̂ al common tile 
drain, where there are so many roots 
In the sarrounding ground. These 
two items would cost in the whole 
about three thousand dollars. |It is 
said by competent engineers, and they 
submit the figures, that the pavement 
outside of the street oar compwnŷ s 
part wiU cost between twenty-six add 
twenty seven thousand dollarir Now 
tbe ordinaneê  says that the village 
must pay for'^l parks and street in- 
Cerseotlons, and there are five strefet 
openings and- two parks on this pro­
posed pavement, so that the non­
resident tax payer must pay entirely 
for one-fifth of the Mvement and then 
be must pay bis thud of the remain­
der. Add these two together and see 
who is paying for more than half-of 
the pavement.

Again the council intends to issue 
twentyNyear bonds, to pay this debt. 
The life of a brick pavement is fifteen 
years,-so that the street will havê to 
be repaired before the bonds mature, 
and the cost will be charged to tftie 
general tax. The property holders 
should be made t̂o pay to pay four- 
fifths of the coit,"as they have to do
in cities.

tion, andtte pavement has to be dug 

. up every time t̂bere is* a leak in the

in Plymouth to-day. Again why 
should a* man living on a street where 
it is imponible for the grocery mao to 
drive within two blocks of his door, 
and,the village has not even turnpiked 
tbe street, to vote to pave Main street, 
which will not enhance the value of 
bis property, but will make it harder 
for him to sell it. 1 think that every 
man should think these points over be­
fore votii^ on this question.

John L. Gale
Credits Exempt.

The house passed a bill to exempt 
all credits from taxation Tuesday 
afternoon̂  by â vote of 56 to 29, and 
it is claimed by friends of tbe measure 
that the senate will follow suit. It 
was the first piece of Important legis­
lation passed by tbe house in which 
the govecnor has not taken a band, 
and he has said jthat. he would not fn- 
terfere in any way, being content to 
act when the bill wyt td him. It is 
supposed'that he wnivetothe measure 
if it is passed by the senate. Discus­
sion of the bill, wh'ich is the third one 
of that character passed by the fioiise 
during Lthe past 15 years, was more 
exhaustive and closely confined to the 
merits than of any other measure be­
fore the house this session.

Special Delivery Lettere.

The law recently passed permitting 
the transmission of lettere and pack­
ages for. special delivery where ten 
cents postage is added in addition to 
tho Ordinary postage, goes into effect 
July 1st The intent of tbe law is to 
do away with the use <mty of speoial, 
delivery stamps, which U| Is often dif­
ficult to purehaw. Besides using the 
stamps it will he necessary to write 
the words, “special delivery” on the 
envelope. At present If yon desire a 
letter to be handled expeditiously you 
porobase a ten opnt delivery stamp 
and place U on the envelope In addi­
tion to tbe regqiar (KwUge. Undw 
the new law-you simply'attach ten 
cents worth of ordinary stamps .he- 
sifiee-the regular postage and mark 
“special” on 'tbe.;ecve|ope and It will 
reobive the same attention that it 
would, wiih a special delivery stamp 
on It.

How It .Went Through.
The bouse finally passed the Dick­

inson direct nomlhatlons bill, with 
only one aerions change from the blUi 
aft paased^B committee of the whole, 
though the minority kept the friends 
of primary reform busy for several! 
hours arguing against and debating! 
with their amendments and proposei^l 
exciftloos. The final vote was 74 to' 
7, and the seven were Reps. J. S. Mon-j 
roe, F. T. Bennett, Dougherty, Double,' 
Knight. BeemaxL.'-Simpson.

Tinkering with the bill began almost' 
as soon as the house sat, and con* 
tinned for hours. Rep. W aters moved 
to ftubstttute “20 per cent" where the 
bill of 1005 had “40 per cent.’’ requir­
ing that plurality to nominate a  can* 
dlAite^ This was the first thing to 
come up. and therefore the first thing; 
to go down, and it went by a  vote o f: 
50 to 34. .

The Campbell ^amendment to the 
p e a r ly  clauses came up for more dis- 
cusaioD. This'am endm ent forbids the 
Q ur^asing of space in  ̂a  newspaper, 
and by the term lno l^y  of the section 
mhkes it bribery and a  felony. Rep. 
Miller, of Detroit, succeeded after one 
of the MlHer-Campbell debates, in 
Bubsiitutii^ what perhapB. shonld be 
called the ' ‘WJIliam Alden Smith 
clause:*’ This 'provision makes it a 
felony fo r:

Every person who directly or indi­
rectly pays, for apace, in any newspa­
per, which apace ia usM  or ia intend­
ed to be used for the purpose of as- 
slatlsg o r hindering the nomination 
of any candidate to any office, whether 
local, state or national; and every 
person' being the owner or jutre owner 
of any newspaper or obotrolUng it or 
any Interest thereon br In any com­
pany, owning any newspaper' or con­
trolling the same who uses or pro­
cures to be used said newspaper for 
advertising purposes in order to as­
sist him In securing the noinlnatlon 
to any erfflee.

This ia to make It an offense for the 
owner of a  paper to use it to  forwao^ 
his own candidacy for office.
' Chapter 5 provides that It Is a  fel- 
ony for candidates to hire workers or 
pay for apace la any newspaper. This 
Ift made puntahable by a fine from 
to 1500 and Six months’ Imprisonment.

Rep. George J^rd . of Detroit, moved 
to have the entire newspaper clause 
elimbiated. but this was lost as being 
out of order. Reps. Miller, Qyeuaeland 
L’Eaperance voted for the subatlta- 
tion.

