He held that to
decorate tbe soldiers' graves onra a
ypar in the month ht May with Hs
flowers and blooming splendor would
awak” new senUments of loyalty and
regard for the-government among the
people! *

It was a fact, as he well Ignew.
that nearly every'household had, lost
one or more members or relatives or
dear friends. Gen. Logan's inspira-
tion awoke a response In every heart
and bis movement was soon organized
and made of national impofthnee.
Grand Arcqy posts w”re estabUshed

in every.section of the country. All
agreed that decorating the graves of
soldiers, with flowers on the day ap-
pointed would give the nation! hew
life and be welcomed by all the peo-
ple. *

But this is not all. The religious
sentiment at the bottom of tbe idea
—of honoring the dead soldiers and
perpetuating tbe memory of thedr he-
roic deeds made the day something
higher and no”er than anything
known la the (toys of the# Greeks.
Thus It came a’orpt that Memorial
Day became the 'greatost of all our
American holldliys. It was a day for
the bereaved to commune at the
tombs of their honored dead.

For many 'yearST'as we all |cnow.
tbe custom was an event—the'most
beautiful, pathetic and sacred of our
holidays—but later on, as the ranks of
the survivors grew thinner and tbe
families who had contributetd soimany
lives to the war passed away, ttw day
became more like other holidays—a
day more noted for military parade,
a day for games and picnics an” haV-
Ing a good time generally, until now
the general public are coming to look
on Memorial day as an ordinary na-.
tional holiday, 'like Washington's
Birthday or the Fourth of July®

*Had it not been for the deep reli-
gions sentiment, with prayers and
church services Iheld in honor |of the
soldlera. Memorial day would from
the beginning in all probability have
been attended vrith the noise and dis-
play of the Fourth of July. Fortu-
nately this religious sentiment has
made the people more thoughtful,
and instead of noise and gun firing wc
have gone in for more quiet i“rea-
tloh—country  picnics—making the
day iQore like d festival than a day
of mere noise and parade.

1'think It is a beautiful idea, this
decorating the graves of those who
sacrificed their lives in the tremen-
dous days of the war and puredy out
'tf patriotic devotion, and. it ia a pity
Indeed that public sentiment is-grad-
ually changing and we are forgetting
the solemn lessons taught by the war
and of the sacred Tn"aalng of |ionor-
ing the dead—drifting away and mak-
ing the sacred festival more andl more
a common holiday of races, nol*y pic-
nics and having a good time g”~eral-
ly. with no particular sentimenl BOI-
mating the thousands who should take
a higher view of Memorial day.

Informstioii and Gossip Furnished bw Spedat Corres-
pondrat at Lansing*

Lansing.—"R”resentative Knight a
few days, ago introduced in the house
a joint resolution empowering the
board ot state auditors to inves-
‘tlgate and adjust the differences
between the state and the Wis-
soosin & Michigan Railroad company
in regard to the taxes assessed against
that company. -The resolntion went
to tbe souse committee oa railroads,
which decided to report it favorably,
it was at this stage ot proceedings
when Us existence was discovered by
a-representative of the attorney gen-
eral's office and the resolution is uow
said to be In the possession of a mem-
ber of the railroads committee. A
suit is now pending In the Ingham
circuit court between the railway
company and the state, an Inj.mction
having., been Issued restraining the
state-from the collection of the dis-
puted tax. It is said that to give the
.board of auditors power to review the
case and adjust the tax would amount
to giving appellate jurisdiction over
the state tax commission, whose find-
ings have heretofore been final. It is
imiwrtant that the question at Issue
in the court proceeding shali be ju-
dicially determined, and attorney Gen-
eral Bird will oppose the passage of
the resolution. The Wisconsin &
Michigan Railroad company claims
that Its assessment by the state tax
commission was  excessive.  and-
amounts to the confiscation ot its
property. .
Ohio Men Seek Pointers. r

E. W. Doty, clerk, and Capt. Ira I.
Morrison, assistant clerk of the Ohio
assembly, have been spending a week
here studying the detail of getting eiit
the daily legislative journal .a feature
that the Ohio assembly will inauguiate
next session. There are several fea-
tures of the Ohio body which jthe
Michigan legislature .might do well to
adopt. First is the absence of local
bills. In addition there is no com-
mittee of the whole, all “measures be-
ing considered by the body proper.
This saves an Immense amount of
time, obviates the neecssity of consid-
ering blHs twice and forces menrbers
to be in their seats to.look after mat-
ters In which they are interested. The
daily roll call is dispensed with in the
Ohio legislature, it being considered
that a quorum is present until a point
of order is raised.

