A WILD BLIZZARD SWEPT OVER
THE STATE WITH HEAVY '
SNOW FALL.

GREAT DAMAGE TO CROPS

Snow Rlew, Bu»y at the Soo, S«#l-
new IStqrm-Bound, and Other Cittea
Suffer Quite Severely.

Reporte From Various Points.

Snow began to come down in quan-
ihy throughout the state Sunday night
and continued Monday.

Say Law Retards Railroads.

Prominent el*trio railway men say
that eonrtrucUon of electric 1”es in
Michigan is retarded by the Michi-
gan securities act Which providies that
unless electric railway companies
have paid at least four per cent divi-
dends on capital stock for a period of
five years their bonds may not be
taken by.state banks. A bill Intro-
duced by. Senator Tuttle amending the
present law so as to authorize the
approval by the securities commis-
sion of the bonds of companies jhaving
certain net earnings has pashjed the
senate, but is pigeon-holed by 4 house
committee. A majority of th$ mem-
bers of the securities commission, con-
sisting of the stale banking commis-
sioner, attorney general and state
treasurer, are said to be opposed to
the amendment. The Tuttle "bill is
regarded as most important, but up to
this time it seemed to have escaped
public observation. Officers ~f the
Michigan United railways assert that
under the law at present the bonds of
no electric railway company except
possibly the Detroit United can be
held by Michigan banks. This Is de-
clared to be a handicap to electric
railway construction in the state as
eastern capitalists ffesitate to pur-
chase hoods that have no market in
the'hanks of the state where they are
Issued.

State to Make Analyses.

Secretary Shumway. of the state
board of health, is already making
-preparations for establishing a state
baclericlogical laboratory, fully ex-
pecting that the bill passed by both
bouses of the iegislatu-re will be signed
by the governor and give him author-
ity to make the outlay. It is pro-
posed to furnish free analyses to ptib-
lic officials of the state, and that the
Ir.boratory department will'-be of great
benefit to the health department in av
certainlng sources of contagion. Five
thousand dollars is to I>e appropriated
for the first year and 500 for each
subsequent year for the maintenance
of the laboratory.

No Ban on Cigarettes.

By a vote of 43 to 31 the house
killed off the anti-cigarette bill. Its
passage was urged* by Representative
Dickinson in the commlUee of the
whole and opposed by Representative
L’Esperance, and a motion to strike
out all after the enacting clause ca**
rled 45 to 31. Later the house con-
curred. There is already a law on
the statute books prohibiting the sale
of cigarettes to minors under 17 years
of age. but there are some who be-
lieve that more stringent measures
should be formulated and their views
are taken advantage of every session
to put the manufacturers on the, ten-
terhooks.

Glandered Horse Is Killed.

The state live stock sanitary com-
nYssioa reports tliat It has caused the
destruction of a horse belonging to J.
B. Page, 605 scrlbner street, Grand
Rapids, the animal being afflicted with
glanders, a disease extremely danger-
ous to man and beast. Very few cases
of glanders are reported In Michigan.
\When*the disease is discovered steps
are promptly taken by the state live
stock commission to wipe it out. The
animal Is condemned and no mattci’
how valuable, Its owner is awarded
one dollar in order to comply with the
law providing that property shall nol
be taken without compensation.

An llleBai Tax Levy.

The council held a meeting Monday
evening to confirm the tax roll anfi al-
though the law says the tax ‘'lev” shall
be made on the first regular meeting
in June, the council took time by the
forelock and gave Assessor Ladd the
amount to be levied at this meeting.

Tuberculosis and Many Miner lilt
Lurk in'ito Wake—Only Proper
Way to Sweep a Carpeted

Roont. |

The committee on the prevention of
tuberculosis is trying to rid every
bouse of the old feather duster. The
recruits In the warfare against con-
sumption have taken.up arms against
it. A good deal is b*eard about street
dust and soft coal as a nuisance and
as dangerous to the public health,
but we are apt to forget that right in
our own homes we often have a dan-
ger that is perhaps Just as great ai
either of these. The old-fashioned
way of cleaning a room with a feath-
er dusted is a real menace to health.
The' men who have organized anti-tu-
berculosis movements have come out
with the. following public announce-
Stent about sweeping and duuting:

"V7ben you sweep a r<x)m raise as
little diist as possible, because this
dust when breathed Irritates the nose
ahd throat and may”set up catarrh.
Some of the dust, breathed in the
dusty air reaches the lungs, making
parts of them black and hard and use-
less.

"To prevent making a dust In sweep-
ing. use moist sawdust on bare floors;
Wten the room Is carpeted, moisten
a new'spaper and tear it into small
scraps and scatter upon the carpet
where you “egin sweeping. As you
sweep brush the papers along by the
broom, and they will catch most of the
dust and h~d it fast, just as the saw-
dust dues on bare floors. Do not have
either the paper or the sawdust drip-
lilug wet, only nioisl.

In dusting a room do not use a
feather duster, because this does not
remove the dust from the room, but
only brushes It Into the air so that
you breathe it In: or It settles down,
and then you have to do the work
over again.

ers.e soft, dry cloths to dust with
and shake ihoni frequently out of the
window, or use slightly moistened
cloths ami rinse them out in ‘water
when you have finished. In this way
you get the tlusi out of the room.

Tn cleaning rooms you should re-
member that dtist settles upon the
floors as well as on the furniture, and
is stirred into the air we breathe by
walking across the floors. You can
easily remove all this dust in rooms
which hove bare floors, in houses,
stores, shops, schoolrooms, etc., after
the dust has settled, by passing over
the floor a mop which has been wrung
out so as to be only moist, not drip-
ping wet."

He says:' "W« want new agents, both
men and women, but none except en-
ergetic, abM and truthful people need
apply. For such there Is a splendid
sopportunity.”

Path maatera Are Out.

Gov. Warner has signed a bill that
ends the system under which farmers
from one end of the state to the other
have built and repaired .their roads
since the days of the territorial govern-
ment.

The bill was introduced ‘by .Senator
Ely, himself a farmer. In the earlier
days all farmers paid their road taxes
by working a given number of days on
the roads with their teams. Then, as
the counties were settled ~nd farmers
became prosperous, many of ihem ac
oepted the option of ipayl”prilheir taxes
with money. But the e“stem™ was
always far from satisfactegy, because
there were often scores of pAthmasters
in a single township, and they built
and worked roads indepepdently of
each other; sometimes iniitelligently,
sometimes otherwise.

The new law abolishes tbe office uf
patbmaster and requires that in every
organized township all road taxes must
be paid in money. Each township is
made a single road distinct. I'wo
funds are created, a road repair fund
and a permanent improvejtnent fund.
AH road work shall be done under tbe
supervision of one township road in-
spector, who-shall have oUe assistant.
The town meeting annually shall de-

equate the amount to be raised for the
roads, butit shall not exc” 50 cents
on each SIOO valuation.
