Tbe line from Jackson to Grass 
Lake and the right of way from Grass 
Lake and Dexter to Detroit paraUels 
the Hawks-Angus Hoe. Tbe Michigan 
United, owning so mneh of this paral­
lel line as extends from Jackson to 
Grass Lake, now stands ready to buy 
the balance of the Boland right .of 
way into Detroit if it can get it at a 
reenab le  figure, but the Michigan 
United people are up to the situation 
where U may find it more profitable to

Eucalyptus Sends Shoots Up Over a 
Wail to a -Sewer.

From Sahta Barbara, .Cal., there 
comes a  story of a  most interesting 
freak of vegetable life which is strict­
ly'Vouched tor.

TfLTOQgh a certain garden there ran. 
some years ago, a  sewer made of red­
wood timber. This sewer was again 
cased by an outside sewer. Across 
the sewer there was built a brick- wall 
many feet high, and in such a way 
that it was pierced by the inner sewer 
which it closed tightly, while thb out­
er sewer ended abruptly against the 
wall.

Tbe outside sewer casing had in 
course of time decayed and a eucalyp­
tus tree, standing some 60 feet away,' 
bad taken advantage of this and sent 
one of Its roots to the coveted spot 
in as direct a line as possible.

Here the root entered the outside 
sewer afhd followed its course as far 
as. i t  cqyld. At last it came to tlm 
wall, which shut off its course, and ft 
could go no farther, the Inside sewer 
being perfectly tight.

But on the other side of the wall 
the seft’er and Us double-casthg con­
tinued. and ^this ’Eucalyptus tree evi­
dently kpew; how^to get there. *

Some three feet high In the brick 
wall there was, a little hole an inch 
or two in diameter, and this tbe ;ipu- 
calyptus tree was aware o fja s  its big 
root b ^ a n  to  climb tbe dry wall, and 
face the sun an^.w lnd until it found 
the hole, through which ft descended 
on the other side and entered the 
sew^r again and followed It along as 
fdrrxnerly.
' How did the tree know of the hole 
in the w ain  How did it know fbaL 
tbe sewer was on tbe other aide? How 
could It direct the root to  go and AbE 
the place with such predsion? The 
roots ot any plant grow always and 
unerringly in the direction of Its food. 
Just as the eucalyptus tree  did.

Mining Law Amended.
By a  uuknimous vote the senate 

paespd the following amendment to 
the mining law: ^

‘Every corporation organized and 
existing under this act shall have 
power to purchase, hold and convey 
all such real estate as the purposes 
o t the co rp o ra^ n  shall require."

The object m the bill is to permit- 
mining c o m it ie s  to own as much 
timber^ landrds they desire, and waa 
strongly urged for the reason r that 
tim ber is becoming scarce in  the 
state, and steps must be taken for 
reforesting large tracts. When the 
bill was first presented objection was 
raised by representatives of thq Os­
ceola Mining company, who thought 
IL, was a  Calumet & Hecla measure 
intended to have some hearing upon 
the pending litigation between these 
two concerns. Howeyer, the Iron 
mines of the state were the sponsors 
for It. and they convinced Gov, W ar­
ner th a t ' such action was absolutely 
necessary for the future success of the 
iron properties of the state, and had 
no connection with any Iltlgatloh. be­
tween the copper companies.

•The ^governor saw the justice of 
the position taken and with Repre­
sentative Abrams, who represents the 
Osceola interests, urged its passage. 
As o r l^ a l ly  drawn the provision fol­
lowed the wording of a similar-provi­
sion In ;the manufacturers' act. but by 
mutual agreement-the. words "personal 
propertM’ were stricken out. making 
the bill satisfactory' to the Oisceola 
people. ; It will probably be takbn up 
In the house and explained by Repre­
sentative Abrams, to whom credit is 
due fo r’bringing the upper peninsula 
Interests together on the propo$itlon.

No Hope for Primary Bill,
The primary, bill Is dead so far as 

the present legislature Is concerned. 
I t has once been defeated and. aside 
from the question of whether the 
lieutenant governor had any right to 
vote on the motion to reconsidef the 
vote by which the biti failed to pass 
there are 16 votes against the  measure 
in its present form. This Is the moat 
potent reason why the adminisCration 
will fail in any effort made to revive 
the measure, even in the desire to 
submit the m atter to a vote of the 
e l^ to rs . This is only shifting (he 
burden and nothing can be done to 
prevent the legislature from accepting 
the responsibility of dealing with the 
bill as it s^es fit.

Opponents of the bill are Irrevo­
cably opposed to removing the 40 per 
cent, provision.

,tl^  house which would prevent state 
olnclals and employes from being used 
as a flying squadron In circulating pe­
titions in favor'^of cerlaln candidates 
and to the detriment of others be re­
tained.

