New potatoes by June 6 is a record 

breaker for Michigan, ba t to have ne^  
potatoes on that date this seasoti.

Lyons, a  farmer living near Fargo, net 
only boasts of raising new potatoes 
by Juqe 6, but has discovered a ne|w 
way to ^ ro w  the tubers for early use.

►Lyon's reipoved the shives to within 
six inches of the potatoes and there 
he found* potato sprouts. He left a

Need of Foresight, >
In  u tilizing and conserving the  n a tu ra l

foresight. U nfortunately , fo resigh t Is 

n o t  usually  c h a rac te ristic  of a young and 
v igorous people, an d  it is obviously .n o t  
a  m arked  c h a rac te ristic  of us I n 't h e  
U nited  States. T ot assuredly  It should he 

. th e  grow ing nation w ith a  fu tu re  wWch 
ta k e s  the  long look ahead : and  no o ther 
n a tio n  Is grow ing so rap id ly  a s  ours or 
h as  a  fu tu re  so full of promise. No o ther 
n a tion  enjoys so w o n d ^ u l  a  m easure' of 
p resen t p rosperity  which can of rig h t 
'be trea ted  a s  a n  ea rn e s t of fu tu re  suc­
cess . arid for no o th er a re  the  rew krds 
« f  fo resigh t so g rea t, so certa in , a n d  so 
•easily 'foretold. Yet h ith erto  as  a  nation 
w e h sv e  tended to  live w ith  an  eye single 
to  th e  present, and  have p e rm itte d 'th e  
feck less  w aste  and destruction  of much 

our n a tu rs t  w ealth . ^

of th® home m aker. The d epartm en t of 
the  in terio r and the departm en t of justice  
Joined in prosoCuUng the  offenders 
aga inst the  law ; bu't both the  law  and 
Its adminl.'itration. were 'defec tive  and 

ineeded to be changed. T hree y ea rs  ago 
a  public lands com m ission w as appoint­
ed to scru tin ize the  law  and  the facts  
and to recom mend a  remedy. Thpir ex ­
am ination  speoincaliy 'jshpw ed the  ex- 
Utenc’H of g rea t f ra u d s  ^ o n  the  public 
domain, and th eir  recom m endations for 
changes In the  law w ere m ade w ith  the 
design of conserving the n a tu ra l re ­
sources of every p a r f o f  the  public land 
by  pu ttin g  i t  to  Its best use. A tten tion  
was especially called to the  .preventlori of 
settJenjent by the  passage of g rea t a re a s  
of public lands into the  hands of a  few 
men. and to the  enorm ous w aste  caused 
by unrestric ted  g raz in g  on the  open 
range: a  sy.^tem o f using the  n a tu ra l' 
fo rag e  on the  public dom ain which 
am ounts to p u tting  w prem ium  on Its 
destruction . The recom m endations of the  
public lands <'oinmlsslon w ere sound, for 
they  were e.speclally In the  In terest of 
the  ac tua l h o m e 'm ak er: and  where the 
sm all home m aker could not utilize the 
land. It was provided th a t  tho govern­
m ent should keep control of it so th a t  
i t  could not be monopolized by a  few 
w ealthy  men. Congress has n o t yet 
ni-ied upon tliesc recom m endations, ex­
cept for tho repeal of the  iniquitous 
lieu-land law. R ut the recom m endations 
a re  so Just ami proper, so e s sen tia l 'to  our 
national welfaiv. t i n t  I believe they  will 
surely ultlinafely be adopted.

In ISHl f(>ngri*ss au thorized  the  p resi­
dent to  crea te  national fo rests  In the 
public domain. The.se forest.s reserves re­
m ained for % long tim e In ch arg e  of 
the  gen«-ral laml otTu-e, which had no 
men properly tra ined  in forestry . But 
an o th er ih-parunent. th a t  of ag ricu ltu re, 
possessed The tra ined  men. In  o ther 
.word.s, the governm ent fo rests  w ere w ith ­
out fore.Hters and 'th e  governm ent fo r­
e ste rs w ithout for.i.-^ts. W aste of effort 
and w aste of fdre.sts Inevitably followeil. 
f in a l ly  the s itua tion  vvas ended in 1305 
by the creation, rtf the  U nited S tates 
forest service, whlcl* h as  stopped the 
w aste, conserved the  resources of the 
national forests, and m ade them  useful: 
so th a t  o u r fo res ts  a re  now being m an­
aged on a  coherent plan, and in a  way 
th a t  aug u rs  well for the  fu ture .

