There is, however,
large, class of intelligent and well-
to-do shoppers who entirely, ignore the
dangers lurking in another class of
bargains. 1 know a mother who so
carefully guarded her child that she
had never allowed her to ride in
street cat nor play in tbe park with
other children, nor go to any school,
lest she might contract some contagl
eus disease. Yet this same careful
mother bad purchased a cheap Cloak
ready made, at a well-known estab-
lishment. where only tbe *“cu$tdm-
made”.clothing was'made In the firm's
own workrooms, the rest bglng pur-
chased from manufacturers  who
‘shirked all responsibility by giving
their work out to be done under the
contract system. The child died from
scarlet fever. Where caught? Nd Ae
knows. But another case came under
my personal .observation, wbexe In-
vestigation was possible. A woman
iwught a shirt waist at a bargain
counter -a few years ago and- shortly
after wearing it noticed a peculiar
rash on her body. This proved to be
a well-known skin disease, wblph the
physicians found difficuU to cure. Her
husband made a search and discovered
that the shirt waist had been made
in a dirty sweatshop by a young girl
who for years bad been a victim of
this disease. These bargains were- in-
deed costly to the purchasers, and the
foolhardiness of buying sweatshop
bargains, physically tainted, becomes
at once apparent.

It Is conceded that tuberculosis Is
infectious: It is an establish”® fact
that many of the tenement bofAes in
that quarter of New York city known
as the "east side" are filled with
tuberculosis germs; the dried tubercle
has been found in the dust taken by
way of experiment from different
houses at random. There are about
104.000 pebple in the entir® statd of
New York employed in the garment-
making industry and. of this number
about 80,000 work In thts ,crowde;d
tenement-house district. Mefi. women
and clilldren in the last stages of
consumption work until they are too
weak to sit up. and the garments made
In the”e infected hovelq are distributed
all over the country, ta there any
wonder that onc-seveqtb” tjlie entire
number of deaths is du™ xo"rutiferculo-
sis? Persons living In Kalamazoo,
Topejea, Richmond or Savannah are
Just as likely to buy these germs with
their gfirmenfs as thought they pur-
chased them in New York.

However harmful the results may be
from buying physically tainted bar-
gains. tbose”tbat are morally tainted
ultimately cost more -to the communi-
ty. If not immediately to the Individ-
ual. The consequences are much
farther' reaching and more dliBcult to
overcome. Would one buy stolen
goods knowingly, however cheap
they migl*t be? Some would refrain,
no doubt, for fear of tte legal pen-
alty Involved, but the conscletices of
the majority of people would, rebel
from the idea of thnsencearaging rob-
bery. Yet bow many would refrain
from buying goods that are cheap be-
cause” part of the time or wages or
health of helpless' wnvking girls has
beeo practiddly stolen Ifi order to dell
the articles at a low flpire? Most
people’s consciepc”™ are r™er elastic
In regard to buying aiwiggled ~d s
or even to~persbh” raiaggnng.. Many
whb would scorn to swindle an indi-
vidual boast abiflCy to swin-
dle a large group pf individuals repre-
moMtipg tha national :government.
Dradly the people who oafoy cheat-
ing the government out of its dues are
first to rugh to its ropreaentatlvas for
protection.

It may be pertinent to ask those
who colder amazed goods "bar-
gains" whether they take’Into consid-
eratloa the tact ~ t they may be
called upon to j~ eictra taxes fer the

It wH{ be asked how can'wo distin-
guish between tainted and wholesome
bargains? Many women, reailting the
evils that underlie tbe ba”ain sys-
tem. have satisfied their ooosclences
by refusing to purchase goods that
are sold below the market price. They
delude themselves into beltanring that
If they pay a high price for their pur-
eba”'they -are supplying their wants
according to a high ethical standard.
Tike fallacy of this line of'action is
most apparent. Some of .the most
costly garments have be”' wrought
out of the'most tragic elements In
life; some of the very che”jost bave
been made from start to fldIsh under
tbe very best possible conditions.
High-priced hand-made lara. made at
the cost of the eyesight of some
wretched, underpaid woman is a talnt-
,.ed bargain to be spumed by, all self-
respecting women. ifWle- ch»p Not-
tingham lace, machine--ma>" in model
factories, under tbe most wholesome
conditions, could, if viewed in the
proper lighU be worn with pride by a
duchess.

The ikurchaser must deOand a
guaranty that the article offered for
sale has been made nnder proper
mconditions. We do pot buy real es-
tate without searching the title; we
do not buy cutlery without looking
for the name of the manufacturer as
a pledge that the .steel is well tem-
pered. When we buy china we look
for the mark to guide us in selecting
the ware. Let us take the same means
of ascertaining whether thq garments
we buy are made In bright, well-ven-
tilated sanhary factories or in dark,
dirty, disease-infected hoVeis. There
are a considerable number of manu-
facturei-j of women’s white underwear
using tbe label'of the National Con-
sumers' league, a label 'that Is only
given to those manufacturers who have
all their work done on their-own prem-
ises and given after tbe factories have
been Inapected find the exeeutlve com-
mittee of the league Is convinced that
the conditions are perfectly satisfac-
tory.

Merchants are beginning to realize
that their customers are demanding in
goods something more than quantity or
quality, or even style,, and it Is Inter
esUng to note the recent change in
the character of advertisements, due
to miis gradual awakening of tbe coh-
suiArs”™ conscience In regard to bar-
gains.

