AH AY BARN.

Sty!* of Structure Which Will Allow
of Easy Handling of Hay.

When a considerable quantity of
hay Is to be stored, the style of.barn
should be such as will permit easy
handling both in unloading and re-
loading. To store 60 tons of hay,
With a 14-foot driveway between ©ach
bay and with 12-foot bays 18 feet deep,

**would require a length of 64 feet, the
floor space would then be 38x64 feet,
divided into two bays 12 feet wide, of
.four 16-foot bents each.

The ;filling caal>be expeditiously
handled with the horse fork in two
ways, explains Central Herald—first,
filling each bent,by itself from a car-
rier running lengthwise along the
ridge of the shelter, dropping the hay
in the center of the 14-foot space of
that bent and filling this bent with
one kind of hay; the second and third
bents would be filled in the-~same
manner, and the horse fork could he
worked from either one or both ends
as desired. If the first unloading is
to be done by hand, the hay can be
unloaded by driving crosswise, stop-
ping* the wagon Opposite either of
the 12-foot spaces or the 14-foot space.

If the center driveway IS to be kept
free for more expeditious removal of

the hay, the simplest and most con-
venient method of handling the fork

represented in the cut, where the
hay fork,is represented as working
on a track suspended under the ridge
of the roof, and running the full
length of the barn. Beneath the
Torkful of hay is represented a tilt-
ing platform which, when inclined as
represented in the cut, throws the
hay on the right side; if tilted in the
opposite direction, the hay would
fall on the Teft side of the driveway;
but if the tilting platform is not un-
der the forkful of hay the hay would
fall in the center. With such an ar-
rangement as this, the Jia'y can be de-
livered on one side or\the other of
the driveway, or it may "be. dropped
in the middle, at the wHI of the op-
erator on the bay, and hence the ar-
rangement can be used equally well
for entirely .filling°eaeh bent of the
shelter at once, and thus diminish the
labor of distributing the hay, over
what would be[required if each ~fork
ful of hay was-dropped, at one place. -

This tilting platform can be made
in various ways-i-*most simply In the
form of a series of slats made of
Inch boards and carried on a central
axis on which it turn!. The length
of the slants would be determined by
the width of the driveway, and must
be long enough iso that, the hay falls
on the bay after sliding from it. The
width of the platform should be in the
neighborhood of! 12 feet, and It should
be oarrled on pialallel tracks, as rep-
resented In the .figures. A bar should
connect each pair of rollers carrying
the platform car, Just below the roll-
ers, so that as the platform is tilt-
ed It 8tops when striking this bar,
causing it to deliver its load at the
proper place.

THE FARM GARDEN.

By Laying Out in Long Rows It Can
Be Cultivated With Horse.

Too many farmers think they do not
have time to bother with so small a
thing as ?a garden, says Coleman's
Rural World.

OF BICYCLE DAYS.

His Efforts to Tamo tho Wild and
Unruly "Ordinary”—Deserved
Compliment Paid Him by
His Teacher.

Susy’s next date is Nov. 29, 1885,
the eve of my fiftieth birthday. It
seems a good while ago. | must -have
been rather young for my age then,
for I was trying to tame an old-fash-
ioned bicycle nine feet high. It is to
me almost, unbelievable, at my pres-
ent stage of life, that there have real-
ly been people willing to trust them-
selves upon a dizzy and unstable alti-
tude like that, and that | was one of
them. Twichell and | took: lessons
every day. He succeeded, and be»
came master of the art of riding that
wild vehicle, but I had no gift in that
direction and was never able to stay
on mine long enough to get any satis-
factory view of the planet. Every
