Of th re e  .general bills th a t the spe­
cial session of the  leg islatu re failed 
to pass, tw o a re  chargeable to the 
house and one to (he senate. The 
bill placing telephone and te legraph 
com panies under the ad valorem  sys­
tem  of taxation  w as passed by the 
senate, but m et defea t in the  house 
by operation ot the  fru le  requ iring  a 
tw o-thirds vote to t!ake a  bill away 
from a  com m ittee or to suspend the  
rules.

The fight to p reven t the  passage 
of the  m easure w as led by R epresen­
ta tive  Campbell, of Grand Rapids, and 
R epresentative G albtalth , of Calume^,. 
who succeeded in 'convincing  a, suf­
ficient num ber of th e  m em bers th a t 
the passage of the . bill would endanger 
the continuance of the independent 
com panies throughout the  state . !

The explanation m ade by R epresen­
ta tiv e  Benton, of W ayne, as to why 
he  voted for the  bill, illu s tra tes  Ithe 
conflicting opinions th a t w ere aroused. 
H e declared his belief th a t the m eas­
ure ought n o t to  pass, b u t said th a t he 
would vote for it because a m ajority 
of the  m em bers of the  house w anted 
it. On all sides it w as conceded th a t 
sooner or la te r  the  com panies Involved 
would have to come under the prin­
ciple of ad valorem  taxation , th e  sam e 
as o ther property, but the  excuse was 
m ade th a t it would be only fa ir  to 
serve notice on them  so th a t they ' 
would be p repared  to  accept such a 
bill a t  the  n ex t session of the  legisla­
ture.

Squabble Over Lobby.
The anti-lobbying bill had a chance 

In the house, but the re  arose sqch 
a  wide difference of opinion as to  
w hat its  provisions should be th a t 
the m easure was finally tab led  andi al-. 
lowed to  die there. As originally 
drafted  the  bill m ade no reference to 
lobbying on the  part of s ta te  offi­
cials and em ployes, and th e re  w as an 
alm ost unanim ous opinion th a t these 
should be restric ted , a 9 it is well 
known th a t in the past s ta te  officials 
have exercised a  very  potent Influence 
upon legislative m atte rs. A fter being 
discussed the bill w as sen t to th e  
judiciary  com m ittee, which m ade; no 
effort to d ra ft a  sensible m easure. 
L a ter the  house took it aw ay from 
the com m ittee and played horse, put­
ting  on am endm ents th a t m ade it a 
ludricrous docum ent. In th a t shape 
few would vote for it, and  the bill 
w as tab led  as  :a  la st reso rt, no one 
being in te res ted  enough to w hip it 
into p resen tab le shape.

The bill to  preven t stock  w atering  
on the part of steam  and electric  rail­
roads by giving the  s ta te  ra ilroad  com­
m ission supervision over the  issuance 
of stocks and bonds of these  corpo­
rations w as deliberately  sm othered  by 
the senate  com m ittee on railroads by 
a unanim ous vote o f the  five m em bers 
of the com m ittee, th ree  of whom are  
adm in istra tion  senators.

^No One Knew!”
“W e had a  m eeting  and took up the 

bill,’’, sa id ’ S enator F u lle r in explan 
ation , "bu t no one seem ed to know 
anyth ing  abou t it. We did not know 
who it w as going to hit, so we unani­
mously decided to  postpone fu rth e r 
consideration.”

“T he prim ary  bill th a t-w as passed.” 
said Lieut.-Gov. Kelley today, “lacks 
b u t tw o things to m ake it a  first class 
m easure. One is th a t prim aries were 
not provided in all th e  counties for 
electing  delegates to  the  county con­
ventions. • The o th e r is th a t the  sub-, 
m ission of th e  prim ary proposition was 
not m ade com pulsory in all senato­
ria l d is tric ts , Instead of requiring  pe­
titions  to  have it subm itted. How­
ever, I th in k  it will be a  good thing, 
as  it  will lead to a general dem and 
•'or the prim ary system  in every coun­
ty  in the  s ta te . Aside from .these two 
points the bill is to  b«? commended.
I am  glad th a t a  bill w as passed; as 
I a n r  convinced th a t if we had ad­
journed w ithout one no s ta te  prim ary 
could be held nex t year under the  pres­
en t law, fo r the reason th a t th e re  is 
no provision fo r one.”

