The flood of gold for New York
banks began arriving from Europe,
one vessel bringing $7,100,000.

Indications thht the available sup-
ply of cash would be materially in-
creased within a short time, both by
Imports of gold and the increase of
the bank notfr circulation, and that
the movement of cotton and grain
crops would be facilitated In every
way possible with the result of in-
creasing our credits abroad, were the
salient features pf the financial situa-
tion.

Relief from monetary stringency
can only be secured by a system of
credit currency, which shall meet the
requirements of trade and be re-
deemable in gold, according to Con-
gressman Charles Fowler of New Jer-
sey, chairman of the banking and
currency committee of the house.

THE STATE IN
. GENERAL

LOCATION OF THE STATE
CAPITAL TO COME

UP AGAIN.
DETROIT’S CLAIM FOR IT
Michigan—Banks Are All Right—Wa

tered Stock Becomes Expensive to
Holders.’

The State Capital.

The ancient claim of Detroit that it
is the legal capital of the state is to
be passed upon by the constitutional
convention, and organizations are al-
ready reported as forming in various
sections ortbe state to remedy what
Gov. Pingree called the ‘crime ol
1847, when the state legislature
moved the capltol from.Detroit and
ordered that it be located in the “town-
ship of Lansing,” in the county of Ing-
ham, at that time in the midst of a
forest and 20 miles distant from any
railroad.

In' the convention of 1835 a clause
was included which provided that !he
capltol should be located at Detroit
until 1847, when the legislature should
locate a permanent capital. There
were many claimants, Grand Branch,
in Genesee county; Byron, in Shia-
wassee county; Lyons, in lonia coun-
ty; Dexter, in Washtenaw county, be-
sides such cities as Jackson, Ann Ar-
bor, Marshall, Corunna, Eaton Rapids
and Battle Creek. Finally the commit-
tee of the whole, which had risen sev-
eral times in agreement, always to be
rejected by the house, located the
capital in the wilderness.

Since that time, at intervals, and es-
pecially since Gov. Pingree’s message,
there have been many attempts to
pass an amendment through the legis-
lature to return the capitol to Detroit.

Sarin People in Asylums.

C. W. Mason, editor of the North-
west Fanner, published IrT Menomi-
nee, charges that heartless relatives
who wish to become rid of infirm old
people, send them to asylums on the
pretext of insanity, and that the state
asylums are full of instances of his
charges. He says that there are at
least fifty patients of this sort in the
Newberry asylum.

In an editorial Mason directs his at-
tacks not; pn the superintendents of
the asylum,' but on the public and the
county officials, who permit the al-
leged conditions to exist either
through ignorance or neglect of duty.

"It is for the humanity of the pub-
lic to know to what extent this prac-
tice is carried on and to put a sum-
mary stop to It,” he says. “It is for
the authorities in each county to in-
vestigate conditions at home and to
carefully scan each case of insanity to
see that absolute justice is done.

Cowardly Hunters.

Floyd Osborn/a young man of Sher-
man township, was accidentaly shot
and perhaps disfigurejd for life by a
hunter in the woods near his home.
He received the entire charge in his
face and chest, one shat going through
his nose and others tearing his cheeks
and shoulders. The hunters bad
startled a partridge and fired, and Os-
born was in line of the charge. When
the hunters heard OsbornB cry and
saw him fall they fled tnio the thicket
and disappeared. Osborn became un-
conscious, but recovered sufficiently to
drag himself home. He thinks he rec-
ognized one of the hunters.

Watered Stock Held.

A jury in the circuit court decided
in favor of the Athens Savings bank
In the suit against the stockholders
of the defunct Star Manufacturing Co.
for $3,000, holding that the stockhold-
ers were liable for the unpaid G62-3
per cent, or “wateredv stock of ihe
company. f

The suit was the first under the lim-
ited corporation law, and if upheld by
the supreme court, will have a state
wide influence. Hundreds of Michi-
gan investors” have lost their invest-
ments in stock companies, and if com-
pelled to pay for the “watering,” many
will lose their entire fortunes.

A School Bank.

