APPOINTING THE DAY OF THANKSGIVING

PROCLAMATION FROM THE WHITE HOUSE IS ONE OF THE 
MOST SERIOUS DUTIES* THAT DEVOLVE 

UPON THE PRESIDENT.

O r th e  w hites of the  hard-boiled now’ a " es ago—then  the  little  trip
eggs m ay be cut into long peta l shapes 
and  arranged  around th e  edge of a 
dish like the  petals of a  daisy. In 
th is  case make a  bed of Bechamel 
sauce in the  cen te r of a  la rge  p la te or 
round p la tte r, p u t th e  yolks th rough a 
ricer or coarse, sieve and heap them  
up on the  bed of sauce, keeping  i t  as 
n e a F l/ a  perfec t circle as  possible, 
then a rran g e  th e  w hites petalw ise 
about the  edge, and  you will have ■ 
very delicious large w hite daisy.

The only piece of really  pure lite ra ­
tu re  ever officially issued from the 
W hite house Is the  proclam ation ap­
pointing a  day of thanksgiving. All 
o ther papers w ritten  by the p resident 
a re  business docum ents, the  phraseol- 

'ogy cf which is technica l; but th is  an ­
nual m essage to  the people is always 
a painstakingly  worded and  grateful 
com position. A fairly  illustrative ex­
am ple will be found in Mr. Roosevelt s 
proclam ation se ttin g  aside the last 
T hursday of th e  p resen t m onth for the 
T hanksgiving of 1906.

It is the  duty  of Mr. Loeb (who runs 
the  m achinery of the  presiden t's  busi­
ness. a rrang ing  all bis engagem ents 
for him ) to call Mr. Roosevelt's a t te n ­
tion  to  the  ract th a t Thanksgiving ap­
proaches. and to  rem ind him th a t a 
proclam ation m ust be w ritten . Of 
course, it requires considerable time 
to do this, and so busy a  man as the 
< hief executive of the  nation m ight be 
ext usable if he handed over the task  
to  som e subordinate, contenting  him ­
self w ith affixing h is  signature. But 
custom  dem ands th a t the work shall 
be perform ed by the  p residen t himself.

Accordingly, when the proclam ation 
has to  be prepared, the  presiden t de­
votes some tim e to thinking  ou t a new 
shape ia  which to  put. th e  m ore or less 
stereotyped ideas which a re  to  h e  ex­
pressed, ana, as he does so, jo ts  down 
a  few m em oranda in pencil on a paper 
pad. Then, touching »  buzz-button, hq 
sum m ons one cf the  dozen stenograph­
e rs  who are  alw ays in attendance, and 
d ic tates to  him  carefully  the wording 
of th e  docum ent It is short—not more 
than  400 or 500i w-ovds—but daintily 

•and terse ly  phrased. T his, how ever, is 
'on ly  a  rough draft. It is copied in 
typescrip t by the  stenographer, with 
if ties tw ice thcr ordinary d istance apart, 
so as to be convenient for corrections 
and in terline.u ions, and jn th is  shape 
Is 1.a.ided boi to  Mr. Roosevelt. He 
a lte rs  it a bit. modifying a  sentence

tion is retained  by the departm en t “ for 
keeps," and it is a  copy th a t is sent 
by special m essenger to the  govern­
m ent p rin ting  office, to be pu t into 
type. P rin ted  copies a re  given to  the 
new spapers, or to anybody who w ants 
them ; but the re  m ust be typew ritten  
copies for the governor of *dach s ta te  
and te rrito ry  ot the union, and these 
a re  made a t the  W hite House and 
mailed from there.

It w-ill thus be seenl th a t the  issuing 
of the  annual Thanksjgi7lng proclam a­
tion is. from beginning to end. quite 
an elaborate piece of business. Therb 
is no law to compel the  p resident to 
m ake it, and Mr. Roosevelt, If Be had 
scf chosen, m ight have om itted it th is 
year or during his adm inistra tion . Or. 
if it should seem proper to him  next 
year, he migh’t chcoge ano ther d a y -  
say, the 1st of J an u ary —instead of the 
la st T hursday in November. B ut it is 
reasonably certain  th a t he will do 
neither of th e se  things, for custom 
holds fast in the  bonds of usage the 
chief m ag istra te  of the nation equally 

*with the  p la inest cltizien.
As everybody knows, the celebration 

cf Thanksgiving day dates back to  tbe 
P uritans. At irregu la r in tervals, a fte r  
the ir arrival in th is  country, they  set 
dates by public announcem ent for 
prayer and feasting. In recognition of 
blessings vouchsafed1 ffom.*it>n .high. 
Follow ing-th is-exam ple, in the  early  
history  of the republic, days of thanks­
giving w ere appointed; by the president 
for special reasons.

