As the
letter of the, president to secretary
Cortelyou pointed out, the financial
stringency exists more in the imagina-j
tion of the public than anywhere
The country has already imported
nearly $65,000,000 worth of gold from
Europe and this with the other meas-
ures of relief that have been afforded
have really put more ,money in the
country than there was here before
the panic came. The only trouble is
that the panic is still here and the
money does not circulate as it should.

The president points out that the
industrial situation of the country was
never better.

Up to a very recent date everyone was
employed at higher wages than had
ever been paid before in this or any
other country and it is a little hard to.
gee what the money flurry was over
anyhow.

But while it is gopd enough as a
measure of temporary relief, it is only
a palliative measure and one thatl
should not be needed. The mere fact]
that the government paper is issued is
likely to send back to London a large
part of the gold that has been drawn
from there and the last state of the |l
money market will be but little better |
than the first. What is needed is com-
prehensive currency legislation. This |
the president ha« promised to recom-1
mend to congre us soon as that body
assembles, and the only good that thel
panic will liflve accomplished if the |
pinch continues long enough is to force
congress to pass some sensible cur-
rency laws 6uch as will render thisl
government poulticing unnecessarv
in the future.

Why do you buy out of town?
say to “save money”—but do you?

Every dollar you put out of circula-
tion here at home makes it just so
much .harder for you to find another
dollar to take its place. Is that “sav-
ing money?”

Ypur tiome merchant extends you
credit when you need it—and you
know how often that occurs and for
how long you “hang him up”— but
when you do your cash buying you
send your money to some distant city
because some things on which the reg-
ular price is widely advertised, are sold
there a few cents lower than the price
at home. And the mail order house
“makes”up” on something .you do not
knowlabout—or on the quality of the
goods.

When you buy of a home merchant
and you find your purchase is not up
to standard, you can goto him and
“have it out.” Can you do that when
you make a purchase in Chicago? You
may argue that you do not sell your
products in this town. .Perhaps vou
don’t—but couldn’t you do so if the
town was larger and more prosperous?
Do you think this town will grow if
you persist in sending to an outof
town linn tor goods for which you can
wait to have delivered?

If the people sending their orders to
the big mail-order houses would spend
the same amount of money in their
own town8, these towns would be
growing just as the larger cities are
growing. There would be a larger de-
mand for merchandise, a demand for a
larger force of clerks to handle the in-
creased’ trade and p demand for houses
fox the neyv clerks tojlive in. There
would be a larger demand for the “pro-
duce” that the average farmer raises*]
and Is willibg to raise more of, if the
demand makes it necessary. Think it
over and see if your trade would not
be of some help toward bringing
about these new conditions!—A Mer-
chant. i - . f

So much has been written about
Tj.omeu of the fair-skinned races, of
their part in the making of the his-
tory of the world,.of what they have
done and ought not to have done, of
what they are doing and ought not to
do and to what they should do, that
it may b2 of interest to catch here and
there in this world's history what
their dark-skinned sisters have done
in bringing about the conditions of
the life we are now living'and the so-
cial,. religious and geographical dis-
tinctions which prevail at present.

Whether the scientist
has arrived at the truth through long
and laborious stages of investigation,
eor whether the poet has .divined the
truth through Inspiration. | do not
pretend to decide. But they are both
agreed upon one thing—that her com-
plexion was qf a “sun-kissed” hue se-
conding to the latter and of a “dark
pigment,” according to the other.

He is one of the nabobs of creation
and he hardly knowrs it. In a single
year his work, adds to the wealth of
the nation more by a hundredfold than
air the taineB. of the country. He gives
to tne world twice thp value In crops
and produce than the output all the
factories and mills of the nation pro-
duce. He supplies the lubricant to
keep the wheels of progress in mo-
tion, and if he only knew it could buy
and sell a few hundred Rockefellers,
and still havje enough left-to purchase
a few kingdoms as large as Spain.
Yet It must be admitted thathis great
American farmer needs some enlight-
enment’as to common economics.
While he is the king of wealth produc-
ers, and a lot of it sticks to his fingers,
he'is., also a!philanthropist and doesn't
know it. He works hatd to produce
his wealth and then patronizes the
machinery that lands a goodly portion
of it in the coffers of the Captains of
Finaneg who dictate things in Wall
street and elsewhere; in fact he as-
sists the trust magnates to the money
required to build up combinations that
the good pfllianthropic farmer is com-
pelled to support. H$mo.(»s it and he
knowB not that he doeth so. Every
time the good tiller Qf the soil sends
away to the big mailorder house for
his supplies, he does-his mite toward
capital concentration in the. great
financial centers, and his little mite
seeks a resting place among the
money held in >eserve to feed the
wants of the trusts. It is about time
western, farmers take a tumble to cold
Tacfs, and conic to a realization that
their interests are best subserved by
keeping their earnings as close to
their homos as possible.

Trade at Home.

