There is to be reform in the matter 
of requiring bonds from state deposit­
ories as a result of the disclosures iu 
tbe Glazier case. The failure of th«' 
Chelsea bank revealed that a  bond ol 
$200,000 had been given t*> the state 
to protect a deposit of $685,000, an<l in 
the investigation that followed it wa.-, 
discovered that there was no fixed 
rule for requiring bonds from deposit­
ories. In some instances a bond ol 
•25 per cent of: the deposit was re­
quired; in others a 50 per cent bond 
was furnished, and in a few cases 
bonds for barely 10 per cent had been 
given.

Now that the state treasury is being 
replenished by the receipt of taxes 
from the' counties, and money is being 
sent to depositories, Deputy State 
Treasurer Haarer has adopted a new 
rule and will require large^ bonds to 
be given. He has. notified Banks with 
which the state keeps open accounts 
•that the bonds of $100,000 heretofore 
furnished will not be deemed suffi­
cient, and that a $250,000 bond must 
be furnished. In the case of a particu­
larly. large depository a bond for $500,- 
000 will be required. An effort will be 
made to carry out tbe rule of requiring 
a bond for at least 50 per cent of the 
deposit.

Last week the boards of control of 
the several state asylums were in ses­
sion at Kalamazoo discussing ways to 
economize and they finally decided to 
use butterine. This law, however, will 
prevent the saving they propose. »

The 
commlssioh is  asked to establish equit­
able rates for Saginaw territory. 
About 3,000 shippers are parties to 
the proceedings.

It was right here 
Capt. Enoch's assisted fishing • indus­
try struck the first snag.

"As long as the dogfish was hungry 
he would drive fish towards the boat. 
As soon as his appetite was satisfied 
he would lay off and would not do 
anything more in thd fish-driving !Sne 
until he was again hungry, which was 
a matter of several hours. So Capt. 
Enoch wasn’t making much more out 
of it than if lie had been fishing 
alone. When it began to grow dark 
the -captain whistled to the dogfish. 
The well-trained fish swam up to the 
side of the boat. Capt. Enoch lifted 
him Into the trough and sailed home. 
The good old captain was feeling pret­
ty depressed,

" ‘This wellmeaning but somewhat 
stupid fish-asssitant of mine is all 
right when he is hungry,' said Capt.

"The captain stayed awake mosc 
of that night pondering over the sub­
ject, for he hated to think he had 
thrown away all the labor he had 

‘expended in training his pet dog­
fish. The next*morning, though; when

pretty cheerful. ’

ishing thing in the world?” lie asked 
almost gleefully.

“I wasn’t certain. '
" Some persons say whisky is,’ I 

responded, sort of hesitatingly. ‘For 
my own part, I prefer good old New 
England rum.

Don’t ! '  There a re  ce rta in  things 
which need to  !be :done annually  or 
sem i-annually, feuch as  painting, 
w h iten ing . of walls, cleaning stoves, 
but w ith the  modern house it is  m ore 
san itary  and m ore econom ical to  keep 
clean all th e  tim e than  to try  to  do 
it  tw ice a ,year.

Follow ing the regu lar sequence of
processes is  the  m ost effective way. to 
clean. I f ith e  m idtress know s th is  se-

qtience s^ie can in s tru c t the  maid. 
F irst, collect yotir m ateria ls—dusters, 
mops, brooms. Next, look o u t for the 
piano. Dust, anti; clean it thoroughly 
w ith an  oiled cloth—preferably kero ­
sene, because th is is cleansing, evapo­
rates quickly, is  cheap and if. always 
a t hand ; but sw eet oil o r  salad oil 
may be substituted- Clean th e  w hite 
keys w ith alcojidl, th e  black keys with 
soap and w ater. D ust the case after 
closing th e  piano and cover th e  in s tru ­
m ent -carefully.

"Now open fhe windows wide, if the  
w eather perm its. Dust and  cover all 
large. i>ermanent artic les  of furn iture. 
The best dust covers a re  m ade of 
glazed goods-^-some sm ooth, wushable 
stuff which piajr be starched. Then, 
in order, ta k e  down the  draperies 
and, if possible, p u t them  o u t of doors 
for the  wind and sunsh ine to  purify. 
Dust th e  window shades and roll them  
close to  the  tap. Rem ove from  the 
window, a fte r  djusting. ail th e  easily 
movable fu rn itu re—'tab les, chairs, etc. 
Next dust the  p ictures, both glasses, 
fram es and backs. N ew spapers make 
excellen t coverings for pictures. And, 
by th e  way, study the  use of new spa­
pers. (W ash the  pic ture g lasses after 
the-sw eeping is I over.)

“As to  books! There is  an adm ir­
able process expressed in four words 
—clap, snap, blow, wipe. As to  rugs, 
roll them  inside in; spread  out, if pos­
sible, on th e  g rass or snow, o r hang 
out cn  th e  clothesline if the re  is no 
other* place.* B e tte r  still, hang them  
over tw o o r th ree  lines, as  th is  will 
relieve th e  strain . L et your rugs have 
the sunshine for" th e  sake  -of., your 
health ; never mind the  fading. L ast 
of all, rem ove the  p lants from  the 
room and dust and  tie  up th e  chan- 
le lie r.

“Then, w hile the dust is settling, 
go outside and .Ido som e of the  work 
needed on rugs, d raperies, plants. 
W hen th e  dust has settled  clean the 
walls and ceiling, and  dust o r sweep 
or w ash th e  floor. Clean the  pain t 
and the- windows a t th e  end, after 
the room is cleaned. T he final pro­
cess is  very  simple. Rem ove all the 
large artic les  of| furn iture, the  d raper­
ies, etc. Fold th e  sw eeping covers in 
and p u t all yopr cleaning m aterials 
into th e ir  places, in readiness for the 
next tim e of u s e .:

O live  Sauce.
Two level tablespoons bu tter, one 

small sliced onion, th ree  level tab le­
spoons flour, 1%: cups brow n stock, 
one-third level teaspoon salt, one- 
eighth  level teaspoon pepper, 12 m e­
dium  sized olives.

M elt the  b u tte r  and cook the onion 
in i t  until browned slightly . Remove 
the onion, and when the  b u tte r  is well 
browned add the  flour and allow th a t 
to brown. Add Jhe stock  gradually, 
s tirrin g  until th ick  and sm ooth; then 
the  sa lt and pepper. Rem ove the 
stones from  the  oliyep, keeping the 
m eats as  perfec t as possible. Cook 
the m eats in boiling w a te r  for five 
m inutes, then  drriin and add them  to 
th e  sauce.
