Equally 
beautifu l a re  flow ering shrubs, such as 
lilac, sy ringa ,' japonica and th e  like, 
which th e  accom m odating florist, also 
has in stock  now. The m ost season­
ab le of flowers fo r decoration, and, 
therefdre, the  m ost desirable, a re  the 
bulbous p lan ts  like the  narcissus, the 
daffodil, th e  -^pnqull, th e  fresia, the 
hyacin th , th e  iris, and, above all, the 
lily. B eautiful a s  are  pure  w hite lilies, 
m any persons p refer n o t to  use them  
because they  have become so hack ­
neyed..

O range B askets F illed  w ith Jelly .— 
W ith  a  sharp  poin ted  knife cu t outA a 
piece from  each  side  of the  top  half 
of £ u  orange., so as  to leave a  s tr ip  for 
th e  handle to  th e  low er half, tljus 
form ing a  basket. T he pulp can easily  
be rem oved. M ake je lly  from  th is  and 
fill th e  baskets, o r som e o th e r flavor­
ing of je lly  m ay be used if preferred .

A lily  luncheon m ay be  ca rried  out 
in  g reen  and  w hite . I t m ay be b e tte r  
to  use pot o f w hite  h yac in th s  or 
som ething  of th a t  s o r t fo r a  center- 
piece, a s  lilies a re  too- ta ll to  be m an­
aged w ell fo r th e  purpose.

P istachio  Ice Cream*—Mix four cups 
of m ilk, one of cream , 1 % of sugar and 
a  pinch of sa lt w ith a junke t ta b le t 
dissolved in  cold w ater, and  se t aw ay 
for several hours. Add a  q u arte r  of 
a  cup of finely chopped p istachio nuts, 
a  little  g reen  coloring and  freeze.

T h e  s ta te  law  is 
equally  p la in  in  fo rb idd ing  unneces­
sary w ork and  unnecessary business. 
We th in k  i t  w ill ni>t be hard  for you to 
d raw  th e  line betw een necessary and 
unnecessary business. A fte r going 
over the  g round  carefu lly  and  consult 
ing  th e  people who would be affected* 
we beg to say th a t iu  our jud g m en t 
th e  follow ing Sunday work com es 
u n d e r the  heads o f necessity and  mercy 
a n d  is the refo re  law fu l and  righ t: 
T h e  h and ling  and  selling  o f m ilk  and 
cream , the  delivering  o f  ice c ream f 
o rdered  before Sunday, the  serv ing  of 
m eals and  th e  d ispensing  o f m edicines, 
also th e  te lephone an d  livery business 
an d  a n jro th e r  business th a t is unavo id ­
ab le  an d  necessary on S unday. D ur­
in g  th e . ho t w eather we w ould , recom 
m end  th a t  the  m e a t m arkets  be allow ­
e d  to  b e . open p a r t o f  the  day. T he 
fallow ing business is in  ou r jud g m en t 
unnecessary  an d  the refo re  illegal and  
w rong: .T h e  selling of groceries, dry 
goods, boots and shoes, clo th ing , con­
fectionery, ice cream  soda, tobacco, or 
any  o th e r enneoessary th ing . Also 
th e  selling  o f  m ea t on S unday, except 
in  h o t w eather.

2, T h e  liquo r laws. T h a t the  saloons 
C lo o ea t9 3 0  o 'clock a t  n igh t, and  10 
o*dook S atu rday  n ig h t. T h a t  th t  
saloons he oloeed on  S undays, holidays 
a n d  election  days. T h a t  th e  screens or 
curtains be rem oved so as  to  afford  s 
good Ytew o f  the bar frbm th e  s tree t 
after business hours an d  on S q n Jay s, 
holidays, and election  days. T h a t no 
Uqoor beeoWto minors.

3, Gambling laws. That all g am bl-

F red  1. ive r, in  ‘T ver Jo h n so n ’s 
H am m er," has w ritten  an  artic le  th a t 
appears to us to  be w orthy o f consider­
ation , if in fac t it  does n o t solve the
currency question  and  stop  panics and 
runs on b a n k s ^  T h*  w riter's  idea, isT he w riter’s IdeA is 
th a t all banks should com e under d i­
rect control o f the U. 8. governm ent. 
T hen  the governm ent should  crea te  a 
special fund  by m eans of a  yearly tax  
on the average daily balance o f deposi­
tors ot a tax  on the  banks them selves. 
T h is  tax, on am ple estim ate , would 
never am oun t to m ore th a n  15 cents 
on each 8100. T he w rite r then  says: 

The am o u n t of money on deposit in 
1906 w as ,in  round num bers, 12 billions 
of dollars; and  an  assessm ent of 15-100 
of one per cen t on th a t sum , would 
have placed a t  the d isposal of the 
G overnm ent, in th a t year, 18 m illions 
o f  dollars, w ith which to pay. off, im ­
m ediately, the  depositors of any insol­
v en t -banks, the  G overnm ent then 
liqu idating  the b ank ’s  affairs.

