T h a t is 
a s  civilized people con ten t to grow a 
p e ren n ia l class of habitual crim inals, 
and  to  keep them  in check only by de­
vices appropriate  to savages; hunting  
them , flogging them , locking them  up, 
ex term inating  them*? I t  is unw ise and 
unscientific to  leave p risoners m erely 
to  the  discipline of w ardens and to 
th e  preaching of chaplains. T h a t is 
n o t the  way to  a tta ck  a  d isease of the  
body politic. I have no full-blown 
tre a tm e n t to suggest, b u t I foresee 
th a t  th e re  w ill be one in  th e  future. 
Society will n o t be con ten t alw ays to 
pursue these m ethods of barbarism ; 
th e  resources of civilization are  not 
rea lly  exhausted, though for cen­
tu rie s  they  have appeared  to  be. The 
crim inal dem ands carefu l s tudy on the 
psychical side, and  rem edy or pallia­
tion  w ill be a  d irec t outcom e of one 
aspect of eu r  researches. T he influ­
ence  of th e  unconscious o r sublim inal 
self, th e  pow er of suggestion, t h e  in ­
fluence ef one m ind over another, the  
phenom ena of so-called “possession,” 
th e se  a re  n o t academ ic o r scientific 
fac ts  alone; -.they have a  deep p racti­
ca l bearing , and  sooner or la te r  it 
m u s t be p u t to  the  proof.

St& kes, lock-outs, com petitipn, ap ­
proaching  old age, the  rises In the 
p ric$  o f th e  necessaries in  life, the

• co st o f living, th e  dread  grind th a t re- 
•duceq. m en  aad  w omen to  m achines 
w hich m ust regu late  th e ir  m ovem ents 
by th fe iick  of a  clock o r the  tu rn  of a  
handle to  te stify  to  unerring  and slav ­
ish.-punctuality—all these , w hile they 
m ay  n o t so m uch bring  w rinkles be­
fo re  one 's  tim e, m ake th e  tw in 
w raiths of fear ^and anxiety  idok ou t 
of th e  eyes of m ost of those who

•carry  th e  burdens of work-a-day life 
•■in the  metropolis.

W hat does the m ere problem  of llv- 
-ing m ean in th e  country? W e found 
th a t  o u t very  quickly. Rent, including 

•-an am ple garden p lo t and ex tra  
around for potatoes, w ith  all th e  fru it 
w e could use, including apples, 
peaches, plum s, cherries, grapes and 
b lackberries, with* th e  use of a  long- 

-and short-d istance telephone, all th e  
wood: we needed fo r fuel .If we cared 
to  cu t it, a house of five room s w ith 

-a puiirp and  cistern  fo r kitchen use, 
and a  fine well a t  the  ea s t porch, a 
yard  w ith  shady m aples abou t it. and 
a  law n of blue g rass all around the 
house—all th is  fo r $11 a  m onth.

W e could have k ep t chickens and 
h a d  a  cow and i t  would n o t have cost' 
us anyth ing  ex tra . I had  th e  run  of 
th e  en tire  farm  of 16Q acres  to  hun t 
•on, apd in sum m er tim e we could get
• a l l th e  “g reens” we could use by sim- 
jply w alking in to  the  p astu re s  close-by 
•and gathering  them .

M eat a t  .the town, four m iles away, 
w as  ben cents a  pound for the  very 
finest steaks, m uch finer than  any I 
could g e t  In  Chicago a t  any  price. 

“W hen th e  farm ers around us ‘'k illed ,'’ 
wo ctfuld buy  m ea t for from  Bix to 
e ig h t cen ts a  pound. B u tter w as 20 

•cents a  pound the  yea r round. Milk, 
•eggs anfl pou ltry  w ere cheap, and 
groceries th e  sam e as In th e  city. 
W ith  th e  h iring  of a  g irl a t  $2.50 a 
w eek, u nd  w ith  th e  addition to the  
tabl<LOf o u r gardening  products, the  
average  ex p en se  for four of us was 
from  $35 to  $38 a  month. Did some 
•une$gBjbr  “clo thes?” You don 't w ear 
-cloth® ' in  th e  country, you- ju s t  use 
up  wfcjft you ta k e  from  the  city ; and 
fo r . thO m o s t p a r t go clad like Joseph, 
"in a  <^»t of m any colors.”

