France has a  goodly crop of .royal 
exiles and p re tenders to the  throne. 
A t Farnborough lives!- the  ex-Empress 
Eugenie, a pathetic  figure, reminctins 
one very] forcibly of t r a g e d y  of 
kings.” (First, in 1870, canie the over­
th row  of her husband. Napoleon III., 
and her flight to England. W orse fol­
lowed in the death  of £e r husband 
and son. and to-day th is- unhappy royaj 
exile, one of the. loneliest and most 
touching! in all Europe, quietly  aw aits 
the g rea t call.

W ithin a  couple of hours' railw ay 
journey of Farnborough. viz., a t Eves­
ham, in  W orcestershire, lives ano ther 
F rench royal exile, the  Due d 'Orleans, 
ch ief claim ant to'thefcthrone of France, 
whose sister. P rincess Louise of 
France, was v recently  m arried  to 
P rince C harles o i Bourbon, whose 
s is ter escaped m iraculously w ith her 
life a t  Lisbon. The duke 's  g rea t­
g randfather w:.. ly n g  Louis Philippe, 
the 'a s to !  the lind to reign in France, 
who signed an ac t of abdication in 
favor of his grandson, the Comte de 
Paris,, fa ther of the  p resen t Due d' Or­
leans.

How the  revolution changed F rance  
from  a  m o n a rch y ^o  a  republic every 
schoolboy knows, and not only is the  
duke thus prevented from  w earing a 
crown, but- by the  expulsion act of 
1880 he is m ade liable to  a rre s t and 
pun isl|taen t if he sets  his foot in 
France. This ac t forbids the  soil of 
th a t country  to  the  d irec t heirs  of 
fam ilies which have reigned.

For th is  reason P rince V ictor Na­
poleon, who claim s the  B onapartis t 
succession and is  styled Napoleon IV. 
by h is  followers, resides in  Brtissels. 
P rjnce V ictor’s fa th e r w as cousin to  
Napoleon III., husband of th e  ex-Em­
press Eugenie. ‘N apoleon III. died ifc- 
1873; his only son. the  prince im­
perial, was Wiled the  Zulu cam- 
palgn«of 1879, a n d 'th u s  Joseph Charles 
Paul B onaparte ,^fa ther of P rince  Vic­
tor, held the  position of head of the 
house of B onaparte, and h is*son be­
cam e heir o f the  B onapartis t hopes. 
B ut the  ac t of 1886 exiled them  both 
as pre tenders to the  throne. P rince 
Victor, how ever—his fa th er died in 
1891—still hopes to reign in the  coun­
try  of h is  b irth , and rem inds his par­
tisans a t in tervals  of th is  am bition 
by sending them  signed photographs 
of him self.

And then  th e re  is th e  m ost pictur­
esque of a ll claim an ts to the  throne 
of F rance— Dom Carlos, duke of . Mad­
rid. who considers th a t by s tr ic t righ t 
of . heredity  he  should also be king of 
Spain. He claim s to be Carlos VII., 
th e  rightfu l king of Spain and the In­
dies, by v irtue  of his descen t from 
Dom Carlos, bro ther of K ing Ferdi­
nand VII. of Spain (who died in 1833), 
'and also claim s to  be K ing Carlos XI. 
of F rance and N avarre, since the 
death of the Comte de Cham bord in 
1883, when the elder line of the  house 
of Bourbon becam e extinct. On ac­
count of the  la tte r  je laim  he has been 
expelled from F rance, and of la te  
years has not pursued his claim  to 
the  th rone of Spain quite  so actively 
as  ire did in the  70's, when, a fte r  the 
strenuous cam paign, the  governm ent 
m anaged to dislodge his adheren ts 
from the ir strongholds in  the  north  of 
th e  country.. Like the  Due d 'Orleans, 
D om,Carlos is very rich, and i t  is said 
th a t he hopes, through his son, Dom 
Jaim e, who is an officer in the  R us­
sian  arm y, to  y e t gain those royal 
righ ts  which a re  said to belong to his 
family.

In P aris  lives Queen N atalie of Ser- j 
via. m other o f the  m urdered K ing 
Alexander, who. a f te r  he r divorce 
from King Milan, took up h e r res i­
dence in the  F ren ch -ca p ita l; while 
near by lives P r in ce  Guy -de .Lusig- 
nan. who claim s to be k ing  of Arme­
nia, Cyprus and Jerusalem . He 
traces  his descent from  Hie fam ous 
knight. G uy de Lusignam  who becam e 
king of Jeru sa lem  in 1186. There is 
little  likelihood of the  prince “coming 
into h is  own,” b u t in  the  m eantim e 
he has  designed tw o a ttrac tiv e  decor­
ations, th e  O rder o f M ount S inai and  
the  -O rder of St. M elusine, w hich he 
confers w ith much so lem nity upon 
persons of whose m e rit he approves.

The P rincess E ugen ie  Cristoforoa is  
ano ther claim an t to  a  th rone  w ith  a 
particu larly  Icing pedigree. She traces  
It back to  the  E m peror Constantine, 
and  h e r  father, P rince  Theodore, w as, 
a  candidate for the  th rone  o f Greece 
in  1863, when th e  pow ers selected 
P rince  G eorge of Denm ark.

P ortugal, too,’ h as  i ts  p re tenders  in  
Dom M iguel I t ,  w hose fa th er fougfit 
unavailingly fo r th e  crow n early  in 
th e  la s t century . T he crow n in also  
claim ed by P rince  P edro  d’A lcantara, 
who considers th a t  h e  is a lso  th e  righ t­
fu l em peror o f  Brazil. . ?  r

A cupful of 
tom atoes flavors a  soup m ade of stock.
