negie, W illiam Jennings Bryan, Jam es

M itchell, th e  labor leader, and  prom ­
inen t sc ien tis ts  and business men 
from  all over the  country.

Political differences, opposing issues 
o f  national questions and business 
riv a lry  w ere laid aside to  discuss the 
w ays and m eans of conserving the  n a t­
u ra l resources of the  country.

P res iden t R oosevelt opened the con-- 
vention  w ith an  exposition of the why 
a n d  w herefore of the  conference and 
an  outline o f  his views o f the m at­
te r . W hile on h is  tr ip  down th e  Mis­
sissipp i river la st fall, w ith  the  gov­
e rn o rs  of 16 s ta tes , under th e  auspices 
o f  the  Inland W aterw ays association, 
h e  is said to  have obtained the  
nucleus of the  idea w hich resu lted  in 
th e  p resen t conference.

ous. W e have been exploiting our 
resources w ith  ho thought of the m or­
row, and  the  claim s of posterity  upon 
us should ce rtain ly  be taken into ac­
count."

In his le tte r  of invitation  to the 
conference P res iden t Roosevelt said :

"T here is no o ther question now 
before the  nation  of equal /g rav ity  
w ith  the  question of conservation  of 
our na tu ra l resources, and it is the 
plain duty of us who, for the  mom ent, 
a re  responsible , to  take  inventory  of 
the na tu ra l resources which have been 
handed down to  us, to  fo recast the 
needs of the  fu ture, and so handle the 
g rea t sources of our prosperity  as 
not destroy  in advance all hope of 
the  p rosperity  of our descendants.”

The need for such 3 conference Is 
illu s tra ted  by a  few facts  vouched for 
by investigators.

W H EN a young g irl reaches th a t

New York H erald. She has noth ing  to 
guide her in  the  way of form er ex­
perience, and she does not alw ays get 
th a t sym pathetic  help older s is te rs  
m ight render if they  rem em bered how 
im portan t the  coiffure is to  the , school­
girl.

Because it is an  arrangem ent; new to 
h e r  and  to  h e r  friends she can  learn 
w hat becom es her only by try ing  the  
various s ty les which a re  app ro v ed . by 
fashion.

N ext to the  turned-up braids, in  
po in t of sim plicity  and gradual change 
in  th e  coiffure evolution, is th e  loo te  
coil o r tw ist Which is genera lly  die- 
scribed  as  a  figure S. The coil starts 
a t  the  back of the  head; ju s t below  the  
crow n a f te r  the  fron t h as  - been 
brushed hack in a  soft youthful pom pa­
dour, then  it tw is ts  up and down,, cov­
ering  the head from th e  crow n to the  
nape of th e  neck. The loops » a re  
fastened securely  w ith shell hairp ins, 
and  a  w ide black ribbon bow m ay be 
tied  through the  cen te r to  bring  th e  
loops and ends ju s t back of th e  ears. 
F or g irls who have Very little  h a ir  th is  
ribbon d ressing  will be found becom­
ing and graceful.

No m a tte r  how beautiful and  lux­
u rian t th e  ha ir m ay bfe in its  infancy,; 
unless it is well cared fo r It soon loses 
i ts  softness and beauty  of tone. Moth­
e rs  understand th e  im portance of be­
stow ing a tten tion  regularly  and sys­
tem atically  upon th e ir  youthful daugh­
te rs ’ heads, and they insist- upon th e  
maid following thq  most, carefu l pro­
cess to prom ote the  grow'th and beau­
ty  of the hair.

Suddenly we were all startled by a 
loud knocking upon the door^ simul­
taneously with the entrance of 
"Pappie." His countenance wore an 
expression of alarm, and he was in 
such an excited state he could scarce­
ly speak. "Come, quick, Miss Fannie! 
Two men have jtook Fannie Ellsler, an’ 
are ’guine out de yard wid her. I tried 
to stop ’em. an’ dey said dey had” 
orders to press her into de service.
I tole 'em to wait till I couijj see you, 
an' let 'em show you dey ’thority for 
taking her, an’ dey jess lifted dey 
coat tails and tapped dey pistols an' 
said dat wus 'thority ’null fer me.”

Fannie Ellsler was a beautiful gray 
mare, my mother's saddle horse. She 
was saddled and hit(?hed to a rack in 
the yard every morning toir my moth­
er’s use in riding about the plantation. 
On this occasion she was in her accus­
tomed place awaiting my mother's 
pleasure, when the passing men spied 
her and decided to make a transfer of 
ownership.

My mother hastened to the hall 
door and arrived in time to see the 
men close the gate, turn to the left 
and ride off down the road, leading the 
beautiful mare that had been divest­
ed of the sidesaddle.

For an instant she stood still,'closed 
her eyes, placed her left hand over 
them in an attitude {.of thought, and 
then turned quickly. “Pappie!” she 
said, get your master’s gun from the 
rack, and follow me. Now prove your­
self a good soldier and obey your 
superior officer. Don’t be afraid! No 
matter what I tell yqu to do, obey 
my command instantly!”

While speaking she took from a hook 
on the wall a brace of pistols, buckled 
them about her waist, threw a shawl 
over her shoulders, caught up a  tu n  
Honnet from the rack, and passing out 
aft the rear door she met Uncle Charles, 
the gardener* who had come eager to 
know "what Miss Fannie was 'gwine 
ter do bout Fannie Ellsler.*

"H9fe, Uncle Charles,” my mother 
spoke hurriedly, handing him one of 
the pistols, "take this, follow me and 
Pappie, and when I tell you to use it, 
shoot!"

She hastened out at the back gate, 
followed by her two trusties, intending 
to Intercept the men as they passed 
the road running beyond the orchard. 
She stationed Pappie and Uncle 
Charles behind the tall picket fence, 
and, opening the gate, stepped into 
the road just aa the men came up.
