In order to escape trial on a charge 
of being implicated in the robbery and 
killing of Fran$ '-Frorer, millionaire 
banker of Lincoln, 111., William Web­
ber of Springfield entered a plea of 
guilty to another charge of robbery 
and was sentenced to the penitential.

. The grand jury at Indianapolis re­
turned an indictment against Henry 
V. Marshall, president of the Western 
Construction company, charging him 
with presenting a false and fraudulent 
claim against the city for asphalt 
street patching done by » his com­
pany.

George B. McClellan ^was declared 
to have been duly elected may.or of 
New York over W. R. Hearst, in 1905. 
by Justice Lambert, and by the jus­
tice’s orders the jury returned a ver­
dict to that effect.

Thomas E. Bagby, while standing 
at his sweetheart's window near 
Huntsville, Mo., was shot and killed 
by her brother. EL J. Carter. Jr.

Two men were killed and five per­
sons injured when their automobile 
was struck by' an interurban car at 
Indianapolis.

Engineer Aaron Raub was killed anc 
several passengers injured at Ixifty 
Pa., by the wrecking of a Pennsyl­
vania train, believed to have been de­
tailed by the spiking of the tracks.

A second son was born to Lady Suf­
folk, formerly Miss Daisy Loiter of 
Chicago.

Miss Mary Joy Newland of Detroit 
was married to Count Limberg of 
Prussia!

The mobilization of all British war­
ships in home waters for the annual 
maneuvers brought together 301 ves­
sels with 68,000 officers and men.

Mme. Sherstnova. who was confined 
in the political prison at Kiev, was 
shot and killed by one of the sentinels 
who discovered her signaling with a 
mirror to some of her co-prisoners.

Women suffragists made a riotous 
demonstration at the parliament build­
ings in London and some of them 
were arrested.

Judges Sanborn, Hook and Adams, 
in the United States circuit court at 
St. Paul, made an interlocutory de­
cree whereby they temporarily sus­
pend and enjoin the enforcement of 
the order of the interstate commerce 
commission which reduced the charge 
of certain railroad companies for the 
transfer of live stock from the termini 
of their roads in Chicago to the Union 
Stock Yards from $2 to $1 per car.

preserving order. This action was 
decided upon as a. result of the re­
quest from the Mexican government 
that the United States do its utmost 
to prevent any violation of the neu­
trality laws. Mexican troops attacked 
and scattered the bandits who raided 
Matamoras.

At Friedrichshafen Count Zeppelin’s 
airship stood brilliantly the longest 
and most searching test it has yet un­
dergone It remained in the air for 
six hours and three-quarters, attaining
an. average speed of 34 miles an hour 
throughout.

Jhdson Harmon, attorney-general in 

the late President Cleveland’s cabinet 
returned to Cincinnati from Princeton, 
N. J., wher^ he attended the Cleve­
land' fun eraij ceremonies.

Judge Harmon related an incident 
at the funeijal which seems to have 
escaped general observation.

President [Roosevelt, before the fu­
neral. summoned the members of the 
dead president’s two cabinets into the 
chamber of death, and delivered to 
them, yvith his characteristic energy 
and force, ah exquisite eulogy on the 
life and death of Cleveland. It was 
probably the only eulogy at the fu­
neral, and even this was delivered be­
hind closed doors to men who once 
were much iir the public eye.

Around the bier, with heads bowed, 
stood former Secretaries Hoke Smith, 
Francis, Olney, Carlisle and Herbert, 
former Attorney General Harmon and 
former Postmaster General Vilas. 1̂1 
these and others had been summoned 
to the side of the casket by President 
Roosevelt. Pointing to the coffiriAthe 
president told of the good deeds of the 
deceased apd of the faifh in which 
Cleveland hjad died.

"It was an impressive as well as 
a tactful tribute." said Judge Harmon.

Glazier Is Bankrupt.
Frank P. Glazier has formally made 

acknowledgment in the United States 
district court that he is a bankrupt, 
and has withdrawn his notice of con­
test and demand for a jury trial in 
the bankruptcy case begun by credit­
ors. Glazier will now be adjudicated 
a bankrupt and the creditors called 
together to elect a trustee.

