first year’s work, has m ade good ev-ery 
prom ise m ade by G overnor W arner 
when h e  recom m ended and induced 
the leg islature to provide fo r in sta lling  
the p lan t. I t  has m ade good in th ree  
w ays; it has reduced the  cost of binder 
tw ine to  eVery fa rm er in  the  s ta te ; it 
will yield a profit this, first season 
w hich shows th e  fu tu re  possibilities of 
the p lan t to take  care o f a goodly por­
tion  of the  expense of m a in ta in ing  the 
prison, and  it fu rn ishes an incom e to 
those prisoners em ployed in the  p lan t 
who have fam ilies to  suppo rt, which 
will go fa r  tow ards reliev ing  m isery in 
m any hom es a n d  instill new  m anhood 
in the  convicts.

T he p la n t was s ta rted  last A pril an’ 
has m anu fac tu red  1,100,000 pounds or 
550 tons th is season. T h e  fu ll capacity  
o f th  p lan t if tber^ was sufficient 
m oney in the  revolv ing  fu n d  to  buy 
the raw material required, is 4,000,000 
pounds a  year. T h is  is ab o u t one- 
th ird  the  binder tw ine required  in  the 
s ta te  to  tie  up  the  crops each year.

The plant finished the season the 
first of July. I t will be shut down for 
two weeks and then will 9tart on next 
season’s supply. The people of the 
state who go to Jackson should not 
fail to go to the prison and see the 
plant being operated for it is a moat 
interesting process to watch. Only 
oue thing remains to accomplish. The 
revolving fund is not large enough to 
buy all the raw material the plant can 
use. Tbe fund will be about exhaust­
ed the first of next October, bat War­
den Armstrong is confident the legis 
lature next winter will provide an in 

% creased fund on the showing he can 
make as to the success of the plant the 

' first year.

Immoral Postcards.

The postoffice department at Wash­
ington has sent out notices to all post­
masters regarding the use of tbe mails 
for sending obscene, lewd or lascivious 
pictures, pamphlets, letters, writing t>r 
print matter, or other publications of 
an indecent character, and from now 
on a vigorous effort will be made to de­
tect and prosecute the offenders, who 
are subject ^o arrest under the postal 
laws an<r~lfegal*tions. I t is not so 
much in sending obscene literature 
through the mails tbaL concerns the 
office as it is the sending of obscene 
and immoral postcards bearing pic­
tures of a highly immoral - character, 
some of which have obscene verses 
subjoined.

A fine of not more than $5,000 or im 
prisonment at hard labor tor not more 
than five years, or both, in the discre­
tion of the court, will be the sentence

imposed on any person who is found 
guilty of this offense.

Many o f these ca rds are  m ailed at 
different postofiioes every week. Per­
haps if  senders knew  th e  penalty  fo r 
p u ttin g  them  in the m ails the  prat-tire 
w ould stop , and  fo r th e  purpose of 
patting a  stop  to th e  p ractice the  gov 
ern m en t has issued th e  o rder to  every 
postm aster in the  U nited S ta tes to  en ­
force the  law. S tric ter surveillance 
will be kep t on the  m ails in the  fu tu re , 
and all cards com ing under the  prohi­
b ition  o f the  law  w ili’be stopped 'and  
the  offenders sought out fo r pun ish ­
m ent.

C ards o f im m oral characte r mailed 
in  envelopes also com e under the  ban 
of th is law . Cards bearing  words in a 
foFeigin language, suspected to  contain 
im m oral m atte r, will not be exem pt 
from  the law.

W hile m any o f the .im m oral post­
cards do not bear the  nam es of the 
senders they do in m ost instances bear 
in itia ls  or som e sentence to indicate  to 
whom the card  is addres ed the  iden ti 
ty of the  sender, and  th rough  the per 
son to  whom the  card is m ailed the 
postoffice au th o ritie s  fTSrtfe a p re tty  
su re way of lea rn in g  who the  guilty  
party! is.
