The hymn* 
w rite r  is  thus the  m ost popular of all 
a r t is ts  who express them selves in  
w ords and melodies. Y et he frequently  
rem ains obscure. T he people who 
know  his songs do not rem em ber him. 
Eve* persons who know the words 
and th e  m usic of scores of hym ns will 
confess th a t they never looked in  the 
hym nal to  see who w rote them . It 
w as th e  good fortune of the  la te  Ira  
D. Sankey th a t Bis m anly voice and 
en thusiastic  personality  w ere associ­
a ted  w ith  h is  tunes. No doubt the 
e x tra  hea rtiness  w ith  w hich people 
usually break forth ' Into a  Sankey 
hym n is  due to the  fac t th a t so many 
h ave heard  him  lead them . The quali­
ty  of Sankey 's w ork is  indicated in 
th e  sto ry  of th e  beginning of his alli­
ance  w ith Moody. It is said th a t 
Moody heard  him leading a  revival 
hym n a t a  religious convention, and 
asked  in  excitem ent who he was. A 
neighbor told him, and expressed ad­
m iration  for h is  line voice. "I doq’t 
know  anyth ing  about h is  fine voice,” 
replied  Moody, “b u t I do know th a t 
he feels every word he sings and be­
lieves every word he feels.” Sankey 
w as m doer as  well a s  a singer of th e  
W ord, says the  Youth’s Companion. 
H e responded to  Lincoln's first call for 
volunteers. A t the  end of his life he 
w as afflicted w ith blindness and ill 
hea lth , bu t he kep t h is  fervent spirit. 
And the  Income from  his published 
w ork w en t largely to religious institu ­
tions.
