8urely Coming.
The prediction that the > railroads 

win ult&ately come to  the electric 
method of propulsion as a  matter of 
economy, safety, convenience and ne­
cessity is no longer regarded with-the 
skepticism once prevalent The ex­
traordinary extent to which many big 
corporations are using electrical . mo­
tive power, especially at terminals, 
shown that great advancement has 
keen made. At a meeting of the West­
ern Society of Electricians in Chicago 
F. A. Sager, a  prominent member and 
agent for an important company, made 
this statement: “The railroads wiH 
have to  spend approximately *5,000,- 
000,000 within a  few years to keep np 
with the  increase of traffic. By elec­
trification at a cost of *4,000,006,000 
they would increase their, capacity to 
such an extent that ne new .trackage 
would be needed.” This conclusion 
was reached after a careful review by 
Mr. Sager of what has been done or 
is  in the way of accomplishment by 
th* New York Central, the Baltimore 
A  Ohio, the Erie and other railroad 
companieseaat and west, and the fig­
ures adduced in the way of analysis 
seemed to  leave no loubt as to tho 
economic and other advantages de­
rived from the change from steam to 
•lectticity.

Bsauty, a Woman’s Birthright.
A vast majority qf women are fall­

ing in love in the good old fashion, 
writes Anna McClure Sboli in Apple- 
ton’s, marrying and rearing families, 
and some of them will he able to pre­
pare their boys dor college when the 
time comes, on the strength of their 
own academic degrees. But whether 
college bred, or bred in that sweetest 
of all schools for a  girl, her own home, 
this majority is keeping aHve the old 
traditions Of chivalry whidh are 
founded not on an ancient feudal sys­
tem, nor on the ideals of an aristo­
cratic society, adoring the great dame 
and scorning the peasant woman as a 
clod of the field, but-on the instinct of 
strength to protect weakness, to wor­
ship beauty, to yield to the sway of 
mystery; and beauty and mystery are 
represented in this world chiefly by 
women. Beauty Is their birthright, and 
mystery is a part of-their very consti­
tution, being, as they are, nearer than 
men to the spiritual aide of life—the 
hidden procreative force' which peo­
ples both heaven and earth.

Anything prejudicial to its develop­
ment is ont of place In the higher «do 
cation of women.

Americas street-car men that a  large 
portion of the  women passengers get 
off the car facing ̂ backward, and many 
accidents are due to the practice. No 
ampunt of warning or nemoestra&oe 
having cured the habit, Acar-barn su­
perintendent In -Chicago has equipped 
‘40 cars with a  new form of door han­
dle, so placed that it  la  difficult for 
anyone to alight in the wrong way 
who uses the handle as a  support; and 
all other support! are removed. Some 
of the women who have need the new 
care are said to regard them as very 
Inconvenient, and to he indignant at 
the toss of a  Mbit hswsrsl privilege.

Venezuela Doesn’t  Y ie ld — Blockade of 
Ita Po rts  by W arsh ip s of the Neth­
erlands la  Expected— C itizens o f L a  
G uaira  A larm ed . •

W illem stad, Nov. 2.—The N ether­
lands governm ent fixed November 1 as 
the lim it of tim e for V enezuela to  re­
voke the  decree of P res iden t Caatro, 
issued  on May 14, prohibiting the 
trans-sh ipm ent of goods for Vene­
zuelan ports a t  Curacao! P residen t 
C astro  h as  refused  to  revoke th is  de- 
cre, but as  yet, so far as  is known 
here -the N etherlands governm ent has 
no t decided upon definite action.

T he re  has  been m uch activ ity  here, 
but in  an interview  Sunday th e  gov­
ernor of Curacao said th a t Holland 
ought to  have assu rances th a t V ene­
zuela had not revoked the  decree a t  
th e  last hour of the day fixed accord­
ing to  th e  u ltim atum  before tak ing  
any ac tive m easures. He believed th a t 
his governm ent had made am ple prep­
a ra tions  for any eventuality . The 
opinion is held am ong naval officers 
here th a t no d irec t s teps will bf 
taken  w ithin a  week.

Venezuela 'Exp ects B lockade.
There is no question th a t Vene­

zuelans believe the  N etherlands gov­
ernm ent is preparing  to blockade the ir 
ports. Advices received by the  steam ­
er Zulia from M aracaibo s ta te  that, it  
was. reported  on October 24 th a t P res­
ident C astro had ordered the mobiliza­
tion of 50,000 troops to be ready  No­
vem ber 2. Two days la te r  th e re  w ere 
rum ors in M aracaibo th a t Gen. Nicho­
las Rolando, who previously had been 
charged with leading a  revolutionary 
m ovem ent in  Venezuela, w as crossing 
the  fron tier w ith  20,000 men from 
Cueuta, Colombia. No fu rth e r account 
of th is  m ovem ent could be learned be­
cause mall and telegraphic com muni­
cations w ith Cueuta were suspended 
the  following day. Large sh ipm ents of 
pow der and shells have been received 
a t F o rt San Carlos on M aracaibo lake, 
and the re  is much ac tiv ity  around the 
frontier.

A t W illem stad a  w ireless system  has 
been estab lished  so th a t unin terrupted  
service can now be secured. The last 
ta rg e t prac tice  of the  Dutch w arships 
showed 75 per cent, of hits, w hile the 
vessels w ere m aking a speed of 12 
knots.

People of L a  Guaira  A larm ed.
C aracas, Oct. 24, v ia  W illem stad, 

Nov. 2.—A larm  is increasing  among 
the  residen ts of the  port of La Guaira 
in  view of th e  extensive m ilitary  prep­
ara tions which have been going on to 
m eet the  th rea tened  action of the 
N etherlands governm ent. P residen t 
C astro has been in  poor health , but, 
a fte r  several postponem ents he was 
able to receive the  credentia ls of Lo- 
rena  F erreira , th e  new Brazilian m in­
ister.