Rep. -Colby moved to  add a  prohtbl- 
tlmt agalnat cards and poatcuv, giving 
a  humorous description of blllrpastlng 
campaigning in Wayne county, but the 
amenjdment and the humot to th  went 
down pleasantly.

Rep. Turner now made a motion to 
strike out aubdivisiont 4. 6, .6, 7 and 
8 of the penalty Iclauses. Rep. Gamp- 
bell moved to an^nd to retain section
7, the cerporatlon‘bribery cUuwe. This 
amendment waft a ^ p C e d  by Rep. Tur­
ner. Rep. L 'Ba^rm ace moved to 
amend by re ta in l^  also subdivision
8, the Miner advertising section. Thla 
was abcepted. Then the bouse voted 
to reodn the rest b^ the  eianses'and 
then the ' bill went to  a vlnte and 
passed. The briberies in questioh were 
termed ’misdemeanors" instead ot fel­
onies.

Iqpl^cated the other men , undier a r­
rest. together with, others, as accesso­
ries before the fact. Under the laws 
of t l^  state of Idaho, while it l.-i admit­
ted that Haywood, Moyer and PetM- 
bone were<n6t in the state of Idaho 
at the time of the murder, they arc 
charged, with the actual crime, the 
cuntention under, the statute being 
that they iwere on the spot In spirit: 
that they ̂ planned and therefore com­
passed-the death of Steimenberg.

The kilting is a pivotal point in the 
history of this case,' the most remark­
able in American jurisprudence, for 
the events develop backward and for­
ward from his a^assination.

Steunenberg was blown to death on 
the evening of Dec. 30. 1905. In the 
gathering gloom of a stormy evening 
be entered the side gale of hU yard 
in Caldwell, where, retired from po­
litics. he lived the simple life of a 
sheep farmer. A bomb of peculiar 
maaufacture. with a  fish line attached, 
was sunk in the snow beside the gate. 
The fish line was also fastened to the 
gate. As Steunenberg entered the 
opening of the gate sprang the trig­
ger of the bomb. He was terribly 
mangled, being blown nearly 13 feet 
from the gate. He lived nearly an 
hour, was conscious and spoke, but 
his ruptured ear drumS' were dead to 
sound, and be died without knowing 
what had kUled him. - He asked his 
wife who bad shot him. and the mysti- 
ftcatioi^ of hts eyes showed that he 
could not hear her reply.

Arrowroot W ater Jelly.—Jmprlmlfl. 
i^Do not let yourself be deluded into 
jbuylng any but the- best Bermuda ar- 
row m ot I get mine from a  responsible 
OTuggist. and In small packages. K eep . 
J t  In a dry place. Stir two table- 
'spoonfuls into two tablespoonfuls of 
|cold w ater untll it Is smooth. Have 
r e a d ^  over ih e  fixe a cupful of 
boiling water In which you have dis­
solved two teaspoonfuls of white 
sugar and a pinch of salt. Add the 
dissolved arrowroot and continue to 
stir until it is clear, keeping the 
water a t a  boll iall the time. Add a 
teaspoonful of strained' lemon julee 
and take directly from the fire. Tdiii 
Into small molds wet with cold water, 
and when cold, set on Ice. To pre­
pare for eating, empty mold upon a 
saucer; strew with fine sugar and- 
drench with cream. Should the in­
valid like the flavor of rosewater, s e ^  
son delicately with i t  if wine be al­
lowed by the physician, you may sub­
stitute a  sm ^l glass of I t for the rose­
water. In this case, heap the - tea­
spoon with dry arrowroot, in meas­
uring. as the liqu|d will make the 
je lly .less  con^stent. Both of these 
preparations are ffellclous and nour­
ishing.

Arrowroot Custard.—This is a
heavier preparation than the jelly 
and blane mange, but nourishing and 
palatable. Wet three tablespoonfuls 
of arrowroot with four of cold-milk, 
and stir smooth. H eat a  pint of milk 
to scatflng, adding a  pinch of soda; 
stir in the a r ro w j^ t and cook three 
minutes after the bbil begins anew. 
Turn igito a  bowl. Beat ip an egg 
which has been whipped light with 
two tablespoonfuls of white sugar. 
Set the bowl in a  saucepan of boUiog 
water, put back on the fire and stir 
for two minutes after the water in 
the saucepan begins to boil again. 
Form in small molds. Serve alone, or 
with cream, as desired. Forbear to 
m ake.any  of these light foods too 
sweet or the patient win take a dis­
like to them.

Old-Fashioned’ Panada.—Get six of 
the square, old-fashioned Boston 
craekers our babies used to_ cut their 
teeth upon. Split them and lay In a  
deep bowl, sprinkling salt scantily 
and §ugar nather bountifully among 
the layers. Covfr with water that is 
freshly boiled. Oiir mothers and 
nurses lajd stress Upon this last con­
dition. The water must Cover the 
crackers two inches deep. F i t 'a  close 
cover on the bovtd and set In a sauce­
pan of boiling w ater on the range. At 
the end of an hour you should have a 
bowlful of a  jellied cereal. I t should 
be eaten from the bowl with more 
angar'and  a  very little mace or nut­
meg .dusted over the pahada. Con­
valescent children are usually very 
fonifof th is  dish, If it is prpperly made. 
I t  is very good lor mothers of babies 
onder -a* month old. They generally 
like It, too. Always pro'Vided it is 
panada, and not mush. Not a  cracker 
should >e disintegrated.