New Surety Bond Bill.

Senator Linsley. of Three Rivers. In-
troduced a bill Intended as a substi-
tute for the Bunting bill permitting
municipalities to accept surety bends
from liquor dealers.* The Llnsley buUl
omits the striking provision of the
Bunting bill, requiring that-the surety
company shall be a Michigan concern
with an in'Corporalion capital of at
least.$500,000. The Llnsley bfll al-
lows surety bonds to be accepted only
In communities where, the saloons
average less than one to every 1.000
inli ibita'nts.  Petitions from a majori-
ty oi the voting population (calculated
,on the last vote for city clerk, etc.)
against the acceptance of surety com-
pany bonds, shall prevent their
ceptance by the njUnlcipal.authorities.

No Capitol Addition This Year.

Representative  Montgomery, who
represents the capitol city In the
house, is convinced that the fates are
against him. He has worked hard
for an appropriation of $40().000 for
an addition to the capitol building.
The bill passed the senate and suc-
cess was almost in hls grasp, only
to bg thwarted by a freight wreck on
the Pere Marquetlo raliroad. which
kept Speaker \Vhelan from presiding
and sent Representative Sam Kelley
to tbe chair. When the bill came
over from- the senate Representatire
Kelley referred it to the committee on
state “airs, assuming that it was of
state interest and properly belonged-
there. The measure, it'is thought,
will be reported unfavorably

Galbraith Bill Passes.

The house commfUee of the whole
T)assed the Galbraith railroad fare bill.
The piincipaT amendment to the pres-
ent law is that prices of tickets and
rates of fare may be fixed at the mul-
tiple of five nearest the exact amohnt
of fare pri>vided by law. That Is. if
the regular fare is 22 cents the charge
shall be tO cints; If It Is 23 cents the
charge shall be 25 cents. By this ar-
rangement the man-whose (are Is 22
cents gets a reduction which thet-man
whose fare is 23 cents pays for. The
bill also provides that toe company
may collect ten cents for fares paid on
the train, the sum to be refunded on
presentation of toe “eeelpt. The-house-
commlUee of the whole passed this
bill without opposition.

»VOLCANOES or TH” MOON,

On Much Larger Scale Than Those of
Our Gl"be.

It is evident tp anyone who glances
upward at the moon that its volcanoes
are on an fiumehsely larger scale than
those which stud our globs. One ex-
plauatlon, now abandoned, la that the
force of gravitation being there only
one-sixth that of the earth the matter
expelled from a crater would be
spread far more widely and explosions
would be generally™ ott a far more
magnificent scale.

Professor Pickering quotes this the-
ory only to refute it, in some compari-
sons which he has “ade hetwtsn the
greet volcahlo region of Hawaii and
tnre nr the smaller craters of the moon.

The facts seem to him to be that
the large craters on the moon came
into exlsteoce when the thin, solid®
crust covering the medten interior'
was. owing to its solidification and
contraction of the crust, much too
small to contain tbe llquld material.

The craters were'therefore formed
by the lava horsting; through the crust
and so relieving the pressure. Later
after (his relief had be«i found and
the crust haul thlc”ued the interiol
regions by cooling Shrank sway from
the solid skell. which was sow too
large,, and. hein” Insuffidestly sup-
ported. caved in. ipermitting the great
fissure eruptions which -produced the
Bo-caUed lunar seas.

These extensive outflows of lava
dissolved the*original solid shell when-
ever they came into contact with It,
much as they do in the prena”t day
in HawailL