There seems to be absolutely- no 
middle ground on which a compro­
mise can -be predicted. The governor 
and his friends want one kind of z 
bill while the boxers and their friends' 
want another. Under these circum­
stances the present law will have to 
stand the test of the sharpest kind of 
a campaign so that its merits and de­
fects 1̂11 be brought clearly to the 
surface. ,

For the edification of those who are 
wondering what has become of the 
mortgage tax repeal bill, it may be 
stated that the measure is still in the 
hands of,the  senate taxation commit­
tee. where opinion is divided as to Its 
merit.

The American Railway assoclatlM. 
composed of the executive heads and 
operating-oificlals of all the great sys­
tems, has appoinred a committee to 
consider the problem.

Liquor Ruined the Lad.
Christy A. Baldwin commenced 

.■luit In Port Huron for $4,000 agalnss- 
Charles ,T. Mosack, saloonkeeper, al­
leging that the future-of his son. 'ktr 
thur, aged 35. had been ruined ay 
liquor sold him by Mosack. Young 
Baldwin was sentenced to Ionia prison 
from five to ten years two weeks ago 
for theft. His father claims the boy 
committed the crime when under the 
influence of liquor.

Deadlock oh Primary Bill.
Efforts have been made to seenre 

a compromise on the primary bill, but 
they have fallen Bat. the boxers decid­
ing to stand p a t Senator Fyfe, who 
acted aa  sponsor for the measure la 
the senate, made a proposition to re­
duce the percentage required for nom­
inating governor and lieutenant gov­
ernor from 4.(X to 30 per cent. After 
the m atter to d  been considered he 
was told that it would not be agree­
able. The boxers want one primary 
day instead of two, as provided Jo the 
present law, but the two sides can­
not agree on tbe o.ther amendments. 
They insist on retaining the 40 per 
cent, provision so that It cqn be 
tested, and they also want the clause^ 
prohibiting the administration from 
using state, officials and employes' 
as scouts during the campaign. On 
the Qtber hand, the administration be­
lieves that state employes have as 
much right to dabble In politics as 
other people. «

C o n s e n t  I s  U n n e c e s s a r y .
Recently the state board of par­

dons had under consideration tbe 
question of transferring a life c o ^ ^ t  
sentenced to Jackson prison, t ( ^ ^ e  
Marquette prison. In order to trans­
fer a  life prisoner. is necessary 
that hla sentence be commuted to a 
period leas than life, but lb the case 
in question the convict preferred to 
remain In Jackson. The question 
arose whether the governor could 
commute a  sentence without an appli­
cation from the c cq n e t The attor­
ney general has held t'nat the convict's 
consent to a commutation of sentence 
is not necessary, and tbe-governor will 
commute-the life sentence of the pris­
oner to 99 years, so that tbe transfer 
may be made.

Accounting U Sought.
Representative Morrlco introduced a 

bill 'to compel the beard of control <5f 
the Soldiers’ home to give an annual 
accounting of the so-called post fund. 
The inmates of the home are only al­
lowed to  keep $12 a  month of their 
pension numey, the balance being re­
tained by the board and used as it 
aeeii f i t  I t  is claimed that $15,000 was 
used from tbls fund to help erect a 
new boUding, and farther that no ac* 
conntlhg js ever rendered.

A  western saddle a t  last, the kind we 

read about since boyhood and dreamed 
o t occupying, a  great big, roomy one, 
all decorated w ith . straps and tfeiongs 
for tying on the parapbernaHa o^ the 
trip, a  steel pommel covered w itlt raw- 
hide intended for roping cattle, cibcbes 
instead of the eastern girths, a  thirty- 
thirty Wincnester strapped a t my side, 
three companions similarly equipped 
and we are off. Our horses* beads are 
turned to the hills and they are off a t a 
woid evidently as Imbued with the 
spirit of it as we are. Down 
go and up the next with th a t wild r-oSh 
fe lt nowhere else, accompanied by the 
creaking of saddle leather, the puffing 
of horses and 'tha t superb swaying mo­
tion  of the lithe, powerful bodies be­
neath os.

A fter riding several miles we leave 
the road and are in that wide, hilly re­
gion called “the rangee,” once the 
haun t of the buffalo and his wilder hu­
man associates and later the source of 
the cattle king’s wealth, but now open 
to the homesteader, ^ o s e  solitary 
“shacks” we saw now and again on ^ e  
trip, though miles and miles of i t  is en­
tirely unoccupied save by prairie dogs 
and coyotes, with now and again a 
small bunch of stock owndd by the 
newcomers. Up we Igo a t the call of' 
the tallest hilla, sometimes we can ter 
away across a  ravine, dbdgiog the prai­
rie dog holes to take a hill so steep that 
we stand in the stirrups with our heads 
and the horse’s not far apart, then 
across a  plateau as level as a floor on 
which you could put ail the farms you 

-can see a t  once in Michigan, then up 
-another rock-strewn hill, going around'^ 
dmulders much tadler than man and 
horse, with a  Anal scramble and scat- 
te iio g o f pebbles We ' are on top ahd, 
swinging our .horses aibuod, we revel 
in the landscape. How the glad intox­
icant of this wine of life tingles to our 
finger tipsi How we wish life was one 
long day and the day was something 
like thisl To the west alt that long 
wbiteoapped range called the contl- 
oental divide, with its multifbrm ac­
companiment of foot bills, to the east 
of us a wide flat b o o m e d  valley thro’ 
which a  Union Pacific train Is going 
from Cheyenne to lljpnver and. seems 
a t long range like some great worm 
crawling down the valley and beyond 
i t  hilla and cliffs showing red against a 
far-off horizon.