Tlift m ineral fuels of the  easte rn  United 
S ta tes have a lready  passed Into the 
hands of large p riva te  owners, and  those 
of the west a re  rap id ly  following. Tills 
.should not be. for such m ineral resources 
belong in a  peculiar degree, to the  whole 
people. U nder p riva te  control th ere  Is 
m uch w aste  from  the  1 shortsigh ted  
m ethods of working, and- th e  complete 
utilization  Is often  sacrificed! for a  g rea te r  
Im m ediate profit. The m ineral fuels un­
der our present conditions h re  aa«.-easen- 
tlal to our prosperity  as  the  fo rests  will 
alw ays be. The difference Is th a t  the  
supply Is definitely lim ited, ]for co&l does- 
no t-.g row  and trees  do. i t  1s obvious 
f^ati,! the  m ineral fuels should be con­
served, not wasted, and th a t  enough of 
them  should rem ain  in the  hands of 
the govoram ent to pro tect the  people 
a g a in st u n ju st o r extorUoniate prices so 
fa r  as  th a t  can still be done. W hat has 
been accom plished In the  regu la tion  of 
the g rea t oil fields of the  Ind ian  te r r i­
to ry  offers a  s tr ik in g  exam ple of the 
goo<l resu lts  of «ach  a  imllcy. La.st 
sum m er, accordrfripiyr I  w ithdrew  moat 
of the coal-bearing public Hands tem por­
arily  from  disposal, and aokod for the 
legislation necessary  to pro tect the  pubv 
11c In terest by- the  conservation of the 
m ineral fuels; th a t  Is. for th e  pow er'.to  
keep the  fee in th e  governm ent and to 
lease th e  cc^l. oil, and,-gasi r ig h ts  under 
p roper .regulation . No such  legislation 
w as passed;! but I still hope th a t  we shall 
u ltim ately  It.

Preserve Mintral Resources.
In  addition to  tre a tin g  a rig h t for the  

benefit of the whole people th e  foresta 
and th e  m ineral beds, we should sim i­
larly  try  to preserve  for the benefit o t  all 
the  people The g rea t stre tch es  of pub- 

• Uc domain, some t ^ e e  hundred million 
acres  In a ll..w h ich  a re  unfit for cu ltiv a­
tion  by present m ethods and valuable 
only for the  fo rage which they  supply. 
T his v a s t a re a  Is now open to  the  free 
grazing  of '  ca ttle , sheep, hom es and 
goats, w ithout restric tion  o r regulation. 
W hen population has  increased, a s  is 
now the case, such  u t te r  lack of m an ­
agem ent m eans th a t  the  public dom ain is 
tu rn ed  over to  be skinned by m en nrhoaa 
only concern is to  get w h a t they  con 
out of it a t ' the  moment. w lth9u t a n y  
reg ard  to  w hether or not i t  Is .m ined so 
f a r  a s  the  nex t generation  Is m nesm ed . 
In  o th er words, the, range  is  not so  m uch 

-used os w asted  b y  abuse; and  as  an  
Incident cbnfilct and  bloodshed fre ­
quently  arise  betw een opposing u se ra  
W ith the  rapid se ttling  of ^the w est tl)ie 
ran g e  is m ore and moya overgrassd . 
M oreover, m uch of i t  can* not b e  used 
to  ad v an tag e  unless It Is fenced, for 
fencing Is the only way by Which to  keep 
in  check th e  absentee ow ners o f noenod 
flocks which roam  hither, an d  th ither, 
u tte rly  destroy ing  the  p astu rag e  and 
leaving  a  w aste  behlhd. sb  that, (heir 
presened Is c o m p s tlb ls -w lth .^ e  presence 
o f hom e m akers.

Frank Steunenberg, former gov­
ernor of Idaho; Caldwell.

An undertaking by‘the special pros­
ecutors for the state th a t they would, 
by later proof and connection. legiti­
matize his testimony opeped the way 
like a  floodgate to the whole diaboli­
cal story and Orchard wient on from 
crlbie recital to crime recusal, each 
succeeding one seemingly qtiore re ­
volting than those that 'had'com e be­
fore.

an attem pt ixi. which Jack Simpkins 
had participated.

Qrchard lifted the total ot his own 
murdered vlcams to 18. and dptailed 
the; c lrcum st^ces undet whllph he 
triad to murder former Gbv. Peabody, 
Jodice Okxldard. Judge Gabbert, Gen.

Really heavy linen would not, 6t  
course, make suitable ruffles. Batiste 
In very fine qualities, both plain and 
embroidered, is used for the fine 
waists. Net and chiffon ruffles are 
used in the blouses made largely of 
lace.