A few years ago the merchapts con-
tended that It was not the business ol
the purchasers to inquire into the con-
ditions of manufacture under which
their garments were made and that it
was a piece of impertinened op their
part to endeavor to acquaint “em-
selves with the true nature of thelt
purchases. They therefore'advertised
merely the quality of goods or the style
of garments they placed on their
counters.  But consumers, having
learned to demand proper conditions
in slaughter houses, bakeries hand
dairies, are at last beginning to be
aroused to look Into the conditions sur-
rounding the manufabture of clothing.
To-day we find such advertisements as
tbe followingf

“Made by-clean, contented and well-
paid people with plenty of time. Nc
‘SdiUl of the Shirt” horrors aro stitched
into our garments.”

"Baby clothes safe to wear. It Is a
well-known fact that many garments
offered for sale at low prices and some-
times even the better grades are manu-
factured in t"ements or other un-
wholesome places un(“er conditions
that make It hasardous to wear them,
especially for Infants and email chil-
dren. .We cannot tell where these
goods arw to be fopnd, but we can fAn
you about the other kind—made In
light, 4Uean workrooms."

“Sepkible woipen all over this coun-
try are combining and organizing la an
effort to put .an end to the sale of
sweatshop, noosanitary -onddr and
outer clothing. These women an
looking for a label-—the one that we
show above, ir Is a gttanpty that the
garment which bears it is'made under
dean and healtt*uJl conditions.”

Do not such advertlsenients suggest
that the public conscience Is. awakIn-

There is never a supply of anything
until there Is a demand. The c”*nsum-
era, who make the'demand tor articles,
actually .create the supply. Bvery one
who purchases a garment that haa
been made in a sweatshop is hdping
to Bwell the output-of such goods. Thbe
swSatahop system .of work is most
degrading and has draped “e gar-
mentmaking. Industry down to a's1"k-
ingly low level.. When the commmer
insists upon maintaining the right to
know hoar the artldes purchased are
made, then the merchant will be forced
lo.detaand o( the.manufacturer a
anty of hia geaponaibnityi

In the case of the people vs. Tolman, a
saloonkeeper in Kalkaska conmty, (he
court declared that it was illMal for
the proprietor of a saloon to open bis
plaoe of business ou Sunday for any
cause whatever. The bartender and
porter of the saloon in question were
cleaning it out one Sunday, the doors
being kept locked all the time and no
one took a drink. The eWdence as to
tois was not iRsputed, but the circuit
eourt convicted and the supreme court
upheld the decision, saying that the
ivoprietor must at his peril see that no
necessity exists for opening thie saloon
at all on SHnday.

New Qaaotina Bill.

An act passed by the last legislature,
to take eflbot November 1, 1907, pro-
vides that persons dealing at ratail in
gasoline Shall deliver the sanie to the
porchaaer oply in barrels, cans or
packages painted vermiliton red and
having word “gaMline” st~cllled
thereon, and that all persons purchas-
ing gasohne shall keep the same only
in red burels or cans.

The act further provides that no per-
foo,.kee*Dg or using kerosene, shall
put o~keep the same in barrds or cans
painted red.

The penalty for violating the provi-
sions of the act is a fine of from five to
fifty'dollars or three months in the
coouty jail dMboth.

Facts Concerning Herring.

Some new facts concerning the her-
ring are contained in the Mientlflc
section of the fishery board for Scot-.i
land. According to -a paper by Dr.
Wemyss Fulton, certain theories as to
the growth and age of the.fish which
have been accepted for the last quar-
ter of a century are not well found-
ed. It now appears that the herring
is a fish of slow growth, and }s barely
214 Inches in length when one year
old. It does not reach maturity and
spawn until five years old, and -Is
hra of an average length of 9%
IneheS. Herrings over 12 inches long,
like toe large Loch FVne fish..may be
ten. years old and more, and the large
specimens that are occasionally
I'caught, measuHng from 14 to 16
Inches, are probably over 15 years
old, and may be 20. Investigations are
in progress to discover the reason for
the decline in the herring fishery of
Loch Fype in redent years. An inter-
esting method which has been adopt-
ed to trace the migrations of the fish

INSURANCE INVESTMENTS.

How One Company's Assets Are Dis-
tributed in the South and West.

In connection with its withdrawal
from Texas, along with many other
companies, rather than to submit to
the new law which requires that 75%
of the reserves on Texas policies shall
be Invested in eecurlties of that state,
which securities shall be deposited in
the state and subjected to heavy taxa-
tion. in addition to the large tax now
imposed on life insurance premiums,
the Equitable Life Assurance Society
has made public the distribution of Its
assets, at the end of the second year
of the DOT management The Equit-
able now has |1Q,958.000 Invested in
Texas, which is twice as much as the
new law requires, but the manage-
ment decided that to submit.to the
additional taxation would be an loJk -
itice to its policyholder?! in other
states, which impose no such penalty
cri the thrift of their citizens.

The Equitable’s report shows that
more than 37% of its total reserves
are now invested in the southern and
western states, while only 35% of its
total Insurance is carried in these
states. Its investments are distributed

*TATK AS LIQUOR tCLLAR.

An gupsriniant In Owalla® W—t A—
tralla, Rssults Suecssarutly.

The W—t Australian state govern-
ment’s experiment In Ugpor bpalne—
control St the mining cepthr of Owalla
has managed to live through criticism,
and now appears to be a firmly —tab-
lished institution.