<3overnor W arner read  the  rio t a c t to  
th e  leg isla tu re  in  a  final m essage, 
w hen he took th e  m em bers to 
ta sk  fo r failing to pass the  kind of 
a  p rim ary  election bill he favored. 
*The m em bers re ta lia ted  by endeavor- 1 
in g  to  secure a  quorum  in the  senate 
in  ord e r  th a t a  s ting ing  rebuke in  the 
fo rm  of a  resolution m ight be read  
in to  the  record. In the efTort to se­
c u re  a  quorum  the  L ansing chief of 
police and two officers w ere pressed i 
Into service, L ieu tenan t G overnor Kel- \ 
le y  refusing  to  allow senate  officials j 
t o  sea rch  for the  m issing men.

Shortly  before tim e fo r ad journ­
m e n t a  quorum  w as secured through 
th e  efforts of th e  police a n d ’th e  sen­
a t e  resolu tion  w as parsed  and w ent 
in to  (he record. T he vote w as 15 to 2.

T he leg isla tu re  succeeded in passing 
th e  boxers’ p rim ary  bill, th e  adm inis- 
tra tio n is ts  cap itu la ting  a t  the  la st mo­
m en t and runn ing  up th e  w hite flag. 
T h e y  declared the  boxers’ bill was 
b e t te r  than  none a t  all. •

PRIMARY BILL FIGHT.
In  token of defeat the  senate  adm in­

is tra tio n  force reported  out the  boxer 
p rim ary  bill and  passed it w ith dis­
patch , m eekness and  resignation .

T h is decision w as reached a f te r  a 
conference following th e  defea t of the 
D ickln6on bill th a t had been sen t over 
from  th e  house.

I t  w as a  foregone conclusion th a t 
th e  session could not be held over an ­
o th e r  day and the  ad in in ld trationlsts 
cam e to  the  conclusion th a t they  did 
n o t care to  accep t the  responsibility  
o f  having the  session close w ithout a t 
le a s t  abolish ing  the  double prim ary  
sy stem  which h as  proved so costly. 

v S ena to r Fyfe acted as spokesm an, 
•and in  reporting  o u t  the  bill skid tha t 
•while it w as not Ju st th e  kind of a  bill 
t h a t  ought to  be passed, he w as con­
vinced th a t it w as the  b es t th a t could 
h e  Obtained under the  circum stances. 

.T h e  boxers w ere bo taken’; by su rp rise  
t h a t  they  could hard ly  believe the ir 
•senses and th e re  w as a  rush  for the 
c le rk ’s desk  to  see if som e tr ick  was 
n o t  being played. T he bill w as gone 
e v e r  very  carefu lly  to see th a t no 
ch a n g es  h ad  been m ade and then  the  
•work of passing  th e  bill w as taken  up.
_ S ena to r Fyfe w an ted  to  in se rt an 
•am endm ent th a t would m ake i t  c lear 

- . th a t  th e  40 p e r  ce n t provision applied 
t o  th e  governor and lieu tenan t gov­
e rn o r , specifically, b u t  even th is  was 
•denied him , th e  o th e rs  contending  th a t 
th e  context showed very  cleraly  w hat 
w a s  m e a n t

Qn th e  final passage of the  bill th e  
v o te  w as 28 to  2, W hitney  and Ely 
vo ting  ag a in s t It, th e  fo rm er because 
h e  is  aga in st p rim ary  reform  and Ely 
from  chagrin.

T h e  house had  adopted  the  senate 
co n c u rre n t resolu tion  to  w ind up busi­
n e s s  a t  m idnight when bill was 
s e n t  over and  i t  wgs decided to  get 
t h e  th ing  over w ith  before tak ing  any 
recess . R epresen tative Dickinson de­
vo ted  tw en ty  m inutes to  explaining 
t h e  provisions of th e  bill and  pointing 
■out th e  differences betw een i t  and his 
•own bS l, a fte r  w hich i t  w as passed, 
7 6  to  4.

So fa r  a s  being a  w orkab le m easure 
th e  new  b ill is  vastly  superio r to  the 
p r es en t  law. In  addition  I t provides 
t o r  one  prim ary  day in stead  o f two 
and gives th e  people a  chance to  nom ­
in a te  cand idates fo r U nited S ta tes  
se n a to r . T he big poin t on which the 
governo r  lo s t o u t is th e  provision re­
t i r i n g  th a t  cand idates fo r governor 
•and lieu ten an t governor m ust secure 
40 p e r  oen t of* th e  vote ca st to  secure 
a  nom ination is retained . T he prac­
t i c a l  effect o f th is  Is th a t un less some 
c a n d id a te  fo r governor shows th a t he 
isr th e  popular choice th e  nom ination 
wQl b e  m ade by a  s ta te  convention.