The dbhool savings bank, which
went into effect Friday in Ann Arbor,
was a success from the start and at
night the same day  total of $49.97
had been deposited by 227 pupils:
The individual deposits ranged from
one cent to >5.05. The deposits are
made by the children !of the fourth to
eighth grades.

TOM L. JOHNSON ELECTED
MAYOR OF CLEVELAND FOR
»A FOURTH TERM.
RESULT IN OTHER STATES*

Kentucky Elects Republican Governor

—Anti-Graft Goes In California—
Reports From All the Battle
Grounds.

Johnson Has Cleveland.

Tom L. Johnson is again a winner,,
his plurality over Rep. Theodore Bur-
ton for mayor of Cleveland exceeding
9,000. Johnson says be will be a
candidate for- a fifth term two years
hence and slid kto his task of giving
Cleveland three-jeent street car-fares.
Complete returnjs give Johnson 48,339 '
votes, and BurOtn, 39,026, Johnson’s
exact plurality being 9,313. The entire
Democratic ticket was elected -with
the lexception olf; police clerk. The,
city council will stand 25 Democrats
to 7 Republicans. It is reported that
because of his victory Johnson may. be-
William Jennings Bryan’s candidate-
for the presidency next year.

Other Battles.

Kentucky has elected the entire Re-
publican skate ticket, headed by Au-
gustus E. Wilson for governor, by ma-
jorities ranging from 5,000 to 10,000.
The Kentucky legislature will have a.
Democratic majority on joint ballot
and probably will elect Gov. Beckham
to the United States senate. Louisville
elected a Republican mayor.

Gov. Guild, of Massachusetts, has
increased his plurality to about 105,-
000, as against 30,000 ifi 1906. The en-
tire state ticket and both branches of
the legislature are Republican. Of
the two Democratic candidates Henry
M! Whitney strongly outran Charles.
W. Barttlett, the latter falling far be-
low .Thomas L. Hisgen, of the Inde-
pendence league.

The San Francisco election proved,
a landslide for the anti-grafuleaders,.
and the Good Government ticket has’
been overwhelmingly elected from top-
to bottom. Mayor Edward R. Taylor,
Democrat, has a plurality of more
than. 11,000 votes, while District At-
torney Wm. Langdon has so far a ma-
jority of 16,000 over McGowan.

The election in Greater New York
resulted in a Democratic victory. New
York county (Manhattan and The
Bronx), went overwhelmingly their
way, Thomas F. Foley, for sheriff, hav-
ing a plurality of 26,723 over M. F.
Ilhmsen, Independence League and Re-
publican, in d comparatively light
vote.

Late returns indicate the election of
J.-Franklin Fort (Rep.), governor of
New Jersey by nearly 5,000. The
state legislature will be Republican;

Rhode Island has re-elected Gov.
James H. Higgins, Democrat, his plu-
rality now reaching 2,307, a gain of
1,000 since 1904., The general assem-
bly is Republican in both branches,
ensuring the return of George Peabody
Wetmore to the U, S. senate.

Maryland has elected Judge Austin
L. Crothers (Dem.J for governor and
the entire Democratic state ticket by
about 7,000 plurality. Ex-Gov. Smith
carried the primaries for the long term
in the United- States senate and Sen-
ator Wm. Pinckney Whyte is assured
of the short-term.

Practically without opposition, the
Mississippi Democratic state ticket,,
with E. F. jNoel for governor, was
elected yesterday.

Through tae election of John D.
Bransford as mayor, the general city
ticket and a majority of the city
council, the [American party retained
complete control of Salt Lake City for
two more years.

In Toledo Brand Whitlock was elect-
ed mayor on his Independent ticket,
getting 6,000 plurality. He stands for
threenegt street car fares. In Colum-
bus, (J., C. A. Bond (Rep.) was elected
mayor by 5,000. In Cincinnati Col.
Leopold Markheit (Rep.) won by 10-*
000 over Mayor Dempsey (Dem.) and
Frank Pfaff (City ticket).

Pennsylvania elected John G. Sheats
state treasurer by 150,000.