B ut somehow the jilous custom  fell 
in to  abeyance, an d  [for m any years 
th e re  was no national Thanksgiving, 
until, during the civil war. a  woman, 

5S arah  Josepha Hale;, ‘‘who edited a 
w om an's paiper; and I who had been 
chiefly Instrum ental ijn raising  $50,000 
to  completS the Bunker Hill m onum ent 
—took up the m atte (. and persuaded 
A braham  Lilncoln to take an in terest 
in it.

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TAKING OUT STAINS ENCOURAGING FACTS
P A IN T  M A RK S S H O U LD  NOT B E  

A L L O W E D  TO  D RY.

C a r  Easily  Be Removed When Fresh­
ly Made— Turpentine, Soap and 

Y/ater All That Is Necessary 
for Operation.

The ease or difficulty w ith which 
p a in t s ta ins a re  rem oved depends on 
th e  length  o f tim e they  have been in , 
th e  fabric. If rem oved when the  pain t 1 
ia . wet, th e ir  rem oval is m ore easily 
accom plished th a n  when left until dry.

To rem ove w et pa in t from  w hite m a­
te ria l, w ash the s ta in  w ith soap and 
w ate r and  boil it  w ith kerosetfe in the 
w ater, as  for kerosene w ashing; and 
aga in  rub betw een the  hands, using 
soap and very  _hot w ater. -Rinse in 
several w a te rs  to’.get rid  of the smell 
of the  oil.

W hile fresh  it m ay be rem oved by 
repeated  applications of sp irits  of tu r ­
pentine, or sp irits  of w ine rubbed on 
w ith a  rag.

Dry paint on w hite m aterial can be 
easily  rem oved by soaking  the s ta in  in 
tu rp en tin e  to soften the  medium which 
hardens, the fabric. It should then be 
rubbed well in the  fu rped tine and 
w ashed in soap and w ater and finished 
by ord inary  washing.

P a in t consists  mainly of oils and 
som e colored ea rth . Spots of paint 
then m ust be trea ted  w ith  som ething 
th a t w ill take  out the  oil. leaving the 
insoluble coloring m a tte r  to be b rush­
ed off.

P a in t can  be rem oved from silk by 
first sa tu ra tin g  it in equal parts  of 
tu rp e n tin e , and am m onia, then  w ash­
ing  in  soap suds and le tting  it dry be­
tw een blo tting  paper under a  heavy 
w eight.

To rem ove pain t from  colored m a­
te ria l, dip the  s ta in  in tu rpen tine  and 
rub. then  place it in  a  little  am m onia 
and  again  rub, to  saponify the  -oil of 
th e  pain t and wash, in  w arm  soapy 
w ate r, rinse  thoroughly, dry, and iron 
w hen It is slightly  damp.

T he re  is a  risk, when w ashing pain t 
s ta in s  from  colored m aterial, of m ak­
ing  the m aterial shaded. If th is  is 
likely  to  happen, i t  is advisable to 
p lace the  stain  over a  tow el and to 
ru b  i t  w ith  a  rag  m oistened w ith  tu r­
pentine, then  w ith am m qnia. concen­
tra tin g  the  robbing a s  m uch a s  possi­
b le  on the  stain .

W a te r color pa in t s ta in s can bo re 
m oved by sim ply w ashing. To re 
move p a la t from  a  lig h t ta n  coat use 
tu rpen tine , th e n  sponge w ith  benzine.

They have dem onstrated  w hat can be 
done in the  clim ate of a  country pos­
sessing a  soil th a t will grow things. 
Rut tha t it was possible to grow vege­
tables such as w ere seen  th e re  seemed 
to' c rea te  som e doubt. R ut it  was 
the  case. And apples too. N ot of 
course the  splendid fru it grow n in 
countries m ore congenial to such cul­
ture, but they  Were in evidence.