Patronage of the big mail order
bouses is founded largely on short-
sightedness. In one way it is akin to
patronage of  the get-rich-quick
schemes. The buyer believes he is
getting something for his money that
:s really not given,.and fails to realize
either where his money goes or what
he gets for it.

No one would think of telephoning
to a furniture store and asking the
dealer to send up a dozen dining room
chairs, without having previously ex-
amined the chairs, or of ordering a
dress or pair of shoes, or a stove in
this way. Yet that is practically
what the patron of the mail order
house does. He orders by mail without
having seen the goods or having any
idea of their appearance or character.
He is taking a long chance. Two
things on which he has to base his
inception of the articles ordered is a
description in The catalogue and the
cut given there. In other words, the
attractiveness of the offer made de-
pends on the promises of the firm and
the engraver's art. It is possible to
make a very ‘creditable cut from a
flimsy and worthless model. It is
possible to describe an atrocity In a
way that makes it appear most desir-
able. Incidentallly It seems to be al-
ways possible to find some one who
will accept the promise and cut at
their face value, without properly dis-
counting them," and on the\credibility
of these people the mail order busi-
ness thrives;- A little . investigation
and comparison will convince tire
Average person that his money will go
further and vyield greater returns If
invested right here in Beverly, despite
the fictitious values offered by the
outside houses. But the articles sold
by the mail order -houses must be
compared as they really are, and not
as they are reputed to be in the cata-
logues.—Beverly (Mass.) Times. *

Patronizing Home People.

An exchange says that war has been
declared ‘'on thie great catalogue
houses of Chicago and other cities
by tie 500 retail merchants of the
west. In bne of the'most striking eco-
nomic movements this country has
ever, known- the small dealers are
jghting, they say, for their lives. The
mammoth institutions/ employing
thousands of workers, doing their
business entirely through the medium
of their bulky catalogues, spending
no money in the communities whence
they derive annually millions df dol-
lars of patronage, are forcing in-
creasing! mfmbers of home merchants
to the wall and so their
claim, are ‘making commercial
graveyards of oace prosperous towns.”

The mail order question is one that
Is of perennial Importance to nearly
every one of the smaller cities and vil-
lages in the lafid, although the danger
that these institutions were bound to
annihilate the smaller stores does not
seem, as imminent now as it did a
few”years ago. For instance, since
the passage of the pure food law by
congress many,'if not all of the mail
order people, have discontinued the
selling of groceries.

There are aspects of the mail order
question whfch may well give hope to
the local dealer. The facts in the
case are that the catalogue houses
are not enjoying an unmitigated cinch,
for they are handicapped in many
ways in which the country merchant
is not.

Here
is ~ distinct advantage for the home
merchant, although sometimes he
somewhat slow in taking advantage
of it.

The interest that Western Canada
bap .aroused for some years past is
growing in intensity.

Generally,
they were not, but ,the conditions of
a highly recuperative soil, long and
continuous sunshine, are conditions
possessed by Western Canada and not
possessed by any other country on the
Continent. This is why it is possible
to record today a fairly successful
crop, when in most ‘othen places the
opposite is the case. The yield in all
grains is less than last year, but the
higher prices obtained more than off-
set any falling off in.the yield. Take

tor instance the Province of Sas-
katchewan the wheat crop will be
worth $21,135,000. Last year the

same crop was 35 per cent, larger and
The jyieid was
worth $24,000,000. Oats and barley are
very important factors in all three
central Provinces. At Gladstone, Man-
ttoba, returns from one farm were $27
per acre from the wheat land, $35 per
acre from oats, and $30 per acre from
barley. The yield of wheat at Dauphin,
Manitoba, was 20 to 24 bushels to the
eere but not of a very good grade,
but the yield of barley in that section,
was good and so was the quality and
price.' At Meadow Lea, Manitoba. 15
tq 20 bushels to the acre iwere
thrashed, bringing a round dollar on
the market. At Oak Lake, Manitoba,
on some fields where 21 bushels were
expected, twelve and fifteen was tire
result; others again where twenty was
looked for gave twenty-two to twenty-
live.

White Wood and-Furniture a Pleasing
Contrast to Pink Walls.

*A charming bedroom where the ut-
most effect of daintiness can be ob-
tained with very practical means is
the rose-colored room,, but an equally
good effect can be s«gpred byjusing
water blue or green in light and agree-
able shades/ says alwriter in the
Woman's Home Companion. If rose
color is preferred, a pleasing tint can
be made by a sparing and careful ad-
dition of vermilion, or of the .scarlet
used in carriage painting, to cream
white. This means that a small amount
of yellow ochre is first added to. the
white paint and thoroughly incorpor-
ated .with it before the vermilion or
scarlet is added. The woodwork of the
room should fee painted cream white,
and the walls have three coats of pink
—the first two considerably darker
than the last, -as the last is lighter, it
gives a misty effect which is very-
soft and satisfying. After the last coat
is well dried a border- of cream white
should be stenciled at the top of the
wall next the ceiling. It may be wide
or narrow, ae one prefers; but if wide,
the lower part of it, for a third of the
width, should be faintly or thinly
painted, in order to have it blend
properly into the wail. It is necessary
only to use a full brush at the'top
and a comparatively empty one at
the bottom of the stencil to secure
this effect, and even an unintelligent
workman can do it if the object is
explained to him.