T he advan tages  of such a  p lan are  
m any, the  m ost im p o rtan t being the 
p revention  o f panics. B ank  panics 
are  not caused  by people .needing the ir 
m oney, b u t because they w an t to  be 
ponvm ced of its safe ty . W ith, the 
U n ited  S tates G overnm ent back of 
th e  banks, it  is sure th a t  no jpanic 
Would ensue so long  as th e  G overn­
m e n t endured ; the banks w ould stand  
p r  fall w ith the G overnm ent. In  tim es 
o f financial s tress, w hen banks are  in 
dan g e r of a run , as they are under 
p resen t conditions, a G overnm ent 
'guaran ty  of the  safety  of the deposits 
would m ake .such a  run an im possibil 
ity.

T h is  plan would work no hardship 
to  anyone. T he G overnm ent would 
requ ire  bank officials and  d irecto rs to 
be m ore carefu l in th e ir  scru tiny  of 
co llateral fo r m oney loaned, and  would 
in s is t upon a  b e tte r  perform ance of 
th e ir  du ties. A be tte r  and  m ore able 
class o f men would be elected—men 
who would be alive to  the ir obligations 
and who would fa ith fu lly  keep  the 
tru s t  reposed in  them .

N o burden is im posed 6n e ith e r the 
bank or the  depositor. I f  the depioSH 
to r  pays the  tax , then, surely, absolu te 
security  a t  a cost of 15<, o r j less, oqfie 
a  year, fo r every 8100 o f h is  average 
A N N U A L  deposit, is not unreason­
able—b u t the  banks* them selves, can 
best afford to do tfiis. T he m ajority  
o f banks pay good dividends and 
should be w illing to insure the deposits 
of th e ir  clients, w ith o u t cost to  them .

T h is  p lan w ould n o t affect tihe rate  
o f in teres t paid to  the depositors, nor 
the  ra te  charged to borrow ers; th e  tax 
should com e o u t o f the  banks’ earning^; 
and  w ith th e  G overnm ent behind th e  
banks, th e  need1 o f so large a  p roportion  
of a bank’s funds in  su rp lus, w ould be 
a  th in g  o f  the past. * *1

A 'b an k  th a t can ’t  afford to  pay 15- 
100 o t 1 per cen t.annually , on  Us ave r­
age net deposits, fo r th e  insurance o f 
depositors, is incapable o f do ing  busi­
ness, is a m enace to  the  com m unity  
and  should  be liquidated , j

P an ic s  would be & th in g  61 the  past, 
as the re  would never be a  r a n  on a 
bank  w hich was backed by.the G overn­
m en t; a  pan ic could n o t ex ist while, the 
g o vernm en t e n d u re d ."

N o th ing  can shake the  confidence o f 
th e  people o f these U n ited  S ta tes in  
the  - G overnm ent, an d  n o th in g  could 
sh ak e  th e  confidence o f  th e  people in  a  
“G overnm ent-backed” bank.

W ith  no  pan ics to  d is tu rb  trade , boa« 
iDess w ould be stab le , p rices  firm , labo r 
well paid, w ork  p len tifu l; a n d  tbe  
s treng th  o f the  nation  w ould  be such 
th a t  th e  world’s  pow ers w ouldTrecog- 
nize i ts  com m anding position.

B rew ery men a re  ca re ­
ful ab o u t m ak ing  sta tem en ts , bu6 they 
es tim ate  th a t  th e  closing of th e  ten 
counties to  th e  liquor? tra d e  will cause 
the  Schlitz, P ab s t ahd A nheuser-B usch 
com panies to lose a t  least $180,000 in  
loss o f business. Every brew ery in the 
skate will be affected by the  re su lt of 
the  election and  in O akland county one 
p lan t will be obliged to close. Esti 
m a ting  th a t each saloon contained  
stock  and  fixtures valued a t  $2,000, 
which figure saloon men say is below 
thd  average, the  property loss in the 
ten  coun ties w ill be $500,000.