HJpkory s h ir ts  for a  m an, brow n 
-duck trousers  and  coat, no bat, collar, 
ruffs'., o r  tie , o r m aybe & loose black 
Bilk t ie  fo r th e  turn-dow n collar th a t 
goes w ith  th e  h ickory sh irt, and tha t 

■completes a  m an s d ress in  the  coun­
try . M y laundry  bill fo r tw o years 
.for "boiled” sh ir ts  and  fiffen collars 
was abou t $2.60. All a  w om an needs 

-is hep old clothes, a  ddek  w alking su it

b ills ; W e on ly  telephoned for th e  doc­
t o r  <fcee In tw o years, w hen the  baby 
wa^ scarin g  us in to  a  frenzy one night, 

: -and th e  m essage got m ixed and  he 
•didn*t com e a fte r  all. And th e  baby 
w a s  m  r ig h t, a t  tha t.

W tart c a n  you do w ith  $35 o r $38 
3 n ^  la rg e  c ity?  You can  ju s t  abou t 
-g e t o n e  o f th o se  ghastly  “jo in ts” 
•called a  “m odern  steam -heated fiat,” 
■whdre y on  e ith e r  freese  o r  m elt, take  
yo u r choice. W here th e re  Is n 't any 
fr t ju t  yard , aa d  n o  back yard  to  speak 
o f . A ad  th e n  copses your “ girl,”  yonr 
gag b t t ,  your te lephone b in, your 
iaugflry b ills, s o a r  grocery bills, your 
jn e ^ i. foe, bakery , vegetable and  o ther 
b ills, y onr  dow ntow n expenses, car- 
4a$0». th is , th a t  and  4he  o th e r expense 
.«n4U yon a re  d riven  like a  galley 
s la th  to  m ake b o th 'e n d s  m eet, and 
-evfca th e n  yon a r t  tr  d eb t usually  a t  

e n d  o f - th e  year, l a d  yon have 
g a f t s r  poor s ta ff  and  ' 'r i s k in g  

a n d  paying  (factor's 
and voa>s narrow.. astiefas an*

unhappy. W ha t’s the use? H onestly , 
w hat is the re  in i t  for you?

Now you can g e t ‘a--house In the  
country  in  a  good m any localities for 
even seven dollars a  m onth w ith 
room fo r chickens, a  cow .and a  place 
to  keep a pig. You can  have a  butch­
er kill your pig and have your w in te r 
m eat, o r a  good deal of it, in th a t way.. 
You can keep a  cow and str ik e  ou t the 
b u tte r  and milk items,; You can keep 
chickens and knock otfT the  eggs and 
poultry  item s. You can have a  garden 
besides, and thus reduce i t  all to 
g roceries and clothes. . And, mind you, 
th is  can bo done, anld still be near 
enough to  a  la rge  ciijy to  go in and 
see w hatever yt^u w an t to  a t  the  the­
a te rs , *etc. »

So w hat Is the  use pf keeping  your 
nose to the  g rindstone ju s t  to keep 
up a  “bluff" of living in a ce rta in  w ay?

Of course, if  you like th a t  so rt of 
th ing , you ought n o t to  be deprived of 
i t  T he item  of ice j in  th e  country  
m eans having a  little  dum b-w aiter a r ­
rangem ent run  down i6 th e  well w here 
you keep ycrur stuff cold all sum m er 
w ith  no expense, andj li ttle  trouble. 
T he Item  of Ice in the  city  m eans be­
ing under th e  thum bs of a  lo t of 
p ira tes  who tre a t you like a  parce l of 
beggars. Every th ing  in the  city  costs 
r ig h t up to  the  lim it, j In  th e  coun try  
you ra ise  alm ost every th ing  you need. 
A good-sized fam ily can  m ake five 
acres of land nea r any la rge  city  sup­
port them  all. By nea r a  city, I mean 
w ithin 40 to  70 In iles  from  tow n, and 
th a t is  nea r enough.