There will, however, be one hard 
fight in the case and after the trus­
tee is elected. A petition will then be 
filed for the setting aside of the,mort- 
gages in favor of the Chelsea Savings 
bank oh the Blodgett terrace, Detroit, 
for $80,000. and the Ann Arbor office 
building, for $100,000. The other credit­
ors than the Chelsea bank take th,e 
ground that these mortgages were 
acts of preference and bankruptcy. 
Glazier says in his withdrawal of no­
tice of contest that he does not admit 
the acts of bankruptcy charged.

The withdrawal notice was filed by 
Attorney James S. Gorman, of Chel-j 
sea. Attorney Walter E. Oxtoby. for 
the receiver, will now push the case ' 
to adjudication and trusteeship.-

The supreme court this morning de- j 
nied the application of Glazier for a j 
writ of mandamus to compel Circuit j  
Judge Wiest to show cause why he j 
should not grant Glazier a change of I 
venue from Ingham county. The su-! 
preme court holds that while some.evi-; 
dences of prejudice were shown as .be- j 
ing in existence, they were mostly con-1 
fined to Stockbridge and were not I 
ample to warrant the belief that the | 
defendant could not receive a fair j 
trial in this county. The court further j 
holds that there has been no abuse of 
discretion on the part of Judge Wiest.

R ebu ild in g Ionia.

Gangs of men were busy Monday in 
the Gfand Trunk and Pere Marquette 
yards' 'clearing away the wreckage 
from the big Ionia Sunday fire. The 
Grand Trunk freight Jiouse consists 
of a string of box cars, and two pas­
senger coaches form the depot. Plans 
for rebuilding are being freely dis­
cussed and work will begin ‘soon on 
some of the new structures. It is ex­
tremely probable that the old Pere 
Marquette freight house, which was 
burned, will not be repaired. The com­
pany already has plans for a new 
freight house and the old one will be 
abandoned.

for Mrs. Grover Cleveland, following 
precedent. Mrs. Garfield has received 
a pension of $5,-000 each vear since 
1882.

Mrs. Harrison, the only other presi­
dent’s widow'now living, was not pen­
sioned, butj she was Mr. Harrison’s 
second wife and married him several 
years after! his term as president ex­
pired.

In cases i heretofore where presi­
dent’s widows have been pensioned it 
happened that the president had also 
been a soldier, but the pension was not 
granted because of his military ser­
vice. While Mr.’ Cleveland had never 
done’ military duty he was none the 
less .commajnder-in-chief of the army 
and navy. The rate o f  pension which 
congress has habitually granted to 
presidents' widows is $5,000 a year. It 
was in 1882 that the precedent of 
granting thijs sum was established.

The first definite plan for the na­
tional Democratic convention was an­
nounced Wednesday by the committee 
on arrangements. The convention, as 
soon as temporarily organized, will ad­
journ for the day, out of respect to 
the memory of Grover Cleveland.

This will not interfere with the 
work of the convention, as the commit­
tees will be busy until Wednesday 
morning at least. The program looks 
to the completion of the work of the 
convention withn three days.

The vice-presidential situation, which 
clarified with Judge George Gray, of 
Delaware seemingly a sure winner, 
was badly muddled again when a dis­
patch from Wilmington, Del., was re­
ceived. containing this positive state­
ment from-Judge Gray':

"As 1 have repeatedly said 1 would 
not consent to being called in nomina­
tion as a candidate for the presidency, 
1 now say with equal emphasis that I 
will under no circumstances consent 
to a nomination for the vice-presi­
dency."

"Judge Gray,” said one, "never gave 
hiB consent to being placed in nomin­
ation before the convention, but his 
friends, who realize^how well qualified 
he is to be president of the United 
States, have taken the matter into 
their own hands. It is our affair and 
not his.”

The Gray headquarters opened early 
Wednesday, the first of the conven­
tion. beating the Johnson men by a 
few hours. With Mr. Marvel in charge 
was R. J. Beamish, of Philadelphia.