Riding into the shelter of a rocky 
promontory we were delighted to find 
some well-preserved traces of the fhdi 
ans, a  circle of stones about fourteen 
feel in diameter, marked the location 
of a tepee, the stones having been used 
as we use ten t stakes, and on counting 
we found about seventy-five o( these 
circles ranging in rows in the. shelter 
of the cliff. Tills was doubtless a win­
ter camp and would accommod^ate sev­
eral hundred Indians. How we would 
have liked to see it when bccupiedi 
But then we m ight have had a greater 
burry to get home and little opportun-1 
ity to lake in the sights. The anchor I 
stones were buried -half their depth in 
the ground and as-flttle  rain falls here I 
this would occupy a period of fifty 
years or more, so we were quite safe. 
We found several small stone imple­
ments, but the rest were likely hidden 
under the ground. One of< the  party 
found a set of horse shoes under a rock 
and we laid that to a horse thief cov­
ering bis trail, to add romance to our 
^ay 's  outing

A strange, buzzing noisfe on the 
aground attracted one of outj party and 
the next moment be called 0ut.“rattle- 
snake,” which brought me off mx Aorse 
with my Hamilton .22 to |$ee what 1 
could do for him. Now, oae thing is 
sure, and th a t ie a  d ^ d  rattler is the 
only good one. $o 1 loosened bis head 
and then performed a rear guard scalp­
ing fea t th a t left a  se t of stz rattles in 
ZDiy possession. L ater we found two 
more and they suffered like fates, so 1 
will soon have a collection. While rid­
ing out alone 1 saw a short, curyed 
bom  and when 1 had picked it up 
found tH at i t  was a  buffatp horn that

One was 
nearly a mile away and thinking of tbe 
next county when we saw him and tbe 
boy of tbe party was op  to one  of his 
gambols an d  saw other one in time
to get him well started and leave me 
only the fleeing shadow of a  rogue to 
shoot a t  with a  range of half a  mile, 
but 1 sent three bullets a fter him to 
help him run and I  think be is running 
yet.

Strange as it may seem to tbe uoitfat- 
e0 the dry plains are covered with 
flowers o f  all colors and k in d s ., Down 
in the deep valleys one would expect 
theip, but they are on the top of the 
tallest hills as well and tbe residents 
tell us they are plentiful all summer. 
To live through such a day as this is to 
live well and we yet .survive with o|ur 
eyes on the mountains for our next- 
This method of locomotion called 
horse-back riding has its vicissitudes 
and one tenderfoot told a few days ago 
of a first ride .and said that they had 
been taking their meals off the mautel 
since, but he must have been a  banker 
or some of that type as it don’t cfltch a 
preacher that way. ,

worst-treated "big” man la WlBconsln. So far as known, Jew  of the men 
be boosted into place and poWer ever proved faithful to him.

The j|resorts of vice, cheap and fashionable, soon 
recognized hte eztraordlnai7  skill as  an attorney, ihiere was trouble about 
building perm its and Roef In te^ened  for more-big fees.- To get along with 
the police, the  sakwos found i t  expedieot to  pay excessive prices for liquors, 
cigars and cigarettes and glassware to  certain flrms. favored by the Ruef- 
Schmltz admiBistratioB. Tbe dives od Chinatown gave up thousands. A 
street railway franchise scdd for MoO.OOO. i t  is  said.

It was nec­
essary for Preident Roosefvielt te  send Francis J. Heney to San Francisco as 
a prosecuting official to csill an ^kmest grand jury.

May Be Cleansed and Frestenad aritfi 
Little Trouble.

The gilt frames of pictures or xnlr> 
rors, if’they are not so fa r gone as to 
require gilding, may be cleansed h f  
just a simple washing with spirit# o f  
wine or oil of torpentlne.

Take a  small aad, bavlnfi
wet It In either of these liquids. wHttfi 
It out thoroughly and then apply. T te  
gilt should not be wiped afterwards In 
order to dry it; Seavo it to dry of. It­
self.

Gold paint comes in very nicely 
when the frames a re  somewhat bar* 
and worn, and want more than a>sim- 
ple washing. But beforo applying It, 
be careful to have tbe surfaces perfect­
ly clean.

With a small soft brush or duster 
remove all dust, then gently wash with 
lukewarm water and a mild toilet soapw 
After tbe frame has been thus thor­
oughly cleansed, jh en  apply your gold 
paint.

Do not wet the frame overmuch 
when washing It. for thfs would re­
move all the old gilding. A tightly 
aTung sponge Is the best thing to u sa