Some Glaring Defects.
T here a re  several g laring  defects in 

th e  bill, due to  the prejudice th a t ex­
is ts  in  som e sections of th e  s ta te , as 
reflected by th e ir  senators, as  to  how 
fa r the prim ary  system  should be ex­
tended. Several senato rial d is tric ts  
now operating  under the  prim ary  sys­
tem  w ill be affected under th e  new 
law*

I t  Is provided th a t in  senato ria l dis­
tr ic ts  w here all th e  counties do n o t 
opera te  under the  prim ary , the prop­
osition m ust be resubm itted  by peti­
tion. U nder the la st senato ria l reap ­
portionm ent several p rim ary  counties 
w ere joined to convention counties, 
w ith the resu lt th a t they w ill have to 
petition to  have the prim ary  proposi­
tion subm itted  and in case the  conven­
tion county polls the  la rg est vote will 
n o t get it.

The b iggest change; from  the pres­
en t law  Is the provision re la ting  to 
th e  election of delegates to  th e  coun­
ty  convention which in tu rn  elects  del­
ega tes to the s ta te  convention. I t  is 
provided th a t only counties which 
nom inate county officers by th e  pri­
m ary system  shall e lect delegates to 
the  county convention by the  prim ary  
system . This will h it som e uiirty- 
flve counties In the  s ta te . *

W ayne Back to Caucuses.
I t will resu lt in throw ing W ayne 

back to the  caucus system  to choose 
delegates to  the  county convention, 
for the. reason th a t W ayne, K ent, Mus­
kegon and A lpena counties a re  ex­
em pted from the provisions of the  bill, 
and  W ayne has# no localvac t to  cover 
th a t point.

Sum m ed up, the  bill aim s to  make 
the  prim ary  system  optional Instead 
of com pulsory in the various d istric ts .

"W e are  greatly  pleased w ith  the 
w orking fea tu res  of the  bill,’’ w as the 
only com m ent th a t A ttorney-General 
B ird had  to  m ake regard ing  the  bill.

T h a t the  adm in lstra tlon lsts  a re  mad 
c lea r through is pu tting  It m ildly, b u t 
they  w ere outgeneraled. The boxer, 
bill had  so m any fea tu res  th a t could 
no t be overlooked th a t It th rew  the 
b u rden  of action upon them . They 
w aited until th e  la s t mom ent, fondly 
hoping  th a t some boxer would desei$ 
and finally, w ith defea t b u t a  question 
of m inutes, they wilted.

From the State Capital

Inform ation and G ossip  Furnished by  Special 
C orrespondent at Lansing.

Lansing.—A bill p lacing telephone 
and te leg raph  com panies under the 
ad valorem  system  of taxation  was 
m ade th e  sub jec t of a  sharp  debate 
in  the  house W ednesday afternoon 
and the  supporters  of th e  m easure 
lacked b u t five votes of th e  necessary 
tw o-thirds to  secure a  suspension of 
th e  rules, w hich would have insured  
its  passage. "Wednesday m orning the  
house judiciary  com m ittee decided by 
a  vo te of 4 to  3, to  indefinitely  post­
pone fu r th e r  consideration of the  anti- 
lobbying bill on the  ground th a t the  
bill w as not well drafted , th a t the re  
w as no need of i t  a t  th is  tim e and 
th p t i t  could be passed, by th e  nex t 
leg islatu re if deem ed advisable. A 
li ttle  la te r  the  com m ittee on general 
taxation  voted, 4 to 2, to postpone fu r­
th e r consideration  of th e  teleohone 
and te leg raph  bill. H earing  of th is 
action, th e  a tto rney  general hastily  
found a  copy of a  bill in troduced la s t 
gfession tax ing  ca r loaning com panies 
and fa s t fre igh t lines and fixed up a 
new  bill to  am end th e  ti tle  of th e  old 
one -so as  to  include telephone and 
te leg raph  com panies. I t  w as in tro ­
duced by R epresen ta tive  Jerom e, who 
im m ediately moved a  suspension  of 
tiie ru les In order, to  send the  bill to 
th e  com m ittee of th e  whole. This 
served  to  open up th e  firew orks and 
on hour w as sp en t in  debating  the 
m erits  of the  proposition. R epresen­
ta tiv e s  G albraith , Cam pbell and Simp­
son contended th a t  the  opera tions of 
th e  bill would be unfair to  th e  sm all 
te lephone com panies th roughou t the  
s ta te  and also  w ork to  th e  disadvan­
ta g e  of th e  P osta l Telegraph company, 
as aga in st th e  W estern  Union. Rep­
resen ta tives Jerom e, Dust, M iller and 
W alters  ta lked  In favor of the  bill, a r­
guing  th a t a  principle w as Involved 
and th a t responsib ility  of tax ing  the  
various com panies res ted  w ith  the 
s ta te  tag  com m ission and n o t w ith the 
legislature©  As 90 m em bers had  an­
sw ered ro jf  call I t requ ired  60 to sus­
pend- th e  rules, th e  m otion being de­
feated , 55 to  33.