Wife of U. S. MajorTells of Her
Visit to a Strange Indian City—
Fields of Com with' Pink, Blue
and Green Ears— Hideous Albi-
nos Found Among Inhabitants—
A Brown City Built In Tiers—
Fascinating Indian Girls— Eagles
Kept for 'Feather Supply— Vac-
cinating a Whole City. *

Twenty years ago Zuni was almost
unknown except to the rare traveler
~=pr to .the. Catholic priest, who once or
“twice a year visited the pueblo and
; christened a score or more of dark-
skinned infants, whose parents prized
the Spanish name then bestowed upon
each child, but knew nothing of any
ether meaning to the ceremony. It
was therefore an unexpected pleasure
to the writer when good fortune gave
her the opportunity of seeing this
famous but little known ,spot.

An epidemic of smallpox had raged
for_some time among the.Indians of
New Mexico. The mortality was enor-
mous, as they were wholly unprotect-
ed and most unhygienic In their mode
of life. It occurred to the post sur-
geon that as Zuni was as yet un-
touched here was his chance to do a
benevolent deed. He laid in a supply
of vaccine,, virus, obtained a short(
leave of absence and invited a few
congenial spirits to accompany him
on his journey and take a glance at
an Indian city.

Zuni is about 45 miles, from Fort
Wingate. The road runs Oyer hill
and through dale, over heights wood-
ed with pinon, juniper and magnificent
pines and through glades whose only
verdure is wiry grass and low bushes
of a dull green—an odd and pictur-
esque landscape. Our party consisted
of. the surgeon and his wife, a young
girl, a lieutenant of infantry and his
wife and our most important and in-
dispensable companion, Frank Hamil-
ton Cushing, without whose know-
ledge, tact and intimacy with the In-
dians we would have had a common-
place visit instead of a most interest-
ing one. Mr. Cushing was then a
youth of 22 years; he had been living
fbr sojne time in Zuni as an Indian
among Indians. He wore their dress,
spoke their language fluently and had

wound his way into their inmost
hearts by his desire to know their
traditions, by his deep interest .in

their myths and by his power of in-
teresting them in the strange things
which he in turn could tell of his own
people.

As we started one bright summer
morning in an ambulance drawn by
four mules Mr. Cushing rode gayly
beside us on a diminutive pony which
he managed like a consummate horse-
man. When he walked, as he did
sometimes to ease his horse, his
movements were full of elastic grace.
It was due to his Indian training that
he leaped so lightly from rock to
rock in the deep canyons or sprung so
alertly up the mountain sides, never
out of breath or showing the least
sign of exertion, ever ready to point
out the beauty that encompassed us.

The road was rough, and the clum-
sy old ambulance was not a bed of
down, so we were glad at luncheon
time to stop beside an adobe house at
Nutria. This was used by some of
the “rtnis as a summer home, where
they’lived while planting and raising
their corn. This corn is amazing to
the American accustomed to great
stalks six feet or more in height It
grows about two feet high and often
bears ears of beautiful colors, pink,
ly prized by the Indians who, liking
the gay tints, never minds that his
bread is of every hue. Moreover, he
has religious uses for the particolored
corn. This dwarf variety by deep
planting requires no irrigation, but
draws its needed water In some mys-

. terious way from the arid soil.

We found seven or eight men and
one woman in the house when we ac-

.cepted Mr. Cushing’s invitation to
enter. They gazed at us long and curi-
ously. asking Mr. Cushing, whom they
called Tenatsali (the medicine flow-
er), innumerable questions about us
all. Finally the woman, who, unlike
the usually small and gentle Zuni
maiden, was a huge, masculine-look-
ing creature, rose from her seat and
with every appearance of intense an-
ger and outraged dignity left the
room, flirting her scanty skirts in dis-
dain as she passed us.

Mr. Cushing told ‘s that our young
girl had unwittingly roused her jeal-
ousy; for all the Indian men present
nrere telling Mr. Cushing how they
mwould like just such a pink-cheeked,
yellow-haired maid for a wife. Thi*
Indian woman, in spite of her curiosi-
ty to know more about us, never re-
turned to take another look; her feel-
ings had been too deeply outraged to
~mforgive us easily. We knew her bet-
ter later on and became quite friendly
ewith her.