If a narrow border is used, what is
called a “floating design” may <"be
added to the wall; and this also should
be varied by the use of more or less
paint in the brush, so that some of the
floating forms should look. like the
mere reflection of the others. The
furniture of this room would be prefer-
ably of cream-white enamel to match
the wood-work, but a bedroom set in
natural wood could be used if more
convenient. The curtains should be of
pink chambray or pink denim under
white muslin, and it will add to the
beauty of the room if the counterpane
is made in the same way. A sage-green
carpet harmonizes exceedingly well
with this scheme of color and gives
what one may call a pastel effect to

STUFFED LEAVES OF CABBAGE.

Change from Ordinary Methods of
Preparing the Dish.

Select a large white headiof cab-
bage; core it and pour boiling water
in center to cover.it. .Take one pound
of chopped meat, one onion fried
brown, one-half cupful of rice which
was previously soaked for one hour;
season to taste and mix well. Take
one leaf at a time from the head
and cut off the thickness hi center so
as not to break when rolling. Take
a small handful of the above mixture
and roll tightly In the leaf. Pack in
a layer in kettle, cover with warm .wa-

ter and boil one hour. Take one
quart tomatoes, boil and strain, add
butter”, salt, pepper and thicken it

Let it come to a boil, and pour over
the cabbage. Serve with mashed po-
tatoes.

To Sew with Double Thread.

Here Is a simple way to straighten
out knots when sewing with double
thread. Cut a length of thread from
the spool, double itr twist the two
cut ends together and thread them
through the eye of the needle. Pass
the needle point first through the
loop of the doubled thread, forming a
tiny knot at the eye of the needle.

This serves to keep the thread
straight and is flat enough to wmiss
easily through the finest fabric. With

this arrangement one can work button
holes and do any work requiring a
doubled thread with never a knotty
problem.

Dampening Clothe*.

Use hot water to dampen the clothes
that are to be ironed and you will find
It a great deal more satisfactory than
cold. It dampens the clothes more
evenly and makes them easier to Iron.
If the water is too hot to put the
hands In use a whisk broom to sprinkle
it with. Many laundresses prefer the
whisk broom, as they claim that It is
less likely to make the clothes too
wet. The clothes may be Ironed two
hours later with good results.

Rubber for the Umbrella Jar.
Cut a piece of your old rubber mat,
and place it In the bottom of the um-
brella jar. Umbrellas and canes are
frequently the means of breaking
these receptacles when dropped into
them without proper care, and the
rubber will help to prevent this. H
you have not a piece of an old rubber
mat! to use, procure a piece of soft
sheet rubber, such as is used for pack-

ing by steam fitters and plumbers:

Pupils Leaving 8cbool Ars Assisted
in Practical Way In Determin-
ing WhatThelr Life Work
8hall Be.

When an American boy leaves
school he does not always know what
sort of Work he wants or is fitjfor.
Or even when he! knows exactly what
kind of job he desires, he often does
,not know at all how to find it Such
a job as he aims for may notexist with-
in his opportunities of place and time-

So the boy leaving school may drift
into an unsuitablet occupation, or.
worse, into no occupation at all, in

spite of an honest wish, originally, to
work A oml

In Germany they order these things
better. In that admirable* study or
recent German labor legislation. “Thr-
German Workman." the work of th
Munich labor bureau for boys leaving
school fs recorded. Munich teachers
became interested in finding suitable
work for their boys in 1903, and now
the bureau, with their help, has grap-
pled with the guestion most success-
fully.

Every year printed schedules cf
comprehensive questions are sent to
every head teacher of the Munich
schools to be distributed among the pu-
pils who are going to leave the schools
that year.

The pupils are asked to put them -
selves in communication with the mu

nicipal labor bureau, which will ad
vise them as to the choice of a voci
tion, and give them the best chanc;

possible to secure work

Yearly circulars are also sent to al'
the trade ‘guilds and other labor .s
cieties to enlist their co-operation.

The children respond readily to the
aid given them. Boys come by dozens
to the offices of the bureau, in search
of positions as apprentice or beginner.
Each brings a form of application,
filled up by himself, but signed by his
teacher.

W hen the bureau finds a place for
him he is notified by post card, and
presents himself for examination by
ihe employer, wherever and whenever
the latter may appoint.

W hether the boy. takes the job o.
not, he must report to the bureau the
result of the interview; and this goe;-
on until work is*" procured which
suits him and which he s able to do.