The farm ers in o;ir v ic in ity  cared 
very  little  "w hether s|ch6ol k ep t or 
not.” They worked or they le t i t  
alone* ju s t a3 th e  mood happened  to 
possess them . They all of them  had 
good horses and buggies, and  iri th e  
w in te r tim e they  got out the ir sleighs 
and cu tte rs  and  so they got abou t in 
all seasons very com fortably. . I f> they 
owned the ir own farm s they  weep, of 
course, even m ore independent than 
th e  " ren ters,"  bu t the  " ren te rs"  them ­
selves w ere ju s t as  well off as to the  
luxuries aud th e  necessities In the  
country, as the landed proprietors.

They^alw avs had a t le as t tw o crops 
o u t every  year, and if one crop failed, 
which w as alm ost never, tho o th e r 
crop w as a  success, and they  always 
n\ad.e some money, a t  least. T hey all 
had fru it on the farm s, and  raised  
good gardens. They had chickehs and 
sold th e ir  e x tra  eggs and chickens 
and so paid the ir grocery bills, and 
more, too. They had  hogs fatten ing  
for w in te r m eat, and they  butTchqred a 
heifer or a s tee r once in  aw hile for 
fresh  beef. They had  never knowji 
in th e ir  lives w ha t i t  w as to w orry 
abou t a  bare living. As for “indus­
tr ia l” troubles, th a t ia  outside of ag ri­
culture. a t  present. T here .w as no 
union to  fight w ith. W hen h a rv es t 
tim e cam e around, each m an helped 
his neighbor, and the  im proved m a­
chinery  of to-day m ade th e  w ork com­
paratively  easy, \tfhen  th e  farm ers 
w orked, they  w ere no t cooped up in a  
smoky, choky atm osphere in  th e  m idst 
of smoke and soot, the  w hirr of m a­
chinery, th e ir  lungs filled w ith  g rit 
and iron filings.

T hey w ere  o u t in  the  open, b rea th ­
ing th e  pu res t air, an(jU w ith  all th e  
four w inds of heaven 'blow ing about 
them . .If- I t w as stoVming. they  did 
n o t go o u t to w ork; they  did n o t have 
to. M ostly on rainy  days the  boys 
and m en in  my neighborhood w ent 
hunting. O r they  sa t around the  
k itchen stove and cracked pecans, 
hickory nu ts and  w alnuts, a te  apples, 
d rank  cider and played the  fiddle. 
They w ere a  hustling  lot, a  good many 
of them , and they raised  crops all 
right, b u t they did n o t kill them selves 
working. They hbd a  little  enjoy­
m ent w hile they w ent along; and if a  
circus o r a county fa ir  happened along 
they could all qu it and -go  to  see It, 
for every man was an  independent 
sovereign. T hey w aited fo r no m an’s 
beck or call, and spoke of no m an as 
“the  b o ss /’ and never had  to gallop 
back a fte r  d inner to pull a  -string or 
give th e ir  nam e to  a “loo£-'»ut..”# 90 as 
n o t to g e t fined for being a  couple of 
seconds late.

W hen they  felt like it, th ey  la id  off 
and brow sed around th e  -farm s and 
fixed up th e  fences. If  I happened to  
run across a  neighbor he could always 
stop  and have a  little  ch a t w ith  me. 
Nobody around to “give him the  eye” 
and m ake him  feel like a  cheap crim ­
inal, And if- i t  was exceedingly h o t 
some scorching  Ju ly  day, you could 
go in to  some o f the  farm houses and 
find ac tive, healthy  and first-class 
farm ers read ing  a  paper and  reckon­
ing they  w ouldn’t  go o u t th a t  "“a f te r­
noon. *

T hey w orked b a rd  w hen they  did 
work, of course; and  som e o f  the  
work w as d isagreeable. B u t they 
could “lay  off” w henever they  fe lt 
like it , and  th e re  w as no one to  say 
them  nay; T he p rop rie to r of. a  farm  
had absolutely noth ing  to  say  as  to  
w hen o r how his “ren te r”  w orked the  
farm . T h e  “re n te r” g av e .h is  tim e to  
ra ising  a  crop, and  divided th e  crop 
w ith  th e  landlord. Som etim es th e  
landlord  got half, and som etim es a  
th ird . I f  th e re  w ere lig h t crops, th e rp  
w as very  lltH e ac tu a l cash  divided, but 
the  m an on th e  farm , and  h is  fam ily, 
h a d  alw ays h ad  a  good liv ing  o u t of
f t

a  m a n  t aijtta c*  o f

six ty  ae res, h e  could farm  Bom» of it 
and  re n t o u t th e  re s t ,  and  ta k e  It 
easy. Ojr he could, like th e  m an I  ren t­
ed from , re n t p u t h is  heuse  to  one 
party  and h i s , land to  th e  adjoining 
farm ers; and tra d e  in  ca ttle  and hogs, 
feeding them  and shipping them  Into 
th e  cities.