Roger Sullivan, of Illinois, declares 
his delegation is going to stick to 
Bryan, but that it will act on the plat­
form according to its own ideas. Neith­
er Bryan nc>r anyone else can dictate 
the party platform, he says. Sullivan 
opposes a radical injunction plank. 
Charles G. Heifner. of Washington 
state, also is opposing a radical in­
junction plank. He says the Pacific 
coast doesn't want it and that the 
party will not stand for any "transpar­
ent sop tCLunion labor.”

Chairman Thomas Taggart, of the 
national committee, also is opposed to, 
Bryan dictating the platform. HtLsay& 
"I think the convention will ‘decide tb 
leave out any radical riaboT plank, or 
any other radical plank."
• It is not certain that Alton B. Parker 
will be a member of the resolutions 
committee. He is not. the leader of 
the present political administration in 
New York state, and as he is bitterly 
opposed to several of the Bryan pol­
icies, it is possible that he may not 
be treated with as much deference, as 
should go to the late presidential can­
didate. In any event, it is suggested 
that while Bryan is going to hold out 
for his labor.plank. It will not break 
his heart if the convention overturns 
him.

Insiders in jhe Bryan camp evident­
ly are displeased with the Johnson 
presidential candidacy, and will not 
consider him for second place. They 
want a New Yorker if they can't suc­
ceed in getting Judge Gray. The lat­
ter is preferred despite his objections 
because of the esteem in which he is 
held by the labor men.

With Gray out. however. New York 
can have the nomination if it unites 
on John B. Stanchfleld. of Elmira. N. 
Y.. or any other of the half dozen sug­
gested candidates. Stanchfleld ran for 
governor in 1900. Bryan, it is said, 
is rather desirous of having a conser­
vative with him on the ticket. Up to 
date no less than 32 men have been 
mentioned for the vice-presidency.

M r. T a f t  N o w .
At noon Wednesday Gen. Luke E. 

Wright took the oath of office as sec­
retary of war.. Escorted by Wm. H. 
Taft, retiring secretary.. Wright passed 
from the private office of the secretary 
into the general reception room, where 
surrounded by prominent army officers 
and officials of the war department 
the oath was administered to him by 
John B. Randolph, the .veteran assist­
ant to Chief-Clerk Schofield, of the de­
partment. Randolph hajs administered 
the oath to four previous secretaries 
of war, Including Mr. Taft.

An informal reception for the bu­
reau chiefs, division chiefs and clerks 
of the department and army officers 
stationed in Washington was held 
later in the secretary's private office 
by Taft and Wright.

Taft once more a private citizen, 
after having been the executive head 
of the war department for four, years 
and five months, is now ready to/ un­
dertake the duties and responsibilities 
of a candidate of a great political 
party for the presidency.

A  F u g itiv e  F ro m  J u s tice.
Robert Campbell, the Jackson attor­

Iuto each county they would go, 
pussy.footing to the office of the coun­
ty boss where the expense of a cam­
paign for delegates would be dulv com 
puled and the money paid down, and, 
if some one else did not spend more 
money for another candidate, the goods 
would be delivered. Thus, under the 
convention system, was the great state 
of Michigan wont to select its rulers.

What a difference now! The two 
active candidates for the nomination 
for governor, each running upon a per­
sonal platform, are touring the stale 
The old time party bosses are negli<- 
gible quantities. They no longer can 
deliver the goods. -But at each stop­
ping place the candidates hold a pub­
lic meeting and discuss the issues in­
volved directly with the people. Thus 
not only will the people of the state at 
large have an opportunity to meet and 
size up the next governor of Michigan, 
but they are being given a splendid 
education along political lines and lye 
ing taught daUy lessons of the difficult 
task of self-government.

If the direct nomination plan did not 
replace a corrupt, misrepresentative 
system of selecting candidates, but on. 
ly served to educate the masses and 
give them au intelligent understanding 
of the issues of the campaign, it would 
alone be worth while. Since it accom­
plishes both of these purposes, it is not 
difficult to understand why this reform 
is almost universally demanded.