Potato Crop Is Large.
T he continued w et w eather held the 

fro s t back la te  enough in  the  season 
for th e  tubers, w ith  the  exception of 
the  very  la te s t ones p lanted , to  ripen 
sufficiently to  assu re  the  farm ers of a 
good quality .

All county 
conventions m ust be  hel4_jwlthin 15 
days a fte r  the  prim ary  day to  be 
fixed by th e  s ta te  cen tra l com mittee. 
The s ta te  convention is to  be held 
w ithin 40 days a f te r  the  prim ary. I t 
is expressly  provided th a t unless can­
didates fo r governor and lieu tenan t 
governor receive 40 per '^ent. lof th e  
enrolled vote a t  the  prim ary  election 
the  nom inations shall be m ade by 
the  s ta te  convention. All voters a re  
com pelled to  enroll under som e party  
designation to  be en titled  to  vote and 
various enrollm ent days are  provided 
for. W here the  p a r t o f any d is tr ic t 
has adopted th e  prim ary  system  i t  is 
n o t m ade com pulsory to  subm it the 
proposition to  the  'whole d istric t, but 
i t  may be done on petition of 26 per 
c e n t  of the  enrolled voters. N om ina­
tions of candidates fo r U nited  S ta tes 
senato r are  to be m ade by p rim ary  
vote under th e  term s of th e  bill.

P erfection Steijv—Much a s  m any 
people ob ject to  'the stew , or to  any 
llsh  tha t, savors | of it , th e  cook who 
a w illing to  ta k e  som e pains in  p re ­
paring  the- viands fo r h e r  tab le  can 
serve, a  veal s tew  in  such a  m anner 
th a t th e  fac t th a t i t  is  a  “stew ” will 
never be suspected.

English Veal Cake—W hen so much 

of th e  ro a s t hap been used th a t  i t  is 
no longer possible ftp ge t slices, the re  
are  s till several m ethods by w hich it 
can be p repared  m ost appetizingly. 
P urchase a  fevj s lices of boiled ham 
and. tw o eggs, and  you can serve one 
of th e  fam ous E nglish  veal cakes. 
H ere is  th e  rejelpe: T ake abou t a 
pound o f cold ro a s t veal; rem ove all 
fat, etc., and  chbp It in to  sm all pieces. 
G rease & plain mold and p u t in to  i t  a l­
te rn a te  layers of chopped veal, hard- 
boiled eggs, anil boiled ham  in  slices, 
w ith chopped pars ley  and s a lt  and 
pepper betw een each  layer, until thfr 
mold Is nearly) full. N ext, ta k e  som e 
good s tock  and flavhr i t  ~with tarra- 

m ace and pepper to. tante. P our 
th is  over th e  p th e r Ingred ien ts until 
th e  mold is filled a lm ost to  the  brim. 
Bake i t  fo r hajlf an  hour, b u t do not 
serve i t  un til I t h as  becom e so cold 
th a t i t  can be sliced neatly . Served 
w ith a  g arn ish  of c risp  w atercress, 
these slices of j veal-cake m ake a  m ost 
ac cep tab le  hot-w eather luncheon dish.

Russian Croquettes—A nother m inc­
ed-veal dish t h a t  w ill appeal a ttra c ­
tively to  lovers of nice ea tin g  is 
known a s  “R ussian  croquettes.” To 
m ake them , m ince a  pound of cold 
veal, and  season  i t  w ith  pepper, salt, 
a  little  ̂ nutmeg and  ha lf a  teaspoonful 
of g ra te d  lem on peel, and  m oisten 
w ith a  sauce m ade a s  follows: H eat a 
coffee-cupful. Of m ilk tp  the  boiling 
point; th e n  add a  slice  o f  onion, h 
s ta lk  of celery, chopped, a  bay-leaf, 
half a  dozen j peppercorns, a n d  pars­
ley, thym e and mace. Do n o t le t  the 
m ixture ac tually  boil, b u t k ee p  i t  s im ­
m ering steadily  fo r fully  16 m inutes. 
Then stra in , season  to  ta s te  w ith  sa lt 
and pepper, and  th icken  w ith  a  blend 
of flour and  gu tte r. W hile th is  sauce 
Is being prepared , ro ll som e puff paste 
very th in , and, w hen  th e  sauce and 
m eat have been com bined, shape  a 
tablespoonful j o f th e  m ix tu re  in to  the 
?hape o f a  croquette , a n d 'ro ll i t  up In 
a s tr ip  of th e  puff paste , p ressing  the 
ends to ge ther , closely. H ave some 
leep  f a t  ready  and  fry the  croquettes 
brown. D rain carefully , and serve with 
m ustard , cress ,, o r  so rre l and  b its  of 
lemon. They; m u s t n o t be p u t on a 
cold p la tte r  no r k ep t standing , be­
cause, to  be  rea lly  delectable, cro­
que ttes  should* be served  very  h o t  .