There were at that time five Albi-
nos in Zuni, the most revolting and
hideous beings | have ever seen: They
were as white as lepers, their hair
was a light straw color, their" pink
eeyes were half closed on account of
the dazzling sunlight. To protect
their weak eyes from the glare they
were their hair over their faces.
This practice, with their extreme un-
cleanliness of face, and; hands, com-
bined to make them even uglier than
nature intended. 1t faa probably be-
cause these uncanny creatures are
cherished by their fellow townsmen

at our blonde blrl created such a

nsation among the Zuni: men that

ey even followed us for a time on
their ponies to get a last glimpse of
their charmer.

On account of the roughness of the
roads” we decided to spend the night
at Pescado, which consists of several
houses built of stone and plastered
with mud, inhabited only when the
Zuni is cultivating his fields. The
place was deserted when we alighted
from tjie ambulance. After eating
our evening meal, uncheered* by even
a cup of tea, we spread our blankets
on the floors of two large rooms, the
gentlemen using the outer one to pro-
tect us if necessary. Alas! They
could not guard us from the hosts of
crawling . marauders which  made
night so comfortless that we were
glad to resume the journey at day-
break.

Zuni came at last Into view, so un-
obtrusive and brown we hardly knew
that it was there. The houses are so
close together and piled so high that
ithe effect Is of-a natural mound. The
brown background served as a fitting
getting to the gay blankets of the In-
dian, weavers, who, fulbof excitement
jat feeeing us in Mr. Cushing’s com-
pany, crowded around the ambulance
to Inspect us, our clothes commanding
the women’s deepest interest. We
were shown Into the house of the
cleanest woman of the pueblo, who
vacated it in our favor. She thought
herself well paid when upon our de-
parture she received for rent two sil-
ver dollars and two packages of.
needles. The rooms were low, but
very pretty in color. The floors had
been covered with a thick paste of
some earthy substance, which glit-
tered with specks of mica and was of
a warm mauve hue. Upon this, while
it was soft, the Indian housekeeper
had drawn with a stick patterns in
artistic waves and ridges. Our thick
shoes, sad to tell, soon spoiled the
pretty design, but the moccasin does
not injure it, and it therefore lasts a
long time.

Before we had time to look about us
visitors began to pour.in. All the wom-
en of Zuni are attractive, especially
the young ones. They are slender
and graceful, and wear a charming
dress woven by themselves; It is al-
ways dark blue, embroidered In a
broad band around the lower edge of
light blue In a kind of Kensington
stitch. They wear red sashes, and the
effect of the costume is harmonious

and pleasing to the eye.” We named
pne little woman, Maggie Mitchell,
after the popular actress. | never saw

anything more graceful than her at-
titude as she plied us with endless
question”. Singling out the almost as
tiny "southerner, our lieutenant’s wife,
she bounded to her side and with
pretty gestures measured heights- and
compared one little foot with an-
other, unt;il, her vanity satisfied, she
gaye a joyous laugh and melted away
Into tbe crowd.

We had a large following when we
went out to see the people at wprk.
Everything is carried on out of dtfors.
Pottery, made without a wheel, is
painted and baked in the open air.
The latter process Is very odd; the
great jars are set on the ground
and- over them is built a mound of
dried cow manure, which looks like
a beehive through whose openings one
can see the glowing red of the pottery
as It slowly bakes and reaches per-
fection. We saw the weaving of
Wankets, the making of silver orna-
gray, blue, green and dark red, hjgh-
ments, the grinding of corn, the
kneading of bread and the feeding of

the pet eagles, which are kept in
cages built against the houses. Once
a year the unfortunate birds’ tail

feathers are plucked to be worn on
Zuni head-dresses. * s

We returned to our rooms for din-
ner, which we took by daylight It
was already dusk Indoors because the
little windows, made of squares of

gypsum, admitted scant light, and
we could hot Inspect our guests as
closely as we wished.- The most
important one was Palowatiwa, gov-