A fter; the  boys w ere 21 they  w ere 
o u t for themselves,* and w ere perfectly  
able n o t only_ to  ta k e  ce re  of them ­
selves, b u t th e y -h a d  learned th e ir  
"trade ,"  and could support a  family.. 
M ostly, th e  farm er boys m arry  early, 
and race su icide is  som ething they 
know noth ing  -w hatever a b o u t Eig 
fam ilies are  the  ru le , n o t the  excep­
tion. A nywhere from seven to  ten 
children  is a  good average sizable fam ­
ily in the  country. The idea of s trag ­
gling around w ith  one or tw o children 
would seem  queer to m ost of them.

AfterJ th e  crops a re  in, and especial­
ly a f te r  corn is  “shucked" and cribbed, 
th e re  is  an alm ost com plete lull 
farm  work. The w in te r wood is often 
go tten  j“up” before cold w eather be­
gins. and  from  the la st days in  Novem­
ber until along early  in  M arch th e re  is 
practica lly  noth ing  to  do on a farm  
e x c e p t! the  everlas ting  "chores.” 
T hese consist of feeding the  stock, 
curry ing  and  rubb(ng"down the  horses, 
bring ing  in  wood, m ilking, and  doing 
a  few li ttle  o ther odds and ends. A 
fam ily lot tw o o r th re e  boys and the 
head o f the  household can  do all this, 
In an  hou r and a  half for m orning and 
night. The re s t  of the  tim e fo r a  pe­
riod of about, if  n o t quite, th ree  
mofaths, is  ju s t  poth ing  a t  a ll but re s t­
ing by th e  flrep lice  o r th e  stoves, 
read ing  th e  papers, v isiting , going to 
the  dances or to tow n, a ttend ing  court, 
and hearing  the  speeches, and in  o ther 
w ays enjoying  -the' le isu re tim e.

One-fourth, the refo re, of the  aver­
age fa rm er’s  life on th e  farm , a p a rt 
from  m any e x tra  storm y days, tak ing  
it y ea r1 in  and yea r out, Is a  vacation. 
Of course, he m ay go o u t and  nail up 
a  fence occasionally, and  chop a  little  
wood, o r do som e o ther nilld “stu n t.’ 
B ut thp crops have been gathered , the 
fail plow ing is done, and th e re  is  rea l­
ly noth ing  for him  td do. Some of 
the  m ore en terp ris ing  boys in our 
neighborhood w ent in to  th e  coal 
banks, along the  * line of th e  little  
s tream s am ong the  hills and  w ith 
pick and dynam ite unearthed  m any 
tons of so ft coal, and m ade good 
m oney a t  It. B ut th is  w as a  business 
ven tu re  separa te  and a p a rt from  farm ­
ing, and only th e  h u sk ies t of the  h u s t­
le rs  tackled  it.

Now ju s t  im agine, if you can, any 
clerk, o r w orking man, or professional 
o r business m an, laying off th ree  
m onths in  each year. W ouldn’t  th a t 
be som ething  like the  happy land of 
C anaan? I suppose a few hundred 
thousand of the  overw orked “c its .” 
would Kate to th in k  of "holing up” 
about Decem ber first and reappearing  
abou t M arch first to  go to  w ork again? 
T alk  abou t e ig h t hours a  day! Why, 
these  farm ers  h ay e  got th e  en tire  
world beaten  on living easy  and es­
caping  w orry. W hat do they  care if 
s tocks go up o r dow n? They don’t 
own any stock. W hat difference does 
it m ake to  them  if th e  tru s ts  corral 
thing®? N ot a  "bit. I t  m ay b ea t them  
out of som e m oney, b u t the  loss is 
only a few 'do llars  to each  d is tric t, and 
th e re ’s only a  little  grum bling about 
i t  .