’ T here a re  places in G erm any w here 
you m ust be very careful w hat you 
w ear. In Saxony you a re  liable to  gel;

tie, and a t  K etsehendorf a v isitor re ­
ceived a v isit and reprim and from the 
local police because he w rote them  a 
le tte r  in  red  ink.

Em s has p u t its  foot down about 
long tra ins. Ladies are  forbidden 
to w ear them  while tak ing  the  w aters 
or a ttend ing  the  prom enade concerts. 
T he notice points out the danger of 
causing  dust to fly- w here th e re  are 
so m any invalids. T here is a  grain 
of com fort for th e ' sm art w oman vis­
ito r *at the end of the  notice, in the 
shape of an o rder th a t men shall not 
sm oke during  fhe hours w hen the  in­
valids are  tak ing  the ir walks.

The town council of H erm skrechen  
goes fu rth e r than  th a t of Ebs. Its  
law  ru n s ; “T he draggling  of ladies' 
d resses is forbidden on pain of a 
fine of 20 crow ns.” A sim ilar enact­
m en t has-recently  .come into force a t 
N ordhausen. A fine of tw o dollars 
is  the  penalty  for th e  first offense, 
$2.50 for the  second^ and a  day’s im ­
prisonm ent for the  third.

Germ any, ta k e  it  all around, is more 
fu ll of ridiculous and tiresom e rules 
and regulations, than  any o ther coun­
try  on ea rth . P arag raph  68 of the 
municipal regulations governing bur­
ials a t G iessen, in H esse, was as fol­
low’s: “In te rm en ts  are  only perm it­
ted afte r  death  has taken place. In 
all o th e r cases a  certificate  signed by 
the m ayor is required .” M oral: Don't 
incur the  enm ity of the  m ayor of 
G iessen or you may find yourself un­
derground before you a re  ready.

"Are you asleep, m iss?” was a r re s t­
ed and fined five dollars for "an  un­
justifiab le Insult."

W hen the 
ca r is full a sign "B esetzt” is hung 
out, m eaning “occupied." Supposing 
a  lady, then, -gets in and a  man gets 
up and  offers he r h is  seat, he, unfor­
tu n a te  fellow, is prom ptly ejected by 
th e  conductor.

In R ussia  k isses given in  public, 
w hether in th e  s tre e t or a  res tau ran t, 
or even a t  th e  open window of a  pri­
vate  house, a re  actionable. A k iss in 
the open s tree ts  costs the  offender 
th ree  dollars. I t  is a sober fact th a t 
tn R ussia a  man may: not kiss his wife 
in public.

P rance  has a num ber of law s 
which s trike s  the  s tran g e r a s  odd. 
It-is, for instance, illegal to  take  w ater 
from th e 's e a . You see, you m ight be 
going to m ake salt, which is a  gov­
ernm en t monopoly. A nother enact­
m ent, n o t a bad one in its  way, but 
which would be very  likely to  be in ­
fringed by A m erican fam ilies travel­
ing w ith children, is to the  effect tha t 
no solid food may be given to babies 
under one year old. Also nurses may 
no t u se  for th e ir  charges any so rt of 
feeding bottle with a  rubber tube. The 
idea is th a t rubber tubes harbor poi­
sonous im purities.

N othing is m o re . ap t to raise  the 
suspicion of the  foreign official., than 
the ordinary cam era. In m any places, 
such as Metz and S trasburg , It is as 
much as your liberty  is w orth to be 
seen snapshooting, 'a t  le as t anyw here 
nea r the  fortifications. In Pompeii 
you m ust pay for each photo you take ; 
in Morocco the  cam era .is a  source of 
danger to  its, owner, and a t  Constan­
tinople it  Is forbidden to carry  any 
photographic appara tus anyw here 
near the  su ltan ’s palace.—Baltim ore 
News.