ernor of the pueblo, a handsome man
of great dignity of mien, with a
profile strikingly like that of Dante.
Seated flat on the floor for dinner,
we were;in full view of a number of
spectators, among whom was the gov-
ernor’s wife—a hard-faced, shrewish
creature, whom we called Xantippe—
a well-deserved name, for she scold
ed her husband In a high-pitched voice
during the entlre*meal. <Mr. Cushing
interpreted all she said. The gov-
ernor, like many Indians, hated pork
Having no cook with us, we had ar
ranged to eat canned food, boiled
ham, bread and cake; using a fire
only to heat the soups or boil water

for tea and. coffee. ~We were re-
lieved to find that the unhappy ex-
pression on Palowatiwa was due to

no other serious cause than the fear
of being obliged to eat ham for the
sake of politeness. “Must | eat the
accursed pig?" he asked. His man-
ners were wonderfully good. Although
he had never used a fork, he watched
us closely and did thg. best he could
with the unknown implement. His
mind was evidently relieved when,

the odd human beehive we were vis-
iting a sound from on high made ur
turn in surprise. Far above our
heads, on the top of the seventh story
of the city, stood an Indian silhbu-
etted against the sky. In a most
musical voice, in accents like those
of a cathedral priest intoning the
service, this muezzin of the desert
told his people that a medicine man
had come to protect them from the
sad disease they knew so well. On
the morrow they must come tothe
great square to be treated/ |

never, before nor since, listened to
more beautiful Intonating, nor looked
upon anything more poetic than that
draped figure so sharply defined
against the background of the even-
ing sky, After this we went to bed
wearied out and dreaming of Indian
girls brushing their lovers’ hair to
show their affection, of jealous wives
scolding majestic husbands, and, of
men who wanted ta steal fair-haired
girls. &

We rose early next day and strolled
through the narrow streets before the
city was awake. Every door stood

open, !'not a creature was stirring
within, and we could see the natives,
looking like chrysalises, as, rolled in

their blankets they, lay on the floor
apparently wherever sleep had over-
taken them.

Later, attended by five great men
Gt the pueblo, virtually tjie lawmakers
of.the place, we' were shown the old
mission church, now deserted. Like
most buildings of this character, It
was fine ini form, a.vision of beauty
when seen by moonlight We then
weffC to the topmost story, stlll= pre-
ceded. by .the dignified elders, .and,
mounting from ladder to ladder,
reached the little room that was the
apex -of the.city. From there we
gazed enraptured at Toyalani moun-
tain, girt with a band of varied color.
From Its summit, it is said, Zuni
women, no doubt as small and gentle
as those of our own times, poured
from great ollas boiling' water on the
heads of Spanish soldiers centuries
ago. Turning to leave, | noticed a
common white china plate Imbedded
In the adobe wall of the room. Mr.
Cushing explained to us that one of
the most important religious ceremo-
nies the Indians observed occurred
at the’summer solstice. The day was
carefully watched for by the elders,
who knew that the time for it had
come when they saw a beam of light
fall on the plate at sunrise through
A.narrow opening opposite.

We left our lofty perch with re-
gret, and spent the afternoon watch-
ing the vaccination, whieh proved a
work of time. Many belated ones who
thought, with Indian lethargy, that
any, time would do, pursued us on
the morrow as the ambulance drove
away, wildly gesticulating and point-
ing at their arms.

Swiftly passed the hours, and all
too soon we turned away from Zuni
—as it chanced, forever. Adieu,
strange city of the desert, we ne’er
shall see thee quite the same again.
The sewing machine, the Kkerosene
lamp, the chair and tables of civiliza-
tion, have invaded thee and changed
thy ancient ways!

Three of the mirthful party who
laughed those summer days away and
found the hours too short have passed
to the great beyond. The slender,
graceful southerner went first, soon
followed by her gallant husband, who
fell at the head of his regiment on
San Juan hill. Tenatsali, so full of
life and hope, has left us, too. His
spirit years since set out on the lone-
ly trail to the shadow land of Zuni.