Can you g e t th e  farm er in to  a  cor­
ner? N ot in  one thousand years. H e 
can alw ays m ake & living, and  a t  le as t 
a  little  more. And he can  alw ays be 
independent w here th e  m an in  the 
cities m ust duck, and  cringe, and w ear 
his soul o u t aga in st th e  stones of hard ­
ship and m isfortune. The fcfrmer can 
have a  dally m etropolitan  paper a t  his 
ga te  in  m ost ru ra l d is tr ic ts  now, on th e  
day the sheet is  issued. H e can  have his 
m agazines, h is  piano, h is  lib rary—all 
these , and  h is  telephone, and  o ther 
conveniences.

I t  is  tru e  th a t  h e  does n o t g e t tho 
g lare and g litte r  of city  life, b u t th a t 
is purchased w ith  m uch tra v a il and 
sorrow, the  m axim um  o f to il fo r the  
minimum o f  gain. H e is  h is  own m as­
ter, and theV e'ls no visible or invisi­
ble whip ra ised  over bis shoulders. 
W e saw; th is  very  plainly as  th e  farm ­
e rs  abou t us se n t th e ir  team s ahead 
in th e  furrow s, o r tossed  th e  shining 
sheaves of w heat a lo ft in the  Ju ly  
sun. - •

T hey represen ted  th e  sane life; the 
san es t w ay of living. If  the re  was the  
sav ing  grace  of social com munion in 
th e  p ra irie1 s ta tes , thefre, too, th e  farm ­
ers  would be happ ier; b u t s ta tis tic s  
show  th a t  fa rm ers’ w ives in  th e  w est­
e rn  sta tes , w here th e  farm s are sca t­
te red  and v is iting  a  task , have been 
unable to -stand  th e  Isolation and have 
broken under the  s tra in . B ut in the  
ea ste rn  and  no rth e rn  s ta te s , and  par­
ticu la rly  in  the  M ississippi valley, the 
fan n e rs  have reduced th e  a r t  of living 
to  a  science th a t spells  happiness.

E ven in  our little- experim en t we 
saw  how sim ple living w as w hen yon 
w ere on a  farm . F or w ha t we paid 
fo r a  house In th e  city  we could live 
on en tire ly  J n  th e  country . B u t su p ­
pose a  m an h asn ’t  a  trade , o r  a  pro­
fession by w hich h e  can  ea rn  tha t, 
m uch? W b a t then?  L earn  to  farm . 
You can  le a rn  enough abou t i t  in  a  
yea r to  suppo rt yourself. T h e re 's  no 
sec re t to  i t  Dig and sow. N atu re  
w in do th e  r e s t
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F irst G reek M inister to Com e H ere.
L am broas A. Coromilas, th e  firs t 

m in is ter o f G reece to  com e to  tbj£ 
U nited S ta tes , is  one .of th e  m ost In­
te re s tin g  figures in  th e  d iplom atic c ir­
cles a t  W ashington.

I n  In g h am  coun ty  an  a ttem p t^w as  
m ade to rep u d ia te  the  d irec t nom ina 
tion  princip le  already adopted , which 
failed  ignom ioi^psly, failed  a lthough

In  sp ite  of th is  th e  reform  m ovem ent 
succeeded by 1,200 m ajority .

A ta rdy  acknow ledgem ent o f the 
un iversa lity  o t prim ary  reform  senti 
m e n t has com e from  ev e n  an ti-adm in ­
is tra tio n  q u a rte rs  since the  A pril elec­
tions. D r. Bradley, who is looked up­
on as  W arner’s ch ie f opponen t fo r the 
repub lican  nom ination  fo r governor, is 
o u t w ith  an  endorsem ent of a s ta te ­
w ide com pulsory p rim ary  law. On the 
p rinc ipal issue betw een the  boxers and 
th e  adm in is tra tio n , the  boxers have 
been igbom iniously  defea ted  in the 
first engagem ent, so hopelessly beaten 
th a t  even  th e  political density  in  which 
they  have long enshrouded them selves 
is p en e tra ted  and  they  yield as grace 
fu lly  as  they can .

B ring tw o pounds of honey o r good