From the State Capital

Information and Gossip Furnished by Special
Correspondent at Lansing.

Lansing.—Two home rule proposals
were submitted to the constitutional
convention both coming from Detroit,
one by Delegate Simons and the other
by Delegate Hally. The Simons pro-
posal is partial home rule. Its pro-
visions are as follows: 1 The legis-
lature shall provide for the incorpora-
tion of cities and villages and shall re-
strict their powers of taxation, bor-
rowing money, contracting- debts and
loaning their credit. 2. All affhits of
a purely business nature, Including
local franchises and municipal service
utilities shall be given over to munici-
pal sovereignty. 3. In their relation
to state affairs, cities and villages
shall remain fully under the control of
the legislature. 4. Special laws af-
fecting cities and villages shall not be
valid unless- approved by a majority
of the qualified electors voting there-
on, in the city or village affected. 5.
The judicial, chief executive and leg-
islative officers of cities and villages
shall be elected. « The Hally proposal
Is home rule In its fullest sense, giv-
ing municipalities absolute control of
their own affairs. The provisions of it
are as follows: 1. The legislature
shall not enact, amend or repeal any
charter or act of incorporation for,
or any law restricting within its own
territory its control, by any city hav-
ing a population of 10,000 or more in-
habitants. The legislative body, and
the legal voters of every such city are
hereby granted power, In suchfmanner
as shall be from time to time deter-
mined by the local legislative body, to
enact and amend the municipal char-
ter, subject to the constitution, the
criminal laws, and all other laws ap-
plicable to all the Inhabitants of the
state of Michigan. 2. Eyery city now
existing within this state shall con-
tinue with all its present rights and
powers until otherwise provided by
law, and shall always have the addi-
tional rights and powers conferred by
this constitution. 3. No city shall
ever grant, extend or renew a fran-
chise ordinance without the approval
of a majority of the qualified electors,
residing within its corporate limits,
who shall vote thereon at any gen-
eral election or special election.
Every such franchise ordinance *may
be amended, altered or repealed. 4.
The legislature, shall pass no law to
prevent any city from engaging in
any business or enterprise which may
be engaged in by a person, firm or cor-
poration by virtue of a franchise from
said city, or from engaging in any
business or enterprise for the better
conduct of its own affairs. No city
shall engage ,in any business or enter-
prise without the approval of a ma-
jority of the qualified electors residing
within its corporate limits, who voted
for the office of governor at the last
election.

Advocate* Whipping Post.

Fred Causley received the severest
tongue-lashing ever given a prisoner
in a Bay City court when he appeared
in court otlarged with neglecting to
provide for his two children, eight and
ten years old. Justice William Kelley,
who delivered the lecture, said: "It’s
too bad there is not a whipping post
whereby punishment could be meted
out to able-bodied men who shame-
fully abandon their children, beat
their wives and do not support them
as they should.” It appears In the tes-
timony that Corisley abandoned his
children after leaving them at the
home of his sister when his wife died.

Excess Tariff Charged.

Complaints hatfe been received by
the railway commission that under
the readjusted .excess baggage tariff,
effective sincte! October 1, roads that
formerly charged but two cents per
mile are charging more than they
were before for carrying excess bag-
gage. The passenger agents could
promise no great change in the excess
tariff.

Vv - —
Mileage Bobka Still in Use.

Railway passenger agents state that
commercial travelers by purchasing
Interchangeable mileage might avail
themselves of the two-cent rate on
Interstate travel, arid they wish to
correct an erroneous impression on
th|» prirt of the public that the use of
tbpse mileage books has been discon-
tinued.

Surveying Contract Approved.

The state board of auditors- has ap-
proved the contract made by the attor-
ney general with Prof. J.-B. Davis; of
the state university, to take charge of
the work surveying the Wisconsin and
Michigan boundary line, authorized by
the legislature. He will receive $25
per day while engaged in the work.

Want Three-Cent Fares Abandoned. '

Prominent railroad men met the
new state railway commission in con-
ference here, discussed transportation
problems amicably and agreed to give
the new railway law under which the
commission is organized a fair chance
to prove fto worth. Commissioner
Glasgow'asked the railroad represen-
tajives to abandon toe present three-
cent charge far interstate: fares be-
tween states having . two-cent fare
laws, stating .that many. complaints
had been received in regard to this
apparent discrimination.

Three- Employment-Bureaus.

“The free employment bureau_)\s. a
business office where those a"kijafi
for labor, both employer and. em-
ploye, may be supplied free of charge.
These bureaus have been established
in many different states, among them
Ilinois, Missouri, New-York and Ohio,
and from their inception have proved
successful." So said Labor Commis-
sioner Malcolm J. McLeod when speak-
ing of the subject, "in the summer of
1895 a movement was started to or-
ganize a free employment bureau in
Michigan and the state legislature
granted to the labor commission the
right to use part of the commission
funds to organize one bureau at De-
troit and one in Grand Rapids. Be-
cause of the small amount of funds,
the bureaus were“not large, but'very
successful. There have been-approxi-
mately 1,000 applications for labor
each month since the offices were es-
tablished; and the applicants were not
turned away unsatisfied, as an aver-
age of 912 each month secured posi-
tions. In 18 months there were 11,254
male applicants for labor at the De-
troit office and 1,731 women, of whom.
11,081 men secured work and 1,710.
women were engaged. The number of
applicants for male employes was 12,-
240 and that for female employes was
2,680. showing that the employer also
finds the free employment bureau a
great boon. In Grand Rapids, out of
3,031 men applying for work, 2,287 se-
cured it. And 1,370 women were em-
ployed from the 1,679 asking for it.
Out of the 998 applicants for labor
each month. 912 were supplied in De-
troit and Grand Rapids. During the
last ~session of the legislature-an ap-
propriation of ->$5000 was made for
the free employment bureaus and two
more bureaus have been established,
in Kalamazoo and Saginaw.

Big M. C. Suit Drags.

The Michigan Central’s big suit
against the state of Michigan for $6,-
000,000 damages for the repeal of its
special charter privileges by the legis-
lature seems to be as remote from
trial as it was a year or two ago. The
state has prepared itself fqr the trial
of the case, employing a number of
men for a couple of years in going
over the books of the company, and
several lawyers have put in a large
amount of time on the case, as the
records of the board of state auditors
will show. No disposition to press the
suit has been exhibited lately, and as
the state Is the defending party, the

attorney general is not engaged ih
hurrying up matters. The charter was
repealed four years ago last winter.

A-suit by the state is pending in the
Ingham circuit court against the
Michigan Central company for back
taxes, aggregating several million dol-
lars. and rumors are heard occasional-
ly that both cases may be settled. Thi6
would have i,0 be authorized by the
legislature, however.

Tax Titles to Be Tested.

Attorney General Bird will be repre-
sented at the hearing in Detroit in a
case brought to,test the validity of tax
titles held by a Lansing firm on cer-
tain property in Springwells. In a suit
brought by the Delray Land company
the supreme court recently held that
the horizontal increase in.the assess
ments in that assessing district was
invalid, and the |axes were set aside
as to the petitioners. Other persons
who had paid their taxes without pro-
test, however, found themselves with-
out relief, and they now are asking
that the decree of the Wayne circuit
be reopened that*hey may contestthe
taxes. The situation is complicated by
reason of the fact that lands returned
were sold, and bid in by the state,
which has parted with its titles to men
who make a business of buying them:

Good Chance for KllUng.

The report of thet committee on
rules was discussed tor an hour and
adopted with avfew slight changes.

A large
number of lots in the city of Alpena
were among the lands offered.

Cheap Rates for Students..

A request was made by the railway
commission to provide reduced rates
for students attending the university
arid other colleges for holiday vaca-
tions* As to interstate fares, how-
ever,. it was declared that the federal
laws prevent such discrimination, and
that a reduced rate would have to be
extended to all citizens alike. A
promise was ilmpliqd, however, that
the railroads would consider the ques-
tion and if posslblel apply a reduced
rate on Michigan business provided it
